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EDITORIAL NOTES.

A murder has been perpetrated at Gateshead, near Newcastle, similar
! in character to the Whitechapel atrocities. The quesuon suggests itself
whether the supposed lunatic who committed the latter has changed the
scene of his ternble crimes, or whether the new horror is due to the extra
ordinary tendency to wumnation so often observed, which 1s almust sute 10
constitute some novelty in murde. vus outrage the first of a ghastly series.

We are accustomed to think and speak of Laun and Greek as dead

languages, yet not only 1s one an actual heing tongue, but our own speech
: is 5o constantly 1n process of enrichment from both of them that in that
sense they are stil iving to us. \We have perhaps adopted neatly all we
are likely to adopt from the Laun, but our debt to the Greek goes on
increasing with every new scienuific word we introduce, and the newspapers
of Athens show that modern Greek is lutle differont from the ancient,
and that it would be easy to restore it to its original purity.

Mr. Gladstone's recent utterances point distinct., to Home Rule (which
in those sober and rational countries embodics no dangerous ideas of dis
ruption) for Scotland and Wales. This, as we have said before, we seriously
think the best road for England out of present difficulties.  English conser
vatism will probably be slow to admt the idea that thereis no inherent
weakness in federation s compared with centralizaton, batif the fortunes
of that party were in the hands of ihe sgie Disrach, the Liberals might
wake up some fine moraing to find the wind taken out of their saiis by a
sweeping federative measure.

* It is instructive,” says the London Tunes, * to note the difference witlh
which fishery questions are treat.d in Amenca, according as they fall within

the domain of party politics, or as they can oc dealt with far away from |

the influence of caucus managers.  Mr. Bayard has appartently given dircc-
tions that the opersuions of Brtish sealers in Behning's Sea should not be
interfered with., Both Canadians and Americans have cvery reason for
submutting to reasonable regulations w the prosecution of the scal fisherics,
and we hope that some such equitable code of rules wiil be the outcome of
Mr. Bayard's moderate policy.”

Autention s being strongly drawn to the fact that bona fide settlers are
limited in their choice of fat land for settlement by the large areas which
have been allowed to fall intu the hands of land-grabbets who, of course,
select the best.  This jobbery has, it is said, been carried out to a huge
extent in Vancouver Island ; but in other pasts of the Dominion desirable
settlers are confronted by prior claims and have been turned away. This

“Ir 15 our will,” ran the famous Indian proclamation of the Queen
in 1858, * that, 5o far as may be, our subjects «f whatever race or creed be
frecly and impartially admitted to offices in our service, the duties of which
they may be qualified by their education, ability and integrity, duly to
discharge.” To this noble proci.mation Sic W. W, Huntey, in an article
which holds the place of honor in the Contemporary for September, furnishes
this corollary . ** We have not only given pledges which we are asked to
fulfill, we have nurtured aspirations which we are expected to satisfy.”

Ihe Queen’s Indian proclamation has borne its legitimate fruit. Six
hundred deputics from all tho Provinces have assembled, and formulated
their desires ; which are, 1n briet, (1) The complete scparation of the execu
tive and judicial functions, so that no man shall be prosecuted and tried by
the same officer; (2) an cffcclive outside control over the financial
administration , (3 tenatne inttoductiva of the clective principle into the
Legislative Councils; (4) the right of asking questions in the_ Indian
Legislature, (51 partiai repeal of the Atws Act, su that there may be some
means of defence against wud beasts , 161 estabushment of mihtary Cullegcg,
and a system of native volunteering, (3) the age of admission to the Civil
Service to b raised, and cxaminativn for the ju 2 () branch to be held in
India as well asin England. ‘The moderatiun of this platform is emphasized
by the Congress asking only that a Royal Commission be appointed to
consider it. X

With grave and statesmanlike eloquence Sir William Hunter continues
his discussion of the Indian preblem - We have chosen as our school-
books for India the spleadid narratives of Taglish free:d>m © we have com-
pelied the university youth to study the great misters of Fnglish national
eluquence.  The histof works officially prescribed for ke entleges of Tndia isin
nself an education in pulitical righ's ~ And we could not have done otherwise
Four the English language, if cxpurgated of the language of liberty, would
be no vehicle for the education of a people. During a full generation,
according to the Asiatic span of life, we have forced upnn the cducated
dasses of India the political id2as of Eng'and  [sit any wonder they
should now demand sume of the political institutions of Fnglishmen ?”
England has thus, as was her duty, enkindled the aspirations of con-
stitutional freedum of which she is the great mother, in the Asiatic races
over which she rules, and there cxis's a confident expectation that T.ord
Lansdowne will prove the right man to give efiect 1o them.

