The ceremoies attending the unveiling of the monu-
ment to the late Sir John A. Macdonald naturally
evoked a number of eulogies upon the dead statesmai
by Sir Donald A. Smnith, the chairman, by His Excell-
ency, Lord Aberdeen, and by those who had been his
comrades in the political arena, as well as by those whoTaephone 1 277. P. 0. Box 2081,.
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ASSESSMENT SYSTEM. MUTUAL PEINOIPLEhad consistently opposed his viewys. Each speaker
dwelt upon soie sone different phase in Sir John's
character. Sir Mackenzie Bowell eulogised his politi-
cal acumen and marvellous powers of organization.
Hon. Geo. E. Foster dwelt upon the lessons of tolera-
tion and mutual forbearance lie always strove to incul-
cate, while HoIn. Mr. Chapleau spoke more particularly
of the "spirituel," the magnetie side of his character,

nild of the affection and esteem in which he was leld.
Sir lenri Joly de Lotbiniere, one of his life-iong op-
ponents, paid a graceful tribute to his qualities as a
statesman, and Sir Adolphe Caron, Hon. J. A. Ouimnet,
and Hou. John Costigan bore.testimony to the many
good qualities of the dead leader. The ceremonies at-
tending the unveiling were both appropriate and im-
pressive, and the secretary, Mr. Joseph H-. Jacob-to
whose untiring energy and administrative skill their
success was largely due-was deservedly congratulated
on the result of his efforts, both by Ris Excellency in
the course of his address, by Sir Mackenzie Bowell and
by the others.

The announcement that, thanks to the aid of the
Russians, a French syndicate financed by the Banque
de Paris et des Pays Bas and the Credit Lyonnais, had
succeeded in securing sole control of the Chinese pre-
liminary loan of $80,000,000 in gold, naturally caused
some comment in German and English financial circles.
It appears that Russia exacted 1 per cent. per annuin,
the privilege of placing the loan, and an agreement
froi China not to float another loan for six months,
as the price of lier guarantee, and thus, while the Chi-

-inese Goverment pay 5 per cent. interest, the Parisian
syndicate receive only 4 per cent. Immediately upon
receipt of the niews of the Rtussian "coup," the German
bankers communicated not only with the Imperial gov-
ernient, but with the lcading English financiers as to
the prospects of securing a portion of the main loan of
$150,000,000 to $200,000,000 which must shortly be
placed upon the market, and received prompt assurances
that the goveruîment would intervene to obtaii for
them a share in any of the f arther financial arrange-
ments China may reqtire. The present $80,000,000 loan
guaranteed by Rtussia, only covers the extra indemnity
to Japan for the surrender of the Liao-Tung penihsula.
For the larger loah the resources of France and Russia
are manifestly inadequate. They must have outside
assistance, and this cau only be obtaiued fron England,
who now exhibits an inclination to boycott the Liao-
Tung loan; much to the disappointment of the Banque
de Paris, Which confidently expected to float its share of
the preliminary loan in the London market. For this
reason they are anxiously sounding English bankers to
know on what terms they will be willing to handle
portions of the loan. German financiers are also seek-
ing to forn an entente vith the English houses on the
question, as the political importance of the loan is
keenly felt, and it is already uncomfortably apparent
to the French houses that they have suffered theiselves
to become the catspaws of the astute Muscovite for
purely sentimental reasons. The Russian governient
vill draw one per cent. on $80,000,000 annually for a

guarantee ihich, in the present condition of Russian
finances, is practically wotE notting, and they them-
selves will be calleid upon to take the risk of the trans-
action. They, of course, loped to be able, in their turn

to unload the loan upon London, at all events for what
they paid for it; but the present outlook is that they
mav be ilistaken.

In estimating crop conditions people are too apt to
take into consideration only our owni crops, and those
of the United States, and to neglect the returns of
those countries whicli, from their propinquity to the
centres of consumption, are necessarily of greater im-
portance than our own. Thus the reports of damage
to United States crops are apt to sway the local mar-
ket to an extent out of all proportion to their real im-
portance. It must be renembered tbat from all the
great grain growing countries of Europe accounts are
favorable to a large crop. Russia will certainly be up
to the average; if not somewhat over. French crops
all look well; although somrewhat backward. Belgiumn
promises a good yield. lu Germany more moisture is
wanted, and it is feared the damage to rye in the early
spring cannot be repaired. In ilungary wheat is satis-
factory; rye is an average; and barley a good medium
crop. In the angle of the Danube and Tisza, called
the granary of Hungary, crops are in excellent condi-
tion, and fall wheat is in an exceptionally favorable
state. Both barley and rye are in good shape. In Asia
Minor reports are favorable, and the only exception
are a few districts where the moisture has been exces-
sive. In Tunis and Algeria the outlook is far more
favorable than vas anticipated, and all the northern
nations look for good yields.

