WAR WZTH ENGLAND.
ITS MORAL £VILS.

Tisa p hysical evils of war dcfy caiculation ; but
the ciimax af its mischief ta mankind will bc
found in its moral rendis. Its chief evil lies ini
its %pirit of malice, and its deeds of rapacity and
lustafwrath and revenge. It is steeped inma-
levoience. It reeles-%with pollution. It is amass
of sin, asystensf aigni vlinlesaiewicked-
ness. Itus a hotheu oU the îOulest, ficrccqt, dead-
Iicst passions. ltjeacbes man ta hate, and ta
hari his feilow. lt*maktes the butchery of man-
kind a Science, a profession, a livelihood, a sup-
port ta wvealtli, and faine, adpnwer.-The war-
systern incarparates every 'vice, and excitudes
nearly every vittue. It is a concentration of ail
cimes-injiistice, fraud, theft, robhery, lust, vio-
lence, rapine, inurtler. There is not in the world
sudsl a theatre ofunîgeumtgtd outrage-
ous crime as a fied of hattie ; and %vell did an oi-
ficer of nitr own cali il c6 a bell iipon eatiý

Such is %var in general - and would a war xvith
England farta an exception? Would it flot make
the he!art of bath nations sweli with malice, and
pant for revenge ? Would it nat debase the in-
tellect, and sear the conscience, and steel the
heart, and tend more or less to brotalize the wvbale
saul, and multiply eveiy spccies of wvickeclne.qs ?
Yes ; it wauld tssrn each country into one vast
laborntory af mischief and crime. Tt would give
a wide and fearful impulse ta the worst forins of
iniquity. Drunkenness and debaitchery, violence
and fraud, theft and rohhery, would saoon start up
like mxslrooms. > Every war-ship, every recruit-
ing rendezvoits., %vanld bcame a prolific nurseryj
of vice and crime. The war would dcmaralirc
more or Ices the wlsole community, and Iead to a
de-reneracy of marais frons wvbch ages couuld flot
entirely recilî us.

Suill wvorse wotild be its efrects on the spsiritual
interests ofinankind. Itsbare excitenient wanld
sisffice te check the progroas of pure, undefiled
religi'on. It %votld withdriav vast multitudes
irom the ürdinary means ai grace, and thus ripen
thens with fearful rapidity for perdition. It ivouid
suspend tise Sabhath ; it would shsst uip the Sanc-

tay ; it wauld withbald the Blible itseif; il
wo5ll sweep away or neutralize thse anly infliien-
ces that can reclainm men fron sin, aitd fit thein
for iseaven. It woulcl malte thent forget their
own immartal interests; it %ouîld disqualify them
for a saving recelîtion of the gospel; it %vould pre-
vent the use af nieans indispensable tn their sa]-
vation ;it would do mitch to destroy tise eflicacy
ai whatevermensniighIt be used for this purposo ;
it 'would provoke a God of pcace ta refuse the in-
fluenice af his grace, asnd t bus leave us toi a long

.ray deatis of vital godliness. Such lias been the
actual resîît, ai cvery wnr in this country ; and
stili worse, in ail probability, would be a war with
En eiand now.

Mark, then, its haleful infbence on ail tise
great enterprises cf the age.
