A LENTEN PASTORAL
(By the Bishop of Lichtield, presently Arehbishop
of York).

DearrLy BeLoven iy Carist,---The Holy Sea-
son of Lent is one which onght to bring a very
special blessing to the people of God, Tta ob-
servance has been enjoined under varying con-
ditions by the Chuveh of all ages, Tts principle
and its purpose have been sauctionsd by our
Liord Tlimselt and hy His THoly Aposthes; and
o own Churely, in one of her authorised homi-
lies, has urged apon her faithful peaple the ox-
ample in this matter ot the Chureh of other
days, Yet it cannot he denied thit there is still
mmong ws o widespread negleet of this season of
grace,

[tis true that we have seen in our duy in
muny parishes an improvement in this matter,
tor which we cannot e too thankful—part of
that wondertud revival of spiritnal lite of which
we see thy blessed tokens everywhere aronnd
us.  But there remains much to he desired, and
I carnestly trost that in this diocese, and in
these appronching weeks of Lent, we may
make some sensible progress townrds botter
things,

Whatever may have heen the circumstancos
under which the Lenten season wax fipst ob-
served, there cun be little doubt that it hay
ever stond in elose relation 1o the great events
of the Holy Week ; and while its duration has
ruried, its witn and end has ever been the better
preparation of the faithful Christinn to stand
beneath the Cross and to wateh heside the gruve
of his adorably Redeemer,  And soit is still;
throughout the forty duy= we look onward to
the mysteries of Gethsemane, of Calvary, and
of the rocky tomb; that so, by all the discipline
of the Lenten fust, and by all ite added mouns
of grace, we may he prepared to enter more
deeply into the fellows=hip of Christ's sulferings,
and be made conformuble to His death,

Now the way and means thereto sy first, Lo
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seck after that detachment and elevation of
soul which will set us iree to give our hearts
and minds to the contemplation of these saving
mysteries. This is the ond of the disciplino of
Lent., And, sccondly, to strive after that true
penitence which will fitand prepare us to learn
more clearly, and to our exceeding comfort, the
poweor of the Precious Blood,

First, then, wo sce that the discipline of Lent
is not in iteelf” an end, but & means to an end.
There is no merit in our prayers, or fusting, or
alma, I ever they should be looked upon
gimply ay good deeds, as something to our
¢rodit, thoy would cewse to be cither profituble
to ourselves or acceptable to God,  But if by
our longer or more frequent prayers wo seek to
rise into higher spiritual lite, and into greater
nearness Lo God 5 if in our fasting and abstin-
enco wo reek to subdue the flesh to the Spirit,
a8 tho Churceh tenches s 1o pray; or to brine
ourselves into subjection ax St Paul speaks; to
have the mind more caulmand clear for heavenly
thought, through separation, ws fur as poseiblo,
from the temptations and distractions of the
world ; if by our alms wo would both acknow-
ledge our absolute dependence upon God, wnd
learn to sit loose from our carthly possessions,
whilo we cultivite wspirit of charity towirds
our fellow-men ; then wirth such saerilices (God
in woll plenred, and by all these means we shall
assurodly grow in grace and in the kuowledge
of our Liord and Saviour,

So, too, with onr words and aets of penitence,
our conlosrions of sing and our teirs of sorrow,
our self-searching and self-=subduing—lot all be
dono, not with the thought that we can muko
amends for our misdeeds, but that wo may
deopen in our hearts a rens¢ of our ntter un
worthiness and of our need of im Who died
for sins,

And now 1 would offer you some practical
counsels with a view to (he attainment ol the-e
blowsed enda.

Fiest of all fot this bo the fundimental prin-
ciplo of your Lenten arvangement—to give
more time to God, Tow litile do woe give Him
at tho hest ! Cun wo wonder that we know =0
littlo of Giod when wo ko seldom seck to bealono
with IHm?  Canowe wonder that the world has
such a bold onus when we are so continually
nmixed up with s concerns ¢

