salary ns their most obscure colleagues.
Every Irish movement should cest on this
republicen  fdea of equality, Whatever
wg contribute should be placed in bhulk et
the digposul of the Parlismentary party. The
spirit of discipline which makes it necessury
to require candidates for Tarlisment to pledge
themselves in writing to resign whenever re-
quested to do so by a majority of the Par-

mences tho divergence between Catholics and
Protestants, It ia on the interpretation of
¢1s Holy S:ripwures, The Catholics say thut
the Holy Scriptures are to be interpreted hy
the teaching body of the Latholic Chureh ;
that is, by the Pope and Bishops in council.
The Protestants say that the Sacred Scrip-
tures may be interpreted by each individual
as he pleases, and this is called the Right
of Private Jrdgment. 0
chie! points on which are based the tenets of
what is called the Protestant Reformation.
The result of this is a muliplicity of sects
and denominations, called after taeir origiual
founders or -of some peculiarity of the secte.
They sll differ from each other in mauters of
faith and disciplive, and vet all cluim to
base their religioa on the Sacred Scriptures,
or on the iufaliinle Word of God, but accord.
ing to their own interpretation. Now this
carcies sbsurdity on its face. The Holy
Spirit conld iiot inspire one sect of ypeopls tc
believe one thivg und another sect quite the
eontrary. The result of this is a multitude
of sects: the mijority of them are in England
and in the U it:d S'atcs, The result of the
Catholic teaching that the Church s the
interjxeter of God's Word, is uuity cf doc-
trine. No two Cathinlics ean differ from one
another ; the same doctrine ie Rome, Chipa,
Australia and Ancrica, Qur Lord as well a:
his apostles warued his disciples Mguins
listening to fal-e teachers, bringing in doc
trines of per atiean coanccived in their owp
braius, but & -+ expressed in the Word of Gud
properly interpreted.  Yet if any member of
the various uetominations should interpret
the Bible iu n ditf-rent sense Irom that recog
nized by the whole budy, he would be told
to retire frown the Church. If the words ot
Christ, * This is my body,” be taken in their
liternl seuse by » Protestant, he would be
sharged wuh Romenizing or believine
Catholic douvtrine. Trese words of Christ
have been inteipreted in many different wayr
by Protestant writers. Now, Christ came
apon earth to weach all truth, aod he gent
his Holy Spirit upon bis apostles to confirm
their minds in this truth snd guaranteed that
the teaching body of his church should uat
teach error ; hence he did not hesitate to say,
* He that hears you hears me, and he that
despiseth you deepiseth me,” and ** He thatl
will not bear ths: Church let him be con-
sidered as a heatien and a publican.” He
said to his apostles, ‘“Go and teach all
nations, beho'd L wn wish you all days to the
consummation of the world.” He did not
tell his apostles t»> write out his Goapel and
let each and every individual interpret i
a8 he pleases. There are mapy parts ot
. the dacred Scriptures hard to understand
St. Peter, in ap .aking of the Epistles of St.
Paul, said * Thit certain things are hurd te
be understood which the uniearned and un
stabie wrest, as they do also the other Scrip-
tures, to their own destruction.” {2n Pute:
fii. 16 ) But asome make this ohjeciion—-*¢ Bat
it i3 suid must there not be miny men vf many
minda,” Yes, but not in matters of faith
revealed by Christ. &t. Yunl says, ** Where-
unto we are come that we le of the samne
mind, let us also be of the maume rule.”
(Phil, iii. 16 ) Alro, ** Be careful to keep the
unity of tho spiriv in the bond «i peace, one
body, ope rpirit, ag you are called in ove
hope of your calling, one f.ith, one baptism,
one Lord.” {Eph. iv. 3, 4, 5) Anpother
difference : Thne Protestants say that the
Bible is the 1uale of £+ h; the Catholics eny,
No. Thue Protestants are not consistent in
saying that the Bible is the rule of faith;
they should rather say thut the interpretation
which they put on the Bible is their rule of
faith. But a rule should be certain, which
thiz is pot ; for St. Peter soys, * That no
Scripture is of private interpretution.” The
whole truth is, thut all Protestants do not
accept the Bibie us the rule of faith ; they
formulate creeds of their own. The English
Church huas its Thirty-nine Articles; the
Presbyterians huve their Westminster Cou-
fession ; the Methodists have their Book of
Discipline, and su with other denomisations ;
they have their own eculiar terots of belief.
arranged by themselves for their own peculiar
interpretation of the Sacred text. A rule ot
faith should be of ensy vccess to all. This was
utterly impossible before the art of printicg
was discovered, How few Bibles were iu the
world, and at the present time how many
persons do not know how to resd, snd, if
they do, how many are intelligent encugh to
seize the true mcaning of the Sacred text
when even their ininisters themselves
hold different views. The Protestang
rule of faith is, therefore, changeable ac-
cordizg to the interpretation that each
individual puts on the Sacred text; as
his lenrning, prejucice, ignorance, or pre-
vious training would isfluence bim, There-
fore, by followinyg private interpretation oneis
tossed about by every wind of doctrine,
{Eph. LV, 14). Here we may point out an-
other difference: The Protestanta say that
thie Church of Christ fell into error, but they
have not ull agreed what time it fell into
error. They all generally agreed that a break
was made with tho Church of Rome and afl
the churches of Chriatendom, by Luther and
hia followers; and ia England by Henry VIII,
when he could not get a divorce from hia law-
ful wife. The Catholics suy that the Church
of Christ nover fell into error according to the
prediction of Christ saying to St. Peter,
*¢ Thoa art @ rock, and upon this rock I will
build my church, and the gates of hell shall
not prevail agnjust it.” The gates of hell
mean the powers.of durkness, If this pro-
phecy and promise of Christ were not
1ulfilled, then Christ is a false prophet ; there-
fore not the Son of: God ; therefore we are
not redeemed. He was mot like the un-
wise architect who built his house upon
the moving sand. If the Church of Christ
were to fall away he counld not say ** hear the
Church, and ke that heareth not let himbeto
-thee as the heathen and the publican.” An-
othgr diffexence between Protestants and
Catholics : Catholics huve their "cbildren
baptized. Many Protestants do not, and they
" 'da not therefore believe in original sin, trans-

