1 fe t that betore taking upoa myself the
respunsibilities of the oftice to which I
have been appuinted it would be good for
me to come again to the acene of my

early and later instruction; to speak

once more to those who had the guidunce
of much of my priestly career, not to
seek their congratulations, but to ask

them for their advice and their prayers,
Montreal, my parental educationathonie,
has always held, and will always hold a

good place in my aflections, becouse iv
is characteristic of the authorilies of the

Seminary that they establish between

the students and themselves a tie which

grows stronger as the years go hy. I

would be ungrateful if I did notgoto what

is my father’s house in an educational

sense, and ask for his blessing before I

undertske to discharge the arduous

task which lies belore me, This

meeting and this address which has been

read to me have come upon me as a
surprise. Had Iknown that these would

await me I think I would have put off
my visit until a later time.

1t was a crime punishable by death to
teach him even the radiments of learn-
Ing, may have heen illiterate ; thev
never woere ignorant. ( Applause.) ’

PENAL LAWS HAD MADE THEM I UITELATE,

but they could not drive Gad ard re-
ligion from their hearts, Even in pugan
times Ireland had a literature, and a
decp  spiritnality pervaded  the frish
character, which found i« full satistace-
tion in the story of the Redemplion told
by St. Patrick.  Soon atter the conver-
ston uf the Irish to Christianity, churches
and mounasteries and rchools spnang up
all over the country.  Clonmaendise and
Clontert became world-famed for se holwrs
and scholambip.,  From the sixth tothe
ninth century was the yolden nge of Irish
literature, The Danishinvasion brought
havoc in its train : and it was worthy of
note that a Dane, Dr. Sigerson, was a
leading spiril in the revival of Celtic
literature which was going on in Ireland,
In that age of gold scholurs wrote in
Celtic and Latin.

Celtic was the cultured tongie of the
Brehon law-makers ; the tongue of free-
dom and chivalry ; the tongue of bardic
lore. Celtic literature ante dated Roman
civilization and Uirecian art. As print-
ing had not been invented in those Jays
it was written in manuscripts, and it
now coneisted almost wholly of manu-
seripts. These Celtic manuscripls were

Roman. This was a fact, and not &« nere
statement of his. In the librales of
Dublin, Uxford, and London universities
there were two thousand of these (eltic
manuscripts, not more than onetwen.
tieth of which had yet been printed. Yet
thia was but & fragment of the literature
which the Dane found on his arrival in
Ireland—a literature not printed, but
written by the unwearied hand of the
monk of the school (applanse.)

NO OTHER LANGUAGE

had been the object of such persecution
as the Celtic language had been; and
vet, driven Lhough it had heen to Logs
and mountain receases. it had broupght
to the language of the oppressors of Ire-
iand the expression of the loves, the
jovs, the sorcows, the apirituality, the
wit, the humos, the religion of the Cel-
tic. (Applause) The teachers of the
early English scholars were Celts; and
in this way the intluence of the Cell was
strongly marked.  Rev. Dr. Conaty
quoted from an_essay published by
Matthew Arnold in 1866, in which that
writer showed that n strong Celtic ele-
ment ran through Etglish life, and
jeamnd its churacteristic expressions in
Fnelish spirit and English literatare.
Enylish literature, as shown by the
works of Shakapeare, Milton and Byron,
wae indebted to Celtic influence for
much of its style, and for nearly allof
its wit. Henry Morley had snid that
“1he main current of English litersture
eannot be disconnected from’ Irish wit,
in which it has one of its svurces.”

Father Conaty dwelt upon the prowess
of the Celt in literature and axi, in
statesmanahip and legislation, in mercy
as well as in justice, in Luarope, the
United States and Australia. Where ver
the Celt had gone he had brought with
him the element of strength (applause);
and now a good many people were
scratching themeelves to see how much
of the Celt was in them (laughler).
Some of them would not have to scratch
much {laughter). Nothing succerded
like success (laughter and cheers).

