TODMORDEN—START WORK
ON NEW PUBLIC SCHOOL

Excavation will be started today for
the new Todmorden Public School.
The work has been held up for the last
s8ix weeks on account iof funds not
being forthcoming from the township'
council. The money was voted by the
ratepayers last January and the pay-
ment was due on May 1. The deben-
tures were rdised and apparently there
was nothing to prevent- the money
being advanced.- The residents of the
district became impatient, demanding
that the work be started as soon as
possible in order. that the building
might be completed before the end of
the year. Following the payment of
the money by the township treasurer
yesterday, the architects, Messrs.

They have been looking at the bewil-
dering weigellas, pink trumpet-bedeck-
ed the country ovor. Like that other
pink wonder the bush honeysuckle so
beautiful at the present moment, the
weigelias are standing alone just now
as the gueens of the smaller shrubs.

Some gardeners are disposed to con-
sider the .weigelias a8 among the
coarser variéties of flowering shrubg,
both because of thelr sturdy habit,
their large inflorescence and the great
trLick leaves. True, these shrubs are
not &6 dainty in leaf and bloom as, say
gpiraea bridal wreath.

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THE PREACHERS AND POLITICS.
The throwing of party politics, and,
what is worse, election party politics.
into the midst of the churcHes'is
bound to produce disruptions and heart’
burnings—even over so important an
issue as that of the abolition of
licensed bars. .

When ministers and prominent mem-
bers of their flock dispute in the
church meetings over the records of
the two parties on this subject we
think the cost is extravagant, no mat-
ter what the result. What will it be
next? - Church union will certainly be
delayed.

Sir James Whitney's government has
proved to be a great improvement on
the Ross . administration, and if
given another term would probably
wipe out the bulk of the remaining bars
without the dissensions that we now
see among church friends. Sir James
has made the abolition of the bar pos-
sible.. This is what the prohibitionists
seem to forget in thelr anxiety to qrive
him and his party out of pawer. Even
politicians who march forward are en-
titled to some recognition of good
service.

He is still a wise minister who leaves
politics out of his sacred office.

And certainly it i#-only propér that
every minister cf the gospel should

'maintain some semblance of moral
proportion and not seek to put out of
office the party, and especially the man
who has so improved the laws regu-
lating“the liquor traffic that the péople
can now have complete prohibition by
the local option law, by the Séott Act,
by bylaw submitted to the people, or,
by direct act of the municipal council;
and whose three-fifths majority clause
has had the met result of preventing
the repeal of prohibition bylaws when
they have been passed by the rate-
payers. If the people wish to abolish
the bars, they have now the means of
doing it, and the churches have the
opportunity of supporting them in do—
ing it, without introducing party poli-
tice within the folds of the church.

The last word has not by any means
been said to show that local option
and the strict enforcement of the
liquor law is of more account than
prohibition measures which are not
enforced and which allow “blind pige”
and other illicit sale of whiskey. It is
almost impossible to sell beer llicitly
where prohibition has been adopted;
it is the easiest thing in the world to
sell whiskey of dnferior quality in
“blind pigs” and even to have it con-
sumed on the premises, tho prohibition
has been passed.

‘What Ontario wants today is to
keep the local option principle and at
the same time enforce the regulation
of any sale that is legalized rather
than to have wide-open prohibition
that4s not enforced, and that if ignored

tends to increase the use of spirits,
where otherwlse beer might be called
for.

Can the ministers afforg to discredit
the first honest premier we/ ever had
in the matter of securing local prohi-
bition and the matter of Raving the
license law strictly observed? Hardly,

THE PROVINCIAL UNIVERSITY.

One of the issues that contributed
lo the defeat of the Ross government
in 1905 was the starvation policy
adopted towards'the provinecial unij-
versity. Some time before the elcc.
tion a big ‘deputation waited on Pre-
mier Ross‘ with the ‘hope of getting
some. abatement of his parsimonious
practice. The hope proved vain ang
the big university vote was a con-
siderable factor in the contest
years ago.

