Our demand should be limited to the ad-
mission of every article of our produce or
manufacture, including, of course, our
ships, on the same {erms as to duty as the
most favored nation. Our claim should
be based -on the fact that Canada has
alivays. admitied the manufactures and
prodnce of France and Spain on the saine
terms not only as the most favored foreign
nation but as those of the Mother Coun-
try. . -France, on the other hand, has dis-
criminated against Canada, and has re-
fused to admit our ships on the same
terms as those of Greal Dritain. - The
remedy for such nianifest injustice is, as
e stated recently, in our own hands, and
whatever may be the result of the present
negotiation, the new, tariff should contain
a proviso for imposing a heavy differential
duty, not less than 25 per ‘cent. on all
articles imported from a country which
does not place Canada on the footing of
the most favored nation. We gather from
avticles written on the subject that in
order to obtain justice from France we
shall be called on.to reduce .our duties
on French .wines, and  this “at a time
when, owing to the falling oft' in our
revenue, it . has -become absolutely
necessary to incrense the duties on arti-
cles of consumphon genernlly, T hele
might be much to be said pro and con
regarding the duties on” French wines, if,
owing to our having a surplus of revenue,
the IFinance Minister was in o position
to reduce dutlm, butb at a time when it is
'lbso]utel) necessary to ‘increase tlie rev-
enue, every proposition to reduce the.
duties on any “particular avticle will be.
viewed with jealousy. There is no article
from which arevenuc can be more properly
obtaihed than wine, and it must be obvi-

GOVERNMENT LH"D J\bUR.\‘?CT

The substitution of governmental nctlon
for individual enterprise (joint stock or
mutual) in the management of institutions
having as an object Lo promote the general
welfare of a people is a new evolution of

public opinion that m:y be iraced to the -

influence of the socialistic idea, concen
trating - in the state all t-he\riglx(-s and
powers of the people. Turchase of rail-
roads, of telegraphic lines by the State,
and Government Life Insurance are parts
of the same Social or Positivist doctrine
that claims labor rights and subserviency

of capital to labor as fundamental prinei--

ples. The suggestion in the speech from
the ‘throne that the Government should
engage in the business ol life assurance
is to be deplored; fortunately the same

_ governmental life assurance schene is now

in operation in Denmarl, and the details
of its working to be found in the report
of the Chief Registrar of Friendly Societies
3lst, 1877,
just published in London, may be interest-
ing:

“The present Danish Government Life
Assurance and Annuities Institution. was
established by a law passed in 1870, and
commenced business on the st of Janu-
ary, 1871, It is conducted by five divee-
1ors, Lwo of whom mmnst Lie skiiled in actu-
arinl science, and one - acting  as the
manager of the' institufion. Tt is em-
]mwem(l to grant ordinavy or contingent
assurances on’ one or more lives; aniui-
ties, immediate and deferred, or reversion-
ary endowments, ete.; the m'uumum 'sum
‘assured being about $5,000, and the max-
imum reversionary annuity about $1,000,
and where the reversionary annuity pay-
able after death on a single life doés not
exceed $500, the sum assured on the same
life may be any sum not excecding $10,-
U00. Lives under five years of age are not
assored.  Premiums are payable monthly,
quarterly, half-yearly or yearly, and the
sum assured generally ‘payable: three
months after evidence of- death. - There
are liberal conditions as to surrendered

" values, and if the premium is not paid at

the proper date, the policies can be re-
newed within a certain time on payment of
a fine, even when the life assured is-dead.
