{the “pit,”—which gome think to be an
annex to a famous bottomless one—are
not desirous of grafting it upon a Can-
adian Corn Exchange. .

At the same time, there are others
who, correctly enough, affirm, that the
husiness which would be done in a
wheat pit Is now being done in certain
offices where those who like this class
of operations most do congregate.

They believe that as it is impossible
to prevent such business Delng done,
even if it Is desirable to stop it, the
better. course would be to have these
transactions conducted openly, under
suel auspices as nvould, at least, re-
press any of its more Bbjcctionab_lc fea-
tureg,————-—-- .

In answer to this it is urged that, in-
asmuch as the *“ wheat pit» 1s a mere
gambling place, an arena for.perpetual
contests between speculative bulls and
bears, 1t is mdt in harmony with a
Corn Exchange, which is established to
facilitate legitimate busliness, to pro-
vide grain gamblers with the special
accommodation of o “ wheat pit.”

The positions taken by thosc who fav-
or; and those who oppose, & “wheat
pit,” arc exactly analogous to those oc-
cupied by prohibitionists who condemn
the licensing of liquor sellers, and those

who think it is better for the trade to

be controlled Ly the license system.
They differ on a point of prinéiple,
henee the diffleulty of reconciling their
judgments. It must be admitted that
the objectors hold a very strong posi-
tion when they polnt to the law against
“ bucket shopg,” and compare o, “wheat
pit " to these illegal places, for a-close
identity exists between the operations
of the two. The vast bulk of buyers
and sellers of grain in wheat pits have
not the least intention, or desire, to
handle what they are dealing in. They
are simply taking chances upon turns
In the market, exactly as chances are

taken by other operators on turns in a
card deal, or a horse race, or any other
uueertuint'.y upon which men rigk their
money.

All business Involves some chance,
but, although not easy to define In
words, there is a plain distinction be-
tween business Tor business purposes,
and business for gambling purposes.
Those who believe a * wheat pit” is
only needed for carrying on:the latter
style of transactions, may well feel jus-
tifled In objecting to its being placed
under the auspices of the Corn Ex-
change, A

On the other hand it is urged that,
it is mere prudery for Mortreal to as-
sume to be so much more virtuous than
New York and Chicago. It igs argued
that to denounce © wheat pit ” dealings
as gambling is to assume What cannot
be proved, as no one but the operator
himsell knows whether in buying or
sclling Te has customers in view, to
take, or to part with, what has been
bought or sold. On the Ecore of logical
.reasoniffé that is sound enough, but
there 1s o logle also of faets, which
{ells most with buslness men, and tho
facts are not favorable to the * wheat
pit " contention of innoceuncy.

There is another aspect to this quess
tion, the view of the Whea‘b grower, I
is notorious that the mmLct priees for
wheat are not regulated by the law of
supply aund demand, as prices are put
up and down by huge speculative oper-
ations, The ups and downs of wheat
in course of one day, often in one hour,
prove that something is at work out-
side of business. Is it well to foster
these oscillation,s? Wl]l the legltlm-
ate business of the members of the Corn
Exchange be helped or hindered by
stimulating, or enco{lrdglng, or ganct-
foning by shelter, a “wheat pit” clase
of buginess? That Is the question be-
io‘re_ the grain dealers, so whatever

their theories may be, the interests ot

fegitimate trade must be tlie paramount
consideration.

A new phase of this pushing busincas
into the sacred domain of domestle life
has been developed by some llie insur-
ance companies, We cannot complain -
ol this, as the object Is legitimate, and
the achievement of suceess blesses him
that gives and him that takes. As
s00n as rumors are abroad that a  mar-
riage Is on the tapis—though why such
events are gpoken of as on & carpet,
when o settee, ottoman, or sofa, would -
b_e.'more appropriate, we cannot, uan-
derstond—as soon as o couple are 1’,;&“1‘
ed about as*condemned to the matri-
monlal noose, there is a struggle to take
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the life of the young man, not for any
cvil, but for the very excellent purpose
of securing lts Ingurance.

The methods of effecting this are not
always over delicate, but business Ig
not, now-a-days, allowed to cseape
from the punctilios of refinement, The
end justlfies the meaus; "It is not only
o wise, bub it ought to he regarded ag
an essentlal step for o young prospect-
ive bridegroom to ensure his life In fav-
or of his bride, unless he is adble other-
wise (o proteet her fubure from painful
conbingencles. Iiven then o lifc‘ policy
is prudent, ag property is apt to be
be uncertain, and insurance will gecure
a solld cash buasis for o marriage settle-
menb. Thig bcln_g obtained by the an-
nual contributions of n husband makes
it 5o direet o provision by him that it
should be peculinrly gratifying to the

“wife, most especially so when the pay-

ment of premiums involves sacrifice of
personal luxuries on his part, ns by that
his affection is manifested, as well as
his manly forethought.

" Ik is one of the grave evils of this age
thab young people expeet to launch out
into a style of living which excludes all
Lhoubhb of preparing for a rainy day.

