GEN. VILLA'S ARMY
'DEFEATED N SORTIE

Besieged Carranza Garrison
at Matamoros Inflicted
Heavy Loss.

POSITIONS UNCHANGED

Bombardment of City Did
* Little Damage—Both Fac-
tions Claim Victory.

BROWNSVILLE, Tex., April 13.—In a
sortie by 1500 of the Carranza garrison
at Matamoros today a heavy blow was
inflicted upon the Villa army by sleging
them. Gen. Saulo Navarre, second in
command of the Villa troops, was brought
to Brownsville tonight danpgerously
woundged and the Carranza consuate here
claimed the Villa-dead numbered 300. The
sortle drew from the Villa forces_ their
long-promised shelling of Matamoros,
but the firing ceased when the Carranza
garrison returned to the trenches with
the positions of the armies practically
unchanged.

During the bombardment eight shells

completely. over Matamoros and
four ‘others dropped in the city, weher
they did little. damage and caused no
known casualties. ;
Both Claim Victory.

The last shots from the Villa artillery
were  fired late today, when a train of
freight cars armed with machine guns
attemptéd to leave Matamoros in the di-
rection of the:Villa lines. . The Villa guns
dropped two shells close to.the . train,
whereupon. the engineer backed into
Matameoros. $

Both factions refused to permit persohs
to cross the river from Brownsville to
obtain direct. news. of the fighting and
both claimed to have won the fight. Villa
officers said the sortie first drove in the .
Villa outposts, but that the Carrunza
troops retreated. when the Villa cavalry
brought up its main force.

rection on Will of Late B.

At Osgoode Hall yesterday Mr. Jus-
tice Middleton handed down Tis find-
ing, in reply to an application for an

among the surviving children upon
terms of trust, these trusts giving to
the children the right to receive the
income during lfe without' power of
anticipation, and the question is re-
quired to be settled in accordance with
13at scheme.

Mr, Justice Middleton finds that the
legacy shall be settled and the legatee
ghall receive the Income during her
life,
