Londen, June 27.—It is learned that 
Major Bishop, Canada’s premier air­
man and pilot, who has the largest 
number of air victories to hi® credit 
of any airman in the war, has re­
turned to England to take up his ap­
pointment at the air ministry In the 
department of the chief of the air 
staff. Bishop’s recall was ordered by 
Lord Weir, air minister, at the spe­
cial request of Sir Edward Kemp, 
overseas minister, as it was consid­
ered that Bishop should be placed in 
a position where his unique war ex­
perience could be utilized to the best 
advantage, especially In connection 
with any developments that may take 
place regarding the organization of 
the Canadian Air Force.

Three weeks ago Bishop took to 
France a hand-picked fighting squad­
ron. of whom a large percentage were 
Canadians-
equipped with the latest and 
British fighting airplane, and In the 
short time they have been-at the front 
have accounted for an extraordinary 
number of enemy machines.

Bishop’s record of Bocbe airplanes 
brought down in aerial combat has 
now reached a total of seventy-two. If 
reckoned on the same basis as that of 
the late Baron von Richthofen, the 
champion German airman, who count­
ed a double-seated machine as two 
victories. Bishop's total would be well 
over the century mark.

Dr. Edmund B. King of Toronto pre­
sented figures obtained (rom the gov­
ernment liquor vendors referring to 
approximately 4000 liquor prescrip­
tions issued in Toronto, by (25 prac­
titioners from June 1 to 11. One doc­
tor had given 215 prescriptions for 
liquor.

Dr. King said that the reputation of 
the medical profession was at stake 
and something should be done to pre­
vent such infringements. "When a 
practitioner has 78 patients who re­
quire a bottle of whiskey a day, he 
is carrying on a practice entirely dif­
ferent from the rest of ug. It was ex­
ceedingly good when we found that 
one man had given only, 98 prescrip­
tions In 10 days.”

The - large accounts sent by some 
medical men to the Ontario compen­
sation Board for the treatment of in­
jured workmen-, were referred to by 
Dr. Craine of Ottawa.

Revelations regarding the methods 
employed by the Royal Air Force and 

in which explosives 
were kept at the camps were forthcom­
ing at the Inquest last night at the 
morgue into the death of Harfy Chap­
man of Willowdale, who received fatal 
Injuries pn Sunday, June 18, when he 
was blown up In a powder explosion at 
the R.A.F. camp at Willowdale. The 
Jury were out but a little time when 
they brought in a verdict of accidental 
death. On the recommendation of 
Coroner Dr. J. H. Tandy, a rider was 
added to the following effect: “Ac­
cording to the evidence, the Jury finds 
there was great negligence on the part 
of the Royal Air Force In the storing 
of the powder, and allowing troops and 
the public generally to smoke where 
same was stored."

James Wilson, a wireless operator of 
the RAF., stated how he was In 
charge of the hut at the Willowdale 
camp. The "puffs’" he explained, were 
little bare containing a charge of about 
two ounces of powder, which were 
fired off by electricity, as signals to 
the planee overhead. These puffs were 
sent to the hut he explained, already 
charged, and there were about 800 of 

■them in stock at the time.
"What provision is (pads for storing 

the puffs?" asked F. H. Snyder, re­
presenting the crown.

"They were placed in a box aobut 
two feet high and one foot square," 
answered the witness, but added that 
the box was not locked.

’Is it not a fact that no one guards 
this powder," asked Mr. Snyder, “and 
that .little boys have carried It away In 
palls?”

"I do not know," answered wttne*. 
In answer to a question put by a Juror, 
witness said there never had been 
any Instructions issued by the authori­
ties regarding smoking.

P. Oliver, another wireless operator 
of the RAF., told how hè was with 

-Wilson at the hut, and how on Sunday, 
June 18, Chapman came over.

(lumbers of Americans on the battle 
front and is coming to realize that 
they are foemen of the highest merit. 

...
For the moment the Germans seem 

resigned to their los to their Americans 
of the Belleau Wood, northwest of 
Chateau Thierry. No counter-attacks 
have been made in an endeavor to re­
gain the lost ground. The latest ac­
count of the Americans’ victory shows 
that the troops froth overseas, In ad­
dition to killing or wounding many of 
the enemy, took 811 prisoners, elevi-n 
machine guns and ten automatic rifles 
and a large quantity of ammunition 
and other war stores....

