Tlilrtv Days la Jail the Alternative-First 
Conviction Under a New IT.fl. Law.

New York, Nov. 17.—In the Court of Spe­
cial Session Presiding Justice Hinsdale sen­
tenced William Millard and Edward E. I). 
Doughty to pay a fine of $250 each, and ln 
défailli of payment to stand committed 
30 days to the City Prison.

Both Millard and Doughty were found 
guilty of usury. It was the first convic­
tion under the law passed |ast winter, 
which was introduced by Senator Grady.

The two defendants made a loan to a 
Mrs. Lawrence, who lives ln Harlem. Mrs. 
I-aiwrence borrowed the money to bury 
the body of n dead sister. In order to get 
the required $50 Mrs. Lawrence proved 
she had to give a mortgage of $70 on her 
furniture. She repaid Millard 
then went to pay the remaining 
he and Doughty refused to accept, saying 
that as payments had lapsed, and she had 
put them to a great deal of trouble, $15 
additional, or $30 besides the $55 already 
paid, would be required to discharge the 
mortgage.

La wren w had borrowed $70. and all they 
had received had been legal Interest. The 
application for the loan, the check paid 
uud other papers which would have estab­
lished the true facts in the case beyond 
question, the defendants say have been 
either lost or mislaid, and so they were 
unable to produce them.

Doughty paid his fine, but Millard said 
he had no money, and was locked up.

IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.
In British Columbia the Canadian 

Pacific Railroad, tor a distance of 100 
miles east of Vancouver, has been seri­
ously damaged. Many bridges are 
washed out and telegraphic communi­
cation with the east haa been inter­
rupted for 36 hours.

Fierce sii.wslerm,
Portland, Oregon, Nov. 17.—A fierce 

snowstorm raged over the Willamette 
Valley last night, and enow still con­
tinues to fall heavily. Such a blizzard 
has not been seen for three years, and 
at this season It Is remarkable. The 
Wlllamatte River to still rising, and 
the water to spreading over the low­
lands below the city, carrying every­
thing before it. No trains arrived on 
the Northern or Southern Pacific yes­
terday owing to the flood. All wires 
are down on the Northern Pacific, and 
how eèrlous the washouts are on that 
line cannot be stated. The overland 
trains on the Southern Pacific Railroad 
are practically stalled, and although 
the Oregon Railway and Navigation 
anl Union Pacific trains eucctfcded In 
getting through, the tracks along the 
Columbia River are threatened by high 
water. The flood has torn out the 
wires ln all directions, and communi­
cation with interior parts of the State 
Is difficult.

The town of Woodland, Wash., Is ten 
feet under water, as a result of the 
freshet ln Lewis River, and unless the 
storm abates soon the entire Lewis 
River valley will be devastated. Of 
the other valleys on the Columbia, 
Cowlitz, on the Washington side, has 
been Inundated, and the inhabitants of 
Castle Rock were forced to flee to the 
adjacent hills. , . ,

Several trestles have been washed out 
by the flood.

At Cottage Grove, Oregon, several 
houses were washed away, and many 
families compelled to seek safety ln the 
highlands.

The few Incoming travelers last night 
stated a heavy snowstorm was raging 
up the valley, and regular blizzard 
weather prevails.

He 
worked on a farm near Napanee for Harry 
Hunter of the Royal Hotel here, In Sep­
tember, before going to Bath. Reports 
from Bath snv that the prisoner Is Inof­
fensive and that some mistake has been 
made.

er Coqnltlan, owned by the Union Steam­
ship Company (limited) of Vancouver B.C., 
met the vessels of the Pacific Scalers* As- 
soclation at a rendervone previously agreed 
upon, at Port Etches, Alaska, and took off 
all the skins they had taken during the 
season up to that date. The sealing schoon­
ers were all Victoria vessels. The transfer 
of skins was made at sea, over 200 leagues 
from land. The Coqnltlan, nevertheless, was 
seized, with her cargo, by the revenue 
steamer Corwin, on the ground that she 
was defrauding the United States Govern­
ment of revenues.

The allegations to the libel were that the 
Coqnltlan, although she touched at Kodiak, 
did not report to the Customs officials ; 
that the sealing schooners were bound for 
American ports when Intercepted, and that 
their cargoes were taken off to American 
waters, contrary to law. The Alaska court, 
on hearing the evidence, decreed the for­
feiture of the steamer and cargo, but tne 
upper court llnds that the lower court was 
to error In Its conclusions from the facta 
presented.

There will be tlnee companies under the 
reorganization—the Philadelphia A Reading 
Railway Company, Philadelphia & Reading 
Coni & Iron Company and the Reading 
Company. The latter Is now known as the 
National Company, bnt an application has 
been filed to court to have the title changed 
This company will have supervision and 
control over the other corporations.

The capital stock 1:f the railway com­
pany was fixed at 120,000,000. to be Issued 
in <00,000 shares of $50 each.

Mr. Gale told tile Ministers that ow­
ing to the fact that the season 
two months later In Canada than In 
the United States the American manu­
facturers were able to slaughter their 
surplus goods In Canada by selling a 
few goods In the United States at a cut 
figure ; and thus obtaining a basis for 
a low Invoice price they were able to 
escape paying a proper duty. Were It 
not for this unfair competition _Cana- 
dian factories would be in full opera­
tion fully six weeks longer than usual 
each year. To enable the industry to 
continue the duty must be maintained.

