Settlement Not Opposed,

There is but slight opposition to the
'pmposltAOn as set forth in the Presi- |
dent’s appeal. ‘The objection that is
peing met with is quite spg.smodic,
and comes from that element among
ﬁp machinists, pump men, engineers
and those other than actual miners,
who are liable to lose their positions
These men will be the chief
gufferers. The men who actually mine
the coal can not be replaced. All of
them will secure their positions if
they want them, There are 30,000 of
this class, as compared with 120,000
other mine laborers. The law is 8O
wonded, thanks to the ingeniousness
of- the mine leaders, that it is a very
difficult thing to get inte this region
en ‘experienced minef. He must have
two years’ experience in these mines
pefore he can get a certificate that will

must be examined by a board com-
It is impos-
gible to get this experience now, since
the law became effective. Therefore,
these 30,000 men control absolutely the
mining of coal here. Naturally they
control the strike in all its phases,
Expert Miners Control.

An expert minef may _control direct-
iy half a dozen men. He is a contrac-
tor in that he pays out of the money
he earns the salaries of those men
directly employed in removing from
the mine the coal he blasts. Therefore,
he -controls these mikn in all their
movements. In truth the expert min-

opoly of all the strong monupoTes’ B
rounding the anthracite mining. The
monopoly of the. mifie owners is noth-
ing compared with that exercised by
the expert miners, This is the secret
of the length of the strike. The expert
miners have been firm, but the great
army of unskilled laborers the mines
employ has been ready at all times to
resume., They could not return to
work, however, without the expert
minews, and the experts blast the coal.

It was not necessarily a matter of
intimidation. While there ' has been
plenty of that sort of thing and rank
anarchy, as far as indifference to the
property rights of the mine owners is
concerned, it developed as the natural
attribute of idle men, not from any
necessity of the strikers to prolong the
strike.

‘Anarchy Was Easy.

Probably no country in no period
could reproduce a situation similar to
that existing' here. With the legal
machinery of the State of Pennsyl-
vania it has been practically impossible
outlawry that has
characterized the acts of an element of
the strikers. The conditions are singu-
lar and present a most unusual aspect,
yet they are the natural product of
many years.of misrule on the paft of
the very men who are .now feeling the
heavy hand of the creature their cor-
rupt methods of two generations have
made powerful. This spectre stalked
into the Pennsylvania coal regions. last
May, clothed in different garments
from those to which the coal barons
were familiar. By degrees the miners
have invoked the methods which the
mine owners found so potent, as these
are the weapons they have used to
win the strike. ”

Nothing to Fear From Soldiers.

The National Guard holds no terrors
for these men, for they are the army.
Their leaders have shrewdly caused
them to have their sons enlist in the
citizen soldiery. When the mine own-
ers begged that Gov. Stone ecall out
the troops they were merely placing
more power in the hands of the strik-
ers. The 2000 members of the Nation-
al Guard, organized in the coal re-
gion, are either coal miners, their re-
latives in other walks of life, or are

US. NEEDS GREAT ARMY, |

Congress to Be“'Alked to Provide
Arms for 250 000 Soldiers,

Washington, D.C., Oct. 19.—Secretary
Root is a firm believer in the wisdom of
the old adage, “In time of peace pre-
pare for war,” and in his report to
Congress will recommend the puzchase
of military equipment sufficient to sup-
ply an army of 250,000 men.

Another important. recommendation
will relate to the organization of a na-
tional military reserve. It is the idea
to have the militia organizations of the
various states well trained and equipped
with modern Krag-Jorgensen rifles and
other engines of warfare.

In time of war the national military
reserve will be placed under the direct
purposes of offensive and defensive
operations.

_Secretary Root desires tohave on hand
to meet any emergency which may aiise
enough modern arms, ammunition,
clothing and other equipment to supply
the regular forces, consisting in time of
war of 100,000 men, -and a force of
citizen soldiery of 150,000 men.

TO CRUSH SPIRIT OF FREEDOM.

John E. Redmond, M P. Says All
Britain’s Power is Used.

