New Ordinance May Permit Reopen-
ing of Chicage Theatres Shortly.

Chicago, Jan. 10.—The special com"

mission of aldermen and building ¢x-
perts appointed by Mayor Harris8n to
revise the ordinances regulating the
construction and operation of play~
houses as g result' of the Irbquois
theatre fire to-night completed a new
theatre ordinance, which, ¥f it passed,
by the City Counecll will result in the
opening of Chicago theatres, with the
| poesible exception of three of them,
within a week. The three theatres may
not be peumitted because their stages
and auditoriums are more than 15 feet
above the street level. The theatres
that agree to conform to the new regu-
jations will be permitted to open un~
der certain reegtrictions.

The new ordinance will require that
|every stage be made absolutely fire-
proof, back of the proscenium arch by
requiring fireproof walls, steel curtains,
steel gridiron and rigging lofts, steel
frames for the stage and mstallation
of automatic sprinkling systems. This
will mean the practical reconstruction
of every stage in the city.

A seismic uphéaval is threatened in
university circles over the matter of
| Greek Letter Societies, of which there
are fire, namely: Kappa Alpha, Deita
Kappa Epsilon, Alpha Deilta Phi, Delta
Upsilon and Zeta Pesi-

Two years ago a site was granted to
the Kappa Alpha fraternity for the
erection of a chapter house, which now
stands on the corner of Hoskin-avenue
and DevBhshire-place. The other socie~
ties sought equal privileges, but only
four sites being available it was im-
possible to satisty five claimants. Zeta
Psi, as the oldest club, and having
first choice, withdrew its claim, and
has acquired a fine property on Isabella~
street, Its members . disclaim any
thought of a dog-in-the/manger polcy,
but very strong opposition has arisen
to the proposed granting of building
eites by the university authorities.

It is argued that the university has
nothing litke enough land for its own
immediate and prospective require-
ments, and that the folly of giving
away its land when it is within mea~
sureable distance of the necessity of
buying more, is apparent. The lot on
which the Kappa Alpha chapter house
is buflt has a frontage of 75 feet, and
ig said to be worth $120 per foot. A
body which feels itself able to dispose
of thirty or forty thousand dollars xorth
of property is uniikely, to elicit sym~
pathy when its next makes appeal to
the public purse.

No ‘adoquate return-for the privileges
to be granted is derived directly or
indirectly by the university, The Greek
Letter Societies, which are admirable
bodies in their way, are necessarily €x-
clusive, and the benefits they confer
are confined to a limited constituency.
Not more than thirty men in each
year partake of the advantages of each
soclety, and as the expense of mem-
bership debars the largest proportion of
students from becoming Greek Letter
men, the feeling is very strong that the
whole movement is class legislation of
the most pernicious kind.

It is understood that the requests of
three socleties for grants of land on
{the same terms asthose given fo the
Kappa Alpha have been before the
| university trustees for sogme time past.
