MISSING THE POINT OF WATER
POWER..

N6 very pronounced sentiment in fa-
vor of the waterways treaty has been
exhibited in Canada. The efforts of
its friends across the border to get it
thru the senate have aroused, outside
certain obvious circles, only the faint-
est interest. On the other hand those
who have damned it with faint praise
have many more activé allies. The
gpeech of the chairman of the interna-
tional commission at. the Canadian
Club last week has given rise to much
comment, and a correspondent, in Sat-
urday’s World,t has voiced some of
these views. Mr. E. B. Merrill is an
engineer of experience in the Niagara
development works and elsewhere, and
he points out that Mr.
neglecting the value of power condi-
tions, in the attembi merely to divide
the water of the great lakes into two
equal shares, misapprehends the whole
problem. Water that can be turned
into power is a commercial asset. No
amount of water whatever, however
vast, incapable of being utilized for
power purposes is of any value what-
ever in the premises.

Mr. Gibbons in his address to the
Canadian Club took a’lofty and mag-
nanimous view of the question, and
was willing to give away
(anada had to make things pleasant
with the United States. He even re-
gretted that Canada, which is entitled

to seven-eighths of the power passing

over Niagara, by some providential ar-
rangement secured nine parts to the
five aliotted to the United States. Mr.
Gibbons would have made an equal di-
vision of power as of water. Perhaps
Canada can afford to be generous, but
it is said no one can ever be generous
until he learns first to be just. Mr.
Gibbons further supported his plea for
generosity by the argument that any-
thing done to smooth.the diplomatic
relations between Canada and the
United States was worth more than
any contribution Canada could make
to the British navy.

FOREST CONSERVATION.

What Ontario may, indeed will, be-
come as a lumber producing distriet
unless proper measures are taken to
protect its forest resources is strikingly
gshown by the present position of the
State of Minnesota, as noted in a re-
c¢ent special communication contributed
from Minneapolis to The San Jose Mer-
cury. - Xot long ago, it. says, Min-
nesota was one of the leading lumber-
producing states of the country, but it
has now fallen to ninth plage on the
list, tho still first in the production of
white pine. Only nine years ago Min-
neapolis - was the greatést lumber
manufacturing city in the world, but
to-day there are a-dozen places that-

surpass it in that respect, and its total |

apnual cut has fallen from 600,00,000
feet to less than 200,000,000. ;And there
are many smaller cities
which were once fragrant of pine and
vibrant with the roar of saws that do
not now turn a wheel to make a board.

At one time there were 100 saw mills
on the Mississippl River between Min-
neapolis and St. Louis; to-day there
are not more than two or three mills
in that whole distance, “and they will
soon close forever. Once there were
120 _ steamboats employed in towing
logs; to-day there are only five or six.”
It is worthy of¥ notice, too, that the
same report says that “yellow pine has
already begun to feel the influence of
restricted timber supply, and within a
few years more the west coast woods
—even fir, now so abundant—will tes-
tify in their prices for stumpage that
they will be the last great resource of
our timber users.”” Thomas Shevlin,
a big lumberman, with his assoclates,
has “mills on the Rainy River on the
Minnesota and Ontario sides, with
about the same capacity, 60,000,000 feet
of lumber- per' year, and with about
the same amount of timber tributary, to
each. Originally it was intended to
operate both mills to their full capa-
‘eity, but owing to the limitations of
the Canadian market the Minnesota
mill will this.year run to its full capa-
ojty, while the Ontario mill will pro-
duce only about one-tenth of what it
could.”

This + last representation illustrates
the danger to Ontario forest resources
which will undoubtedly arise should
the United States tariff rate on Céna-
dian lumber be removed. Having made
havoc among their own forests, United
States lumbermen are looking to Can-
ada to supply the raw material they
require to satisfy the growing United

are placed under proper regulation Can-
ada will, before many years have pass-
ed, be in similar straits, Wisely con-
served, the forests of Canada can eas-
ily support a lucrative industry that
will continue while the nation exists,
and be itself the feeder of other home
industries and employments. Both the
federal and provincial governments
ought to take this matter of forest pro-
tection into immediate consideration
and lay out a conservation policy un-
der the htest expert advice and assist-
ance, with as its dual object perma-
nency and support of Canadian indus-
try.

WHY THE C.P.R. IS WAITING

Don’t Want to Construet Grain Line if
3 Canal’s to Be Built.

MONTREAL, Feb. 28.—1It was*learned
from a source which is in close touch
with C.P.R. policy, that the reason
why the proposed new grain line from
Victoria Harbor to Peterboro has been

. the feeling of uncertainty that prevails

hanging fire for the past two years
since the surveys .were completed is

in the minds of the executive as . to
whether the government will proceed
with the comstruction’ of the Georgian
Bay Ship Canal, which,
enable’ vessels to come to Montreal di-
reet by a shorter route than any vet
practicable from the upper lakes to the
point at which the canal would connect
with the St. Lawrence, probably at the
eastern extremity of the island, says
The Herald. :

“If,” said this authority, “that canal
is built it is considered that to spend
investors’ money in building what has
‘been called the Seaboard Air Line would
not only be unwarranted, but unneces-
sary. as the canal would te able. to
take care of all the grain that came,
down to Georgian Bay in lake steamers.
Moreover, the railway which would be,
roughly speaking, two hundred miles in
length, and would cost from $5,000,000
to $7,000,000, could not hope to compete
with a toll-free government-built ship
canal.

“The line as a winter wheat route is
not regarded as necessary at present,
pbecause when the navigation of the
canal is stopped grain vessels would
cease bringing grain from the upper
lakes, and as the company has already
an all-rail grain route it would not in-
cur this expenditure in building an-
other.”

BANDIT BECOMES GOVERNOR.

FEZ. Morocco, Feb. 28.—The sultan
has appointed Raisuli, the former ban-
dit, governor of the Province of Dje-
hala. Raisuli has promised to renounce
the ransom paid in behalf of Sir Harry
MacLean, the sultan’s adviser, whom
Raisuli held as.a prisoner in 1907.

The new governor promises to fulfil
the duties of his office honestly, and
not to oppose Europeans.
