Amongst the diseases admitted whose prevalence in a locality 
is held by many to indicate certain insanitary conditions, which 

are more
typhoid fever and diphtheria. Of the former there were 97 cases, 

number less by 10 than in last year, but exceeding by 40 the 
average annual number of the preceding 10 years.
20 admissions for diphtheria, an epidemic of that disease having 
prevailed for the last few months, whereas but 3 cases of it 
recorded in the last annual report, and not one in any previous re­
port. An epidemic of measles of mild type has also prevailed, 32 of 
the admissions having been for that disease ; and inflammatory 
affections of the lungs have been rather prevalent, reaching the 
number of 128.

or less preventable, and, therefore, should not exist, were
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As might have been expected from the appointment of a special 
surgeon to take the care of diseases of the eye, the number of 
admissions for affections of that organ, 81, has considerably in­
creased, and the new eye department of the Hospital is proving 
useful to the poor—amongst whom diseases of the eye are very 
common—and to the largo number of students who attend the 
Hospital to study disease.

The very much needed alterations, additions and repairs begun 
in the “ Richardson Wing ” last year have been completed, and 
similar improvements in other parts of the building have been 
effected during the year which has just terminated. In the 
“ Reid Wing” two windows upon each floor have been opened 
upon the front of the building ; wards 23 and 24 have been made 
one; additional coils for heating purposes have been put upon both 
flats; “ward kitchens,” new bath rooms, and new water-closets 
of superior construction have been provided upon each floor. 
The basement of the main building and of the “ Richardson ” 
and “ Reid Wings,” which was in a lamentable condition, has been 
entirely altered and improved, as will be obvious when it is 
stated that, throughout its entire length, a new concrete floor has 
been laid and brick partitions have been substituted for the old 
lath and plaster ones, rendering it proof against damp, foul 
emanations and vermin. A new private kitchen, store 
servants’ dining-room, drying room for clothes, and room for 
of delirium tremens have been made in the basement. The laundry 
has been entirely re-constructed and a room for ironing has been 
added. Finally, the public kitchen has been renovated through­
out, and a flagstone floor laid in it. These various improvements, 
alterations and repairs have been in progress for the last two years, 
and have consumed a large sum of money that might otherwise 
have formed part of the “ Endowment Fund ” of the Hospital. They 

completed, and no largo outlay for “ Extraordinary Re­
pairs ’ is likely to occur again for a long time. Thanks to these 
alterations, the Hospital, as a whole, is now in a very satisfactory 
condition, as much so perhaps as is possible in a building which 
was constructed many years ago, long before so much scientific 
attention had been given to the subject of hospital architecture as it 
now receives.
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In this connection it may be well to mention that a very con­
siderable addition to the number of patients annually admitted to 
the Hospital occurred in 1872-73, and that since then the num­
ber has continued to increase, year by year (with the exception 
of this year) so that the Institution bas now but little spare room, 
and, ere long, additional accommodation will be needed. It is 
fortunate that, in the straightened condition of our finances, no 
such need has yet been felt.

The Institution lost during the year a true friend in the person 
of the late Archibald Ferguson, Esq., who was one of the founders 
of the Hospital, one of the oldest members of its Corporation, for 
some years its Treasurer, and for many years a diligent member 
of its Committee of Management.

Some changes in the resident Medical Officers of the Hospital 
have occurred. Dr. James C. Cameron resigned the post of He '*e 
Surgeon, and, at his entrance upon private practice, takes with him 
the confidence and best wishes of the Governors. Dr. Cline has 
been promoted to the vacated House-surgeoncy, and Dr. Burland 
to the office of Assistant House Surgeon. Dr. Jas. Bell has been 
appointed Apothecary.

In July last four additional trained nurses arrived from England, 
and at once entered upon duty, and the order, neatness, cleanli­
ness and general efficiency secured in this important department 
of the Institution since the introduction of trained nurses is a 
subject for congratulation.

Legacies to the amount of $2,981.50 have been received during
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the year ; and one from an old citizen, who, although returned to 
his native land, did not forget his former home, is deserving of 
special mention, as suggesting a new direction in which the means 
of the charitable may do good, and as being the first of its kind in 
the history of the Hospital. The income derivable from the 
“ Edward Moss Fund ” is to be expended amongst needy and 
deserving patients during the winter months.
