Premier Speaking at Forestry Convention Banquet Last Night
says Great Britain, Canada and United States Wiil Be

. Knit Closer.

Ottawa, Jan. 11—(Special)—The  bam-
quet in the Russell House this evening
in connection with the Canadiin forestry
convention was attended by nearly 300.
It was the largest that has taken place
since the colonial conference in 1904. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier was present and to his
right sat Earl Grey and his left the
United States consul-general. There were
also present R. L. Borden, Hon. Clifford
Sifton, Hon. Frank Oliver, Hon. Sydney
Fisher, Hon. F. J. Sweeney, surveyor-
~general of New Brunswick, and all those
‘who took an active part in the work of
the convention.

After the toast of the King and the
Governor-General, Lord Grey replying
briefly to the. latter, 8ir Wilfrid pro-
posed The Forest Interests of Camada.
Senator Edwards and F. J. Sweeney re-
plied. The latter spoke of the import-
ance of the work which the convention
had in hand and at the same time hoped
its efforts would be crowned with success:
The next toast was Allied Interests, and
B. E. Walker, manager of the Bank of
Commerce, was the first speaker. He
said that governments could aid in sub-
jects which are ‘treated outside the uni-
versities. The time was past when ‘peo-
ple would sneer at the Guelph Agricul-
tural College. The ‘government had al-
ready dore much for the farmer and
dairying interests but there were still two
departments  in which - sfill something
further should be undertaken. He re-
ferred to the fisheries and the foresia.

A Story of Falase Imprisomment.

One of the strangest of stories of
false imprisonment comes from France.
A woman was sentenced to imprison-
ment for life for having caused the
death of her husband and brother. The
three had lived together at Malaunay,
near Rouen, in a cottage, the lower
part of which was used as a wine
shop. When the woman was gent to
prison other people took the wine shop,
but the new tenants suffered, the man
from fainting fits, his wife from nau-
sea, from ' which she died. Another
couple tried their fortune, but they,
too, were overcotme by the “spell of the
accursed place,” as they thought it.
They were subject fo fainting and loss
of memory. At last a sclentific exam-
ination of the premises was made.
Then it was found that adjoining the
inn was a lime kiln. In the wall divid-
ing it from the tottage were many fis-
sures, so that whenever lime was burnt
monoxide of carbon escaped into the
inn. This was the secret of the deaths
for which the woman was suffering.
She was brought out of prison after
six years of servitude.

No Company Should be Allowed to Do a Savings Bank and|
Real Estate Busines Together---It Always Fails. i

. (Montreal ‘Witness.)

Jos. : Phillips, president of the York
County Loan & Savings Cémpany has
been arrested on a charge of conspiracy,
with others, to defraud the public, as the
result of the investigation of the affairs
of the company. Whatever the result of
his trial may be, whether he be found in-
nocefit or guilty, the public must not lose
sight. of the fact that even if the manage-
ment had been exceptionally hopest and
able, the eystem of the company was bad,
and that it was inevitably foredoomed t®
failure. No company should be allowed to
do what is practically a sa¥ings bank
business and a real estate business as well.
Al over the avorld it has been found that
‘and is not a building security,” and in
scarcely a civilized country is a bank per-
mitted to advance monmey on a mortgage.
In Canada so long ago as 1817, when the
Bank of Montreal was founded, its charter
precluded it from lending money on ‘real
property,” and, as We have quoted before
on various occasions, the Bamk Aot of
Canada reads: A bank is prohibited from
lending money or making advances upon
the security, mortgage wor hypothgcation
of any land, tenements or improved prop-
. enty. Judge Ritdhie upon such prohibition

*declared:  ‘This prohibition (as to lending

on mortgage) is a law of public policy in

the public interest” Lord Cairns and
anany .other great jurists have also declar-
od themselves to the same effect in the
most -positive terms. The wisdom of pro-
hibiting the bamks from dealing in real

too often insisted upon until the public
appreciates it thoroughly, and, we trust
with permanence for at least a generation. |

A quarter of a century ago the opening
of a handsome denominational edifice like
the Ford Building on Beacon Hill would

.| probably have been made the occasion of

considerable self-glorification. . But the
noteworthy thing about the meeting of
the Baptist Social Union last Monday
evening—the last of . the assemblages in
connection with the dedication of the struc
ture—was the subordination of purely
Baptist tenets and intervesté to the large
concerns of the Kingdom of God. Indeed
the meeting itself in §ts make-up showed
how strong the tides of Chmistian umity
are running these days., Seldom of late
have so many truly representative men of
/so manly branches of the Church been
brought together. Piljars of orthodox
churches had as' vis-a-vis Unitarian minis-
ters and laymen while Presbyterians and
Methodists indulged  in muytual felicita-
tions as they paesed the salad. And when
it came to the post-prandial exercises the
listener might have thought himeelf in al-
most amy kind of Christian assemblage.
At o momeént when it would have been
natural to emphasize the Baptist contri-
bution to the life of the city and the na-
tion the broad minded officers of the
Union chose to put to the fromt common
religious problemsland opportunities. Com
paratively little, too, was said of Mr.
Ford, whose @lmost unmatched benefic-
ence was certainly in the miunds of some
present. He bad, however, received his
due meed of appreciation at the dedicat-
ory exercises Saturday, especially i the
singularly illuminating address of Profes-
sor George 'E. Horr, but on Monday
night it was an Episcopalian, Bishop Law-
rence, who eaid in passing what seem
to me a rarely beautiful word. The bish:
recalled how, as a boy, he, in' common
with youths all over New England, used
to look forward to Thureday as the day
when the Youth’s Gompanion would come
with ita imterésting and well-filled pages,
and he said that in his opinion the man
who touched to mobler issues through the
medium of literature the plastic life of
thousands of boys and girls did in that
way. his greatest work for the world, com-
pared to which even so splendid s douna-
tion as this building ranks second.

