Corean Diplomat Badly Beaten

SAN FRANCISCO. March 23—D. F. 

Stevens, diplomatic adviser to 
Corean Council of State, who arrived 
on Friday from Corea, was attacked 
and knocked down by a committee of 
four angry Coreans last night In the 
lobby of the hotel, but the prompt ar­
rival of guests a aid employees of the 
hotel in response to his loud cries (or 
help saved hlm. Stdvens was severely 
bruised, but not dangerously Injured.

The Coreans took offence at an In­
terview by Stevens upon his arrival 
here, In which he said the Corean peo­
ple have been greatly benefited by 
Japanese protection and that they are 
beginning to look more favorably up­
on It. He also said that the Corean 
peasants have welcomed the Japanese 
and the official class is beginning to 
think well of them on the ground that 
the only hope for Corea Is In a reor­
ganization of the old Institutions on, 
the line proposed by Japan.

Afteç the assault, Stevens went to 
his room. The hotel lobby was thrown 
into a state of Intense excitement by 
the affray. Stevens had his Injuries 
attended to and he refused to be seen, 
as he was In no condition to discuss 
the attack, which he believed was 
murderous in its Intent.

Boston, March 23.— A note of
warning against the evils of 
stricted immigration that will in 
time affect New England was sound­
ed in no uncertain tones by United 
States Senator Henry Cabot Lodge 
last evening before the Boston City 
Club in Ford Hall. It was this:

I think that by and by our work- 
mg people of the New England 
States will begin to question wheth­
er they desire to have Arabs, who 
are planning to come in large num­
bers, and other people from Asia 
Minor and the west of Asia, pour in­
to th s country.”

Terraced cliffs, naked and black, rising 
sheer from the water’s edge on either side 
of a narrow sound ; rifts in the rock Where 
fleecy tufts of cloud, imprisoned in the 
gaps drifted over green patches of culti­
vation and primitive turf-roofed houses— 
it was the strangest land I had yet seen. 
The echoes ot our steam whistle had 
scarcely died away before we were sur- 
round era by boats—boats that seemed to 

■ come out of some old Nome tapestry, nigh 
! at stem and stern, built with a graceful 

that gladdened the eye of a discrim­
inating seaman. And the oarsmen were 
in keeping with their craft blue-eyed, 
tawny bearded, shaggy headed, wealing 
Trojan shaped caps that at a distance look­
ed like Viking helmets, dark knee bree­
ches, and hide shoes moulded to the shape 
of the foot.

A few minutes làter I stood for the first 
time on Faroese soil, but this is a mean­
ingless phrase in this casé. To be ac­
curate. 1 jumped ashore on a slippery layer 
of cold refuse and clambered over the om­
nipresent rocks, which cropped out even 
in the narrow passages between the houses 
and explained why man himselt is almost 
the only beast of burden in these rugged 
islands. A couple of mongrels ran out to 
growl at the stranger. Otherwise, my 
presence in the settlement called for no 
more than a friendly “Good-day” from men 
with loads of peat on their backs, or a 
shv salutation from women spreading split 
cod to dry in the sun; on the turf roofs 
cocks and hens were busily searching tor 
earwigs, and round the stone foundations 
rata/gambolled in utter unconcern of hu­
man proximity. On a moorland epur about 
the settlement I paused to look down on 
this picture of tranquility, when sudden­
ly a loud shout rang out echoed by a 
dozen voices, and I saw the figures of 
men and women scurrying pell mell to the 

, boats. I reached the waterside breathless. 
“What is it?” I cried, and an exultant 
chorus answered me: “GrindabuiL 