The Pitcher caso is being closely watched in Montreal, and with intense
wnterest across the line, being the first instance in which a determined cffort
has been made to bring t> justice one f those defaulters whase presence
io Canada would be a disgrace if Canada were at all responsible fo- it
Happily, our hands are clean, and there is a very canl amnunt of assurance
wn the remark of the Boston A.drerfiv -, that ** se!f respect should make the
Canadians unwilling to harbor such a horde of rabbers as constitute the
colony now harbored in Montreal” The A-rerf’ser ought to know, or, at
all events, might safely presume, that their presence is utterly distasteful to
Canadisns. It cannot but be fully aware that the oxtradition of criminals
is a matter of treaty, and that if no trcaty has been concluded which will
cover these cases, the American Government is alone to blame, a.pd is
 entirely responsible.  If the United States elect to incur the frustration of
the justice it is entirely at their option to casure, and prefer to protect
dynamitors and other crimina's obnoxicus to all law and christianity, to
having theit bank swindlers extradited, it is their own look-out, but it is
the height of meanness to throw the blame of their own perversencss on
, Canada, which would be but too glad to be rid of the nuisance We have
rascals enough of var own 15 look after, though their array is insiguificant
beside that of the rascaldom of our oxceedingly high-minded neighbors.
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THE DISAFFECTED FRENCIH-CANADIANS,

M. Poirier, the candidate for Montreal East, at a meeting of Nationalists
held to open the electoral campaign, plunged head-foremost into the Riel
issue, and eaid that * the injury inflicted on the French-Canadians by Sir
John when he hunged the Metis chieftamn, would never be forgotten by the
30,000 patriots who hud resolved to overthrow him. lle was in honor
bound to avenge the inswit to his race, and he meant to do it *’

Meantime, M. Mercier’s organ, L'Eleteur, is talking secession and
clamoring for a mass meeting to inaugurate a movement for the annexation
of the Province of Quebec to the United States, while M. Morcier himself
has adopted the contemptible tactics of using the most passionate and incen-
diary language in a public speech, and suppressing the most violent portions
of his haranguc in the revised report printed in the Montreal flerald and the
French organs. This is said to be an old trick of M, Mercier's.

It is difficult 10 imagine what would content these ungracious French.
men. They could by no means, under Annexation, hold the privileged
position they do in the federated community of the Dominion, where they
have always held the balance of power ; and their denuncintions of Pro-
testants as oppressors of French Roman Catholics are the height of absur-
dity and falsehood. The tyranuy has lain cutirely on the other side, as
witness the high-handed proceedings by which, about a year ago, the whole
English-speaking community of a district in Quebec were, by a deliberate
scheme, deprived of their municipal rights and privileges. The French have
always had their rights respected, and more than respected, as of tourse
they know well enough, but they are essentially of the type which seizes an
opportunity of difficulty to add to existing embarrassment. ‘They remind us
of the Irishman, of the story, whu was pulled vut of the walei, after Leing
wrecked on a ccast unknown to L. “Have yee a ol G nmint Leae?”
cried Pat, as*soon as he had pulled himsclf together. ' Certainly thare's a
government,” said the rescuers. * ‘Thin I'm forninst it'” shouted Pat,
“ Hurroo !"

Any sound people would by this time have been glad to cease surnng
up the unsavory remembrance of the wicked and worthless Riel, but noth-
ing is too dirty for the demagogic politician, and the shallow populace he so
easily leads by the nose M. Mercier has perhays a sincere fellow feeling
for Rie), for his portrait, as given in the Dinini n Ilustrated, reveals to the
observer of character as shown in facial lincaments a considerable character
istic agrecment with the countenance of that worthy.