The plethoric condition of the money market in
Great Britain is the reason why British investors are
disregarding the threatened terrors of free silver coin.
age and the unpleasant results of American invest-
ments in the past, and are still purchasingon this side
of the water. They are forced to put their money out
somewhere; for the rate of discount in London has
fallen steadily until it is now under one per cent. on
the open market, and the Bank of England rate bas
been at its minimum of 2 per cent. for over a year,
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Loais on caIl practically command next to nothing,
for mnoney for thirty days is eagerly lent at -1 per cent.
'The next Chili;an loan of $10,000,000 was subscribed for
ten tiies over, and the only hope is that the Chinese
loan may relieve the plethora of gold. Two and three
quarLer per cent. conîsols are now 106 for mnoney and
.1.00 3-16 for the accounlt,' wh ile 2½ per cents have touch-
ed 105; whichli is equal to 126 for the old thre per
ceits. Il fact so serious lias this overstock of noney
in the market become, that one of the lcading English
finanîcial papers points out that Metropolitan three per
cent. consols, with a semi-Socialist Council in power,
have risen to 111, and it is exceedinigly doubtful, if the
Infdia Ollice lad the nerve for a great operation, and a
Mr. Goschenî to manage it, wheler it could iot float a
really large two anld a halft per cent. loan at par. The
miunicipal corporations, large and sniall-sometines
very sinall-are raising mnoney at less thani 3 per cent.,
and every kind of " trustee stock," including especially
railway debatures, is runing up within measurable
distance of coisol price. in fact there are bankers in
London wlo believe fiat, wlhat with the trustea laws,
and withi the immense volume of modern accumula-
tions as compared with modern debts, two and a half

per cent. consols, il the absence of great wars, or of
any totally iew kind of. speculation, will within a very
sliort period touîch 110, thius reducing the "regular" or
liaroiiietric interest for secure capital to less than 2:¼
per cent. Nor is evel that rate likely to be perma-
nent. I t is not a imatter of guesswork, but, of calcu-
lation, tlat uînless the people take ta wasting their
money in masses on a great var, or on soine unprofit-
able speculatio like the Panama Caunal, Mr. Goschen's
prophecy, made so mîanîy years ago, mnust come truc,
and lt iinterest on passive capital securely invested be
reduîced to 2 per cent.

A good deal canî ba leariied, says the Saturday Re-
view), of the progress of shipbuildig iiin the last twenty-
seven years by compariiig the 'Terrible w'hich iwas
lainnchied in 1868 with the Terrible which took the
water recently froi tha Clydebank yard of Messrs.
Thompson. Tihe old T'Zerrib/e was a first-class frigate,
a paddle-vssel, unarnoured, whichî was thought to be
doing wonders if she steanied 12 knots, and whose
heaviest gin was, if we remnember rightly a 68-pound-
ar. Te 'errible of to-day is a first class cruiser of
over 14,000 tons. She can steaio 22 knots and, though
unarmoured, lier machiinery and magazines arc pro-
tecterd by a steal-arched deck of great strcngth, while
hier qick-firing guns would alona prove a match for the
whole Clannîîel Fleet that sunned itself in Belfast
Lough in 1860.

U. S. NATIONAL BA.NKVNG.
As the tiim1e is at hand whci the usual annual state-

ments of our banks are publishîed, *and, reviews made
of their business for the past banking yaar, sonie ex-
tracts comîpiled from the report of the Conptroller of
the (Curreicy respîecLiig the condition of the national
baiking iiterests in the United States may be con-
sidered in order. In other years the Conptroller lias
baeen in the habit of giving the nunbers of failed
banks, and the causes respectively wliicl led to the
failings, but in the year 1.893 this vas not doue owing
doubtless to the fact that so mnany failures occurred ithe

report would be unduly lengthened. l 1894 the samne
practice was followed. We cannot, therefore, revie w
however briefly, the causes of the various failures, of
which twenty-one occurred during the year ended
October 1894.

There are 3,756 national banks in the United States,
with an authorized capital of $673,000,000 owned by
288,000slareholders. Thiis gives eaci baik an average of
$179,000 capital and 76 slhareholders. The total of
loans and discounts was $2,007,000,000. They had
$1,728,488,000 in deposits, $172,332,000 in circulation
and a cash reserve of $422,000,000.

During the year 50 banks, located in 22 states, were or-
ganized, with a capital of $5,225,000. This is the
smallest nimber of banks, with the minimum amount
of capital organized, in any year since 1879; a clear evi-
dence of depression and stagnation of business. Of
the banks organized, 27 were in flhe northern and
easterii states, 10 in the southern and 13 in the
western.