How you are (o gain more time for God
must  depend apon your individual civeum-
stances,  Nomo may be able to save the timo
from other unneeessary or loss nrgent oecup-
tions,  Nomo may deny themselves wlinde sfeep
—best of all by vising up a little carlier cach
day. Somoe may  guin the time by abstaining
throughout this sexson from enjoyments, harm-
loss in themselves, bt worthless in comparizon
with the life of God, And theretore, evon for
this end, besidos the discipline and seli-control
which would he involved init, it would bo well
to give up for the time the pleares of xociety,
and to keep away from pluces of amusement,
and to lay aside all teivial veading, however in-
nacent these things may be in themselves ; not
thinking by such racrilices to commend your-
solves oither 1o God or to maun, but in order
that you may give more time and thonght to
hoavenly things, and be less disteacted {n your
minds and hoarts. What uso vou shall wake
of the timo that you gain must again depend,
in romo m HIntre,  upot the civcumstanees of
onch, Purt of it mustoff course be given to
longer and more trequent prayer and medita-
tion, and to the more eareful stwdy of the Word
of God; whilo sonme may find it possible, and
certainly it would be verv helpful, to commit to
momory some portion of the Toly Seriptures—
a fow of tho Psalms, or somo one of 8¢, Paul's
or tho other Kpistles.  But besides this, 1 trast
that in wost parishes some additional services
will be provided for yon, and that yon will thus
givo somo of the time that you gain o wor-
shipping God in His house of prayer, Whore
thoro are daily or frequont sorvices already,

which some of you have not been accustomed
to attend, you muy be able to doso at leiist
during the Lenten Season, and perhaps will find
such comfort in them that you may resolve to
make an effort, even when Lentis over, to con-
tinue your attendance to the utmost of your
power, In some purishos, too, there will be
additional eelebrations of the Lloly Communion,
and you will indeed do well to avail yourselves
of these opportunities for the strengthening
und refreshing of your souls, One other sug-
gestion [ would make to you for the employ-
ment of your time is to select for your carctul
study some books on sncred suhjects, or & por-
tion of Church hi-tory, or sume treatise on the
devotional life, This will be not only w most
fitting occupation during the Holy Seazon, but
also o clear guin for your spiritual lite,  And
in all these things let there be method and or-
der,  This initself will be an important dis-
cipline, and will leave behind alasting good,

But now as regards the more direct use of
disciplino and self-denial during the Lenten
Season, | have already spoken of abstivence
under various forms, but not ot that which is
commonly known as fasting, or the abstinence,
more or less, from food, Sclf-denial of this kina
has been practised trom the earliest daysot the
Chureh, wnd i indeed enjoined npon us by the
precepts, and sanctioned by the example of our
blossed  Lord Him-elt,  Christians in all ages
have found it to be helpful towards a devotional
apirit, and tor this end it may well be used dnr-
ing this Holy Season. But iv must be with pru-
denee and al=o wirth humility; carctully regu-
lated soas not to be mjurious, and never re-
garded ws anything meriorious in itsell, It
under these limitarions wo adl to onr prayers
fasting, we shall find in it w powerful help to-
wards retting free the soul for the influence of
the Holy Spirit, Ty witl also be well for us to
Le more abundant in our almsgiving ; denying
vursclves for the suke of others, :oud realizing
more clearly our entire dependence upon tin |,
and our position inthe worllas merely stewards
ot His gitts,

I conclude with one or two very plain diree.
tions for the due improvement of the weeks ot
Lient, Make it o part ot your daly work to
figcht manfully against some one be-etting sin,
in confidont expectation that it may by Gud's
grace bo entirely subdued,  Night afier night
tuko account of your progress—your vietories
or your falls,  Thus watching or praying, you
will most surely be delivered from its power.
Agadn, set aside, a8 much as lieth in you, all
cnmities and jealousies and misunderstandines,
and bo especially on your gwrd against all evil
rpeaking  and all unkind  and weonsiderate
words,  Shun also e conversation and empry
frivolous talk,  Abstain from needless visits
which waste the time and dissipate the spirit,
Sock, it you van, to be engaged in some special
zood work for God and LLis Chureh, or for your
fellow-crentures.  Bo on tho wateh tor opp riu-
nities of doing little acts of kindness, or showing
sympathy to these who are in sorrow, need,
rickness, or any other adversity,  Qut of all
these exercizes of the soul may spring up abid-
ing habits, which will endure long atter the
Lienten Season has runits course,

Linstly, strive to live mindtul of God's pros-
ence, and to doall things asin Hissight, calmly,
thanktully, faithiully,  1tis He Who gives us
these seusons of grace, that we may us¢ them
for 1is glory,  Yoar after year they come and
o, to render up their account concerning us ag
the great day.  What record shall this Lenten
Season leave bohind?  Shall it bear witness to
our stoadfust growth in grace, our deepened
eartestnoss in spiritual things our closer fel-
lowship with God, our ripening fur Lternity ?
Or shall it toll of grace neglected and of oppor-
tunities mizused; and honeo of ~inking deeper
into worldliness, and earelesstoss, aud ~in? *Hlo
that hath cars to hoar, let him hear, *The
world passeth away and the lust thereof, but ho

that docth the will of God abideth for ever’

it." Yes, Mr. Hughes' argument, it it is good
tor Methodism, 1s good for Mormonism,  But
it is woml for neither. [ repeat, there is no
change in God or in man, in the laws and obli-
ceations of a Christian, or in the work and eall-
ing and fellowship of the Christian Chureh.