sacrament on the words of the-Apostle 5t.
James, (5th chap. 14th and 15th verse). Is
any man sick amoigst you, les him bring in
the priésts of the Church and let them pray
over him, ancintiog him with oil in the name
of the Lord. And ihe prayer of the faith
shall save the sick man, and the. Lord ehall
raise him up ; and if he'be in sins, they shall
be forgiven him. What copsoling words and
how groat is thamercy of Gt to have pre-
pared for the dying soul & sscrament so rich
ingrace.  Another difference :;Catholics be-
lieve that after this life there is a middle atate
between heaven and hell where soula not good
enough to go to heavsn ar -bad-enough to go
tell are detained for some time that they may
be puritied from the atsins of sin, the guilt of
morta) sin being forgiven in this life by true.
repeniance that they may be holy and pure
enough to be engulfed “in the infinj sanctity
and pority of God. The Protestant® say that
ufter death there is only héaveun or hell to re-
ceive the soul. 1f this were the cuse few
would be found holy enough withcut any
purification from the stains of this witked
world to enter into heaven ; hut our merciful
God, wishingnlltobesaved, basprovided means
by which the imperfect can be purified to
vnter heaven. -We have not time in » short
lesture o bring up proofa from the Sacred
Seriptures to prove all our positions. Another
iifference : Catholics retnin nine bouks of
Scripture which the Protestants rcject.
Catholics believe that there are gewen
sicraments inetitute@ by Christ, and
that they convey sanctifying grace to
the 8oul, These are Baptism, Con-
firmation, Euchsrist, Penance, Extreme
Uuction, Holy Orders and Matrimony. Tnc
Protestants profues to have only two sacra-
ments, Baptism and the Lord's Supper. Some
Protestants do not look upon these sacraments
as conferring gruce on the soul and think that
there is no regenerating grace in the Sacra-
ment of Baptism, thongh Christ bas ssid,
Excepta mun be regenerated in water and the
Holy Ghost he cannot enter into the kingdom
of God, (Jahn, 3rd chap. 3rd verse), and St.
I'eter says, ‘* Do p-nance, and be baptized
uvery one of yonu for the remission of your

.

sine,” (Acts 11. 37th verse.) So bap:
vsm remits sins. The next difference
to which we will allude is the

headship of the Church, which Catholics
and Protestants believe is Christ reigning .in
Heaven, the founder and invisible head of
His Church. But there must be a visible
head and chief director, some man on earth,
to be the head ruler and director of His
Church. The Catholica say that Christ Him-
self provided for this before Hisascension into
Heaven, and rely only upon this for ita truth
when he said to Peter, *¢ thou art a rock, and
upon this rock I will build my Chareh, 1
will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom
+f Heaven, feed my lambs feed my sheep.”
\WWhatever power was given to Peter was given
to his successors, viz , the Bishops of Rome.
The Protestants hold that the ruler of & Stute
may be head of the Church ; they accordingly
conatitute themaelves hends of their churches
in their own couatries, not only rulers in
temporal thinge but also in spiritual, the ap-
pointment of Bishops deciding controversiea
and the like. The Queen of England is con-
siderea the head of the church in Eugiand ;
The Czar of Raussia, in Russia, and cven the
Grand Turk of Constantinople, head of
[slamism. Then come the temporary head«
of confercnces or even pastors of each con
gregation. The Catholics believe that the
visible h~ad of the Church of Christ on earth
is the Pope, the Bishop of Rome, the legitimate
successor of §t. Peter who was appotated by
Chriat ar visible head of the Church. Cbris:
did npot app»int Kings, or Emperors, or even
hends of conferences, or pastors of each con-
gregation to he heads of His universal church
on earth. There is another difference called
by mome Protestants sacredotalizmi, they
believe that Chriat did institute a priest.
hood in His Church, aad that the power
given by OChrist to His apnsiles was
not to be transmitted to their succes
sors for the relizgious benefit of Chris-
tiang. The Cathnlics hold the centrary,
thut nll the powere conferred on the apostles
were conferred on them, not as idividuals,
but as heads of a corporate body called the
Cinreh, to lust to the end of time in their
1iw{ully appointed successors. Christ hrought
a copious redemption naot anly for the people
of Judea that lived in his time, but for the
people of all times and of all countries, for
Awmerica us well ag for Asia, Christ was the
¢ ‘ming Lledcemer of all, and it would be a
matter of envy\ithrht‘s magniticent promises
and grace were\for the people of His own time
nad the time of the apostles only. We may re-
turn to this sugject on another occasion when
we shall prove that Christ ordained His
apostles priests of the New Law, giving them
power to transmit the priesthood to their suc-
cessors by ordination, giving them the holy
spirit for the work of their ministry by the
imposition of hands. This is called apostolic
succession ; that is the last bishop or priest
legitimately consecrated in the Church enjoys
tho powers committed by Christ to Hia apos-
tles, except, indeed, the headship of the
Church, an office conferred upon gt. Peter
and his successors the Popes of Rome.

ANEW JESUIT FATHER.

A YOUNSG MONTREALER ORDAINED ABROAD
~—AN EVENT FULL OF INTEREST AND
EDIFICATION. '

The Eoglish mail has just brought an ac-
count of an interesting and edifying event in
the career of a young Moutrealer. Daniel J

Danovan, son of our well know citizen, Mr.
Michael Donovan, huas just had the honorand
privilege of being raised to the privsthood
and of being mude & Jesuit Father before he
uttained his thirtieth year.