Speaking of the imaginativeness of
the Celt, of the fairies and elves and
< }ittle ones,” with which hia fancy peo-
ple the woods and the glens, and which
testified to his love of the unseen and
the spiritual, Father Conaty said that
we might trace to these ‘‘little people’

THE ORIGIN OF THE BROWNIES,

It might be treason to say so; but there
were lots of truth in treason (laughter
and applause). lhen he recited a pum-
ber of exquisite specimens of. Irish
poetry, botkh ancient and modern, illus-
trating the emotional, the gay, tye tor-
rowful, the martial, and the_ heroic
hases of Cellic literature, winding up
gy reciting, amid peals of laughter, the
famous ballad of “ Fataer O'Flynn.”

There was & passage in the history of
Ireland in which he had always taken &
deep interest It was the 'Eenod of the
“hedge” schoolmaster. The ‘“hedge
schoolmasters had frequenily been cixl-
catored, but those who caricatured them
did not realize that they were generally
men of culture, who had carned their
degrees in the universities of Europe.
Many of them were' priests of God.

W_hen he did anything bad he was an
Irishman.  When Dunraven lest the
yacht race, he ceaved to be the Laplish-
man he had bheen dereribed: he became
at once an Irishman; he was Mr. Qainn,
(Laughtcr.)

The position of the
ruler of Italy is hardly an enviable one.
No Catholic royal personage will visit
him in the capital of his kingdom ; his
country is plunged in debt and his peo-
ple are disaffected to the laat degree,
and—bitterest drop of all—the voice of
the solitary old man of the Vatican has
more weight in the councils of the
world than has his, with his overgrown
army and navy to back it. The much
vaunted ‘* United Italy” is simply a
house divided against itself and must
come to the inevitable end before long.
The proverb which says “ He who eats
the Pope dies of it,” is true of nations
as well as individuals, and poor Italy is

EDMUND BURKE.

——

The expressed intention on the part
of Edmund Burke’s admirers to cele
brate in some fitting way the centen-
nial anniversary of his death, which
will be the Sth of July next, recalls to

"{ our minds that one of the greatest, some

maintain the very greatest, expositors of
the rights, liberties and obligations of
the British constitution was an Irish-
man and the son of an Irish Catholic
lady, - :

Hia father was & member of one of
those great Ncrman or Anglo-Norman
clans of whom it was said that they be-
came more Irish than the Irish them-
selves. One of his sisters—the ouly sis-
ter of wbom history has preserved any
record and the only member of his
faniily of whom there are representa-
tives living. today, Mrs. French—re
mained a Catholic all her life. His
mother was a Nagle. He married a
Miss Nugenrt, whose father was a physi-
cian at Bath, and who had heen brought
up in the Catholic faith.

Burke's carenc falls entirely within
the ante-Union period, and, although his
services were connecied with England,
_rather than with [reland, he was always
the friend of justice to his native land.
and at timcs be dencunced her oppres-
sors with an elogtience rarely surpassed.

With the chureh of his mother he
ever showed a sincere saympathy and was
in favor of relieving bia fellow-country-
men of that fnith from the monstrous
disabilities under which they labared
We mny perhaps be inclined to give him
little credit for such: a course and to ask
what else he could have done. But
opinions that seen: so reasonable in our
time that we find it hard Lo imsgine any
public man oppesing them were discoun
tenanced a bundred yesra ago by many
men who pretended to justify their con-
duct.

We do not, indeed, claim that Burke
dild all that he could for bis country.
His character was comiplex and ao was
his patriotism.

All that we ask on his behalf is that
he be nllowed to rank among thuse who
by their gifts and conduct have reflected
honor on the lund that bore them. With
all his bigh repute and astonishing suc-
ceases, Edmund Burke died a miserably
disappointed man.