The Liberal party still makes the
mistake of having it in for the uni-
versity. Hostlle criticlsm has pursu-
ed the big institution for years, and a
specific demand has been made that
the administration of its affairs be
made more or less directly subject to
the legislature. Whatever reforms the
university may need are not to be
obtained in ‘this way. Even the board
of education makes a better fist of
running the public schools than the
¢ity council wopuld. What the legis-
lature would de with the university
may be faintly imagined.

THE DIRECT NOMINATION,

ties in Ontario will choose their can-
didates by direct popular vote, and ft
would not-be surprising if the Con-
servatives of Toronto made the initial
experiment. In-a  thickly congested
city district, where the nomination is
equivalent to an election, the conven-
tion system is getting to be a cum-
bersome and unsatisfactory  device,
No doubt excellent candidates are’
chosen, but none thé less there 'is a
growing demand on the part of the
people everywhere to directly parti-
cipate in the government of the
country,

At one time, what may be called
‘the “second election” plan was every-
where in evidence. . In the United
States the people were not permitted
to vote directly for president, or for
United States senators, but were re-
stricted to the choice of “electors” or
legislators, ‘who carried on the- elec-
tion. Even in the choice of those offi-
cials, for whom they were permitted
by law to vote directly, th.ey soon
found themselves up against a system
by which they chose delegates to con-
ventions and the delegates nominat-.
ed the party candidates. In Canada,
we 'choose our senate in a still more
round about manner. The people elect
the ‘commons and the commons elect
the ‘prime minister, and the prime
minister appoints to the senate. But
the indications are that the people
will soon insists upon electing the
members of both houses, and in time
the Conservative and Liberal voters
alike will vote directly in the choice
of the party candidates instead of
selecting delegates to a convention.
In a number of ridings during the
present campaign, charges and coun-
ter ‘charges have been made ' which
amount to a strong indictment of the
convention system. If wehave heard
more about them in respect to Con-
serv conventions, it has been be-
cause there are so many safe Conser-
vative ridings. Today there are many
people adyvocating the primary system
who would have scouted the notion of
adopting it a year ago. Public opin-

law. But if
the government provide the ma-
chinery. and legal sanction for the
same, there is no question but that
both parties in many ridings will
select their candidates by a popular
vote. We venture to think that the
Conservatives * of Riverdale, after
struggling thru two conventions, are
quite willing to try the simpler and
more satisfactory  plan of a direct
nomination by the people.

ASSESSMENT REFORM.

Alderman Frank Spence is chairman
of a tax reform committee which in-
cludes Controllers McCarthy and Simp-
son and four of the aldermen. They
are to investigate and rcport, we pre-
sume, on what the ¢ity should do in
the very bad matter of its assessment
affairs.

We would like to suggest to Alder-
man Spence that the first thing to be
done is to carry out the Assessment
Act, and have all land in the city
assessed at its real actual value. The
assessment commissioner is supposed
to have taken an oath to dd this, and
most of us are prepared to take an oath
that he doesn’t. Perhaps Alderman
Spence could swear him again, and
stiffen his back a little. It is about
30 per cent. rubber at present, accord~
ing to his own statements.

The next thing to be done is ‘to as-
sess buildings, not at their value, but
as the act directs, at the amount of
the additional value they give to the
land on which they stand. This is
not so difficult a job as some profess
to think, and can he readily settled by
rental values. It is well to remember
that Sir James Whitney’s position with
regard to assessment reform is to point
to the act and ask why the munici-
palities do not carry it out. Alderman
Spence must ask the assessment com-
missioner this question. Sir James
thinks it is time to talk of assassment
reform when the defects of the present

act have been detected under actual
operation.