As’ the season advanees the prospecets
of a good harvest of wheat in the
Buropean ficlds, as well as those In the
States, are beecoming more and  more
shadowed,

geriously from droughtl; sced lies rot-
ting In the ground; the young l)lut(les
are sickly; these eountries nre lilmly to
require 60 to 80 millions of . bushels
more wheat than usu_nl‘, unless—what
is deemed improbvable—the erops rally
from thelr present condltion. -

manifest let the exports of

- France has had no such dry x&euther
for 150 years, so that an unprecedent-
Iy short crop Is foretold. 'The Russian
and Hungarian crops are also likely
1o le,ll.i)cIO\v_an average. The Milling
World affirms that ‘“there is no count-
1y north of the equator in which the
outlook is for an abundant wheat erop
at this time.” Therc is however an ex-
ception, Canada has, ot present, bet-
ter harvest prospeets than any other
country; the North West Is In a very
hopeful condition, anticipating larger
There will pro-
bably be & large surplus left over to-
wards next season’s requirements. Much
depend upon that; bubt even if that is
so; the balanee of wheat on hand when
the next harvest is gathered, would fall
very far short of the anticipated defie-
ieneics.

THE EGG TRADE,

Now that the season is on for collect-
Ing and stocking eggs for export a cau-
tion is timely in regard to the operat-
ions of buyers and packers. This trade
is in its infancy, and infants need great
care or they sicken and die. There has
been dissappointment from the Eng.
lish demand being much less than was
anticipated. That has not been owing
to a resiricted market, but from the art-
icles we sent not being preeisely what
the magket wanted. It eannot be too
strongly Insisted upon that in sending
any agricultural products to the old
land, we are dealing with an agrieult-
ural country, in which the pcople have
for generations been used to the chole-
est supplics from the best farms in the
world. Old countrgr people of all others
in this respeet, ‘know a good thing
wlen they see it.”” To send stale eggs
to.Lngland is the helght of folly, there
is no market at all for this article. The
eggs we supply are chiefly for culinary
purposes, for mixing with foods &e.
that must be sweet and fresh, or be
thrown away. Complaints are made
that Canadian cggs are too small.
This arises from poor breéds and starv-
ing the lens.

CONTRACT VERSUS FREE LABOR IN
THE UNITED STATES,

The Hawaiin affair has brought out
a declaration from Mr. Claus Spreekels,
the great sugar planter,
declares—“No doubt a majority of the
planters would prefer free labor if there
was sufficient on the island to guaran-
tee us against strikes and labor eom-
binations, kueh if Dbegun
about harvest time, result In disas-
trous loss to the plantations, and until
the supply of labor is fully up to the
demand, the contract system is elearly
the only way on whick we planters
can rely for the safe prosecution of our
industry. But thls system, nccessary
to us, is contrary to the laws of the
United States and would be broken up
by annexation. While anyone can see

that there-would be some gains-to us
Trom our becoming a part of the Unit-
ed States, it Is clear to me that any
politieal change which would annul our
present labor system would ruin our
sugar Tplantations, and the United
States, instead of acquiring a prosper-

industry had been bankrupted by the

THE BANK OF MONTREAL
. STATEMENT.

'i‘he statement just out of the Bank
of Montreal is fully as favourdble as
anticipated.

"The president .opened the meeting ! by
calling upon ‘the secretary ,to read copy
of the advertisement and of the notices to
the sharcholders calling the meeting.

The minutes of the last meeting jwvere
taken as read and formally adopted.

The following. report and financial
statements were then submitted to the
meeting -

Report.

Your {dirvectors beg to lay before the
sharcholders and policyholders their re-
port for the past yeur. In doing so they
take ‘the opportunity to express their gra-
tification ut the striking evidences of the
prowiug popularity of the Associntion,
shown by the large increase in new busi-
ness. . It should be borne ‘in mind that
the business obtained by this Associntion
is "drawn entirely from the healthy lives
qf our own Dominion, and has been se-
cured without resorting to the far too
pommon practice, on the part ;61‘ S0INg
{companies, of grating policies for ‘no-
thing, or for only a small portion of
the premivm for the first year. Nor has
it (been obtuined by insuring Jives in
climates und countries where the mortal-
ity experience must prove unfavorable,and
consequently injurious to the Canadian
policyholders. .

The question of extending the opora-
tious of the Association to points outside
of Cunada is one which may require more
than o mere  incidentul consideration
from your board, and if at any time it
should be decided to go outside, the opera-
tions will be restricted to countries where
the mortality will not injuriously feact
upoit our home policyholders. ‘There Js,
however, very much to be said in favor
.ol conlining the business to Canada, and
growing with its growth.

‘The new business is much the largest of
auy year in the history of the ngsociation.
There ‘were 2,888 applications for $8,-
815,050. Of ithese 2,258 for $8,696,650,
were approved, and ‘the balance -declined
or withdrawn. Adding to the new
issue ‘the pevived polities of | previous
Years nnd bonus additions, the total mew
business was 2,201 policies for $8,672,
591 of insurance.

The itotal insurance in force at the close
of ‘the year wus $22,666,752, under 14,074
policies on 12,914 lives.

The death clajims which arose during
the year aggregated the sum of $178,751,
under 105 policies on 86 lives. The mor-
tality continues Iwvorable, and the
smounl of the death claijms conforms very
closely fto that ol the previous year.

The financial statements herewith sub-
mitted exhibit fully the company’s posi-
‘tion &t the close of the year.

The audit has been made in'a thorough
prompt &nd suwtisfactory manmer. The