All le quiet along the Piave front 
in the Italian theatre, where the Ita­
lians are secure in the positions from 
which they drove the Austrians from 
the wettern bank of the river. In 
the mountain region there has been 
considerable fighting In which the 
Kalians seem to bave had the upper 
hand.

With the return of almost normal 
conditions on the Italian front, and 
with no indications apparent that it 
Is the Intention of the Austrians in 
the Immediate future to launch an­
other stroke against General Diaz’s 
armies, the eyes of the world are be­
ing centred once more In expectancy 
on tbe battle area In France and Flan­
ders as the possible theatre of early 
encounters on a large scale.

This expectancy is heightened 
rather by the utterances of David 
Lloyd George, the British prime min­
ister, in the house of common* Mon­
day, when he said another enemy at­
tack might -be looked for, possibly 
within a few hours, and certainly 
within the next few days—a blow on 
which the Issue of the campaign 
might depend—than by any outward 
signe of great preparations by the 
Germans to loose their armies for an­
other attempt at the capture of Parts 
or the channel ports....

Altho the Infantry operation*, ex­
cept by the Americans in the Belleau 
Wood, have risen In importance 
scarcely above patrol encounters, 
nevertheless the Germans are trying 
out with their artillery the stability 
of the British and French position* 
on various sectors from Flanders to 
the region of the Marne. Southwest 
of Armentleroe, on tho-Rlver Lys sec­
tor, and between Givenchy and Ro­
be cq, the •British lines have been 
heavily shelled with guns of all cali­
bres and with considerable numbers 
of gas projectile#. The French have 
been receiving similar visitations be­
tween the Oise and Aisne Rivers, es­
pecially in the region north of 
Vlllers-Cotfcerats, Where the recent 
German offensive roach ed its greatest 
depth in the attempted dash to Paris.

The use of cane sugar tor making 
candy for private consumption has 
.been prohibited. The uee of sugar In 
public eating places ha» been regu­
lated, and public eating place patrons 
have been on sugar rations.

Manufacturers of biscuit* and cake* 
have been limited in the amount of 
sugar which they may use to a barrel 
of flour. Sugar icing on bakery pro­
duct» have been prohibited, whHe it is 
now illegal for ary person to make for 
private consumption iced cakes or 
biscuits or cakes with icing of cane 
sugar between the layers or added to 
the exterior. The amount of sugar 
used in the manufacture of ice cream 
hae been restricted, and now no more 
than six pounds of cane sugar may be 
legally used to eight gallons of ice 
cream.

Limitations on private holding! of 
sugar have prevented hoarding and 
•peculation and ha* resulted in the re­
turn of largo quantities of sugar 
which were being hekl by private in­
dividuals.

The food board add! that these re­
gulations have been fully ae effective 
as was expected. Further restrictions 
of the use of sugar in those indus­
tries which are of lesser importance 
are being considered, but the board is 
appealing to private citizens to do 
their utmost to reduce the consumption 
of eugar in the homes.

supplies of substitutes for wheat flour 
are obtainable by dealers In all parts 
of Canada at reasonable prices. He 
stated that the public should not ac­
cept any excuse» from retailers, be­
cause it 1» the duty of dealers to ob­
tain and carry sufficient supplies of 
such substitutes to meet all require­
ments.

The problem of substitutes for wheat 
flour has been a most difficult one 
in Canada, because Canadian mills 
were not equipped to mill such sub­
stitutes. Thru the efforts of the Can­
ada Food Board, this difficulty has 
now been overcome and the mills are 
(producing a sufficient supply of sub­
stitutes to meet the requirements.

Canadian mills are now manufac­
turing flour and five thousand barrels 
of com flour per day and about <00 
barrels of barley flour per day. Other 
mills with a capacity of 150 barrels 
per day are ready to operate Four­
teen oars of corn flour are on the 
road to points in western Canada.

Most Effective Means. iSerbian Minister Says Kuehl- 

mann’s Address Shows Re­
versal of Idea. 2SWashington, June 27. — Various 

plans for extending American aid to 
Russia In the effort to bring her back 
into the war are still In the stage of 
consideration, and before being put 
Into operation will require a great 
deal of consultation between the Am­
erican Government and the allies.