Mr. Allen then addressed the Com­
mission on the matter of sewn cotton 
clothing, Including underclothing, etc. 
The Industry, he said, had been estab­
lished only a few years ago, and so far 
It had received poor encouragement 
from the Canadian Government. He 
suggested a duty of 40 per cent, on the 
manufactured article and a reduction 
ot the duty on embroideries from 50 
to 20 per cent, until such time as Swiss 
and Hamburg embroideries were made 
In Canada.

up in the United States from one to three 
vents per pound. Combing wools of the 
Leicester, Lincoln aud Cotswold 
t.vi>e have gone up the most, be­
ing fully three cents more than they were 
seine 10 week* ago. The manufacturers of 
the United States, while tney are pleased 
at the result, nrc not in favor of any radi­
cal change ln the tariff, not even on the 
higher grades. Any Alteration In the tariff 
must be ran de gradually and thoroughly, ho 
that present arrangements may not be up­
set. It Is thought by men who under­
stand the wool business that there will 
really be a shortage of wool in the United 
States, owing to the hundreds of thou­
sands of sheep that have been slaughtered 
during the past two years, because It did 
not pay the ranchmen to keep them. The 
shortage is estimated at many million 
pounds, and. If that be the case, wool must 
go up In the United States. It remains to 
see how this shortage will affect the wool 
markets of the world. Prices In Marseilles, 
Australia and River Platte are decidedly 
stlffer, and holders of wool and sheepskins 
are asking higher prices, and 
eirous of making sales, unless they can 
do so at higher values than present mar­
ket prices warrant.

TARIFF CAN’T BE LOWERED.
With respect to the Canadian trade, the 

woolen manufacturers have been waiting 
to see what would be done by the tariff 
commission, which Is now sitting at the 
Board of Trade building. A great deal 
depends upon how the tariff Is dealt with. 
It Is evident to anyone who understands 
the woolen business that it will never do 
to change the specific duty on woolens, as 
all tweeds, blankets and other articles of 
like manufacture are just aoout as low ln 
price now and ranch better, in my opinion, 
than those Imported at equal price. Any 
change in the specific duty will have a 
tendency to displace these goods, and every 
pound of tweed that is Imported from Eng­
land would displace Just so much that can 
and would be manufactured ln Canada. No 
doubt the manufacturers will be able to 
put their ease fairly and squarely before 
the commission, and whatever is best for 
the public will be done.

The worst of tbe business ln Canada Is 
that it Is In Its Infancy. There arc some 
very good aud desirable worsted goods be­
ing manufactured. Considerable worsted 
yarns are Imported that are necessary to 
give Canadian tweeds a character for style 
and wearing qualities. That part of tbe 
tariff that affects worsted yarns will be 
the most difficult to deal with, as some 
tweed manufacturers want to get this class 
of yams In free or at nominal duty, while 
the worsted manufacturers want to retain 
the duty, und so enable them to compete 
with the Imported yarns. On the whole, I 
think the tariff us It now stands on this 
article may be a little modified, but I 
think that It Is satisfactory to those manu­
facturers who use these yams.

Blankets to-day of Canadian manufacture 
are sold Just as cheap as, and of better 
quality than, those Imported from Eng­
land. In the matter of quality, the Im­
ported article Is not ln It at all. It Is 
thought that some of the manufacturers 
wilt ask the Government for higher protec­
tive duties.

!XË The Ontario Government doesn't 
realize the immediate possibilities of 
the New Ontario. Or It it does realize 
these possibilities, It hail done very lit­
tle towards encouraging them. A rten 
province like Ontario should be out 
ahead, preparing the way for the thou­
sands who are waiting to enter this 
country. Instead of that, the Govern­
ment is lagging In the rear. The ad­
vancing army have to shove them on 
and prod them to kéep them from fall­
ing asleep. The report of explorations 
made In 1895 was not published till the 
prospecting season of 1896 had expired!
If the report was worth publishing at 
all, It should have been available for 
public use before the spring of 1896.
There are, besides, serious objections 
to the report Itself.

PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS.
The making of a continuous and un­

interrupted channel from Rat Portage 
to Sturgeon Falls involves these im­
provements :

The completion of the old lock at 
Fort Frances.

The removal of the boulders in the 
Sault and Manitou rapids; or better 
still, the construction of a lock to over­
come these two obstructions.

Fifteen thousand dollars has already 
been spent by the Dominion Govern­
ment in connection with these rapids.
Two piers have been built in the river, 
one above each of the rapids. When 
ascending the river it is necessary to 
make a connection between the boat 
and this pier, by means of a long rope.
The services of three or four Indians are 
required for the Job. Every time they 
are called upon to do this work they 
receive a bag of flour. It takes the 
steamer an hour or two to ascend each, 
of the rapids. With half a dozen men 
at the capstan and under a toll head 
of steam, it is all the vessel can do 
to overcome the force ot the stream.
An additional *15,000 has been appro­
priated for the improvement ot these 
rapids. The work will be done during 
the winter or early in the spring.

THE PORT FRANCES LOCK.,.
The other improvement referred to 

is the completion of. the old Mackenzie 
lock at Fort Frances. It Is estimated 
that *50,000 would finish thé Job. The 
completion of the lock wbuld , enable 
the Rat Portage boats to ascend the 
river for 70 miles above Port Frances 
The trans-shipment of goods at this 
point adds greatly to the
charges, especially with -----------------
lumber end other bulky stuff. Nex, 
season there will be a large amount of 
traffic between Rat Portage and the 
Se ne district, and it wUl increase In 
volume every year. It cannot be long 
before the completion of the Fort 
Frances lock will be an absolute neces- 
sity. The sooner the work is done the 
better.

In addition to these more expensive