Boston, Oct. 19.—The receptions by
the United Irish League to John E.
Redmond, M.P., chairman of the Irish
Parljamentary party; Michael Davitt,
John Dillony M.P., and the Hon. Ed- |
ward Blake, M.P., who are envoys to |

the National convention in Faneuil |
Hall to-mortow, took the form of pub-
lic meetings to-day.

At Symphony Hall Mr.Redmond said
that words could not portray the im-
portance of these meetings and the
convention to Ireland’s cause. He said
that all the power and wealth of the
English nation is being’Mused in a
reckless attempt to crusn the spirit of
freedom in Ireland. The end of the
contest is near, he said, the violence
of the attacks of the British govern-
ment on the Irish Land League per-
tends this end, and every assistance
should be given to those across the
water who are fighting the cause of
Ireland with such magnificent courage,
self-sacrifice and generosity,

He said that mever in the history of
the Irish party. was it as united as
it was to-dayv in the Houvse of Com-
mons, and that {f all the leaders were
to be imprisoned Nationalists in every
city, town, hamlet and district would
gpring up and fill their places.

Mr. Dillon said he was confident of
Buccess in this country, becausg they
were the delegates of a united people.
He was confident of the successg of the
league, because the league and Irish
Natlonalist party in.the House of
Commonsg were the only people who
are at the present time giving the Brit-
ish ‘government any trouble. He said
they have convinced the world that
Ireland was distinet from England, by !
the actions the league had taken during
the Boer war, and that they would
continue the agitation until they got
what they wanted.

Col. Cobbe Asks That 600 Addi-
' tional Troops Be Sent From
Berbera,

FOR THE CAMPAIGN IN SOMALILAND
/

One Redeeming Feature of the

Fight is That the Enemy
Lost Heavily,

London, Oct. 19.—The Foreign Office
has jssued an undated despatch from
Col. Cobbe, commanding one of the
columns of British forces operating
against the Mad Mullah in Somaliland.
The despatch was forwarded thru the
British Vice Consul at Berbera, Somali-
dand. The British forces engaged were
composed entirely of native troops and
levies.,, (Col. Cobbe says :

Captured 100 Rifles.

“My forces reached Erego this morn-
ing. When about one day's march
north of Mudug it was attacked in the
thick bush. Two advances were made,
and the enemy was beaten back in the
morning. Their losses. were heavy,and
we captured 100 rifles. Our force then
proceeded to collect animals-for trans-
portation purposes, and to join the de-
tachment at the stockade. In the af-
ternoon a reconnaissance was made,
and, after sharp fighting, the enemy
were again driven off,

. Kifty-Two Men Killed.

“I deeply regret to report the fol-
lowing casualties : (ol. Phillips and
Captain Angus and fifty men killed,
and about one hundred men wounded.
The latter include Captain Howard and
Lieutenant Everett, but both are doing
well. There were several losses among
the transport and riding camels. The
force will reach the stockade camp to-
morrow, and will advance to attack
the enemy.”

Severe Fighting.

The Vice Consul also telegraphs the
substance of a later despatch from Col.
Swayn, who 'says that as a result of
the fighting at Erego Oct. 6, which
was very severe, the Somali levies are
considerably shaken. The Mullah,who
is said to be in communication with
Kail and Inger in the direction of the
Webb River, is bringing up reinforce-
ments from all sides.

British Hampered.

Col. ‘Swayn is much hampered owing
to the necessity of transporting the
wounded and water. He is retiring on
kBohotle. He asks that 600 further re-
liable troops be despatched from Ber-

1 bera forthwith.