The bishop went on to say that if we
should put the maps of ‘the esiastical
polity and ' doctrine of the 'different
churches over one amother and then look
through transparent paper we should see
that the points of contact were more than
the points of difference. We ave express-
ing with a louder mote synchrony of- op-
inion a8 we meet our common enemy. Dr.
Lawrence said this with such eimplicity
and eardestness that the remark impres-
ed:his hearers as something more than 2
conventional after-dinner expression fand
the faot that he. inconvienced himself in
order to be present at all 'was dmother
proof of his disposition to establish all
pointe of contact possible with his fellow
Christians of the city and the. state. Not
less insistent was Dr. Reuen Thomas of
Brookline, who represented the Congrega-
tionalists, in his plea for .combination
against * the ~forces of evil The
churches have enough t¢o do, he said,
to christianize the democracy of  this
country to cause them tfo stand together.

The World’s Highest Monument.

The cornersjone of the Washington
monument was laid, on its fine site
which overlooks Washington, George-
town, Arlington and Mount Vernon, by
President Polk, July 4, 1848. Iis mar-
ble shaft rises, in all the dignity of un-
adorned simplicity, to the height of 555
feet. The base of the shaft is fifty-five
feet square, and it gradually tapers,
until at the 500 foot point it has di-
minished to less than thirty-tive feet.
This monument is said to contain 18,000
blocks of marble, each two feet thick.
They were lifted on an elevator run by
steam, suspended in an inner frame-
work of iron, which was built up at,
intervals, thirty or forty feet at 2 time,
in advance of the surrounding masonry.
The aluminium capstone, nine inches
high, was set in position Dec. 6, 1884,
thirty-six years and a half after the

C. P. R. is endeavoring to carry out 2
large-sized bluff or they really intend that
their new vessels now under construction
will not come further up the St. Lawrence
than Quebec. The company have givern
out unofficially that owing to the unsatis-
faotory wharf accommodation at Mohtreal
and also the fact that the ship channel
between Quebec and Montreal is scarcely
sufficient for such vessels as the two new
Empresses will be, .they will in all proba-
bility make Quebec their summer terminal
for these passenger vessels.”

While the despatch makes Quebec the
possibility as the C. P. R.’s summer port,
there has been a whisper here for some
days that St. John is the port which is|
to benefit and that the Canadian Pacific!
liners will run here, at least part of them,
in the summer as well as St. John being
the winter terminus.

The story is that to shorten the run be-
tween here and Montreal over the C. P.
R. rails there will be grading and
straightening < of the line 4and  othef
railroad work done by the company. ‘Lhe
report is.not officially confirmed, but it
is given credence by some who have heard
it. :

The C. P. R. has all the facilities here
necessary to do the work and it is argued
that the longer railway haul would not
be such an obstacle when it is considered
that the route is so much more satisfac-
tory and safe than the St. Lawrence,
route. Of course, Quebec has the advan-
tage over St. John, inasmuch that it
would not require the long haul, but the
company have ' every facility There for
handling the business and it is quite pos-
sible that this port may be decidéd on
as both the summer and winter terminus
of the company. Should this be done, -it
would mean a big boom for St. Jobn,

The movement in New England splend-
idly championed by Henry M. Whitney
for the free admission of coal, iron cre,
thides and pulp is having a reflex influence
on'this side of the border. An organi-
zation specially designed to advocate
reciprocity in cocal has been formed in
Halifax and an old journalist, W. C. Mil-
ner, placed in charge. In conversation 2
few. days ago with a représentative of the
Times, Mr. Milner expressed the opinion
that reciprocity in coal would' tend to re-
store in some degfee the old coastwise
trade in vessels with New England.

“New England,” he said, “has a closer
relationship with the maritime provinces
by reason of contiguity than it has with
the states, south and west, which would
naturally tell if trade restrictions were
removed.” :

“How is New England at present spp-
plied with coal?”

“The portstare supplied chiefly from the
five great trading ports, Norfolk, Newport
News, Baltimore, Philadelphia and New
York. The eoal is railed from the inter-
jor'to these places, transshipped on vessels
ranging from 1,500 tons to 6,000 tons cap-
acity for Boston, Portland and a few of
the other larger ports.

“How are the smaller ports supplied ?”’
“By another transshipment. from the
large colliers to emaller vessels having a
draught adapfing them to the depth of
water in the shallower ponts. This is-an
expensive: method of obtaining coal, fnvol-
viving first a rail freight, next transship-
ment to the larger collier next a freight
then a second transshipment then a second
freight. Under reciprocity one freight
from our mines would dosthe whole busi-
ness.”