I understood; a shoal of “grind v- P-. 
caaing whales) had been sighted, and 
every able-bodied man and baif-grovm lad 
was eager to join in the “drive -the 
great national sport of the Faroes. With 
the freemasonry of the sea I was Accept­
ed as volunteer, and took my place in the 
eight-oared boat without more ado. Time 
was of paramount importance, and m ad- 
dition to otir “lookout” in the bows we 
carried two brawny fellows, besides our 
oarsmen, so that each couple might be re- 
lieved in turn. Passing out of the sound 
through high gates of rock, we met the 
first shock of the Atlantic swell, which 
still spoke of yesterday’s gale, and 
toiled, threading our way among 
which seemed to be all black basalt rising 
steep and jagged like the top of some half- 
submerged mountain. When muscular ex­
ertion did not demand all our attention 
my companions talked volubly of whale 
driving past and present, of the growing 
scarcity of shoals, of the huge slaughter 
of bygone years. But when at length we 
sighted a long line of boats stealing stealth­
ily along a lèeward coast, the silence of 
tense excitement fell upon us all, and as 
we, too, joined the ranks of the whale 
drivers there was a splash and a glimpse 
of an undulating black back, which told 
us that the shoal was between us tod the 
shore. And now the leader of the ‘drive 
whose boat flew the Danish flag, in token 
of his temporary authority, issued orders 
for a series of strategic movements, each 
of which was carried out with due regard 
to the sudden halts and rushes of the 
whales. Imjeed, *>: admiral manoeuvring 
his fleet in actiorf»uld have shown great- 
erxskill nor have called forth more intelli­
gent obedience, with''the result that with­
in a few minutes the boats had formed a 
V, inclosing the unsuspecting animals on 
three sides.

Suiting our speed to the pace of the 
shoal, we carefully guided it past narrow 
straits leading to the open sea, for, once 
cut in the Atlantic, the best of flotillas 
would have had to abandon the chase. 
The most dangerous kyles, however, were 
yet to be passed, and, to our dismay, the 
whales began to take alarm; after an un­
usual amount of splashing and jumping 
they stopped in the midst of a frantic 
rush forward so abruptly that the near­
est pursuers almost collided with tfye hind­
most animals. There was a moment’s con­
fusion; then the beasts wheeled and head­
ed straight for the gaps between the boats. 
At lightning speed we closed up, and dis­
charged a volley of stone a into the strug­
gling shoal just in time to turn it. For 
my part, I do not doubt that a few strag­
glers broke through the cordon unperceiv-

CHICKEN SOUP—This recipe requires one until the chicken is tender.

For those who have the time and are 
fond of sewing, the making of fine under­
wear is really a most delightful and fas­
cinating employment. Unlike making 
frocks, blousas and such “outside” gar­
ments, which are apt to present a good 
many difficulties in the way of fitting and 
the adjustment of the trimmings, fine un­
derwear merely requires dainty workman­
ship and neat sewing, as the fitting is of 
the simplest and, with the aid of a good 
pattern, is hardly considered.

Of course, the tops of petticoats, yoke 
bands, etc., are best adjusted to the fig­
ure, but corset covers, nightgowns and 
such garments can safely be made to 
measurement, without any preliminary 
“trying on ”at all.

Combination garments are extremely 
popular, one or two of these being shown 
in the illustration. For instance, the 
ond sketch in the

large enough to admit the small end of 
the shell, to which it is glued. This box 
will support the head nicely and also form 
the shoulders. For the nun and the

The little roly-poly figure was made by 
first blowing the shell as described. The 
hole in the small end was then enlarged 
gradually until it was about a half inch 
in diameter; it was then held in place in 
an upright position" and melted sealing 
wax poured in; on top of this melted lead 
being poured, care being taken to keep the 
shell perfectly steady, so that the weight 
will fall exactly in the centre and make 
a perfect balance. Weighted in this way 
the little figure cannot tip over but al­
ways rights itself no matter what posi­
tion it is in. The little dre^s for the fig­
ure is made of a strip of colored cloth 
about two inches long by seven wide. To 
this the apron of white lawn was fasten­
ed, the sleeves being made of pieces of 
the cloth rolled to look like arms, the 
ends of the sleeves being tucked into 
pockets. The little cap was made of cloth 
like the dress and was glued on.

The little mandolin is made by using 
the lengthwise half of a shell. To separate 
the shell in this way mark a pencil line 
around first and then pierce with a needle 
along the line eo that it will break evenly. 
The handle and face of the mandolin are 
cut in one from stiff paper, the shell be­
ing fastened to it on the opposite side by 
pasting a narrow strip of white tissue pa- 
dle is bent down a little and narrow red 
ribbon tied to it. The handle should 
be painted mahogany color, the 
strings being of yellow silk aqd the shell 
painted in lengthwise stripes of yello* 
and mahogany.