It is evident that the recent exercise of the Federal Veto, which is the
ostensible cause of the present outbreak of factious malignity in Quebec,
only affords a desired vent for the expression of antt-Detish and auti Federal
fecling which has been sedulously and patiently cultivated with a set pur-
pose for a considerable time.  If the Quebee Government really possesses
under the constitution the power 1o create courts which has been, rightly or
wrongly, disallowed by that of the Daminion, M Merci-r is perfeetly aware
of the constitutional remedy provided—an appeal to the proper tribunal;
but this does not suit his purposes. M. Mercier desires to free his Province
from all contro), Imperial and Dominion. it is a fine opportunist demon-
stration, which we venture to predict will not Lear the fruits which e and
the disaffected French-Canndians he leads hope 1o see.

CANADA IN GENERAL.

There scems to us to be just two obstacles to Unrestricted Reciprocity
with the United States, One is a matter of duty to our own country, the
other is only inseparable so long as the Americans remain in the prescut
frame of mind as to protection. We take it that a nation, especially such
a nation as Canada, with unlimited resources for manufactures, is incom-
plete as a nation without a full development of its own manufacturing class
and resources. For that development our manufactures require protection
against American slaughtering for some little time yet to come.

Full reciprocity in natural products 1s another, though a very matenal
matter. Against this it 1s the United States which sets itseit.  Itis at ther
oplion to accept reciprocity n fish and coal.

It is acknowledged that if unrestricted reciprocity were inaugurated,
there would be a deficiency of revenue which would have to be made up by
taxation of some other kind than the Customs duties on Amernican goods,
which would be lost. Nothing that we are aware of has been suggested to
this end but Direct Taxation. Some oac or two politicians have had the
courage to hint at this oxpedient, though there is nothing which presents so
alarming an aspect to the ordinary tax-payer. We do not ourselves parti-
cipato in his distaste.  We are of opinion that no conceivable measure would
do so much to create that spontancous and carnest vigilance on the part of
every intelligent clector which would constitute the surest check to extrava-
gance on the part of any Government, and that the resultant cconomy would
become obvious in a very short space of time. We arc not, however, in the
lcast sanguine that our views will recommend themselves to the majonty, ot
cven to any considerable menority, for a lung tune to come.  If they ever
obtain, we should heartily welcome the free trade, which would Le cither
causc or consequence of their adoption.

Mecaptime, the resources of Canada are almost as great as these of the
Uhnited States.  Our cum is nut su fine as thas which can be produced tur-
ther south, and we cannut grow uranges, lemuns and bananas, but i uthet
fruits our vreduct is as good, and in other grains, in coal, in iron, and
in other miner:gls, we arc at least on a par.  All that we requiro arc, a larger
popuiation, which is stcadily acctuing te us, sume mcicase of caterpnise
and energy, and a patriotic and self relying spirit.  Qur territory is cnor-
mous, and with increase of population we should suffice to oursclves for an
internal trade proportional to that which makes the States sclf containing to
so large an extent. DPopulation will, we think, Lo found, when the next

——

census is taken, to have reached a number at which the natural incremen
alone will ensure an augmentation advancing in a ratio rapid enough to be
palpably and practically felt in decreasing intesvals of time. At the same
time our exports of natural products to Great Britain alone are fast gaining
in importance, and already thero is a diminution of the wailing of pessimists
that all is hopeless with us. ‘The facts have indced become too strong for
them to keep it up. Perhaps they have begun to think that they would
hardly merit such thanks as those of the Roman Senate to the Consul Vang
after the tremendous defeat of Cannae (partly due, morcover, to his owp
rash generalship) for, not even in that hour, despairing of the Republic,
When we contemplate the immense national advantages and capabilities
with which our happy country has been blessed by Providence, if only lle
will be pleased to grant us immunity from foreign aggression and domestic
faintheartedness, we sometimes begin to wonder that so many speculators on
our future can see nothing but two alternatives hefore us—Imperial Federa-
tion or Annexation !