Within the year in question 79 banks with a capital
of $10,475,000 passed out of the national bankin g sys-
tem by vol untary liquidation, and 21 witli a capital of
$2,770,000 failed and were placed in the banks of re-
ceivers. 'Ten banks which had failed in 1893 resuned
business. The inuimber of! banks which liquidated dur-
ing the year was the largest in any year during the
existence of the systen, except in 1885, besides whiclh
mnany active banks reduced their capital. The cause
beiing, probably, reduced earnings and contracted
business.

Wliile the average percentage of not earnings on
capital and surplus since 1869, when the law was passed
requiring banks to pablisi their earnings and divi-
dends, is 8.2 per cent. and of divid ends 6.6 per cent.
net earnmgs for the past year been only amounted to
5.6 per cent. and dividends to 5 per cent. Th is is the
snallest percentage of dividends ever paid, and the
pereentage of earnings falls below all years except 1878
to 1879. The Comptroller renarks, "TI continued
stagnation in commercial circles, with its attendant
business embarassments, lias in some instances, con-
sumed surplus and undivided profits, and even demand-
cd substantial assessments on shareholders, to provide
for losses. Banks find great difficulty in keeping ex-
penses down so as to earn a dividend. There is too
much competition aiongst national banks-too many
banks in snall places and too much expense of man-
ageient." The co-operative systemn should be iore
applied to banking.

The banks which failed had total liabilities of $9,409,_
000. The number of failures during the year was 0.50
of 1 per cent. of the total number of banks, the capital
0.4 of 1 per cent. and the liabilities 0.27 of 1 per cent.
The failures occurred in the following states: Oregon 4,
Kansas 3, Nebraska 3, 2 eaci in Texas -and Missouri,
and one eaci in New York, Penniisylvania, Alabama,
Michigan, Colorada, S. Dakota and Washington. Since
the National Banking systein wasestablished 267 banks
were placed in the hands of receivers. Of the failed
batiks, 12 have been restored ta solvency, leaving the as-
sots of 255 to be distributed by forced liquidation. The
affairs of 180 of these have been fully closed. The
total cost of administering the assets of failed banuks
was 6 per cent. of the nîmount realized. - Tie average
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realized from all the baliks was 71. 5-7 per cent. Share-
holders of failed banks whieh paid in full had $1,077,
000 repaid them, while assessnients against share-
holders whic]h did not, realized $10,119,000, i.e. share-
holders had te pay about ten times as much as ttey re-
ceived. The average time required to complote the
liquidation of the 130 banks finally closed was 5' years;
the longest time for any bank was 18,3 years, and the
shortest 4 -montts and eight days. As experience is
gained in the liquidation of banks the periods of re-
ceiverships are gradually being shortened, the average
term for the first ten years prior te 1874 being 8 years,
1 ionth and 17 days, for the next decade 6 years, 8
montts and 14 days and for the last decade 2 years, 10
montts ad 24 days.

The number of wonen employed in national banks is
382. These are probably typewriters and stenographers,
and their average yearly salary $485. The number of
shares held by vomen is 1,738,732, and the value $130,-
681,000.

THE EASTERN TOWNSHIPS BANK.
The district which relies mainîly for banking facilities

on the Eastern Townships Bank is one of the oldest
settled parts of the country. It is especially typical of
Canada, as its industries are agricultural, lumbering,
and manzufacturing. Tc two former have been for a
prolonged period sources of -wealth, or comfort, the
latter tas been mîainly developed in recent years, at
Sherbrooke, which is -the capital city of that section,
and Magog a thriving industrial centre. The Town-
ships constitute a very self contained comnunnity, and the
local bank is essentially a local product, which deriv-
ing its resources from the section in which it operates,
utilizes those resources for sustaining industrial enter-
prises needing capital for their development, and sus-
tentation. The position is ai exceedingly'healthy one
in an ecenonie sense, as there is marked mutuality of
interest in those associated wvith this:bank. Ilence ire
find a natural growth of its business, and a steadiness
in its prosperity which is shown by the operations last
year, a time of universal depression, having been as
profitable as the average. The bank cleared enougli to
pay its usual 7 per cent. dividend, with a surplus of
$40,000 te add te Reserve Fund-which is nearly balf
the Capital-and $8,433 to carry on to credit of Profit
and Loss. The growth of this bank in last 10 years is
slhown by following table.