But it is said © we must recognise fhets”" 1
think we know what that readly means ; if not,
it i~ not beeause wo have not heen told. Mr.
T, P Bunting told us at Lueerne, when be ~uz-
gestud that the Bishops at their next mecting
“should make a declaration that the Metho-
dists, the Presbyteriuns, the Congregationalists,
and the Baptists, and there might be others o
wil"—they might perhups include the Mor-
mons and the Shakers whilst they are about iv
—were all true branches of the Church of
Clirist, and that their ministers were true min-
isters of Chriat™ (freiew, p. 355). These sre
the faets ] [ tako the liberty once more o
show, not in anger but in decp sorrow, what all
thi~ means, It means:

2. That we are to reeognize as of G ool asitna-
tan which they themselees huve ereated. For
it i~ uot God, as they woull have us believe,
who has made these fiets; mwen have made
them; sometimes, no donbt, with pure ntives;
sometimes, I fear, with very mixed motives.
There is no doaht, to tike one fustance, thit
Gol raised up the We-leys, But whenand how
dil the Almighty tell the Wesleyuns to leave
i~ Church and to start a new one?  Why,
We-loy himsell protested to the last against
the very course which they have taken.  They
eomstuntly ask us to do what their foamlers did
Wit and would not do; they warmly resent it
it we simply hold fast 1o the beliefs of the vory
men whose names they bvear.

I might easily pursue this subject farther,
but [ think enougl bas been said o show that
the tirst question at issue between Churchman
and Di=senter, whatever it vnce wis, now is s
to the authority of the Bible.  Ldo not foroet
for o moment that there are thousands of Dis
senters who have the warmest love and rever-
ence for the sucred Seriptures—tur in excess of
that of some Churchmen,  But I think tho
time hax come to point out that theiv leaders—
or some of them—make no scruple of throwing
Holy Writ aside as antiquated —it was ** writ-
ten so long ago—when it condens their posi-
tion,  Much was said at Lucerne, for which we
may be thankiul,  But 1 contess that it has
heen u shock wnd o distress 1o me to tind that
good and caruest men like those whom | have
cited do not hesitate to kick the Bible down
stairs when it contradicts their conclusions, |
wits (qutte prepared for their muking no serious
altempt to meet my Seriptural argument; and
to answer my Bible questions—they remain an-
answered (o this day—Dbut | was nov prepared
to hear the inspirstion of the Scriptures aet

RITUALISM AND ROMANISM,

A word may be said as to the alleged connee-
tion hetween Ritualism and Romnunism, 11 they
be cause el eftect; ax some would have us be-
lieve, how is it that while ** Ritualism ™ o the
Church of Englind has been advancing by eaps
and bounds Romanism has been steadly going
buel.

Father Lelley, 0.8, A+ Sub-Prior of the
Augustinian Convent at Cork, wrote three years
ago to the Catho!ie Tines o letter in which he
suid

“ By the blessing of Gad T have received very
many  eonverts into the Chuvel daring my
saeerdotul caveer, but, strange o suy, especial
Iv in these day< of ritaati=-m, they have been
nearly all from the panks ot the Low Chureh
part of the Estavlishment, Though | ean count
wmongst them several neophytes from the Jow-
ish relivion, b have no High Churehmen,
Pusevite, or Ritualist, aml scarcely a Dissenter
tn ~how,

So Mon-ignor Capel in the Weekly egister for
July, 1560, wrote :1—

“There is no diminution of converts, but they
have recen'ly come, nol so much from the ranks
of Tractarions as from the Low Church, or even
Pre~byteran School.”