Eight years ago Father Donovan campleted
his classival course with much success in St.
Mary’s College, on Bleury street, and during
the sammer of 1877 entered the Jesuit
novitiste at Ssult au Recollet. He passed two
years there, at the end of which time he wus
sent t7 England to prosecute hia philosophi-
cal and theological studies. He entered the
famous  colleges at Stonyhurst and
Rochampton, where he received his
training in philosophy and the sciences.
Fuur years ago he was removed to the schol
asticate of theology in 8t. David’s College,
situate in the ancient town of Mold, North
Wales. This college was made a refuge for
Jenuit fathern that were expelled from France
by the iniquitious laws of the Repubiic.
From the time of his errival in Mold Father

'Donovan was granted ~the privilege of

laboring among the CUatholic dpc:»pulaﬁon

of the town, and by his zeal and devotion to

their ipterests waa looked upon as their best
wad truest friend. The day of the ordination

cand of thefirat Mass had arrived and it seemed

usif the people could not pay encugh of honor
to the young Canadian priest. The chapel

was packed to witness the imposing ceremon-

ira of the ordination. A deputation of the

citizens waited upon the rector of the college
to reguest the favor of having the new

priest say his first muss in the parish charch.

As one of our exchanges remarks all Mold

tarned ont, the church was crowded to
jts utmost capacity and huodreds had to be
turned away, & thing which had pever oc-
curred since the days of Heary VIIL. Pro-

testsnts as well as Cutholics were there
and all present received his blessing alike.

Probably the most pleasant feature of
this edifying scene was the presence of
the young priest’s father, who had
crossed the ocena to assist at the ordination
and who had the happioess of serving at his
avn's firat Mass. After the religious cere-

monies a dinper wuas givep, at which the
Right Rev. Dr. Knoight, Bishop of Shrews-
hury, presided. Mr. Michuel Donovan was
the honored guest of the eccasion, and sat on
the right of His Lordship. Addresses were
the order of the hour, and Father Donovan
led by n most feeling and eloguent one to the
Bishop. He said :—

My Lorp,—Priest forever—our hearts feel
our happiness & thousand times more thun
our lips can express it, and therefore we turn
to the divipe priest who has deigped o call
us to the priesthood and say unto Him: ¢ To
‘Thee the glory and honor forever and forever.”
And turping to the pontiff who has brought
to our sacerdaotal consecration such riches und
such joy, vur lips and our hearta can find but
‘one word, gratitude snd gratitude for all
eternity. Your name, my lord, will ever re-
main linked with the remembrance of our
priesthood. VWhen on a foreign shore the cxile
of Erin opens a letter from home and there
falls from the missive o half faded sprig of
shamrock, tears spring to his eyes, he is
wrapped in contemplation of the days gone
by, aud he seems to hear an interior voice
whispering 1&ving words to him, In fact this
triple leaf has for him o message which others
csonot bear, It speaka to him of the verdant
iand of his birth, it recalls the humble cottage
where he was born, sud brings back to
memory the loving mother at whose
kunee he first learned the sweet leasons of re-
ligion and piety. And we also, my lord,
whether on the shores of the great American
lakes, on the chilly plains of Armenia, on the
banks of the distant Zamtesi, or under the
sunny sky of the Eaat, in fair Albion, in la
Belle France, or in our dear Capada, when
each morning our chalice holds the pre-
cious Blood and our hands touch the
sacred body of Jesus Christ—in the pres-
ence of this pearl beyond price—we shall
recall, with tears of happiness and of joy, the
glad day of our first Muss, thia spot on which
we have baen snointed priests of the Most
High ; and we shall also lovingly recall the
memory of the beloved Pontiff whose hands
have made us priests, praying' that the
choicest blessings may ever attend him.

VACCINATED AGAIN.

1. All needless woollen and other draperies
should be removed from the room in which
the patient lies, and be immediately disin-
focted if the rash has appeared.

2 All. bed and body linen should be
plunged into water, cootaining a disinfect.
unt, IMMEDIATELY it is taken from the patient,
and BEFORE 1t is removed from the rovm.

3 All glasses, cups, etc., used by the
patient eshoold be carcfully cleaned in boiling
water before being used by other persons,

4 Pocket handkerchiels ought not to be
used, but small pieces of rag, whivh should
ba burned directly.

5. Nurzes and others, whose hands come in
contact with the patient, ahonld wash them
in water containing Universal Disinfecting
Pawder, or other disinfectants, nusing & pound
of powder to agallon of water, and afterwarda
in plain eoap and water. The uurse or other
person in charge of the sick should not mix
with the rest of the family, and should wear a
dress made of some washing material.

6 The sick room shonld be kept well ven-
tilated. The lower sasn may be raised two
or three inches, and a piece of wood be placed
underneath it, so as to close the whole of the
opening, and thus sllow of ventilation above
the meeting bar of the lower sash.

7. ‘The bed, mattrass and woollen articles,
which have been used by the patient, or ex-
posed to the infection, should be disinfected
at the disinfecting apparatus belonging to the
sanitary authority, or in some other effectual
manner (a8 with barning sulphur), as soon as
the patient is convalescent, Their removal
to the disinfectiug chamber, when such ex-
ista, is stropgly advised.

To disiafect & room with the bedding and
clothes, from a guarter to half a pound of
sulphur should be burnt tnerein, the door,
window and chimney being closely shat.
The sulphur should be put in an earthen or
tin plate, and placed over a vessel of water,
in order to avoid the danger of fire. It may
te ignited by placing on it a live coal, and
the room must then be closed, and left tor
five or six hours.

S. After the patient has recovered, nnd be-
fore mixing with the fami'y, he ghuvld tuke
& bath, or be washed sll over more than once
with warm water and carbolic acid snap, and
sbould not leave the sick room until he has
been informed by his medical nttendant that
there is no longer any risk of infection,

DISINFECTANTN.

WHICLL TO UsE AND HOW TU USK THEM-—188UKD
&Y THE PROVINCIAL LOAEDL OF HEALTH.

Disinfectants absorb imgure exbalations,
prevent decompobition, kill disease germs and
destroy nosious gusses, but in no inatance
should they be considered as substitutes for
a pure atmnsphere obtained by sunlight and
free ventilstion. Their greatest utility is
when they ara used for disinfecting clothing
or when an empty room or house has to be
disinfected by large quantities of a disinfect-
ant in a geseous form.