The King was about to raise him to
the peerage as Lord Beaconsfield when he
lost his eldest son by sudden death. For
a time he was inconsolable, and although
he recovered from the shock and the
grief sufficiently to write some of the
most remarkable of his comments on
public affairs, his heart was in his son’s
graveand his ambition was dead beyond
reviving. He died on the Sth of July,
1797.

In the majority of cases the record of
such events is-lost to the world, like the
wara that preceded the siege of Troy,
because they lack a chronicler. This
may seem & small thing to some persons
and from certain points of view. Com-
pared with the utterances and policies
and proceedings that attract attention in
the great centres of civilization, the say-
ings and doings of the village or rural
districts may be of small importance.
But, as incidents in the growth of a
community, they may bemore orless me-
morable,

Local history is a contribution to
the history of the nation Its value de-
pends not on the estimate that may be
set upon it by contemporaries, but by
the place it may fill alterwards in the
chain of events that go to the making of
the country’s annals. Many a great
statesman has made his first speech at
a little village gathering. A few level-
headed hearers :nay take note of. the
signs of promise in the arguments or
appeals to some popular sentiment to
which he gives expression. Long after
wards they may recall the occasion, the
style and manner of the speaker, then
little known, and may more Or less
accurately remember the impression
that he made on their minds.

The historian or biographer may pay
them a visit for the express purpcse of
hearing what they may have been able
to preserve of the remembrance, growing
year after year more hazy, of the circum-
stances. Every item of information
they can furnish is of value, but to
their regret and disappointment they
discover that a cruel oblivion has over-
spread much of what once seemed so
fresh and definite and inalienable.

This is a not uncommon experience, as
many a hunter of reminiscences in his
own mind or that of someone else has
sadly come to know. In such a case,
how satisfactory it would be if some
village elder were able to point back to
the columns of THE TrRUE WiTNESS, and

HELPING THE POOR AND
SUFFERING.

The trite saying, that one half the
world does not know how the other half
lives, has an cspecial force at this festal
time, when one class of our population
are looking forward, with a sense of com-
fort, to scones of cheerfulness and enjoy-
ment, and another class are forced by
sad experience to regard this holiday
occasion a8 the beginniug of a season
when they will suffer keenly from want,
hunger and cold.

It is the duty of those who can afford
to do so to help, each in the measure of
his or her ability, to brighten the sad
lot of the needy poor.

That this duty is recognized and per-
formed in no niggardly way by a large
portion of our citizens individually
thera can be no question. But that the
city in its corporate capacity does like-
wise is by no means a fact.

In this matter of Christian charity to
the poor and the distressed and necessi-
tous of all kinds Montreal is far behind-
Toronto. Not counting the small an-
‘nual-allowance to the Notre Dame and
the General Hospital, and its contribu-
tien towards the maintenance of chil-
dren committed to the De Montford and
Bon Pasteur houses of industry and to
the care of the Ladies' Benevolent So-
ciety, this city makes no grants in aid
of charitable institutions.

Toronto, on the other hand, expends
in thie laudable way from $40,000 to
$50,000 & year. In 1895 it gave $47,350
to-homes, refuges, dispensaries, &c., to
say nothing of its regular hompital
grants, which are over $50,000 a yenr.
This year, besides these hospital grants
—~which compares eloquently with our
total hospital grants of only $8000—
Toronto spent $40,844 in good works, in
cluding the following :—

A BIGOTED CRITIC. -

The Boston Republic takes one of the
reviewers of the New York-Evening Post
severely to task because of his habit of
sneering at books Tritten by Catholic
authors.

UNGRATETUL SONS.