BIG BUSINESS AND BAD BUSI-
NESS,

The Washington correspondent of
The Wall Street Journal wires his paper
that congress will be kept in session
until the administration -anti-trust
legislation is passed. This means that
congress, which convered in April,
1913, may remain in session until next
October. True, the congressional elec-
tions occur this fall, but the Democra-
tic members seeking re-election will
probably lose nothing by staying right
on the job at Washington.

The president recognizes that a well-
organized scheme is on foot to hold
him and his progressive policies ‘re-
sponsiblé for the financial depression.
Big business is at its old game, and
congress is being deluged with letters

pot,.comes as near being a non-poliw
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the couritry protesting Aagainst any
anti-trust -legislation and demanding
that the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission permit the eastern railways to
increase their freight rates by five per
cent. : :

The administration believes that.its
program should be pushed to cognplec
tion, and a bill has already been in-
troduced giving the Interstate Com-
merce Commission the same control
over carriers on the ocean and great
lakes engaged in forelgn and in inter-
state commerce which it now exercises
over the railway compariies.

Big business is making the curious
plea :that because business is bad all
progressive legislation must be aban-
doned, The argument is that no medi-
cine should be administered to a sick

‘man, but that the physician should

wait until he is strong and well and
therefore able to “stand it.” '

The Republicans, of course, will ery
“hard times,” and ascribe them to the
policies of the Wilson administration.
They will get a big campaign fund
from the trusts and may gain some
seats. They will, however, be handi-
capped by the fact that no measure
passed by this congress will be re-
Dealed by the next congress without
the consent of the president.

TRANSPORTATION FRANCHISES.
+ “It would have been wisdom on the
part of the city in making the annexa-
tion it did in 1888 to haveextended it
the full length of Yonge street. * * *
But this annexation did not take place,
and the city must make the best of itq[
mistake.” So stated The Telegram last
night. - Some time ago the same paper
published its regrets that the city had
leased the street railway franchise in
1891. It discuswed last might the pés-
sibility that the street railway, should
the Metropolitan Company be ousted
from Yonge street south of Farnham
avenue on the expiry of its franchise
next June, would be able to oc-
cupy the vacated tracks under the
city franchise until 1921. There ar
other possible complications into which
we need not enter, as there are similar
situations at the east end of Queen
strect and between Sunnyside and the
Humber, and on the Kingston road be-
tween the Woodbine and the city limits
and on Davenport road and in West
Toronto in several cases. In fact the
franchise situation in the city area is
“all a muddle,” and there is only one
way to clean it up, and the only time
to do it is the present.

Some of these franchises will never
be recovered except under the agree-
ment which Mayor Hocken has been
negotiating. It is almost a pity that
Controller Tommy Church did not
think of cleaning up the situation first,
for then nobody would have objected
It seems a pity, however, that such a
splendid opportunity for ridding the
city of all franchise burdens on trans-
portation should be delayed and ob-
structed merely to pique Mayor
Hocken.

The franchise rights were not given

any value in the estimates prepared by
the experts who considered the pro-
posals to purchase the street railway
and all other transportation privileges
in the city. This was not because they
were of no value, but because the esti-
mates last year were based on revenue-
producing returns. These franchises
are actually of considerable value, but
they were thrown into the bargain
made for the railway itself, thus con-
stituting the clean-up for which Mayor
Hocken held out.
If the present opportunity is mnot
seized there will be lamentations in
the future over the short-sightedness
of the city. 'as there is lamenting today
over the folly of 1888 and 1891. The
only way to make the best of those
mistakes is to buy out the whole street
railway business, unify the system and
give the citizens an up-to-date service
to every part of the municipality,

It took the Conservative convention
for Rivérdale some six hours Tuesday
night to officially place in nomination
the candidate who it Wwas well under—
stood would be named.