The revival of the plan of «ending 
material aid to the distressed coun­
try, such as seeds, agricultural Im­
plements and other means of reha­
bilitating her people, and acctnpany- 
Ing them with sufficient forces to 
safeguard these resources from fall­
ing Into the hands of the Germans, 
depends for its execution, tt ever 
gets that far, on the approval of the 
allies and also on the consent and 
approval of the Russian people them­
selves in the districts which would be 
affected.

It -has been suggested that the gov­
ernment might take a visit from for­
mer Premier Kerensky to the United 
States as a means of Informing it­
self of intimate details. So tor as 
could be learned tody, a visit from 
the former premier was still an un­
settled question. There are some dif­
ferences of opinion among the friends 
of Russia in Washington as to whe­
ther conferences between American 
officials and Kerensky would' be ad­
visable-

Washington, June 27.—M. L. Mich- 
aetovitch, the Serbian minister, in a 
statement tonight, declared that the 
address in the German reichstag this 
week by Dr. von Kuehlmann, minis­
ter of foreign affairs, betrays for the 
first time the fact that Germany no 
longer believes in victory by force of 

and consequently tries to ob- 
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tain It by other means, 
son, he said, the nations fighting the 
central powers should have greater 
faith than ever In their final victory 
by force.

"Dr. von Kuehlmann," said the min­
ister, "no longer believes in a mili­
tary victory, but considers that to put 
an end to the war one must take re­
fuge in diplomatic pourparlers. And, 
thus, when everybody knows that the 
allies demand the reconstruction of 
and indemnity of Belgium, the return 
to France of Alsace-Lorraine, the li­
berty and independence of the Jugo­
slavs, in union with a reconstructed 
Serbia, the Czechoslovaks and the 
Poles and the self-determination of all 
the peoples, great and small, the Ger­
man thinks that peace ought to be 
assured toy means of secret diplomatic 
pourparlers.

"This last German peace offensive, 
for the first time, betrays the fact that 
Germany no longer believes in victory 
by force of arms and that, on that 
account, she tries to obtain it by other 
means. This is the reason why we 
should have greater faith than ever 
in our final victory by force of arms 
and Justice."

"I have not come here to 
complain. The Russian people has In 
the past gone thru trials like the 
present and has alpays emerged 
strengthened and renewed. Now bend­
ing under the merciless onset of Ger­
many, bleeding at every pore, she still 
opposes the eneipy. I bear witness 
here that the Russian people will never 
recognize the treaty of Brest-Lltovsk, 
which is hurling Russia into the abyss 
of annihilation.

"For three years Russia’s soldiers 
had to fight an enemy perfectly equip­
ped and cruelly merciless under con­
ditions which no one outside of Russia 
can imagine. It is not to be wondered 
that, having repeatedly suffered the 
blows of the enemy and having again 
hit him hard, thereby saving the west­
ern front, the Russian soldiers were 
the ijrst among the belligerents to 
falnti in the struggle.

Warning Voices Net Heeded.
The great revolution instilled new 

courage into the tired spirit, but could 
not Immediately revive the macerated 
bodies of the soldiers. It Is a thousand 
pities that the warning voices coming 
from Russia were not heeded by the 
western allies. ,

"The treacherous Invitations to 
peace by Germany were not unmask­
ed, and the mass of the Russian sol­
diers, incited by fanatics and Ger­
man agents, were deceived. Noy 
they know what Is r. German peace. 
The Ukrainian peasant understands 
how the Germant secure the inde­
pendence of small nationalities, when 
German bayonets and chemical vapors 
are employed to rob him and rein­
state all the atrocities of the old re­
gime.

New York, June 27.—George Rou- 
mouss, minister plenipotentiary of 
Greece to . the United States, was the 
chief speaker tonight at a celebration 
of Greece’e entrance Into the war one 
year ago. Asserting that If the allies 
had understood the situation In the 
Orient in 1914 and had accepted the 
assistance offered by the Greek Gov­
ernment before the battle of the Marne 
they might have averted manv disas­
ters, the speaker said that since en­
tering the war Greece had sacrificed 
thousands of her sons "for the triumph 
of the common ideal" and is deter­
mined "to see the struggle thru to the 
bitter end."