Force in Peril

The serious reverse in Somaliland
places the small British forces there
of about 3000, men of doubtful relia-
bility, in an exceedingly perilous situa-
tion. Since the beginning of Col
Swayn's second campaign against the
Mullah, last May, little has been heard
of the expedition. The present  de-
spatches seem to show that he was
retreating from the Italian frontler,
northward, when the Mullah attacked
him at Erego. Last December the
Mullah was reported to have about
12/000 men, mostly armed, a large per-
centage of whom were armed with
rifles. It 'is possible that he now com-
mands about 15,000 men. With this
large force harassing him, Col. Swayn
has to retreat to Bohotle, 150 miles,
and probably still 100 miles further to
Burao, the principal British frontler
post. This march must be made under
a scorching sun and over an arid and
roadless desert, even if the retreat is
successful. ‘The gravest anxiety will
be felt until further nuws is received.
The entire expedition will have to be
repeated on a much larger scale.

Has 20 White Officers.

Col.. Swayn. is accompanied by over
20 white officers, and has with him
some Maxim guns and some 7-pound-
ers. The Mullah’s success will get the
whole Ogaden and Dolbahanta coun-
try aflame, Trade relatious at Berbera
and Bulhar have shown an enormous
decrease since' the operations of the
Mullah cut off access to the rich mar-
kets of Ogaden and Dolbahanta., It
was announced by Lord Lansdowne,
Foreign Secretary, in parliament, last
summer, that the Italians were co-
poerating with Col. Swayn, but as
the despatches made public to-day de
not mention Italian help, it is supposed
that some local difficulty was found in
| arranging for the co-operation.

Famous *“ Mother Jones”
' Once Lived in Toronto

~m——
She is a Sister of Dean Harris

of St. Catharines—Her

Aim in Life.

Wilkes-Barre,Oct. 19.—(Speclal)—‘'Mother”
Jones, famed as the woman who has con-
tributed ‘so largely to the success of the
miners’ strike, is a Toronto woman. Ste
resided at the southwest corner of Queen
and Bathurst-streets with her parents untll
1861, Her father, John Mitchell Iarris,
went to Toronto from Ireland shortly after
Mary was born. He was & contractor in
a small way. Mary Harris, who Is now
known to the world as Mother Jones, left
Toronto when she was 17 vears of age,
and for several years was an inmate of a
convent at Montreal. Her brother, Dean
Harrls of St. Catharines, s one of the best-
known Catholic priests In Canada to.day.

“Mother’’ Jones is a sweet-faced oid lady,
white-baired and tall. in conversatfon with
a World staff man at the sccoe of the
strike on Saturday, she ralked entertaln-
ingly of her experience in T'oronto, of the
atrike, soelalistic doetrines, poiitical econ-
omy and what not. She nad been jailed
for her defence of the miners by the United
States court,:and had suffered nch for
her devotion to the cause of iaboring men,
but ehe expressed much dctermination to
continue the agitation to the end.

“Mother”” Jones has a tund of, homely
expressions and a sincere mauner -hat Is
most inviting. She has a way of layicg
her hand lovingly on the shoulder of the
person she is addressing and looking him
full in the face. Her long experience iIn
the coal regions, her struggle with pinching
poverty and contact with the seamy side
of things enable Mary Ha:s Jones to
secure a very practical insight Into 1the
affairs of these men. She s cvidently a
great reader and deep thinker. Apparently
she feels that the day of 1he Jaboring
man’s ‘lberation,” as she styles it, bas
arrived.

In fact, the good woman earnestly bLe-
lleves that the present disturbanc: .8 a
providential interference in *he affairs of
men, and that the present victory of
the men is merely the first step in a series
of social and economical revolutions which
will end in the republic ceafiscating the
mines for the benefit of hnmanity In gen-
eral, and the miners In pariicuiar.

“Yes, I am Irish, but I claima Torento as
my home,” observed ‘‘Mother” Joues, dur-
ing her conversation; “and, while !t has
been a long time sinee I was there, I re-
member with tenderness my ear'y iife
there, We lived in a small frame house
just back frpm the corner of Bathurst and
Queen-streets. We weére very poor peonle
and our home was a small affair, 8l it
was home, and a very dear vlace to me. I

The Jews, he writes, are persecuted
not on account of their religion, but be-
cause, if they were naturalized and
treated justly, they would own half the
land, and, in short, “run” the country.
A large number of Roumanian deputies
derive a large portion of their incomes
from accepting heavy bribes on the
comdition that they will help Jews to
obtain naturalization papers.

ing.