(This shows a little chicken breaking 
through its shell, the head and neck of the 
thicken being cut from yellow flannel or 

.doth. The parts of the shell are cut from 
beavy white paper and the feet of black.

• (These are pasted on an oblong square of 
'gray or green cardboard. The eye and the 
bill of the little chicken are made black 
With ink or paint.

Other attractive little cards can be 
made by painting a face on half an egg­
shell. using tissue paper for the head­
dress and neck drapery. One little card of 
this sort had a demure little face and 
parted hair painted on the shell, the face 
being sheltered by a Queaker bonnet and 
handkerchief made of white tissue paper, 
the whole being glued on a gray card.

The other little sketches show attract­
ive Easter favors made of eggs. To pre­
pare the eggs first blow the contents out 
by mailing a small hole in each end of 
the shell, blowing through one hole stead­
ily until the egg has all run out at the 
other end. Eggs with pinkish yellow shells 
ere best for the purpose, being something 
of a flesh tint. The face must be painted 
next, the features first being traced, if 
one’s skill in drawing is limited. Hair can 
be made of raw cotton, blackened with 
ink and fastened on with mucilage, this 
being the method used in making the 
“dude” shown in one of the little 
sketches. The mustache is also made of 
blackened raw cotton.

The little nun’s head is especially easy 
to make, the headdress being arranged 

‘(from white and

Trade Indications.
New York, March 21—It is perhaps a 

little early to forecast the trend of business 
conditions and the continuation of business 
improvement. There is without doubt, in 
many spots, real increase in orders and op- ! 
erations. The increase is slow and must 
necessarily be so, and if moderate activity 
extends to all trade, this is the most that 
can be expected. It does not mean boom­
ing prosperity and large profits for some 
time to come. The copper market is 
v atched with intense interest, but it is 
doubtful whether the fluttering signs of in­
crease can really be attributed yet to genu­
ine consumption.

A quiet, steady, absorption of good bonds 
still continues, and there is probably a bet­
ter market for prime Municipals than is 
usually to be found. This demand is prob­
ably due to the desire of investors for ab­
solute security, supplemented by purchases 
for banking institutions in anticipation of 

. legislation which will make Municipal bonds 
desirable assets because of their availability 
as security for circulation and Government 

> deposits.
The inability of corporations to market 

news ecurities at anything but prohibitive 
rates of interest will not be without its good 
effects on the bond market. Compared 
with the amount of bonds sold during the 
first three months of each of the last five or 
ten years, the aggregate amount issued this 
year has been nominal, and as a result, an 
absorption of bonds issued heretofore, but 
not permanently placed, has occurred to a 
degree which is not to be underestimated. 
With the floating supply of bonds so ma­
terially reduced and dealers’ stocks largely 
liquidated, the improvement in general con­
ditions will be such as to establish a firm 
foundation for a broad, healthy bond mar. 
ket when the country begins to realize that 
we are as well off as we ever v. ere, and that 
the depression has been influenced by Senti­
mental rather than actual causes.

A MYSTERY OF THE ISLAND.

One of the Breton Islands. Grand 
Cochere—the greatest bird-breeding is­
land of the whole group, having a ca­
pacity for 250,<M)0 royal terns a year— 
has, p.t least, one tragic incident in its 
history.

On this desolate island the body of 
Miss Taggart, the beautiful 18-year- 
old daughter of Thomas Taggart, chair­
man of the Democratic National Com­
mittee, was found several months after 
the launch Paul Jones was lost in the 
Gulf five years ago. The body lay 
far up on the Island, over two hun­
dred feet from high tide. How did it 
reach that elevate^ point, if washed 
to the island by the sea, as generally 
supposed?

The launch was wrecked probably a 
quarter or half a mile from the island. 
From the position of the body when 
found, Miss Taggart Is believed to have 
escaped from the boat uninjured. How 
she reached the island is the mystery.