“PUT UP OR SHUT UP.”

If our present deplorable relations with the Uniied States do not lead to
carnest cfforis for Linperntal Federation, there will be small hopes for the
final success of the scheme. For we never can have a stronger illustration
of the dangers of our existing status than we now have. If we were equal
and paying partners in the Empire it is unlikely that the present crisis would
existat all, ur that demagogues in the Senate or elsewhere would have been so
prompt to refuse arbitration, to repudiate conventions, or to fish for the
votes of rowdies by fowdy abuse of Britain or Canada. We know, from
vanious utterances, that at present many Americans assume that England
waib never take anms mout Lehaf.  Unly the uither day a Repubhcan vigan
vbserved that ** the vew demucracy of England would never fight wath us
“about the Canadians.” Even in Canada many people feel that Britain will
not put her foot down so fumly or so rcadily in defence of Canadian
interests as 1 defence of Scotch or Irish or English interests. * T'o the
proposition that Eogland would run any hazard in order to sustain our case,”
says the Turunto Muad of the 15th, it s probably a suflicient answer
say that we do not contribute 10 her treasury, that we do not allow het a
voice in ourt internal affuirs, that we do not even recognize her kinship in
matters of trade, but treat her preciscly as we treat the foreigner.”

But if a setious crisis should occur under Imperial Federation, our neigh-
bors would be much more anxious to arrange the difficulty than they are
now. lhey would know that no provinces of the Empire would grudge to
Canada in her peed a support wiich she was pledged to reciprocate
theirs.  There would be no question then that Canada would be backed in
all her just contentions— backed more promptly, moro fully and more power
fully than she is in her prescnt conditi w as a ** dependency.”  The sty
arm of the Dmpire would Le nirved by an awakened spirit of imj cra.
patriotism.

If the lovers of lcading-strings really form a majority in Canada, they
might succeed in prolonging her inglorious tutelage for cver, but for three
dangers.  The first danger of course is furcible annexation—a possible con-
sequence of a war with the United States.

The sccond danger is that Britain may sooner or later deliberately
decline to go on shouldering unreciprocated responsibilities.

The third danger is that the carping abuse of Britain by certain papers in
the colonies, whenever she makes a compromise or fails to jump instantly at
the throat of any foreign power in defence of any disputed colonial right,
may at last provoke unpleasant reprisals. Suppose that some day, after an
unusually shrill chorus of barks from a certain class of Canadian journais,
some of the great British papers should retort in effect : “ Gentlemen, if you
don't like the way we protect you, you are quite welcome to protect your-
selves or to get some other protector, if you can find one cheap cnough to
suit your ideas. But before you either criticise our military, naval and
diplumatic services, or prescribe how and when we are to employ them,
would it not be more graceful and more manly to cuntribute sumething to
theit suppurt?  To use the forcible language of your republican neighburs,
perhaps, gentlemen, you will kindly ¢ Per ve or Surr vr!’  Shouldany
considcrable portion of the Pritish press be teased into adopting such a tone,
mote bitter words will follow on both sides, and we shall meet a fate which
all true friends of Britain and Canada drecad far worse than friendly annexa-
tion or independence—we shall part in anger.

Strange to say, those who snarl and nag most at the mother country for
hesitating to risk her vast commerce in defence of every local claim are
generally persons who sneer at the notion of contributing a cent to the
iwperial establishments. It is a melancholy trutk that sponges commonly
are both thankless and exacting.

services.

The St. Clair Canal is not the only portion of the regular navizable
channel through the great lakes which is in Canadian waters. The Lime
Kiln crossing near Amherstburg 1s 1n Canadian waters, and from this cross-
ing to Point au Pelee passage, the navigable channel through Lake Erie is
entirely in Canada.

The indications of the Montreal East electicn are that M. Lepine, the
labor candidate, will carry the labor and prolubitiun votes, having un the
latter score the support of the Witness, and that the Conservatives have
captured Lepine. M. Poirier, tke Liberal candidate, is the translator who
was dismissed last session.