It will be noticed how exactly _the lans kept stop
-with the advancing deposits,-each taving increased two
thirds since 1885. The Circulation failed to respond
to this movement, save very sluggishly for reasons to
which we have alluded in other articles. The capacity
of every district for absorbing note issues is limited,
and once the maximum is reaclhed the absorption ceases
automatically. The bank however lias notes out te
over 50 per.cent. of the limit, which is a good average.
The report speaks of work being plentiful ii the 'Tuown-
ships and labor scarce, wilIe we know fro direct
.Sprees Pat f1p ]unills a» fuetories are w'ell stocked

with orders, which are better stoclé lia goods. The
Eastern Townships Bank is a good specimen of a bank
growing out of the needs of a district, and rendering
it invaluable service. Mr. Farwell, the general mana-
ger, is mueh to be commended for the steady but sure
way in which he bas built up the business in his charge
te its present proportions and stability.

CANADIAN LIFE INSURANCE.
The abstract of life insurance effected in Canada dur-

ing the year 1894, which appears in our nextissuein tabu-
lated form, is a continuous record of progress so far as
imost of the Canadian coimipanies are concerned, the
only striking exception te the general rule being the
Sun, w'hose ainount of new policies written fell from
$5,493,109 in 1893 te $4,687,484 in 1894. The others
have all made considerable gains, and the Canada Life
continues te stride ahead of all competitors. It now
lias insurance te the amount of $61,847,495 in force, or
three tiies as much as its nearest American rival, the
New York Life, and bas inereased its preminum income
during the year from $1,604,356 te $1,803,438 while its
total of new policies is $711,000 larger. Most of the
other Canadian companies also show gains; the record
of the leaders for the year being as follows :

In all, the Canadian companies show increases of $279,-
032 in their premiun incoie, of $580,927 in the amount
of their niew policies, of $10,035,974 in their net ainount
of insurance iii force, and a decrease of S5,730 in the
anîount of policies become claims.

On the other haad, eiglt out of the fourteen British
life insurance companies doing business in Canada have
wri.tten no new policies during thc year, and six of t

theni, the Edinburgh Life Association of Scotland,
London Assurance, Reliance, Scottish Amicable and
Scottish Provident bave abandoned the Canadian field
for good. The Standard wrote $1,618,007 worth of new
business, the London and Lancashire $848,500, and the
British Empire 8722,319. But the Star only wrote
$21,535, the North. British *$1,795, the Commercial
Union $2,000, while the Royal, and Liverpool and Lon-
don and Globe did net write a dollar's worth, and the
net amount in force with British comîpanies at the close
of 1894 was only $33,911,885.

The Aimerican companies show an increase of $3,495,-
122 in amount of new business written, and of $2,034,-
739 in the netaiount in force. Here, again, five con-
panies have dropped out of tie field. The Connecticut
Mutual, Germania, National Life, North Western, and
Phonix Mutual, wrote no new business in 1804. In-
deed, it is only the astonishiag figures of the industrial
plan of the Metropolitan which enable our cousins
across the line to make any showing at ail. The new
Canadian business of the Etna lias fallen off .$9,000,
that of the Equitable $al5,000, and that of the New
York Life $2,055,159. Ou the other band the niew
policies of the Metropolitan huve growu from $694,181
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to $6,132,10, the Mutual Life fron $2,163,336 to
$2,718,461, and the Provident, and Union Mutual, both
show smail gains.

In fact-of the total amouit of $308,061,436 of life
insurance in force in tlis country Canadian companies
now carry $177,511,846, or nearly 58 per cent., the
Americani companies $06,637,705, or 31 per cent., and
the British $33,911,885 or Il per cent. T his shows
Ltat Canadian insurers have confidence in the integrity

and stability of their home coipanies and that the
activity and enterprise of our local managers arc bear-
ing good fruit. in fact the Canadian companies are
fnlly the equal of tieir rivals in energy, fertility of re-
source, and attractiveness of their forms of insurance,
and excel thmin tiii heir knowledge of the requirenients
of the home fieid. Th us, they have been able to gradu-
ally gather thlree-fiftls of the wlole of the life insurance
of Calnada into tieir own hlands, and it is possible that
the close of 1805 mtay sec thei iii control of a still
laîrger percentatlge.

COMP.-AIATIV1el M01tTl.ALITY.

There is no inîsurance topic upon which so niany
contradictory stateients have beei made, or from
which seo many varying conclusions have been
drawn, as thtat Of the comparative death rates of
abstainers and non-abstainers. Each of the par-
ties Lo the discussion have accused their oppo-
nents of manipulating the statistics available in the
inîterest ol! their particular views, and there has been a
genteral impression prevaleit that the data given were
not reliable. Now, however, insurance mon are in pos-
session of the facts elicited by a careful six years exami-
nation of both classes of risks made by. Mr..Emory
McCliintock, actuary of the Mutuial Life of New York,
wlho utdertook in 1880 to investigate the death losses
of the compauy for each class of its customers, and has
just coinpileted his labors. As Mr. McClintock's re-
searclies cover a large iinmber of lives, and have cvi-
dently been condttucted iii a spirit of absolute impartial-
ity, Lte deductions to be drawn from themn are of the
uîtmuost value to the companies as well as to those vho
make the principles of social econiomy their study.