Moreover, the sume article in the Quarterly
Leeeieir quoted ubove draws attention (page 55)
tothe taet that Presbyterian Seotland is a better

her symbolic 1e mhmg, m her dogmatie belief,
and sho has done this in language too plain to
bo mizunderstood or honestly c\pl ined nway,
She has required subseription to plain doctrinal
statements, and has made tho written and
spoken av owal of belief in, and acceoptance of|
(heso statements as to *the Faith ance do-
livered to the Saints,” a condition of imparting
the gift of Holy Orders. The explaining away
ot these solemn promises of conformity to the
doetring, discipline, and worship of the Church
as required at ordination, would first disinto-
grate and thou destroy the Church.,  Itimperils
its Catholicity. It teuches inlcmling ¢lorgymen
not 1o * hear the Chureh,” bt 10 make of the
Church's most solomi acts practically a subter-
fugre, it not a farce—a means tor obtaining
emolument, social stancling, and a *living,™ in
u ter disvegard of the contract implied nnd ex-
isting in the Ordination vow.

We have too much contidence in the fuith of
loyal Churehmen and in the honesty o our
clergy to beheve that our doctrine i< th be
learned anew from the vaporings ol a “ Choreeh
Congre<s,” or that the meaning ot Csubseription’
is to reeeive, at this late day, an oxplination
whaily in the interest of men who have been, or
are likely to bo, carried wway by overy wind
of doetrine, and are famitiar alone with thoe
ethies and the teaching ot doubt, The Church
of the living Gad is, and shall ever he, * the
pillar and ground of the trath,”  The attempt
to “Aeianize” the Church will he as tutile as

The Ioly Spirit tpeuks through the Church.
The voice of the Church is as the Word of the
Lord Jesus. The exhortation was “ by the
Lord Jesus,"” not in the®name of the Apostle,
but through the Lord dictating and ztrength-
ening my commands : “ So they are not mine,
but Iis,” To acquire and hold his own vessel
(or body?) in sanctification and honour; to keep
his body “ in temperance, soberness and chas-
tity.” In this connection it may be sadly neces-
rary to point out that the sins expressly for-
bidden as dishonourable and threatened with
tho vengeance of God were accounted by the
Gentiles as things indifferent. They were ex-
cused by parents—commended even by moral-
ists—and consecrated by the Rehgions of the
Heathen, especially at Corinth, whence Lhis
Epistle was written,  [ach Christian of Thex-
sulonia was Lo acquire or purchase his own
body, to redeem it from a debasing and galling
slavery, and to become s free mun in Christ
Josus,—master and lord of hix own bady, which
had before heen ulienated by sin and under the
yoke of Sutan,  Abstinence from sensual sins
was a1 thing to be learnt by the Gentiles “ who
knew not God,” 1 Cor, vi, 19 1l Cor, vi, 16.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tue quiet, secret aggressiveness of the
Church of Rome, especially in educational mat-
ters, is felt not alone in Canada, but has aroused
considerable opposition in the neighboring Re-
public. We find reference to it not only in our
religious exchanges, but also in the sceular
papers, and 30 strong has the conviction of the
abuse through the appropriation to Roman
Catholic institutions of an immensely dispr)-
portionate sum relativcly to other religious
Lodies from the taxes imposed for educationul
purposes become, that it is proposed, in order
to remove it, to amend the Constitution of the
United States. Weo learn from the New York
Churchman the full text of the proposed Six-
teenth Amendment, which i3 as follows : “ No
State shall pass any law respesting an ostab-
hshment of religion, or prohibiting the free ex-
erciso thercof, or use its property or credit, or
any money raised by taxation, or authorize
cither to be used, for the purpose of founding,
maintaining or aiding, by appropriation, puay-
ment for serviees, expenses or otherwise, any
church, religious denomination or religious o
ciety, or any institution, society, or under-
tiking which is wholly or in part under sectas-
rian or ecclesiastical control.”

Or the foregoing amendment the same paper
says:  [tis notorious that this amendment
has been proposed in order to correct and pre-
vent the flagrant abuses by which State and
city legislation has for twenty years or more
defisd the principles of tho Federal Govern-
ment, By the intrigues of the priesthood of
the Roman Church, and the connivance of dis-
loyal and anprincipled politiciuns, the public
money of several of the States has been continu.
ally appropriated toward the maintenance of
religious institutions.  This might not have
been recognized as an abuso, and would not,
serhaps, have demanded any notice trom the
Federal Congress it it had been kept within
the bounds of moderation and impartiality,
But the Roman Church knows nothing of
madesty and toleration, and is, therefore, sure,
sooner or laler, to repeat her own history and
overreach herself,  Hergreed for public money
has grown so great, and has been so long un-
cheeked, that no one who is not blinded by pre-
Judive van fuil to see that in some of the States
1 revenue {rom the public funds has been
poured inte the trensury of the Roman Church
enormousty beyond the relative deserts of that
Church and immensely disproportionate to the
sums given to other religions denominations.”