Rememver that disinfectants and deodor-
izers are simply aids in restoring and pre-
serving leaithtul purity and are not intended
to take the place of pure air, cleanliness and
suniight. As a rule, houses which have green
blinds are kept too dark in the summer
months. Never forget that vaccination is the
Lest prevantative of smnalipox

" Disinfecting solution No. 1—Cabolic acid
(liqufied), quarter piot; water one gallon.
Tis solution may be used to sonk sheets in
when it is reguired to iaolate 5 room by hang-
ing a sheet over the doorway ; for putting] nto
the bedpan or chamber vessel to receive the
evacuations, A little should also be sprinkled
on the evacuation afterwards, before it leaves
the sick room.

In & review of a work by Henry Parnell,
M P, entitled : History of the Peral Laws

King William cannot deserve the name of a
rebeliion ; it was a struggle for their lawiul
prince whom they had sworn to maintain,
whose zenl for the Catholic religion, whatever
effect ic might have produced in England,
could not by them (the Irish Catholics) be
considered us a crime. This war terminated
by the surrender of Limerick, upon conditions
by which the Catholice hoped, aod rationally
hoped, to secure to themseolves the free em-

gpeaking elsewhere of the English code of
penal laws aguinst the Catholics, he says that
it wag “*notori~us through the whole ot
Eurepe as the most cruel sud atrociovs sys-
wm of persecution ever iustisuted by one
religious sect ag+inst anvther.”

fdmund Burke bryods it as **a truly bar-
harous Bystem, where all the parts are an
sutrage on the laws of humanity snd the
rights of nature; it is a system of elaborate
cantrivance, as well fitted for che oppression,
ymprisonment and degradution of o people,
aud the debusemeont of burnan nature itself, as
ever proceeded from the porverted ingepuity
of man.” a

There are, however, says Sydnoy Smith
in another article, grievons fuults on both
sides, and as there are o set of men who, not
contemt with retaliating upon Protestants,
.deny the persecuting spirit of the Catholics,
I would ask them what they think of the
following code, drawn up by the French
Catholics agaiust the French Protestants and
carvied into execution for one hundred years,
and as late as the year 1765, ond not repealed
till 1782 :— .

# Any Protestant clergyman remaining in
France three dsys, witbout coming to the
Catholic worship, to be punished with death.

and from  holding «office, civil and
military. They were forbidden (bravy, Lounis
XIV. to travel more than five miles from
home without lioense. under pain of forfeiting
all their goods, and they might not come to
court under pain of 2,000 livres, * * * *
ANl Protestants were required, under the
most tremendons penalties, to swear that
they considered the Pope as the head of the
Church. * * * * Any Protestant taking
auy office, civil or military, was compelled to
abjure the Protestant religion, to declare hia
belief in the doctrine of Transubstantiation,
and to take the Roman Catholic sacrament
within six months, under the pepalty of
10,000 livres. * * * * Protestants keep-
ing schools were imgriaoned for life, and all
Protestants were forbidden to come within
ten miles of Paria or Versaillea. If any Pro-
testant had a horse worth more than 100
livres, any Catholic magistrate might take it
away, aud search the house of the s=maid
Protestant for arms." Is not this a monstrous
code of persecution® Is it any wonder,
after reading such a spirit of tyrunuy,
a3 here exhibited, that the tendencies of the
Catholio religion should be suspected, and
that the cry of *No Popery’ should be a
ralyiog sign to every Protestant nation in
Europe."

That was, indeed, a monatrous code, Could
the perverted ingennity of man invent a sys-
temn better fitted for the oppression and de-
gradation of & people and the debasement of
human nature i1selt * .

If only this atrocious code of lawa had been
enacted two centusies ago by the English
Goverrment ugaiust the Irish Catholices and
kept in force against them more than a cen-
tury, long enough to crush them down, would
it be a matter of surprise to anybody if the
lang oppressed Irish showed later on that
they rememtered romething about it, espe-
cially if there was caough of the old lenven
‘eft to give them a taste of the old code?
But I mast complete my quotation :—

“ Fargive, gentle reader, the trifling de-
ceptior I have practised upon jyou This
vode is not & code made by French Ovholics
agaiust Freoch Protestants, bus by Buglish
und lIrish Protestapts aguninst Kpgiish and
Irish Catholics. I have given it to yvu for
the most part ag it is set forth in Buro’s * Jus.
tice’ of 1780; it wns acted upon in the beyin.
aing of the lute King's reign (King George
1II'), and waa notoricus thruugh the whole of
Europe ns the most cruel und atrgcious ays.
te n of persecution instituted by cne religious
sect ayninst another.”

It required some such literary strata-

gem a8 the preceediug to open the eyes of his
’rotestant countrymen aad cause them to gee
themselves as others suw them. 4 hard und
dangerous work it was to inoculate in their
English condlitution a sense of shame for their
manifold transyressions against their neigh-
bors, and a spirit of justice and fair play in
their dealings with them. Sydney Smith ser
himself to the task and, wondeiful to relate,
he aid not entirely fail. Oue taing, however,
he could never do, simply because it is a sheer
impussibility, aund that wus to inatil into their
souls s sense of irue repentence for their
ungodly works, with the firm resalve to offene
no more and make restitution and a fair com-
pensation for the goods stolen sud injuries
committed.
T'nanka to the eloquent pleadings of Grat-
tan, and especially to the glittering bayenets
of tbe 70,000 Irish volunteers who stood at
his cominawd, as also to the dreal inspired
by the French und American revolutious, the
Eoglish Government was forced to consider it
wise und prudest to expusge a great part of
the infamous code, allowing a part of the rest
to remsin u desd letter on the statute boouk.
But the old tyraonical spirit did not die, 1¢
cemained suthicrently active to forcibly re-
miod the people of Ireland up to this day of
the ohsu'ete prnal laws,

# \Yith the folly snd horror of such a cod:
before us, suys again Sydpey Smith, with
the conviction of recent and domestic history,
thut mankind are not to be lashed and chuined
vut of their faith—we are striving to tease
and worry thon into hetter theology,  Meavy
oppression is removed ;5 light insults and pro
voentions are returned ; the scourge does uot
‘all upon their shoulders, but it sounds iv
heir ears,”

He shows how absurd is the determination
which the English Government never fails 1o
.ake after nwking some little peuce vitering
1o fear and thrme, to stand there and make
no further cuncessions.