That was a well-merited tribute which
the Hon. Charles Fitzpatrick paid to
the Church of which he is one of the
most distinguished sons in this-Prov
ince, in the course of a speech which
he delivered a few evenings ago at the
annual banquet cf the Toronto Young
Liberals. Referring to the subject of
education, he said:—

“In so far as the Province of Quebec
is concerned, higher education is entirely
under the control of the Roman Catholic
clergy, and I must tell you that it is
entirely maintained at their expense,
because in mo far as our Province is
concerned, the State does not_contrib-
ute one farthing to higher education.
Our college, of which we are so proud,
Laval University, is maintained en-
tirely at the cost of the Catholic clergy
of Quebec; further, our classical col-
leges, which are on a level which makes
them equal with any claasical colleges
to be found in the Dominion of Canada
—Ilet me say this, in addition, that in
these colleges the professors are almoat
without exception Roman Catholic cler-
gymen giving an education and receiv-
ing the magnificent salary of $100 a
year. There is the Quebec Seminary,a
classical college of the very highest
standard, where a boy receives & good
education and board, and in exchange
pays $100 & year. so that practically it
18 gratuitous. In the University of Laval,
when I entered it twenty years ago, the
dean of the faculty was a Protestant, and
the majority of the professors in medi- |
cine were Protestants. The professor of
criminal law, whom I succeeded, was &
Protestant, whom the Roman Catholic
priests had taken to the old country to
study criminal iaw, and who died in
Laval as professor of criminal law, and,
worse than being Protestant, he was a
Freemason. (Laughter). Now, I want
to tell you these things in order that you
may understand the conditions existing
in Quebec, and that perhaps we are not
80 retrogressive as it is sometimes sup-
posed. T

And yet, in the same spirit, Mr. Fits.
patrick, amid the hearty applause of
his Protestant auditors, and speaking,
as he took care to assert, from & Catholic
standpoint, expressed himself as unwill-
ing that the Church should carry out its
desire to do for the primary schools at--
tended by Catholic boys and. girls in
Manitoba what she does, not only for
the primary schools, but for the classical
calleges and univeraities in this Prov-
ince. ‘

Of the statement, whether honestly
made or otherwise, that the cause of
liberty of conscience is endangered
where the Church gets coatrol of the
education of the pepole—a statement
which Mr? Fitzpatrick's political friends
are fond of making—-the quotation
which we have given is a remarkable
refutation. A Church which deals so
generously with & Protestant and
Masonic professor has proved itself to
be the friend and not the foe of freedom
of conscience. ‘

find from a single Jrish Nationalist
member any obstruction, any difliculty
in the way, any objection, such a man
suggests that which is futile and absurd.
We shall be only too haspy to welcome
such propasals, only too happy to ease
their passage through the House of
Commons if we ficd that they are
adequate and sound remedies. And
if they be not, if they be inadequate
and imperfect, as a good many pro
osals from these benches have heen
in the past,

IT WILL BE OQUR DUTY

to endeavor to amplily, to enlarge and
amend them, and make them suitable to
the occasion. What more evidence is
there of unanimity of feeling amang Irish
Nationalista? Men say they are pre-
pared to come on the same platform and
shake hands, metaphorically speaking,
in the promotion of severa! questions—
for. example, amneaty. They will join
hands upon the question of amnesty.
Why? Because it is important in their
judgment that ammnesty should be ob-
tained, and they believe that union is
necessary in order to obtainit. I find a
statement only the other day, from an-
other quarter, (rom another prominent
gentleman, that he was willing to join
hands with anybody in order that the
people might be united on the education
question. As far as I know the people
are not divided upon the education ques-
tion, and the importance of union in
order to carry weirht with the British
Parliament upon that queation is ac
knowledged I wantto know what difer-
ence there is with reference to the im-
portance and the nezessity and the prac-
ticability of union on the gquestion of
amnesty and on all other questions; and
I want to know whether it would not be
much easier, instead of more difficult, to
shake hands for everything and to agree
upon everything than to keep up a wall
otp division about ssmething about which
we do agrée, and to shake hands upon
some other things ‘about which we also
agree? Isaw the other day a statement
in the speech of a gentleman, which
wan reiterated in almost the same worde
on the same day in the apeech of another
prominent gentleman, both of them
Irish Nationalists. They both referred
to the fact that it was quite useless to be
discussing the differences of five or six
<y ars ago ; that they were not concerned
with five or six years ago or with five or
six years hence, but that they were con
cerned with the present ; and the recom-
mendaticn from both these different
quarters was that