The orator had no chance
to keep on talking; he was not even
allowed to finish the sentence. Some-
times he was cut down.by -the inex-

rable chairman before he had an-

unced whether he was going to stand
of not. s

Rumor comes from Peterboro that.
Mr. Rowell at his meeting there to_
night will come out for total prohibi-
tion. That of course has always been
his ultimate aim and ambition. Pos-
sibly he would have been stronger had
he taken the stream at one jump, but
be a good plan to swap
horses now that he is in the middle of
the stream.

According to The Owen Sound Ad_
vertiser, there may be a three-cornered
or even a four-cornered fight in North
Grey. The Advertiser says:

All sorts of“tMitgs ‘may hdppen
in’ the  political’"field within the
next few days; if there {s anything
in the rumors that are in cirecu-
lation. If they al develop into
actualities, the fight in North
Grey instead of a straight con-
test between Messrs. Cameron
and Rodger, will be a four-cor-
nered affair. As you see from the
notice in this issue, the Labor men
of .the town have called a meeting
for next Wednesday evening to
select a candidate: and it is stat-
ed—how authoritatively we do not
know—tbhat-a section of the Lib-
eral party will bring out a man to
contest the riding on the Rowell
platform with the exception of
the abolish the bar plank.

‘What the Labor leaders will do
is hard to say; nothing has been
decided, nor will be till the meet-
ing Wednesday. Several of the
prominent men in their ranks are
said to be strongly in favor of
putting a candidate in the field;
and there is no doubt that a La-
borite would command consider-
able support in the town, tho how
he would stand in the country is
quite another question. He, would,
at any rate, make things interest-
ing for the other candidates.

Just what the effect would be
of the advent of an old-line Lib-
eral into the fleld is hard to fig-
ure out. It would not, we belleve,
affect the result to any great ex-
tent, as the candidate would have
the support only of that section
of the Liberal party that is not
prepared to foliow Rowell in his
temperance policy, and which, in a
straight contest, would probably
stay at home or support the Con-
servative ' candidate.

Some of the Conservative papers
are saying that the bilingual school,
and not the abolition of the bar, is
the issue at the coming election. The
Liberals, of course, deny this and say
that temperance is the issue. Ag g
rule, the people decide for themselves
as to what is the issue at stake, In
eastern Ontario, including East Ot-
tawa, the school issue is certainly fo
the fore, and the Liberals certainly
hope to get the solid French vote,
This being the case, wé need not be
surprised to find the English-speak-
ing vote appealed to by the Conserva-
tives. It is not a religious question,
because it is the Frish Catholics who
are complaining most bitterly of Yhe
French schools.

However, Mr. Rowell has been
pretty adroit in discussing the ques-
tion, and it is not likely that many
English-speaking Liberals will leave
him on the school issue. But the
school issue will help the government
by keeping in line a certain number of
temperance Conservatives.

The World has taken the position
that there are two important issues
and that the opposition leader owes it
to the province to make as definite a

pronouncement upon one as upon the
other.

LINER RAMMED
“LIMPS TO PORT

Kaiser Wilhelm II, Badly In-
jured in Collision in Eng-
lish Channel.

(Continued From Page 1.)

avert a collision, but the short dis-
tance separating the two vessels ren-
dered their efforts imeffeetual, and
the Incemore struck the liner on ithe
starboard side amidships. The force
ot the impaect crumpled up her own
bowg and tore a big gap in the Kaiser
Wilhelm’s side. ‘It was the impres-
sion of these aboard the Incems: 2
that the hole was entirely above the
waterline,
Crawled Into Port.

The two steamers stood by each
other until it was ascertained that
neither needed immediate assistance;
then both started slowly for South-
ampton. 1

The forepeak of the Incemore
rapidly filled with water, but the
stout bulkhead confined it there and,
altho so much down by the bowsg that
the propeller was half out of the
water, she managed to crawl into
port. There it was found that the
damage to the bows expended for a
length of twelve feet and a width
of ten feet.

Saved by Bulkheads.