^tfter saying that “four peoples who 
had formed a coalition to take from 
their neighbors all that the' could 
get," were now taking precautions 
against one another while dividing 
their spoils, he added that when "an 
evil act is accomplished and unlawful 
gains are obtained, disunion necessar­
ily results, for Tionor among thieves,’ 
is after all, extremely rare."

Turning to the Russian situation, he 
said that if that "prostrate" nation is 
organized with Prussian efficiency, a 
more terrible war awaits the world, 
and that if "victory is incomplete, 
the curtain will rise upon a more ter­
rible tragedy.”

'Before addressing the meeting, the 
Greek minister was the guest of honor 
at a dinner attended toy prominent re­
presentatives of nearly all the allies, 
at which toasts were drunk to Presi­
dent Wilson, the rulers of the allied 
nations, »nd Premier Venizelos.

I PIPESProtest Against Tyranny.
"All classes of Russians strongly 

protest now against the tyranny that 
again reigns in Russia. To my aston­
ishment some very serious European 
political men consider Bolshevtklsm 
as democratic, altho it ,has abolished 
freedom of speech, made human life 
the easy prey of every red guards­
man, and has made an end of all 
Institutions of self-government.

"If this be democratic, then I ask 
what can be reaction. The Bolshe­
vik! claim that the present state of 
Russia Is a dictatorship of the prole­
tary, altho ruthlee repression 1# al­
lied against the democratic and 
Socialist parties and the toiling 
masses.”

"Every Russian who refuses to re­
cognize this method of government 
is declared a counter revolutionary. 
Bolshevik!sm, the strength of which 
mainly lies to the disorganization of 
the worn-out masses of soldiers, was 
merely the vanguard of triumphing 
German imperialism. To reach its 
aim Germany must paralyze Russia.

Will Never Submit.
"That is the sure inwardness of con­

nection between the interior affairs of 
Russia and the world war. The fate 
of Russia has special significance and 
value for the whole world. The Russian 
people alone may not be able to over­
come the Germa 
filmed by all. Rus 
want of blood: but she will never of 
her own will submit to the humiliating 
treason of Brest-Litovsk.

"It is for you, the oldest and most 
mature of the democracies of the 
•world, to settle the question whether 
it is possible to remain a calm spec­
tator of this tragedy. I have crossed 
thousands of miles of the Arctic 
Ocean to tell you and America this, 
which I profoundly know to be the 
absolute truth."

BOARD.
Ottawa, June 27.—The Canada Food 

Board announced to-day that a con­
siderable number of public eating 
places, boarding houses, etc,, which are 
required to secure licenses by July 1st, 
have not yet sent in their applications. 
These licenses become operative on 
July 1st. and on and after that date it 
will be illegal for any person to oper­
ate «without a license a public eating 
place or boarding house where meats 
or refreshments to the number of fif­
teen or more per day are sold or served 
to persons other than members of the 
family or household of the proprietor.

It will also be illegal for grocers, 
butchers, or .any other dealers in food 
products, to Vupply goods to public 
eating places which have failed to 
comply with the licensing regulations 
of the Food Board. I

It is the intention of the Food Board 
to enforce these licensing regulations 
strictly.

Are AO Turn Income Tax?
No one has ever devised an abso­

lutely satisfactory tax system (pace 
Henry George) for the'simple reason 
that people are not yet moral 
enough to be honest about their taxes. 
It would be an easy matter to ar­
range .for the equitable Incidence of 
taxation If everybody was as eager to 
pay his fair share as so many are to 
evade It. And It has to be admitted, 
with appropriate sadness, that the dis­
honesty of some is made an excuse by 
others for similar conduct. Legisla­
tors have puzzled their wits to devise 
some automatic method by which the 
whole taxation of the country could be 
equitably distributed over the whole 
population. Henry George said that

The Income tax rate would 
be adjusted, like the business tax, 
according to the grouping of the tax­
payer. The real difficulty, of course, 
is that legislators and governments 
do not pass laws that will be effec­
tive in reaching the people who have 
big Interests, and until this is done 
the tax inequity will remain.

Vegetables which 
have once been allowed to wilt are 
not nearly as good In the final 
analysis as those which are canned, 
dried or stored when absolutely 
fresh from the garden.