Lady Henry Somerset spoke at some |

length. She said : “I well remember
my former visit to Portland, when I
stood in this self same position and
addressed an dudience. - There are
many here to-night who were present
on that oocasion. There was a good
grey head present now laid to rest, the
head of the founder of prohibition
(Neal Dow), who had labored for the
cause for many long years, and has
now gone to his well-earned reward,
Then, too, there was that womanly
woman who stood for everything that
was good, everything that was lovely
and everything of good report, Frances
Willard, While these two are not
present in bodily form, yet they are
undoubtedly present in spirit.

“The temperance question is becom-
ing a great and burning question,and
is nearer to the hearts . of all now
than it ever was before.

“Why is it that so few people are
willing to go into this reform move-
ment ? Because they fear to
some little political or social advant-
ages. The community is so bound up
that it is hard for a man to come out
strongly against intemperance without
offending someone, and they remain
silent. At the ballot box men should
put their temperance principles before

their political principles When they |,

do this they will settle a great many
evile that now prevail all over the
world.”

Lady Somerset called on the church
people to rise up and band together
and stand on the side of temperance.
Lady Henry arraigned Bishop Potter
for published words, a part of which
she read from a newspaper, that the
poor people and laboring men live
such contracted and monotonous lives
that he does not blame them for oc-
casionally getting drunk’ just to even
things up.

1If
he really said the words or even words
that were of the same general purport,
it was a strange preversion of the
Christian minisiry.

“Almost every branch
of human industry,” he says, ‘‘has eith
er been revolutionized or has had its
pulse-beat quickened by being brrough't
into contact with inventive genius and
labor-saving devices. The kitchen
alone has heroically resisted the ag-
gressive encroachments of modern im-
provements. In the majority of homes,

while the husband reaps the advant-
ages which have been develqped by
moderp science, his wife continueg to
su:nervlse a kitchen whose methods
have not been materially changed since
the days when her grandmother divid-
ed her time between bending over the

material, called uralite, made of as-

is made., and formed into sheets like
cardbeard, whiei can be used to cover
walls, doors, etc., to protect them from
fire, or entire rooms dan be made
of the material, which, if need occufl,
can be rendered clean and sanitary
by bullding a fierce fire in them.

His singularly Jucd
and effective speech indicates that the
margin for reciprocity negotiations hus
been carefully calculated, and that
the government will prefer to aban.don
the tariff bill if the factions cannpot be
prevailed upon to adopt the moderate
increases on agricultural. proiucts by
which additional leverage will be olL-
tained in commercial diplomacy.
Agrarians’ Position.

The agrarians are proposing in effect
to undermine the reciprociiy
by tariff reconstruction. A paralilel
may be found im the sugar duties of
ti» Wilson Tariff Bill, by which the
entire series of reciprocity treaties ne-
gotiated by the Harrison administra-
tion was revoked. The Chancellor dis
cerns the truth that -protection and
. reciprocity are the foundations - of
German industrial prosperity, and that
the two policies must remain in con-
tinuous operation with the least pos-
sible disturbance from unbaianced
tariff reconstruction in the interest of
special classes,

DEATH OF DR. A.R.C.SELWYN.

Was Director of Geological Survey
of Canada for 26 Years.

Vancouver, Oct. 19.—Dr. A. R. C. Sel-
wyn, formerly director of Dominion
Geological Survey, died here this even-
ing, after a long illness. Deceased
was 78 years of age.