Brady defeated Miss Burpee
and Mr. Mills, In the singles, Brady defeated Bartlett, and George Jones
defeated Ings.

A direct mail service with the West Indies is in future to be made up
every five weeks via Hahfax, The steamship company for the present will
reccive nothing but the usual postal rates, as there can be no special appro-
priation until next session. The Government have promised to have the
matter looked into before next session.  Meantime 1t 1s encouraging to find
the Halifax people eaterprising enough to start a direct line of stcamers,—

The Military Tournament at the Exhibition Jjuilding, on Saturday,
though somewhat marred as to attendance by the bad weather, was carried
out with much success, and was extremely interesting. Major Cutbill's
steady hand secured him first place in tent-pegging, and Turk’s head, and a
second to Capt. Jenkinson, A.D.C,, in tilting at rings. Capt. Black, R.A,
was sccond to Major Cutbill in three contests, The Bellorophon's and
Canada’s distinguished themselves in Field Gun Drill, and Sword vs. Sword.
Color-Sergt. Flynn (Y. and L.) was first in Sword vs. Bayonet, and Majo
Mansell, Asst. Mil. Sec., won the silver cup for the Victoria Cross Race.

H. M. Gunboats Ready and Wrangler are reported to be coming to
Halifax with yellow fever. Alderman Hechler has drawn the attention of the
Health Department to the fact, but it is desirable to impress upon the ci
zens that there is not the slightest cause for alarm, as the Naval authorities
have it in their power to ensure every efliciont safeguard, and are too well
accustomed to emergencies of that kind to omit any precaution. In fact
the Naval Medical Regulations lay down all that is necessary. If the gun
boats really have yellow fever on board, they will come in with the yellow
flag, but it is usually on the wane in infected ships beforo they reach this
latitude.

Commissioner Hechler has very properly called the attention of the

Joard of Works to the destruction which has besen going on for

some time of the trees intended for the future adornment of the Grand
Parade. Stones and debris have been thrown against them, clothes hung on
them, and guyropes made fast to them. Alderman Hechler has done well
in procuring the passage of n resolution to put a stop to this reck-
lessness in the future ; but if the whole City Council had not been asleep, or
at play, half their time, steps ought to have been taken in the matter long
ago; and, to go further, it may be said that citizens living in the vicinily,
might have moved in the matter.

A proposition is being mooted to ercct a common slaughter-house for
the city, and to cause the eight private slaughter-houses now existing to be
discontinued. There is much to favor this proposition. There is at pre-
sont not a slaughter house in Hahfax that is properly constructed or con
ducted as tne law directs.  None of them have concrete floors, conduits for
the blood to run off in, nor vats to reccive it when it does run off If the
plan should be adopted, the fees might perhaps pay the interest and cur-
rent expenses, and yield some revenue towards a sinking fund that would in
time wipe out the debt that would have to be incurred. But it behooves
the ratepayers of Halifax to keep a sharp eye on any project likely to sad-
die the caty with additional debt.

“ A MERCIFUL MAN IS MERCIFUL TO IS BEAST.

To the Editur of the Critic .

Sir,— Recontly visiting your city from the mother country, I was much
gratified to find that you had a working branch of the noble Society for the
Provontion of Cruclty to Animals, which hed its rise in England, and is
one of her groatest honors—high and low, rich and poor, being ono with us
n the cause of humamty, With the hopo that a personal offort made by an
Engheh lady, a member of the Soctety, 1f narrated 1n your influontial journal,
may lead other ladies to md with the samo resolution and spint, I give you
ono out of many of her oxperiences, as narrated by horseif.