As ivas to be expected, lte abstaiiers niake the best
siowintg froi an insurance stand point. [n the first
year the difference between the abstainer and the non-
tbstaiier is 27 per cent. of the maximum expccted loss,
in the second and third years it is 26 per cent ; but
curiously eniough, iL drops to only teun per cent., and in
Lte case of Anierican lives Lo only éiglt per cent., in

ite fourLt. There are several conclusions to be drawnm
front this. in the first place the fact Ltat the percen-
tage of Ioss falls within 90 p.e. after the fourth year
seems Lo itndicate that the excessive mnortality during
the first tiree mlîust be ascribed to uindisclosed bad
habits at Lite tinte of cntrance rather Lhai to the use of
stimulants iii moderation or otherwise it would remain
close to the opening figures. We have therefore the
difference betIwecen 80 per cent. of the maximiu expec-
Lation of abstaliers and 88 to 90 p. c. of non-abstainers
to consider. A portion of this must be ascribed to the in-
trusioi of a class ofipersonls whose dissipated habits at
the timie of their entrance predisposed then to disease
aind death, a second portion to the smiall class who
drank only in moderation at the tinie of their entrance
aid subscquently acquired habits of intoxication, and

a third to that class who, while neyer approaching
habits of intoxication, habitually take more alcohol
daily than the amount found to be digestible by the
medical authorities. On the inedical testimony col-
lected by Mr. McClintock these three classes fully ac-
count for the difference of 8 to 10 per cent, in the mor-
tality of abstainers and non-abstainers at the close of
the first four years, and besides this it has tobe remeni-
bered that the class of non-abstainers necessarily
reekons among its ranks a much larger proportion of
persons naturally weak and vicious who would on the
average die earlier than others, evei if alcoholic bever-
ages were unknown.

Por all tliese reasons Mr. McClintock is inclined to
tmake the general deduction that the habituai use of
alcohiol within the medical limit is not injurious in it-
self, and that the principal danger incurred by that
habit is the riskc of falling into intoxication, altliough
tiere may possibly be a tendency to disease in some
instances because the medicai limait for the safe .use of
alcoliol is necessarily ill-defined, owing to the differ-
once in constitutions, and because those vho drinlk at
all are apt to exceed that litmit. Finally Mr. McClin-
to k holds that the safety linit for beer, neasuring by
alcoholic contents, nust be placed at a lower level than
either wiine or spirits, which would seeni to im'ply that
there exists an injurious elemeint in beer apart froi
the alcohol it contains. Tlic general deductions to bc
made, therefore, are that while it is not safe to say that
the excess of mortality among non-abstainers is due to
their habits, since the coincidence of lowered vitality
and drinkinîg habits nay be quite as much due to bad
risks taking to drink as to good risks becomiingbad on
account of driik, there is certainîly evidence enough to
show that the consumîption of alcohol does injury to a
sufliciently large nuiber of individuals in eaci class to
iake the death loss distinctly higher on the average,
and therefore that temperance in their habits mnust be
counted a favorable factor in judging proposals from
intending insurers.

SUMMER JACKETS.

Short coats or jackets will be worn a great deal this suim-
muer and autumn, with plain skirts and blouse bodices, either
as part- of a costume or as a separate garment. They are
made in colored as well as neutral tinted cloths. All the new
models are extretely short in the basques, which are very
inuch undulated. The shortness of the basque is their great
novelty; for the rest they are very varied in ftr . There is
the usual double-breasted coat, with neat collar and lapels,
the former faced in velvet; the double-breasted coat closed
up to the Ltroat and flnished up with a turn-down collar; the
open jacket with shawl lapels faced with faille, fitting al-
most tightly to the figure, but open in front and witi round-
ed basques; the cut-away coat, fastened on the bust with one
or two buttons; besides others partaking more or less of one
of these styles. Pockets on the basques are the fashion, and
nany have also snall breast pociets.