Tuw Churchman also gives some statisties as
to appropriations made in New York city
alone, which illustrates the extent of the nbuse
which has permeated and vitiated municipal
matters, It would appear that during the ten
years, from 1834 to 1804, there has been appro-
prizted from the © tuxation and general fand”
of the city of New York alone for the support
of inmates in the various justitutions: (1) To
Romuan Catholic institations, 3,326,733, (2)
Ta Protestant institutions, $365,467.00. (3) Lo
Hebrew institutions, $908,534.00 ; whilst i the
single month of August, 1843, there was ap-
propriated from the ** Exeise Fund” to Roman
Catholie institutions  $30,889.00, whilst  Pro-
testant institutions received only 84,105, and
Hebrew institutions 83,100,

Tug Church Club is an institution which it
appears to us might well be transplanted from
b S I
our Sister Church in the United States to Can-
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ada. Certainly judgl ¢ from the reports of the
work which has been accomplished by the clubs
existing in New York, Chicago and Boston, the
system is well worthy of wider extension, Why
not have a Church Club in our greater centres,
such as Montreal, Toronto, Halifax, St. Jobn,
ete? At the annual dinner of the New York
Church Club in January last, there were present
several of the Bishops of the Church in the
United States, as well as leading clergy and
laity, and some notable utterances were mado.
President Low spoke of ** The University "' as
the Church’s ally in the investigation of the
truth und the education of Christian men.
Bishop Talbot remurked upon the fuct that the
luity urc awakening to a realization of their op-
portunity and privilege in the Church, and are
beeoming more and more important factors In
its «rowth and development.  He spoke of the
yestiscitation of luy interest in the Church within
the pust twenty-five years “us one of the most
hopetul signs of the age in which we live,” He
also thought the qualily of the cleryy was im-
proving, and that they were coming more and
more into tonch with the civil us well us the
spiritual life ot the community, commanding
more and more the respect, reverence and re-
gurd ol all clusses of men,

Bisnor Coremay, of Deleware, has wuarm
words of appreciation for Church Clubs, which
he said he had fouad # valuable weapons of re-
sistance,” and which were highly advantageous
and buneficial to the Church and the members
in the botter unlerstanding brought about be-
tween Churchmen in different parts of the dio-
cese. e said further, * I cannot say too much
s to the value of such orgranizations, . . .
Being u diocesan, at least an ultra parochial
orgunization, the Chureh clubis very influential
in lessening, if not altogether obliterating those
congregational lines which so often bar the
Churel's progress.  In such assembluges, the
members realize their relation to the Diocese ns
such, and that there aro responsibilities and
privileges which have wider scope and signiti-
cance than those which belong more exclusively
to other parishes.”

Avotner notable and timely utterance at the
New York club dinner was that of Bishop Cole-
man in reference presumably to the late Con-
uress of Religions in Chicago. IHe is reported
as saying: There is a disposition among some
in the Chureh to restore paganism, one feature
of which was the lack of dogmatic instruction,
and another feature of which was the ease with
which men might believe anything and worship
any person or thing. Tt seems now to bea mark
ol culture to recoguizo s worthy of study and
meditation all the teachers of the world, and
this was the very ides which underluy paganism
at the time of the introduction of” Christinnity,
Nuver, for the sake of reputation Jor liberality,
will | submit that the one Suvtour of the world
shatll be put on @ par with these who from our very
‘nfuaney we have been taught toavoid as fulse deities
and fulse teachers.”  He emphasized the neces-
sity of dogmatic instruction, us that for which
Cliristianily came to the world and by which
she drew to herself those wearied with the un-
profituble discussions of paganism,

If from certain quarters there cume uncertain
sounds from time to time as to the nature and
neeessity of the Apostolic and Catholic ministry,
{~uch for instance as those lately put forth and
= generally eondemned by the Bishop of Wor-
vester in England), yet from others true and
certain testimony is given in regard to the same

matter. Amongst such we note some romarks
of the Right Rev. Dr. Neoloy, Bishop of Maine,
at the first annual dinner of the Massachusotts
Church-Union over which the new Bishop of
Massachusetts prosided (who is supposed to be,
perhaps, a little inclined to so called liberal
views in this matter.) Bishop Necley is re-
ported to have given an interesting summary of
the evidence that from the time of the Apostles
there had existed this ministry in its three Or-
ders. It was an Institution, he said, founded by
our Lord amonyg other reasons for the presor-
sation of the truth; and sad indeed was tho task
of those who, while remaining within this Apos-
tolie Minis ry derided in their public utterances
the truth, as this Church has received the same.”
Strong and perhaps neeessary words in a dioceso
wherein the late presiding Chief Pastor might
have been classed amongst those who, if' not
deriding. made little of the value and necessity
of Apostolic suceession,