It is folly, he eays, to talk of any other
altimutum in government than perfect jus-
tice to the fuir claims of the suiject, T
concessions to the Irigh Catholics in 1792
were to be tha ne plus w/tre. Every engine
wis et on foot to wduce the grand juries in
Ireland to petition wgainst further conces-
sions, ond in tix months afterwnrds govern-
ment were compelled to introduce themselver
those Surther relaxations of the penal code, of
which they had just before assured the
Catholics they must ahandon all hope. Such
ia the absurdity of suppesing that a few i
terested and ignorant individuals can postpone
at their pleacure and ceprice the happioess of
wmilliona,”

«“We have & strange iocredulity,
he goes on to say, where persecition
is to bte abolished and any class

of men restored to their indisputable rights,
\Vhen we see it done wo beliave it. 'Till it
is dove we sball elways consider it as im-
probable—much too improbable to justify the
smallest relaxation in the Catholics them-
selves, or in those who are well wishers to
their cause. When the fanriful period at
present  assigned for the _cmancipation
arrives, new scruples may arise, fres for-
bearance be called for, and the operations of
common senge deferred for another genera-
tion. Toleration rever had n present tense,
por taxation & future one,”

The English Government may refuse now
as decidedly a8 ever to grant ¢ Home Rulo
to the Irish, or any further reform in their
land tenure, They may try to gag their
mouths and pat them off for another genera-
tion, but their determination will be like all
their other ne plus ultra vesolutions, The 1rish
aro bound to have a Parlisment of their own,
and they ahall have it. Why should they not
have it? Haa not Ireland as good & right %a
a legislature on her own soil, through which
she wonld alone manage her own affairs, and
ut her own resources to the best acconnt for
the welfare of her own people, as Canada has,
or any other of the En lish ‘colonica, or any
people in the world ? Wby shonld she heve
to depend for everythiog that concerna her
intercats upon ) : :

arreigement and performance. What other
peopic on earth, under simi'ar circnmatances,
could be expected to do better? The defec-
tive gearing would, however, soon ba adjust-
ed, and every little miscalculation rectified in
due time. The impartial public would give
the new Irish Parliament in Colluge Green
plenty of time to muster ita forces and trim
iteelf up for regular work uefors passing
judgment upon it; and this they would do,
notwithstanding the very veliable digest: of
Irish ncws with which Euglish ink and Eug-
lish electricity would, no doubt, cantinue to

In an article hesded Catholics, in which he
reviews two or three publications, relative tv

The substitution of n few proper names
of English aud Irish lsandlords of the
present generation for the *‘rich Buglish
mea” of Syduey Smith’s times would extend
the timeliness of his remarks.

LAST NIGHT'S UNPLEASANTNESS.

Mobtreal's weakneas was made lamentably
plain last evening. The rule and ruin by the
mob were complete. No obstacles were
placed in its line of mareh, and no opposition
was offered to its efforts in the destraction of
public and private property. Fortunately,
and the only thing that we bave to bethenk:
ful for, there was no loss of life. There were
some blows and braises, but no fatal results
were reported, Chief of Police Paradis met
with brutal treatment at the hands of the
rioters who were engaged in setting fire to,
Dr. Laporte'’s house. The chief had contered
to save the building, but a stunving blow
from o stick brought him to the grouad,
when he was violently kicked by his assail-
ants.

The mob wus upparently bent more on
wrecking property than on taking humun
life, and confined itself to the throwing of
stones and breaking of windows, 1t was n
mob that any bedy of police of any third
class towr would have suppressed and brought
to order in & very few minutes, but MGntreal’s
body gusrd was shamcfully unequal to the
situation, Everything was disorganizition,
or, rather, there wasg no erganization at all
The alurm hells reoyg out in vain, There was
no concerted respouse to the appeals for pro-
tection. Measures for the public safety there
were pooe,

The mol had eatire aud undisturbed pos-
sessicn of the metrcpolis of the Dominion for
the best part of the night. Tho rioters had
go little dread from the police that they did
not take advaniage of even the dark hours of
the night,but marched forth when the streets
were ablaze with light and life,

I"rom the manner in which the rioters held
und marched together, it was evident that
some system of organization prevailed in their
racks. The objests which they attacked soon
made it apparent that they were opposed to
vaccinntion, The mob took its origin in the
JKast End; it formed in the vielnity of the
Vuceination Bareau on &t Catherine street,
which it proceeded to demolish, Dr. La-
berge, the City Health Otlicer, was next visit-
ed, and a fusilade of stones left quite an im-
pression upon his vesidence, The City Hall,
the flerald office, the icsidences of Dr, La-
chapelle, Ald. Grenier and Dr. Laporte were
similarly treated. VWhen the rioters completed
their work of destruction, and had exhausted
their ire and their wind, they graceiully re-
ired. Such scenes of violence are a dise
grace to Montreal, but to -have aliowed them
to be cnacted with the utmost impunity and
without the slightest opposition is a still
greater disgrace. :

THE KINGSTON VOLUNTEERS
. SEULKING.

Eight days ago the volunteers in the mili-
tary camp at Kingston brought diagrace to
themselves and dishonor to the Canadian
uniform by banging and burning Riel in
effigy. All our contemporuries kept mute
over the discreditable occurrence. They had
the courage wveither to approve nor to rebuke.