WE SHOULD UNITE IN THE PRESEXNT,

I agree with that, and I think yon
agree with it. The desire is tnat we
should unite, but unite not for any
single purpose, but for all those par-
poses upun which we ngree, and in re-
spect to each one of which our union is
essential to success. The lesson has been
taught us by bitter experience. We have
seen the change in the attitude and tone
of both parties towards us; we have seen
the change in the attitude and tone of
our own people here; we have seen the
change in the attitude and tone of
friends and sympathizers not of our race
abroad; we have seen the change in the
attitude and tone of Irishmen abroad.

Aaa
big tree takes anywhere from thirty to
filty 1o be sufticiently dazzling, the least
expensive arrangement is by no means
cheap.

The
shops are full of the most tempting
Christmas tree fruit, strings of gold and
silver balls, tinkling bells, separate balls
of all sizes in brilliant colors, frosted
with silver or plain, beautiful snow and
crystal effects, showers of tinsel in stars
and sprays, and much more. It is easy
to apend 825 and not overload a good-
sized tree, and for those who can afford
it the expenditure ig not unwise, &s such
8 go’igeoua and elaburate blooming lnsts
till Twelflh night at least, and is a plea-
sure tc more than the first company of
spectatora. - .

A tree, though, which will delight less
exacting children-—and the world is full,
fortunately, of able little know-nothings,
who still take color for price and little
for much—can be produced for a very
small sum.

Here a prosperous farmer will have all
bis humbler friends and neighbours
“ spend the Cnristmas " with him, and
a more cheerful sight than an Irish farm
house on Christmas eve can hardly be
imsgined. The Yule log blazes on the
great open hearth of the kitchen, while
the younger folks make merry with the
usual Christmas gamea. .

At midnight all attend the midnight
Mass which is celebrated in moat of the
churches of Ireland, and it is moat edi-
fying to see how anxieua all are to take
L{:e earliest opportunity to pay homage
to the infant Saviour.

All Irish families who have any pre-
tentioas to antiquity are pretty sure to
have a family “ghost” who may possibly
Iook in on some of the guests to wish
them the compliments of the season,
but as a rule the Irish ghost i & harm-
less individual and rarely makes his ap-
pearance except for some benevolent
puarpose.

Hs is usually a bland, courteous old
sentleman and must not be confounded
with tlhe vicious hol goblin whe ¢ eotes
such terror at the German Clristmis
feativities.

The day is observed not only in a joy-
ous manner, but also in a holy spirit,
At the present period the Irish have
heautiful churches which are tastefully
decorated for the occasion. Comfortable
and bright they look on a Christmas
morning a8 the priest intones
“Qlorin in  Excelsis Deo.” Bat
the same pure spirit of de-
votion and  gratitude, for their
salvation existed when they had
to worship the new-born king in
the mountain caves, with the hard rock
for an altar and the arcn of heaven
for & canopy. On Christmas duy the
Trieh®pensant, no malter how hnmble
bis lut, has always a seat at Lis table
and a hearty welcome for the homeless
wayfarer. lHe never fnrgets that the
King of Kings was laid in an humble
manger because there wae no room for
him in the inn at Bethlehem, and he
is delighted to have an opportunity of
showing his less Tortunate neighbors
that he fully understands the meaning
of the words, * Peace on earth to men
of good will,” Christmas day brings
him happiness, because it brings him
salvation, God pity those tu whom
that feast means nothing but the recep-
tion of earthly gifts, and soften the
human hearts who do nut realize the
love of Christmas day.