LONDON, June 17.—The London of-
fice of the North—-German Lloyd Steam-
ship Co. made the following statement
tonight regarding the collision:

“The Kaiser Wilhelm II. was run
inte at 8.830 o'clock this afternoon by
the steamer Incemore in a dense fog,
10 miles southeast of -St.{Catherine’s
Point. The Incemore rammed the Kai-
ser Wilhelm at right angles and serap-
ed along for some distance, but the
watertight doors in the bulkheads kept
back the water, which leaked into one
compartment. Directly the fog came
on Capt. Dahl had closed his water-
tight doors, to be ready for any con-
tingency.

“The Kaiser Wilhelm II. has a hole
below the waterline, nearly amidships,
but the extent of the damage has not
yet been ascertained. After waiting on
the spot for half an hour, the Kaiser
returned to- Southampton.

No One Injured.

“No one on board was Injured. The
boats were got ready for swinging out,
but were not swung out. There was no
excitement on the vessel. Capt. Dahl
decided to come into dock, so as to be
ready in the morning for an examina-
tion by divers. Repairs will be made
at Southampton so that the Kaiser can
return to Bremerhaven.”

The Kaiser Wilhelm carried 152 first
cabin passengers, 188 in the second
cabin and 700 in the third, with a érew
of €40,

MARKET IS FIRM

Small Supply and Good De-
mand — Weaker Feel-
ing for Sheep.

MONTREAL, June 17, -~ At the
CP.R. live stock market receipts of
live stock for the week ended June 18
were 750 cattle, 626 sheep and lambs,
1.070 hogs and 1,900 calves, The offer-
ings on the market this morning for
sdle were 600 cattle, 550 sheep and
lambs, 900 hogs and 1,400 calves.

The tone of the market for cattle
remaing firm owing to the small sup-
ply and good demand. Full loads of
choice steers sold at $8.756, small lots
at §9 to $9.25, good steers $8.50, fair
$7.50 to $8, and the lower grades from
$6 to$7,, while butchers’ cows brought
from $4 to $8, and bulls from $5 to §8
per 100 pounds.

A feature of the market for small
meats was the weaker feeling for
gheep. Prices declined '60c per 100
pounds with sales of ewes at $5.50 to
$6, and bucks and culls at $4.50 to $5
per 100 pounds., The tone of the mar-
ket for lambs was steady at $3 to $8
each.

Cutworms have proved to be a very
serious pest in some parts of the pro--
vince this summer. \ %

It has been found that a poisoned
bait made of bran mash, sweetened
with cheap sugar or molasses, and-
made decidedly green with a liberal ap3’
plication of paris green, will serve as’
'a very good remedy in the garden. , A
‘tablespoonful - of this mixture -shollds
be placed at frequent intervals between"
the plants that are being attacked. (It
is well to keep the mixture at least:
twelyve inches from the plants them-,
selves, as in case of rain some injury is
llkeg._,.{,o take place from. the paris"
greefton the rocts of the plants. Thors
cultivationis aiso an aid in the control.

tervals over the garden serve as traps
under which the cutworms hide to-
wards morning and where they can be
found- and killed.- ' Young plantsg like
cabbage should be protected by means
of -a paper or -tin or barrier of some
sort, which should be buried in the
ground for-a few inches and have three
inches above the surface. This can-be
removed when the plants become tough
enough not to invite the attacks of the
cutworms. On large acreages fall
plowing and thoro cultivation is the
best practical treatment. If it is no-
ticed that the cutworms are moving
forward in army array, a furrow may
be turned out away from thé plants to
be ‘protected. The worms get into the
furrow and are generally unable to
climb the steep wall of the furrow, and.
may be killed in the morning-

JUNE EXCURSIONS TO
EXPERIMENTAL FARM

Special to The Teronto World., .