—

Alfred Richard Cecil Selwyn was born
at Kilmingion, Somerset, Eng., July 2%,
1824, being the son of the late Rev.
Townshend Selwyn, Canon of Gloucester
Cathedral, and a great grandson of the
Fourth Duke of Athol. He completed
nis education in Switzerland, and was
appointed an assistant geologist on the
Geological Survey of Great Britain,
which post he held till 1852, when he
was chosen by the Colonial Secretary
to assume the duties of director of the
| Geological Survey of Victoria. Aus.ralia,
| remaining there seventeen years, durhlg
which time he also undertook a special
examination of the Tasmanian and
South Australian coal and gold fields.
Several commissions were given him to
represent the colony at European exhi-
bitions, and.in 18G9 he resigned his posi
tion to come to Canada to succeed Sir
William Logan as director of the Cana-
dian Geological Survey. In 1895 he was
retired with a pension. He was in
charge of the mineral department at the
Philadelphia Centennial (1876), Paris
(1878), London (1886) and Chicago
(1893).  Under his directions the offices
of the survey were removed from Mont-
real to Ottawa in 1881. He was a
Fellow of the Royal Society, andon;
the Royal Imperial Society, Germany:
the Geological Society, London, and of
several other scientific bodies. On the
organization of the Royal Society eof
Canada in 1882 he was chosen one of
the fellows by the Marquis of Lorne,
and became president of the society in
1896. He has also been president of

Figures Given Out Make Up in Im-
pressiveness What They Lack

: in Accuracy.

STRIKERS THE CHIEF SUFFERERS

Loss of Wages on,ooo.ooo_nou io
Railways Not More Than
$6,000,000,

New York, Oct. 19.—The computations of
the newspaper mathematiclans on the cost
of the coal strike certainly make up in
impressiveness whatever they lack in accu-
racy. Whoever it was declared that figures
never lied must have been unncqun!pted
with those of the statisticians of the press.
They have set down figures whieh, If taken
at their face value, would have sent the
price of stock of all the coal roads tum-
bling to rock bottom. The mest moderate
estimate made by the -ewspaper ciperts
of the losses sustained by tbe operators in
connection with tbe strike pinces *hem at
$35,732,345. That this figare is nreposter-
ous will be conceded by anyone having a
knowledge of coal matters In .’eausylvania,
The truth is that of the two contestants In
the fight the miners bave heen -hLe chief
sufferers. Whatever loss bas heen sustain-
od by the operators has becn slight com-
pared with the loss of wages for ftive
wmonths suffered by the 140,000 miners of
the region. At a conservative estimate, the
loss to the miners in wages has Heen §19,-
320,000.

This {s computed on tha basis of an ave-
vage of a dollar a day wage on 138 possible
working days.. The operators, on tle other
hand, have suffered a met 'oss not much in
excess of  $6,000,000. The raileoad coui-
panies, which indirectly own .nd ¢perate
the anthracite mines, and carry their pro-
ducts to market, are the following : Phila-
delphia & Reading, Leiigk Valley, Ceniral
Railroad of New Jersey, kriwe, Dela vare,
Lackawanna & Western, Delaware & Jud-
son, Pennsylvania and New Vorx, Jntario
& Western, For years the Reading, Lebigh
Valley, Erie and New York, Ontario &
Western, have paid no dividends, while the
Delaware, Lackawanna & Western, the
Delaware & Hudson and the Central Rall-
road of New Jersey have paid 7 per cent.,
and the Peunsylvania 6 per cent.

On an Iinvested capital of $300,900,000,
these roads pay on an average dividends of
3 per cent. a year, or $15,000,000. This be-
in gon an average $1,250,000 a month,
and the strike having lasted, roughiy, five
months, the outside loss to the operators
would be $6,250,0600. That this computation
is a very liberal, nue will appear from the
fact that the figures given assume that for
five months all the passenger traff'c of the
eight roads and all their freight fradic, ex-
clusive of anthracite, has only netted
earnings sufficient to meet operating and
maintenance expenses. That a great part
of these losses accruing trom non utilizatton
of the rolling stock and motive power, thra
]alnsenm> of anthracite, was made up in
other directions, is evident rron the report
| of President Underwood vf ‘he Krie, in
which he says:

“The closing of the mines in 'he authra-
cite reglon during May and June, owning Lo
the strike of miners, caused a redaction in
the tonnage of anthracite, as well as in
the number of tons moved cne mile, During
the cessation of operations ! the zmkracite
| reglon, otber resources of iraflic ‘vere de-
veloped, utilizing the locamoiive and car
| equipment, which otherwise wou’ ‘d bave
been idle.. The result 1s showz in the in-
creased tonnage, reducing toe 108s of reve-
nue caused by a lessened anturacile toun-
nage.’