Living in the pleasant village of Wimbledon, which 18 reached by a
long and somewhat heavy hill from tho east, this lady threw a good deal of
her humane offorts into that locality, by keeping a sharp lookout as to the
trostment of horses and donkoys up the said hill. Many a coal waggon’s
driver has been induced to take off the bearing reins of horses pulling up
without their heads to assist themn, and obtained additional help with a leader
whon the waggon was overloaded. Upon the ozcasion I refor to, she was
walking down the hill, and observoed a large open waggon coming towards
her, being drawn by a magmficent dappled groy horse, which was using all
its groat strength to drag the heavy load of iron rails at his bick up the
hill, 1mpelled by constant blows on the back, neck and legs, from the
carter's heavy whip, overy fow minutes. The frantic efforts of tho poor,
willing animal were painful beyond measure to witness, and as the lady
drow nearer, she could see the effects of the carman’s whip on the hoad and
legs of tho unfortunate horse, and taking out her card and pencil sho wrote
down tho name and address of the owner, after which tho following conver-
sation took place :—

Lady—* Do you think your horso is ablo to draw those heavy railr up
this hill "

Carman—* Yes, and I mean to make him.”

Lady—* Do you intend to continuo beating that splendid, willing animal
in the cruel manner that you have from the bottom of the hill 3"

}f.‘arman—“Yos, and he shall do his work. You have mnothing to do
with it.”

Lady—* You little know to whom you aro speaking. I shall now g~on
to the station, and telegraph to our Sociely in Jermyn streot for one of the
officers to como down and put a stop to this, He will bo here before over
you cross Wimbledon Common.” *

Carman—* Oh, ma’am, 1 beg pardon. Pray, ma’aw, do not do as you
say. DPray, donot. It will bo more than my placo is worth.”

Lady—¢ That is oxactly what Iintond it to bo, for your infamous cruclty
to this splendid creature. See how willing he is to pull up the hill without
any beating. Stop him at once.”

This was dono in a moment,

 Carman—-* Please, lady, do not send for the officer, I will do any-
thing you wish, but T must got this load of iron rails across Wimbledon
Common to-day, somehow or othor.”

Lady—* It is easily done, by exercising a little common sense, as well
as humanity. Look at theso coal carts coming up the hill. Do you think
your master would grudge giving one of these men a sixpence to help his
valuable horso with this load "

Carman—* No ma'am, shall I stop thom 7"

In conclusion, I beg to cucloso a Post Office Urder for five
shillings to re-pay you what you must havo oxponded on my horse's behalf
in tho cause of humnnity,

In reply to this communication, the lady wroto :—

# Dear Sir,—1 have this momoent recoived your lotter, and am thankful
1o s00 how sorious a view you have taken of your carman's gross cruelty to
your horse, but I am very anxious tu ask you, as a petsunal favor, that you
will re-ongage the man, as 1 make a point of givivg such men a practical
lesson, but never cumscut to their loss of a situativn through a complaint
cunnating from mo. I think ho has learrt Lis lessun this time ; what with the
abject torror which appeared to seizo him, whoen I threatoned to send to our
Socioty in Jermyn street, which ho was well awaro moant a fine of forty shil-
liogs ot ten day s’ imprisvnment, and now his tomporary Jismissal frowm your
service ; su that I hopo you will kindly reinstate him with a warning, 1
beg also tu return the five shillings you onclose, as the horses that aided
yours belongod to my vwn coal merchant, and kis mcu were uite satiefied
with a triflo coming from me, and which I wasonly tuu glad te give, to hava
your splondid snimal relieved of the greater part of his heavy burden.”

Tho sequel of the stury is simply, that the proprictur of tho ill used horse
consentod to take his carman back, but told him that he did su, * only to
please tho good lady who had acted so kind a part by his horsn

Prompt and decisive action on the part of ladies in such cases often
cffect more satisfactory results than many men can bring about. I wish the
ladies of Halifax may follow this English lady’s exawple.

Don't uso quantedy fur nwmber. A quantity of wheat” is right onough,
but what are we to think of the phrase, ** a quantity of people?”

Don't use adjoctives whoen adverbs are reqaired.  Dou’t say, for 1nstance,
“this pear i8 uncommon good,” but ** this pear is ancvuemunly good.” For
rules on the usoe of adverbs consult buoks on grammar.

Don't say ** awfally mce,” ** awfully pretty,” ete., and dou't accumulate
bad grammar upon bad taste by saying * awful nice.” TUse tho word wuful
with a eonse of its right meauning.

Don't say ¢ loads of time,” or “oceans of timo.” There is no meaning
in theso phrases. Say * ample time,” or * time enough.”