As for the sleeves, they are alnost without exception of
the leg-of-mutton pattern, the fullness reaching soumewhat
below the elbow, and set into the armhole in rogular pleats
around two-thirds of its circuit. Semne few have snall
gauntlet cuffs, but plain ends te the sleeves are preferred,
and white cuffs are sonetimes worn over tlhem, wlen, of
course, the collar corresponds.' Yine collars and eufts of
cambric, with narrow Valenciennes lace -and insertion, are
préferred by Parisians te statched linens,
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No coats of intermediate length are ta be seen,' but for
coaching and for the road quite long coats of the redingote
form are provided. They are made very wide in the basques,
which fall in flutes, like that of an ordinary dress skirt, to
the ground, so as ta cover the toilet entireiy. There is no ab-
solute rule, but most of these garments are made double-
breasted and buttoned with a double row of buttons half way
down the skirt, coat collar faced with velvet, and more or
less pointed lapels. ý

The sleeves are fuller and more exaggerated in form than
those of the short coats, and generally have a couple of large
buttons on the outer beam. These coats, being designed for a
special purpose, are made of leather-finished cloth of a very
light drab or cashmere grey tint; the latest novelty in such
cloths being parchment cloth which partakes of the hue as
well as the texture of parchment. The bone buttons are al-
ways choseu an exact match ta the cloth.

An attempt bas been made to bring into fashion long red-
ingotes of brocaded silk, made somewhat after the saine pat-
tern, but, instead of being double-breasted, fluished with a
collaretie and bows of ribbon or a fichu of mousseline de soie.
They are very handsome, but are never likely to become very
popular on account of their cost, and they are only made of
rich figured silks witli ratler dark grounds.

JOHN OSBORN, SON & 00.
William and Robert A. Osborn, doing business under the

firm naine of John Osborn, Son & Co,, wine and liquor mer.
chants in New York and in this city, have made an assign-
ment, although only two years ago they claimed to be worth
$1,850,000, and in January last they stated ta the mercantile
agencies that they owned thair business building valued at
$80,000, that the $379,000 of the F. P. Osborn estate was still
in the business, that they held collateral ta the extent of
$150,000, and that they were worth $100,000 outside of the
business altogether.

The assignment followed the unpleasant notoriety given ta
the firm by the revalations as to the tran3actions and manner
of living of Charles S. Osborn,-who was ejected from the firm
in November last. Hé was thten senior partner, and was
stated to have ôverdrawn his account by $44,000. His exam-
ination as a judgment-debtor'elicited a number of unpleasant
details which naturally.reacted against the firn, and it was
shortly afterwards announced that the two present partners
had âcquired his interest. This is denied by Col. F. J.
Crilley, the manager of the business and the representative
of the estate of F. P. Osborn, tbE'elder brother of the present
members of the firm. Mr. Crilley states that the two Osborns
have no right to make an assignment, and that he is.in pos-
session of the assets of the firm and will continue to retain
thani until the interest of the F. P. Osborn estate in the firmn
shall be satisfied. He states that William and Robert Osborn
have not a dollar in the firm~now, althougli they bad an in-

. tarest ia the past. Mr. Crilley said that the brothers bad each
inherited a fortune from their grandfather, Francis Pares
and that Frances Pares Osborn has been the only one ta keap
his fortune and to add to it. He loft property at his
death which was estimated ta be worth $700,000, and it was
only because Francis Pares Osborn's will provided that his
interest in the firm should remain, that it was possible ta con-
tinue the business. William and Robert had been unable tc
sign checks or do anything else in the name of the firm, he
said, since July 14, 1894.

No' oubt the proximate cause of the assignmant was the
extravagance of Charles Osborn and the free use lie made ai
the firm's credit in order ta obtain money ta gratify his taste
for expansive living ; but all the Osborns have been noted
for extravagant tastes, and for some time past it has beer
noticed that they have been slow in settling their private
accounts and that the busihess was gradually dwindling
The two Osborns claim that their present.trouble was cause
by the high valuation and attempted severance of theintres

of the late Frances Pares Osborn in the firmin, and losses sus-
tained by depreciation of 'the firm's investmants. Nearly a
year ago, in order ta avoid annoying and disagreeable dis-
putes with the exacutors the survivors of the firin virtually
surrendered the direction and control of the business to a
manager selected by the executors, who bas since directed
the policy of the business. While this -gentleman has un-
doubtedly used his best efforts for the benefit. of those con-
cerned, the firm does not appear-to have prospered since the
arrangement was made. The assignees are unable, in the
absence of a full examination of the accounts and property
of the firm, ta state the extent of the liabilities and
assets.

In this city the liabilities of the firin are practical nil.
Their principal business was the agency for the Piper-Heid-
sieck champagne, and for a brand of London dry gin ; but
they also did a general business in wines and liquors which
seems to have gradually fallen off during late years in sym-
pathy with the sinking of the firm in New York. In fact
they have been gradually winding up their Montreal busi-
ness for some time past, and only a few weeks ago one of
thair officers sold out a heavy lina of gaods to a local firms.