AssuaiNa that there 13 nothing inconsistent
with the character of a true Christian in the
constant wse of tobuceo, and assuming that the
large majority of those who do daily expond
more or less—as a rule more—money in cigars,
cignrettes and tobaceo are Christian men, why
should not the clergy of the several parishes
throughout this great Dominion make un earn.
est appeal to such Christinn men to deny thom-
selves the luxury (for so, we assume, thoy are
regarded) of cigars, cigarettes and tobaceo in
whole or in part during this Lenten scason, and

to keep what they would so expend, to bo pre-
sented as an Baster offering to the Lord? We
believe that if & “Smoker's Sell-deniul Club”
could be formed in every congregation through-
out our Dominion for the six wecks of Lent
alone, and the money so suved were applied to
the purposes of the Church, it would go
fur to carry on for a year the Domestic Mission
work of the Church in Canada.  Who will bo

At this Llessed season the Church bid us to
make use of the many means of grace so trecly
offered to us during these forty days, which
should be forty stepping slones to heaven, in
following the footstops of the Son of God, * who
loved us and gave Himself forus,” The Len-
ten Iast should be to us a season of self-denial
and spiritual discipline, and we should give
more time to prayer and meditation by watch
ing at the cross of Chbrist. At such  time let
us frequently muke u searching examination
into the whole course of our lives, and out of
the many sins we have committed in thought,
word and deed, let us also consider what special
sin is hindering our growth in grace ; then let
us, with the aid of the Holy Spirit, strive to

Our blessed Lord teaches three acts of self-
denial in the Sermon on the Mount, and these
are Prayer, Almsgiving and Fasting, During
Lent we should spend more time in prayer, not
ouly in the services of the Church, but in our

own private devotions by thoughtful roading,
by meditation, and an honest seltoxumination,
The servicos of the Church will bo of very lLittlo
help 1o us unless our spiritual life corresponds
to the blessings wiich they convey,  Alms-
giving is another act of devotion, and let ux, in
our self-dentul, lay aside a certain sum each
weok, and give the whule amount of our suvings
as 4 thank-oftering on Easter day, Let um
bear in mind that tasting is a physical act, anl
ought to assist us along with all our spirituad
acts of devotion “ to crucity all the sintul lusts
of the flesh that we wili not follow nor be lwd
by them;” and romember, Christinn soul, that
Jesus calls you away from the world (o watch
with Ilim torty days in spiritial retirement,
that by learning of Him yon may with more
readiness tako up your cross aud follow Him,
Whatever you du, lot it be an honest contossion
in the sight of God, ro thut Kaster will bring (o
you much joy, whethor you keop it hers, on
oarth, or in Paradiso.— The Arrow, A7V,

ham, or Manchoster, or ono of our
fargo citios, 1 think wo may say that
to s indeed belongeth shamo for this,
our negleet,  The Moravians, asper-
hap= most here know, have one mis-
sonary oul of overy sixty of their
members, We havo but ono out of
every 5,000 of our members, Theirs
is an oxample that wo cun follow.

Wore we equally impressed with love

Thereis sin and shame
overywhere,  Mohammedanism iy
corrupt, to the very core. The mor
als of Mohammedun countries, per-
haps in Porsin in particular, are cor-
rupt, and the imaginations very
wicked. Ilow corrupt Buddhism is,
how corrupt Buddhigts are! It is
an nstonishment to find that thereis
searcely n singld thing that makes
for rightoousness in the life of the
un-Christianised nations, Thero is
no public opinion interpenetrated by
Christiunity, which condemus sin or
wrongr,  Thero is nothing except the
conscioneo of komo few who are seck-
ing after God *“ lest haply thoy might
feel after 1llim who is not far from
ovory ono of us.””  And over all this
seothing mass of sin, and shame, and
corruption, hovers *“ tho ruler of the
durkness of this world,” rejoicing in
the chains with which he has bound
two-thirds of the human race,