TUUDE LA sALLE,

. There are few now of- the earlier landmarks
of French Cunada remaining. Those in the
towne and cities are, one by one, fast disap-
-pearing before the march of modern improve-
m‘enc.' It appears to be the rage now-a-duys
to tear or slash down every relic that reminds
us that Canada has & history, and that she
had pioneers centuries ago, outatrippers of all
Jin tracing the outlines of trackless western
wilds and the shorea of then unknown rivers,
to whose almost romantic exploits the his-
torian, Parkman, hus devoted nearly a life-
time, -by Writing volume after volume, to
instruct the Canadiao reader in the history
and lives of ocur early explorers.

Ln Salle needs no mooument  along our
mountain slope ! *“No storied urn por ani.
mated bust” to perpetuate or to transmit to
future generatiovs the great deeds of -his
purely unselfish life! This whole northern
continent, boundless and vast, bears unmis-
taltable traces of his footsieps.

His life was Jevoted to and finally sacri-
ficed in the endeavor to extend the Loundaries
of his native land—old France! His dis-
coveriea and explorations were all made in
the intercst of the land of his Dbirth, the
country he loved ; therefote, so!long os the
nntle St. Lawrence winds ita course seaward,
and our vast inland lakes exist as feeders
thereof, or the great and broad Mississippi
rolla its mighty waters to the main, these
river banka and thoee lake shores—if all else
vwere mute—will ever silently testify to the
memory of that youthful explorer, La Salle,
who first trod or traced their far western or
gouthern shores,

Eves over one hundred years ago, when
those two cumbrous boats or rafts, as pic-
tured by Lungfellow, were flnating upon the
golden stream of thé broad and swift Missis-
eippi, laden with the wrecks ot a nation—the
Acadiaus—one bearing Evangelive, with her
guide, the Father Felician, in full pursuit of
the fieeing and wandering (iabriel! even a
full century before thut time, the youthful La
Salle had traced these shores and marked the
caurse of that great siver. Wonderful mau!
Traly, hic has left his fuotprints on the sands
uf time !

Carriages full of American und other
tourists, every day during the summer travel-
tiug senson, rol! along that aplendid turupike,
the Lower Lachine rond, pausing and adriir-
ing the grandeur of the Lichine Ripids—the
old Sault 8t Louis—and reeching the quiet
wuters above ; then puseing the nuknowo and
almost forgotten and pow tntally neglected
home of the most remarkaDle explorer re-
rorded in Canadizn or American history—the
Canadian hoae of Ruteit de la Sslle, which
still stands at the foot of the ** Fraser Hill,”
two miles above the Luchine Rapids,

Inagination carries me back tarough the
dim mists of over two centuries. A scene is
pictured before me. It is the primeval besuty
uf that now historic spot selected by La Sulle
for his home, which 1 fail in words to paint.
Take that part of the road from the foot of
the Fraser Hi'l, along the river bank west
ward two miies, to the present wind mill
point. The river bank is about two hundred
teet high bectween these two points. How
often, methinks, perhaps thousands of times,
had the young—the learned Ls Salle—learned
in all the deep and sacred learaing of tle
Jesuit Fathers—walked er paced, companion.
lese and alone, in deep meditatisn, over these
two ehort miles of road, duripg his four years’
sojourn there? . .

Directly opposite to the wind.mill point,
on the south shore of the St. Luwrence, at
the foot ot Lake St Lounis, stands the old
Indian town of Caughpawaga, a relic of the
past. This is truly ‘‘storied ground ;" La
Salle lived there some twenty yeara before
the ** Mastacre at Lachine” by the Iroguois
Indiane, cn the night of the 4th of August,
1659, when, within the space of one lour,
aver two hundred persons were put to death
in the neighborhood ot Lachine,

To his home at the fout of the Fraser Hill,
tho first greeting borne on the eurly mcrning
air would be to him the fumiliar sounds from
the roar of the rapils two rales below,
Taien we might jufer thuat his duily stroll
would be westward to the wind-mill point.
What o roaguificent view thero presents It-
selt ! It was there, and there only, where
La Salle vould have had the first fuli view
presented to him of the broad, smooth sur-
face of Lake St. Louis, stretching for to the
weat; pointing the road for some daring
spirit like himself to lead the way in search
of & wuter channel to China through Cunada
—hence the name Lachine,

The question pow is: What ought fo be
done with this historic old building ? 1t has
been in the writer'a family for four genera-
tions, und nor one atone has becn disturbed
dnring the last four scove years. It isthe
intention of the writer to set apart 3,500
squure feet —suy 70 feet fronting on tio Lower
Luchino road, un! 50 feet in depth, to en-
close the old building, as sacred to the
memory of L Selle.  Therefore, we may ask,
is there nos putriotism enough remaioing in
Canadians to come forward ond uvesist in hav-
{og the old baildiug rustored, nnd to preserve
the homne ot Ilobert de ln Salle from falling
into decay, or from being blotted out of ex-
istence ?

1t igidue to La. Salic’s memory that vome-
t.hinggk:‘m\id be done, and thas specdily, by
hig admiring theussuds on this centinent.
They have now a fitting spportunity to show
theiv respeet by giving bimw ' loeal Bubits.
tion' as well us a nane, and where can Lo
fonud & more suitable pluce shan the home in
which he had lived during the four years of
his varly Canadian life 2 L.

The pluce can never be disturbed, being
cigbt miles above Montzeal, ou the banks of
the St. Lawrerce, and would be racred for all
time, free from the calls or cucruachments
of modern improvemeats. Three of the
La Salle elm trees, venerable with years, still
stand on the river-bank, at the head of the
¢1d stone wall, os silent sentinels of n by gone
agu !

“Besides being the home of Rolwert dela
Salle, we recall the lony st of goblemen—
representatives of Old France—who, from
time to time, had slept within its venerst.cd
—yes, sacred walls! Such as Champlain,
Maisonneuve, Marquette, Frontenac, Joliette,
nud o host of others who would, of necessity,
have aturted from this plavo on their religious
pilgrimages or warlike expeditions weatwards.