GUELPH, June 17.—The June ex-
cursions’ arranged by the different
farmers’ - institutes thruout the pro-
vince are now-in full swing. Owing to
the very favorable season in this dis—
trict the experimental farm is looking
at its very best. The crops are looking
in good shape and show promise of
a fine harvest. Several new buildings
have been opened since last summer
and great interest i8 belng taken in
them by the visitors,

The excursions started last Thurs-
day and will continue for about two
weeks.

Contagious Form Is Far the

Be Prevented.

There are two forms of foot-rot, one
contagious, one mechanical; the lat-
ter is due to injury of feet from de-
cay, cuts or bruising, by which means
so0il and filth gain an entrance, -and
Set up inflammation of the sensitive
structures of the foot, from which

pus is usually discharged. The in~
Jury may be caused by long grazing
on low-lying pastures or by the ani-
inal stepping on sharp or rough ob-
Jects, This latter is -the common form.
It omly affects comparatively few ani-
mals in the flock. 'The treatment for
this form of foot-rot consists first ‘in
carefully trimming the foot or feet. If
pus has formed, give an exit for it at
the lower surface, of the foot, and ap-:
oly an antiseptic foot poultice, suc
as bread, upon which a weak solution
of Jewes fluid hae been sprinkled. The
recovery is usually soon with atten-
tion. i '

The contagious form of foot rot is
quite different, and is far more ser-
fous, but it can be prevented, and is
amenabie to treatment. 1t is prim-
arily due to the entrance of necrotic
bacteria into soft structures of the
foot. 1t spreads from sheep to sheep
causing lameness, loss of flesh and
even death, It first shows itself as a
small, moist, unhealthy sag between
the toes. - This rapidly extends from
above downwards and may extend to
two, three or even all four feet. ' The
horn becomes broken and the dis-
charge attacks flles, eggs and larvae,
which develop in the wound, or on the
fleece which has come in contact with
the discharge. J

If noticed early, the disease should
not get beyond control... Examine all
fregsh arrivals for lameness, isolate at
once from: the rest of the herd any
animal showing the least sign of dis«
ease affecting the skin between the
toes.  The shepherd should disinfect
kis hands and also the sheepfold, and
the manure and a few inches of sur-
face goil should be removed and plow-
ed into the land and the pastures given
arest until a winter's frost has sweet-
ened it. A foot bath is more effectual
than a dressing. Even the apparently
healthy sheep every :second day should
be put thru a shallow bath, and this
is to be continued for a fortnight after
the last case is detected. After cleans-
ing the affected foot, cut off all de-
tached horn, so a8 to expose all the
diseased tissue trimmings (burn or
bury deeply).: If much has to be cut
away, apply clean tow,’ saturated with
a, weak antiseptic lotion, keeping it in
position with a .properly adjusted
bandage to keep out filth and wet
Later on a dry dressing of one part
of chinosol, -one part of burnt alum,
and six parts of ndo_wdend fuller's
earth, applied once dally on cotton
wool, and protected with suitable cov-
erings, will quickly effect a cure. . -,
" Thé directions for bath are -as fol-
lows: Make a bath of wood or con~
crete, 16 feet long, 8 inches wide, sides

Part
the hoofs first, when necessary, so
that the solution can come in direct
contact with all the parts. 3

Choose a'day when grass and soil are
dry Remember the bath is poison-
ous, and take care the stock cannot
get access to-it. If ewes are treated,
put them thru the bath quietly, so
that the teats are not splashed or wet-
ted, as this is likely to make lambs il
Do not hurry sheep thru the bath.
The object is only to wet the feet. If
the wool becomes damped’ with the
solution it may discolor it. This bath
repeated at frequent intervals ~ will
effect a cure. The sheep shiould re-
main in the bath for about flve min-
utes.—Southern Vet. in English T.