Local Methodists Contribute Liberally
to Save Big Montreal
Church,

ALLOTMENT FOR TORONT0 811,000

Total Debt is $512,822, and $180,000
is Regquired to Help
it Out.

Collections were 'taken up in the
Methodist churches Sunday in aid of
St. James’ Church, Montreal, which is
heavily burdened with debt. - The con-
ference asked the churches in Toronto
to give $11,000, and the response was
a good one. It is expected that when
the returns are complete the sum re-
quired will be greatly exceeded. : Many
of the churches went beyond their ai-
lotment by several hundred dollars.

The two leading Methodist churches,
the Metropolitan and Sherbourne-street,
were expected to contribute $7000 of
the $11,000 allotted to Toronto. The con-
tributions ‘had not all been counted
Sunday night.

The response from Trinity Methodist
Church was a splendid tribute to the

generosity of its members. This church
was expected to give $500, but the
plates contained $85U0 when the trustees
counted up. In addition, Timothy Eaton,
who is a member of this congregation,
has promised the handsome sum of
$5000, and in response to an appeal
someé months ago $500 was contributed
by .the members.

Broadway Tabernacle was allotted
$150; the amount subscribed was a
little over $200.

Central Methodist Church gave $650.
Its share of the burden was placed at
$500.

Annette-street Methodist Church, To-
ronto Junction, contributed $100, double
the amount asked by conference. Park-
dale Methodist Church just about cover-
ed its allotment, $500.

Yonge-street Church, with the figures
incomplete, gave $150, the allotment be-
ing $100.

Wesley Church was asked for $400. It
fell short, the sum given at both ser-
vices being $221.

Some of the churches have yet to be
appealed to.

The debt of 8St. James’ Church .is
$512,822. To meet this charge the
church owns the Temple building on
St. James-street, Montreal, for 'which
the Standard Life has offered $250,600,
if not sold for a higher figure by the
May 1 next. Then the congregation of
St. James’ has uhdertaken to raise $73,
000, and the trustees have been prom-
ised a rebate of $10,000 on the interest
on the indebtedness if $100,000 is paid
off by May 1. This would leave about

$180,000 for the churches of Canad«/]

to raise to save St. James#' to the church.
The conference asked that $50,000 be
given Sunday.

In addition to the sums already promi-
ised ,the estate of the late Hart A.
Massey has_promiswd $50,000 to the
cause, and flve gentjemen promise to
supplement this by $5000 each.

OPERATIONS OF GHOULS.

Entire Graveyards Robbed-—Bodies
Stolen Estimated at 1200.

Indianapolis, Oct. 19.—No more ghastly
criminal revelations were ever brought to
light ‘than those which have rewarded the
Marion County grand jury’s investigation
into the remarkable organization of ghouls
that has been operating for five years In
cities of the state from indlanapo'ls fto
Muncie and Marion.

As a result of the evidenc: ebtalaed thru

the confession of Rufus Canrtrell, the chief
ghoul, and the testimony of a r»vmber of
men now in jail, Deputy Prosecutor Bene-
dict announced to-day that warrants will
issue for several men of prominence, be-
sides those already under arrest or out on
bail, charged with complicity in the revolt-
ing series of crimes that has shocked the
entire Middle West.

Cantrell’s confession was
voluminous. It showed that for half a
decade Indianapolls has been the central
headquarters for organizations of grave
robbers, that have watched the cemeteries
of the territory in which they operated
with a hawk-like scrutiny. km-;.;g a list
of every interment.

Within 24 hours, however, after the first
seven prisoners had been throswn Into jail,
evidence was collected which showed that
three . more organizations were at work
cmong the cemeteries in the central part
of Iundiana, and that hundreds of graves
had been d(wpnﬂpd thruout this section.