Don't say *lots of things,” meaning an “abundance of things." A bt
of anything means a soparate portivn, a part allotted. Lot for quantity is
an Amoricanism,

Don't say that ¢ tho health of the president was drand,” or that “the

raco was ran.”’  For drank say drunk ; for ran say run.

Don't use smart to express cleveruess, brightness, or capability. This
use of the word 13 very common, but it is nt sanctioned by peuple of the
best taste.

(The word clever is often used in the United States to convey the idea
of good naturo or obligingness. It is also a good deal used in the same
senso in Onbtario, but ot very wuch, as far as we kuow, in the Maritime
Provinces. It is, of course, a complote porversion of meaning.—1L.)

Don't habitually use the word folks—* his folks,” * our folks,” * their
folks.” Strictly the word should be fuii, the plural fortn Leing o cuiruption,
but, whilo usage sanctions fulls for folk, it is in better taste uot to use the
word at all,

Don't spoak of this or that kind of food boing kealthy or unhealthy ; say
always wholesome or unicholesome.

Don's say learn for teach. 1t is not right to say ¢ will learn thom schat
to do,” but “ will feack them what to do. Tho teacher can only teach ; tho
pupil must learn.

Dou't say donate when you mean give. Tho use of this pretentious
word for overy instance of giving has become so common as to be fairly
nauseating. Good, plain, vigorous Saxon is never pauseating. If one cau-
not give his church or town library alittle money without calling it donating,
{:n him, in the namo of good English, keep his gift until he has learned

cttor.
. (Wo aro glad to find tho prevalent use of this pedantic word stigmatized
in “ Don't ;" it is worso than the perpetual “commence” for * begin.”—LE.)

Don't pronounce Qod as if it were written Gaicd, or doy as if it wero
written dorg. In each case o should havo tho short sound, the first word
thyming with rod, the second with log.

Don't say ruther for rather. Pronounco ruther to rthyme with father.

Don't uso admire for like. *I should admiro to go with you,” is neither
good English nor good sense.

Don't notico in others a slip in grammar or a imisptununciation iu a
way to causo & biush or to offond. if you refer to anything of the kind do
1t courtoously, and not in tho hearing vf other persons.

(Wo wouid add to these oxcellent cautions another remindor of tho con-

|tinunl incorroct uso of will for shall and would for should. In this misuso
tho prees is cu porsisiont that it lhas Lecome opidemic, an1 has infectod tho
Luglish press, and oven sume writors of mark who ought to know botter It
is surprising that numbiers ¢f porsons who write woll should remain blind to
tho Jownishiness of this mode of uxproasion.  Another provailing vulgarism
is, fur instance, * what kind of «man is he? Why a? A man is * ono
and indivisible,” aud ho is what he is. 1lo can bo no kind of man but the
“ind of man ho is. Tho a is altogether redundant, and redundoncy is $he
sin which ro casily besots tho uncultivated writer or spesker. * Don't" has
olsewhore commented on the impropriety of “dono” for “did." In a
reeent account of a base-ball mateh, wo noted two distinct instances of this
abomination. * So and so done some splondid worlk,” &e.—L.)

Good stecl in its soft stato has a curved fracture and a uniform groy
y lustre, in its hard state a dull, silvery uniform white. Crocks, thieads, or
i sparkling particles denoto bad quality.

Guod steel will not bear a white heat without falling to picces, and will
crumble under the hamwmer at a bright red heat, while at medium heat it
may be drawn out under the hammer to a fino point.

A soft, tuugh iron, if broken gradaally, gives long silky fibres of leaden-
groy hue, which twist together and cohero before breaking. A medium,
even grain, with fibres, denotes good iron.

| Badly refined iron gives a short, blackish fibre or fracture.
grain donotes hard, stezly iron, likely to Lo cold-short and hard.

Coarso grain, with bright, crystalized fracture, or discolored spots, denotes
cold-shoit, brittle iron, which works casily whon heated, and welds well.
y Cracks on tho cdgo of a bar are indications of hot-shott iron. Good iron
is readily heated, is soft undor the hammer, and throws out few sparks.