It is now understood that an arrangement vill be arrived
at between the F. P. Osborn estate and the two Osborns
whereby the business can be continued on the old lines.

NEW WESTMINSTER NOTES.

Our New Westminster, B.C., cùrrespon:lent writes that
the Westminster and Vancouver Tramway lias been sold to the
Consolidated Railway and Light Co. mostly made up of Pro-
vincial capitalists. The rumour is that they intend to re-sell
as soon as they can do so advantageously. The proinoters
are talking of building a steam railway froi Steveston, a
snall town almost on the nouth of the river, to Vancouver.
The object of this is to get a shorter communication with
Victoria as this would be a saving of threa hours in the run.
A good sign exists in the fact that a number of Swedisih ami-
grants-who are godd sattlers-are settling on land between
hore and Vancouver. There is abundance of land awaiting
opening up and the hardy, tirifty fariner is sure to get
along.' A new manufactory bas lataly conmenccd operations,
called the Tuas Lake Ice & Cold Storage Co. Ltd. Their
principal object is ta land fish on the Eastern market in a
well-conditioned state. There is a branch also iii Vancouver,
The Brunette Saw Mill Co. Ltd., have proved conclusively
that the Fraser River is navigable to sea-going vessels as far
as New Westminster, if not farther. There have bean a
considerable nuinbr of ships loaded with lumîber thera and
all have succesfully reached the open sea again. Several
new cannaries have beau erected this spring, but the salmon
run for the next two years is likely ta be smiall, as the run
increases and dacreases withi considerable regularity. The
next two years will show a gradual decrease, then the third
year will be large, the fourth almnost as good and then comae
the two poor years. Generally the reckoning is done by
starting with the bountiful year as niber one, thus bring-
ing in the leaner years as Nos. 3 and 4.

The Reserve Fund thus increased, now amounts to $720,000-

within 2 per cent., or $80,000, of one-half the Capital Stock of the
bank.

The directors feel, therefore, justified in claiming for the bank
a fairly profitable business for the year, despite many adverse
circumstances. There is an increased net return over the pre-
vions year of $18,000, partly applied in increased profits carried
forward and partly in the amount credited the Reserve Fond.

Referring to the adverse circumstances above alluded to, the
shareholders must have noticed the great falling off in the gen-
eral trade of the Dominion during the past year, due in part te
the want of purchasing power arising from a low price of pro-
duce of all kinds; to the stagnation in trade amongst Canada's
best customers-Great Britain and the United States, te a stop-
page of a large proportion of the great public works which give
qmployment te the people; as well as to other causes.

• In 1898 the returns of the two great railways-Grand Trunk
and Canadian Pacifie, began to show a failing off in traffic, which
became more and more apparent in 1894. This loss of traffie was
aven more noticeable in the great lines of the United States, giv-
ing evidence of stagnation in trade. Ilapplly there are now signs
of improvement. Trade has'taken an upward turn, a more hope-
ful feeling is manifest in almost all branches of business, and it
may be fairly assumed that the tide has turned with a fair pros-
pect of renewed prosperity, if only the coming harvest should
correspond with the wishes of the people. The spirit of
economy has prevailed throughout the Dominion, noticeable even
in the Dominion and local Governments as well as in municipal
affairs, and every business corporation, flrm, and private dealer
has been acting with caution and care. This is the true basis of
prosperity. The directors feel justified, from these considera-
tions,%avlile expressing satisfaction at the fair state of prosperity
enjoyed by the bank during time of diflculty, lu looking for-
ward te even a brighter outlook in the future.

Most of the Eastern Townships industries show increased
activity. lu agriculture there has been an extension of the dairy
industry. In manufactures the mills are running full time,
although complaint is still made of low prices. The lumber
business presents a favorable contrast te last year. In 'mining
there-is, at all events, no falling off, and new workings, new ap-
plications of scientific skillaand more enterprise are apparent
and should produce good results. There Is abundance of em-
ployment for an increased population, and trade should, there-
fore, prove more active 'and remunerative.

The directors, at the request of the business men lu the village
of Magog, have opened a branch at that important sent of textile
manufactures, under the management of Mr. E. P. Olivier, front
the head office.