Just picture that it wag in this old build-
ing where I'rontenae pud Lo Salle traced out
the course of those explorations and discov-
eries to extend tte boundarics of Old France,
and tu 560 that young man, La Salle. starting
from that place or his expedition, westward
and southward, in the sprivg time of 1670,
never again, we beliave, to retura to it |
" Wor that we have discovered the place,
apd what remains of his home, it 13 the
bounden duty of Canadiuna to pay a ftting
tribate of tespect’ to his memory.

INTERESTING CAS48 OF LIFE BAVING BY
MR. JOBRN JOBDAN. -

Not 1og ago the Dominion Government vo
fitly conferred upon Mr, Joe Viuceat a testi-
monpial in ackno #ledgment of h-a services in the
direction of raving life from drowniog in the
River St. Lawrence: No- objection’could ; pos-
sibly b raised to this course, bat ‘ the ci cum-.
stance has brought to Light the fact that there is.
aunther b .ru of the river «hose record ‘as'a
saver.of lifeis extraordinary, and his modesty
o great that if i had n- t be n for others show-
g attertivn to his name and deeds be wight
have continued to wear his hono-s unseen, Last
Tuesday there appeared in hese columns o let-
ter signed “J, I.,” in whicu attentivn
was colled to the deds of DMr. John
dordan, but enquiry has shown that the
writer had e.ther unt fully examined Mr, Jor-
dau’s record or elre faited to do him full justiee,
It appeurs that Mr Jordan bas been on the
risyer ever since hy waa ten years old, which was
about fur y-fiveyearsago, Thenumber ot lives he
hoy saved 19 extraordinary, 1t is estimated that
ha saved the lives of not fewer than fitvy officers
and men of the army when here, Oue or two

be read with interest.

1o December, 1852, Lient, Carpenter, R.A.,
was skating off the old barrack gate when the
ice gnve, and he fell in and was 1n a fajr way of
mesting a watery grave, whea Mr. Jordan went
in #ad managed, with difficulty and sisk to him-
self, to save the officer, He rcfused any recom-
pense, but asked to bave the medal of 1he Royal
Humane Sucieiy procured for him, which was
done, together with the customs y testamur,
sigoed by aeveral notable persons.

Mr, Jordan saw
thut the ice had not taken and was going to
shove. Justas the two officers reached the certre
uf the river it did just what be anticipat 4,
and left them with clear wat r around them.
The two officers were helped cut with much
diffienlty, and warned to so con iu~t them«elves
#s-not fo get jammed iv theice. The diffienlty
accuried in nmid-streain, and the whole party
was curried down to Isle Kond -, whers the ter-
ribly daogerous p sition of the party swas miti-
guted a1 sume degree by the {ce jammning and
making fust, . Mr. Jordan was then enabled to
bring dio 1wo officers to the ovther island.

Un an ther ocewion. alsus the sane dite,
abmt tweaty-five oflicers, pun and women -
vniing to he 20 b reginent wers attempting to
eroaes to Nt MHelen’s Islayd in wha wus then
eomm-mly known #s o gurrisen boat, wich the
1 experie..ce an 1 confidence that nusna'ly charae-
terized the ew-coming militory of the period. Uf
course troub e arose, and luck ly Mr. Jord agaw
the danger. When hearrived at the boat the cox
swain was shouting for help.  wWith much
presence vf mind My, Jordin warned the in-
mates of the boat to keep it rocked well from
side to ride, in order to prevent it sticking to
the ive, meunwhile directing its coursa as far as
pussible wmid the driftivg 1ce towurds Longue
Pomnte or Boucherville Island. Almost by a
mirucle the ice gut jummed there and the boat
for the time 1cmal €1 stuzionary. My Jordan
to'd his triends in the hLnat to remain steady
while he tried the ice to see if hec uld gain the
shure. With the ait of & boat pile he re.ched
the shore, testine the ice foot by foot until he
reached the island. Harcing proved it strong
enough to bear his own weiggt he judged fram
experience of the floating properties of
the ice that it would carry another aw
well, and < takipg one at a
tiune lauded the whole boas load on terre firna.
Ho than obtaiced accommodation aud sheiter
for them on ths island, and the next morning
crossed to the oppusite side ol the river at
L ngueuil and came up to St. Lamberts, where
hn crossed over with the suffere 8 to the istand,
baving thus by skill and knowledge saved them
From a terrible death from frost and drowning.
This was onc of the moat thrillirg episodes tha!
ever touk place on the river, and created a good
dea!l of attention at the time.

Mr, Jordan has also, at varions periods, sav d
the lives of raftsmen—roughly speakimg, not
less than forty., One incident which should
be first in the minds of readers the f THE
Post occuired seven or eight years ngo on the
occaxion of the bresking vpf the rafts in the
great storm whicli toole place at that time. Theu
Mr. Jordan rescued nine Iudian raftsmen who
were T eetronis ard almiost Losime theie hold of
some rafi-ours.  When the Vietorin Dri ge
was suilding, My Jurdun savet o keege natuter
of workmen wha from varions accidents fell into
the river,  Mr Jordaa has reee tly saved the
life of a ron of Mr. Joha Mur ay, the sontractor,
Mr. M.ocanley, the buteher, who feli off the
deck of asteamer at Molson’s wharf, srd maoy
others, snme fifty of whose cases can b attesned
and suthentieated. Tt wilt thuy be seea th t
Me, Jurdan's claims to some pubae recoghition
are very strong and should be urged upoan tue
government. 1t isio be hoped our zzembe s of
Parliamesnt will &t vnes take sone steps to have
this aceamplished,

MASS MEETING OF CITIZENS ON TEE
- CHAMP DE MARS. 4

A meeting of the sympathizers with Riel
was held on the Champ de Mars_yesterday
afternoon. Mr. Genrge Dahamel” presided,:
and there were nearly 2,000 people present.