‘Local Organizations Are Being:Fonned‘Thvru Which a Num-
ber of Farmers Unite to Provide Fresh Beef for Their
Own Tables — Each Member Supplies an Animgl in

How to provide a supply of fresh
meat for summer consumption on the
farm is a problem which 18 causing
.much concern in many farm houses.
in the past salt or brine cured meat
has been largely used, but this soon
palls on the palate, and it is felt that
some means of providing a regular
supply of fresh meat must.be found,
In some of our rural communities
where the associgtive instinct has been
developed this want has been satisfled
thru the establishment of beef rings,
and the results obtained from these
organizations has been so satisfactory
that it is felt that the scheme is wor-
thy of 'a trial in miany other districts.
This phlet has been prepared. td-
ald parties desirous of organizing such
Tings, : :

'B‘e’e!-' rings are local organizations
thru which a number of farmers (usu-
ally 16 or 20) unite to provide fresh
-beef for their own tables. Each mem-
ber supplies an animal in his turn, es
determined by lot. One member is
appointed butcher, ‘and under his 4i-
rection an animal is slaughtered each
week and the carcass is systémmatically
divided among the members.. The 20
member ring operating.for 2Q weeks,
from May 1 or 15, is usually the most
satisfactory, as it supplies meat thru
the harvest season, which is really the
time when it i8. most needed.

For a 20 member ring the animsls
supplied should dress between 400 and
600 pounds, thus supplying each mem-
ber with between 20 and 30 pounds of
meat per week.  If thia quantity is too
large for some families, two small
families mAy take one share between
them and supply only one animal. An
iexceptionally large household which
could use a ‘double quantity of meat
‘could take two shares and supply two

an . i
.A fixed price per pound is usually’
set at the annual meeting. Each meft-
ber is credited at that price with the)]
dressed weight of the animal he sup-.
plies and charged.at the.same priee
for all meat he receives, settlement
being usually made from the butcher's
accounts at the close of ' each season.
Some rings require that all amimals
supplied up to the end of the second
week in June shall be stallfed. As ‘it
costs more to produce than the grass
fed animals which will be supplied dur-
ing the rest of the season, a premium
of two or three cents per pound over
the regular price is paid and charged
for this meat.

The animal to be slaughtered should
be delivered to the butcher at least 12
hours before the time set for Kkilling
and should not be allowed to have any
solid food for at least 24  hours prior
to killing. Friday evening is the usual
time selected for slaughtering. The
carcass is allowed to cool over night
and is cut up early Saturday morning.
In the cutting up it is so divided that
each member will receive a roast, a
boiling plece and a steak. The mem-
bers, or their representatives, come to '
the butcher on Saturday morning and
receive their allotted shares. Three or
four farmers living close together may
take turns in delivering the meat for
the group and thus realize a consider-
able eaving,

The financial outlay involved in the
operation of a beef ring is small, For
his services, in slaughtering the ani-
mal, dividing the carcass and keeping
account of the quantities of meat re-
ceived and supplied, the butcher usual-
ly receives the hide and a set fee of
one or two dollars per head. This fee
1s paid by the member supplying the
animal at the time it is delivered for

slaughter. In.addition to this a small
annual membership fee is.charged, the
funds from this source being jnvested
in equipment, such as a derrick for
raiging the carcass, butcher knives,
saws, meat hooks, etc. A frame shed
‘n which the meat can be placed after
it Is cut up is often provided. The
aecretary requires a supply of station-
‘ery, the butcher needs. an account
| book, etc., these all paid for from the
annual membership fee. i
Beef rings have been ‘successfully
operated for several years in different
parts of the province, and if reason-
‘able- care  is exergised .in. selecting
trustworthy members, there is no rea-
son why similar' suceess should not
ettend their inauguration in other dis—
tricts. If you wish to organize such a
ring in your locality, talk the matter
over with your neighbors, call a meet-
ing of those ‘interested, adopt a con-
-stitution and bdylaws, elect your offi-
cers and get the sgheme under way at
once so0 that the -members who may,
not have suitable
have an oppo ity to procure them
before the deasdn’s operations begin.