In conclusion, the directors have tu report that the several
branches have been inspected as usual, and that the whole staff,
by their zeal and assiduity in the discliarge of their duties, de-
serve the, thanks of the shareholders.

and the addresses of the general mana-
gers will givo a tolerably succinct resuine
of business in their respective localities.
Judging fromt those whose statemnents of
earnings have already reached us, there
will be few additions to Rest account tihis
yoar. The majority of the banks have
earned a slight percentage over their divi-
dend payments ; but that is ail. The li-
perial whici paid dividonds of eight per
cent. and a bonus of one per cent., earned
10. per cent. On its paid up capital ; the
Merchants, which paid ciglt per cent.,
earnîed 0-10 ; the H amilton, wiich also
paid 8, earned 8.80 ; the Connerce,
which paid 7 per cent in dividends and
transferrod *$10,000 to the pension fund
eairnîed 7.35 per cent. ; the Hochelaga
carned 11.26 lier cent. and vas able to carry
$50,000 to the reservo ; the Jacques Car-
Lier earned 9.06 per cent.; and the Ville
Mario 7.60 per cent.

MONTREAL WIIOLESALE MARKETS,
Thursday Evg., June 23th, 1895,

Tho improved tone noticeable in gener-
al trade continues, and what changes in
prices are made are ail in ana upward dir-
ection. Failures aire few, money is cect-
ing in fairly well, and, wlile there is in no
sense a "boom" or rush for goods, orders
generally are of a better calibre as coun-
try merchants become more confident as te
the outlook. The crops certainly look re-
markably well ait present, and the arm
wet weather has brouglt vegetation for-
ward very fast; se that there is every pros-
pect of an excellentharvest if no untoward
circunstances intervene. But ne one is
inclined te discount the future, and in
conse.quence, althougli the feeling- is de-
cidedly more hopefil, most hanses are
still operating in the same cautions con.
servative spirit that appeared during the
period of depression. Dairy produce
shows signs of improvement, althoigi the
niovement in cheese is still largely of a
speculative character. Butter is quiet, as
the very warm weather prevents any free
novement and there is an absence of ex-

port enquiry. But prices continue firn
and well maintained, while the decreasing
supplies of eggs have cleared the market
and rendered holders views stronger.
Iron and hardware show an inproved de-
mand and the discountz on both wire and
wire nails have been reduced. Paris green
is very strong. Linseed oil le scarce and
expected te go higher. Flour and grain
have appareritly reached the top of the
grade, and both show signas of weakness.
It is now evident that the invisible supply
in farmer's hands is commencing te coume
forward aud that it is larger than was
anticipated, Oats have fallen nearly two
cents per bushel during the week, and
Ontario millers are ready te eut rates on
flours. Groccries are steady under a fair
average demand. Teas are quiet, sugars
unchauged, and molaisses again a cent
higher. Sole leather has advanced once
more owiag te the increased cost of dry
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Dur inducements.

In New
York, receipts are large and in generally
better condition than last week, and witî
the higher cost in the cousntry most holders
are firn in their views, and seme indifter-
ent about urging their favorite marks, pire-
ferring te hold uîntil later in the week, in
iopes of doing better, and some lots lave
gene into cold storage. Smali size fuIll
cream are in good hie trade deniand and
fancy are frmnly establisled at 7,34c.

A few lots of Western Canadian and Mon-
treal strawberries hlave put in an appear-
ance but they are of wretchedly poor
quality as yet- New Jersey berries are
coming along abundantly and' are selling
at 14 te 16 cents per box and Canadian
berries should be in a, week later. The
shipient of 6000 boxes of lemons ,from
this market te th~e Western States bas
cleared uap stocks here aud prices have al-
ready reached $4 te $5.50 per box and, if
the hot weather continues will be $0 next
week. Oranges sell at $1.25 te $1.75 for
half-boxes and $3 to $4 for boxes. À car
of California navel oranges is aise in the
market. Pineapples are again very scarce
and have shot up te 15 te 20 cents apiece.
Bananaas are less plentiful, and we quote
$1 te $1.75 per bunci as te quality.

Bessemer
pig Iron is quoted 50c a ton higher than
at the close f ay, antid thora is n pres-
sure ta sell even at this advance. Synm-
pathizing with this advantee there has linon
a corresponding advance along the whole
flne fron inck bar and billets ta finished
iron and plates. The inills and furnaces
in and near Pittsburg are quite well sold
up, or at loast orders for a large portion of
their output are placed, so that there is
no anxiety or rush ta seoure additional or-
pers except ut rates that are better than
those ruling at the close of May. The
whole situation is encouraging, and if no
labor troubles interveno ta unsettle values,
the lcar future is full of hopa for a large
business at rates much botter than those
ruling earI3 in May.

LuvrirER AND SmoRs:-The market is
very firi and prices are again higlier. We
quote No. 2 13. A. Sole 24 ta 25c, and No. 3i
21 ta 23c. Ordinary sole is now 25 te 26e
fer Noi 1,28 ta 24c for No. 2, ani 21 ta 22e
for No. 3.