Mr. L. Q. David wan the frst spesker..
Ho baid it was very .strange that while:
twenty-five or thirty Frenchmen had heen’
condemuced by the conrt at Regina, only one-
Englishman  had Lleen coonvicted, and
even he would have pgot off but
that they thought he . & Frenchman.
Sheppard had said in thc%nto News that
he wished to seo Liel strdngled with the
French flag, but that Lese esiumnistor had
been justly punished, The :Kingston affair
wag denonuced as an outrage on the feelings
of the Prench Canndians, ‘¢ Ihe Orangemen
of Ontarin,” he auid, ‘*are threatening to
drive the French Canadians out of the conn-
try, but we lough at their threats. We will
drive them out first. A century ago we
pembered only 60,000 and now we are over
2.000,000, and are pusniog them out day by
day.” He went ¢n to denounce the insulters
of his race, and said that had not the French
civilized Canada the English would to day be
living in the slums of London., He then re-
turned tc the question at issue, and waid that
Riel's * vcounsel had well earned the
four hundred dollars which each of them re-
ceived, Casgrain, who went to prosecute
rael, got $3,000 for his work, but with
Messrs, Fitzputrick and vLemieux it was a
matter of the heart, not of politica, La Min-
erve had compered their conduct very usnfa-
vorubly with that of Hon. Mr. Chaplean in
the csse of Lepine, but the latter bad six
Metis on the jury, while Riel bad & jury of
six Engliehmen, and such a judge as Richard-
son, gheppurd had had the courage and au-
dacity to eay in open court before a crowd of
French-Canadians that there should only be
one language and one natiouality in the coun-
try. To save [Liclwas to save their nation-
ality, und those who hindered them in this
work were worse thun Sheppard himself, The
best Catholic aud the best French Canadiau
was the one who sacrificed the most for the
cause of justice,

Ald, Perrault, one of the treasurers oi the
fund, anconnced that siuce Aagust st they
hz-1 collected 32,043 00, and that the com-
wittee would pive cvory feformation as to
what was being done with the mouey,

Mr, Fitzpatrick said he was there toanswer
"he neensntions v Lich some of tne papers had
made agninst him, sud he would lesve the
audience to judge Letween them, and he was
oply gorry that el hod not the wdventage he
(the speaker) now hud in pleading bhedore wn
unpavtial jury.

AN IMMENSE MOB VENT THEIR
RAGE ON PUBLIC AND PRIVATE.
. BUILDINGS. =~ -

THE EAST END HEALTH OFFICE ‘WRECKED

Catherine street, under-
touvk to replace a placard on an infected house
in the neighborhood, As be was in the act of
putting up the plrcard, & woman ran out, and,
seizing the placard, tore it in his hands, At the
same moment the woman's hushand ren o,
and with wild ejaculations contended that his
wife was beicg assailed. A small crowd guth-
ered to witness the trouble, and this crowd
gradually continued to incresse in numbers
during the entire afternoon. The secretary of
the Boeard notified Ald. Gray, who, fully
realizing the dnnger, nt once ordered the
place to be shut up and all books and pupers re-
moved. This was speedily done and a gnard of
pclice placed upon the building.

It appears thac
he was leaving the court, followed by Mr.
Kribs, the acknowledged writer of the libsl- |
ous article, and other persons, when he
was considerably jwtled, and a young
French Canadian, helongioag to one of
the volunteer regiments, mshed for

ward with an upraised whip, as though to
strike him. Mr. Sheppard, thoroughly fright-
ened, hurriedly thrust his hand into his over-
coat pocket and the gleaming barrels of a re-
volver were just appeming, when Captain
Giroux, one of the members of the 65th, in-
terposed and prevailed upon him to put the
weapon away, at the eame time assuring him
that there was no ground for fear, During
the row and discussion which ensuwed Mr.
Sheppard was again arrested for having a
loaded revolver in his po:sesaion, and *e wus.
immediately brought befare Police Magistrate
L Buoy ¥, bus as there was no ome to press
the charge the case was amicably settled, the
rerolver being confiscated. He was then

The art of urranging bougquets is very sim-
ple, yet it is surpriciog how seldom un ama-
tear succeeds, thuugh foud of Howers, in fre-
yuently arrangivg thom in bouquets, A
protessional bouguet builder gives this in-
struc fon :—** Haviog collccted the flowers to
tic ussd on a tray, all the superfluous leaves
should be stripped from the stems, and, by
placing the fluwers side by side, you can
ersily sec the order in which they will be
most s vantugeously displayed in the bouquet.
A very preity style of hand bouguet cau
be made by taking a small, straight stick, not
over w guarter «f an inch in diameter, tie a
string (or o very fiue wire is better) to the
top, aud begin by fastening ou a few delicate
fluwer:, or une handsome one, for the centre
piece, winiing the wire abuout each stem as
you aiid th fluwers and leaves to the bouget.
Always place the flowers with the shortest
stemv vt t e top, all those with louger stems
being riserved fur the base ; . tnea tinish off
the bouynet with a frnioge of finely cut foliage.
Then cut the rtems evenly, wrap dump cotton
woul about them, aud cover the stems with
paper cut out in pretty lace designs.

MAN TARGETS.

A vew industry has boen started, Itis the
musnufscture of man targets. ThLese targets
are made of sreel und as near the form of an
aversye siz:d man as can be outliued with
steel.  They are made in three positicns--
upright, «t a front, then ia the position of
firing with arms raised as if holdieg & mus
ket. A soldier invented the machine that
works the steel to the proper shape, The
steol frame is covered with cloth in such a
manrner that ut u distarce the resemblance
uf » man i3 marked ; und what is important,
it cun be told in just what part the ‘““man"
is hit—arm, l.g, breast, stomach, neck,
shoulder or hewd. Four hundred of these
steel targets ure being made in England, re-
quiring the use of 108,000 prunds of steel.
ln the target practice they wiil be placed in
squads, in platoone,- in companies and the
variuua other forms in which soldiers move in
the vpening of an engsFement. The practice
will cotnmence at o rauge of 250 to 300 yards
and then be graogually increased to long dis
tauces. The targets will be sent to military
puats at which such practice can be best car-
ried on. The only drawback to the effective
ness of this practice is in the tact that the
steet map targets canaot fire back; if they
could, the sokliers who are firing at them
mighs no$ be so expert.
