Ramsay MacDonald wants a free
hand in conducting the parliamentary
campaign, untrammelled with rigid for-
mulas. He agrees generally with the
ideas of Socialism, but wants them
tempered by practicality.

He opposes the “living wage” policy
of state family allowance. He feels
that Lebor must attract the black-
coated workers before they can hope
to win the next election, and only a
policy of moderation will achieve this.
He will be severely criticized for “lack
of courage” but retorts that the gen-
eral strike proyed that the only way
that Labor can gain a complete vic-
tory is through the polls giving the
Labor party a clear majority, there-
fore he is urging concentration on the
parliamentary machine. The Commu-
:ists however, despite the resolution
excluding them from the Labor party,]
are trying to secure more power by‘
urging delegates to attack MacDonald
and other moderates, and this will
be dealt with severcly it is predicted.

LIBERAL LEADERSHIP

Liberals too are on the eve of an
important decision. Lord Oxford is
speaking at Greenock on Friday, un-
usual emphasis bemg given to the im-
portance of the occasion by the Liberal
Daily News. It is asserted that but for
serious difficulties in the party, Lord
Oxford, owing to the state of his
health, would resign, and it is hinted
that even now it is possible he will
do so, providing another leader can
be found. Lloyd George is his natural
successor, but would only lead little
more than half the party. Lord Read-
ing and Lord Beauchamp have been
suggested, but they are in the House
of Lords and the only other is Sir
Herbert Samuel.

There is little doubt that if Lord
Oxford resigns and Lloyd George {s
not elect in his place, that Lloyd
George will drift completely away and
will contemplate the forming of a new

party.

“Today’s local papers carry report of
a survey of conditions regarding work-
ing of government liquor control acts
in Canada made by FErnest A. Grant
for the Board of Temperance, prohibi-
tion and public morals of the Method-
ist Episcopal church. So far as Al-
berta is concerned, I say positively the
‘deplorable conditions’ pictured do not
exist. The act is working well, nor
is there any ‘moonshine’ problem. Po-
lice court records prove this. More-
over, out of seven local option votes
taken during the past month, six went
wet by good majorities, and one dry
by two votes. If you wish I will mail
a full report. Am anxious to clear
Alberta of this vile calumny.”

HALIFAX Oct. 11.—One hun-
" dred and twenty-three Ital-
ians; all but six of the number
who were landed at Mill Cove,
N. S:, some weeks ago, in direct
contravention to the immigra-
tion laws,; were quietly deported
today by Dominion immigration
officials. In the cold still dawn
of early morning, they sailed out
of Halifax harbor on the Italian
steamer Columba, away from
the land they hoped to make
their home, back to the shores of
sunny Italy.

Broken in spirit by their confinement
of the past several weeks, their dreams
of a home in the new world shattered,
they offered not the slightest resist—
ance, as they were herded aboard the
steamer which will take them back to
their native country.

NINETEEN RECORDS
BROKEN IN SERIES

Ruth’s Mighty Bat Accounted
For Ten and Three Others
Tied

NEW YORK, Oct. 11.—The world’s
series that closed yesterday with the
spectacular triumph of Rogers Horns
bys Cardinals, witnessed the shatter-
ing of more records than any other
championship battle in baseball his-
tory. Nineteen records were smashed,
altogether, with three others tied.

All marks for attendance and gate
recelpts were shattered by the out-
pourings of 328,051 New York and St.
Louis fans, who paid a total of $1,-
207,864 to witness the seven games.
The attendance of 63,600 and receipts
of $201,828 in the second New York
game shattered all single game marks,
while St. Louis crowds broke the
Sportsman’s Park attendance record
three days in a row. Cold and rainy
weather kept down attendance at the
final two games here, and prevented |
the figures from going much higher.

Babe Ruth’s mighty bat was the
chief record breaker on the field, the
Yankee slugger shattering ten records
outright and equalling three others.

Participaitng in his seventh series,
itself g record, the Babe blasted three
previous home run marks off the books |
with three circuit clouts last Wednes-

day and a fourth yesterday, bringing;

his record for all series competition
up to eight.

Soldiers With Rifles Taken
Into Cantonese Army; Un-
armed Men Rejected

HA\IKOW Oct. 11—A typical Chi-

nese agreement of capitulation
whereby the advancing Cantonese army
bargained to take over into its own

The northern forces evacuating Wu
Chang attempted to move their artil-
lery with them. A battle in which no
deaths were reported, resulted between
the advancing southern army and the
northern forces under agreement to
transfer allegiance to the Cantonese
army.

ARTILLERY ABANDONED

When negotiations followed, the
Cantonese insisted that artillery in Wu
Chang must not ke moved by the
evacuating forces. The northerners
agreed to this condition, but refused
to march in the direction of Chingsan,
through the north gate of Wu Chang,
because that road is still ctosed with
southern troops occupying trenches in
the vicinity.

The northern soldiers feared an am-
buscade. Negotiators are now attempt-
ing to adjust the situation to avoid
any general outbreak.

AGREEMENT MADE

Decision to abandon the besieged |
city of Wu Chang was made by the|
northern soldiers earlier in the day

[ the southern troops:

1 “Northern troops who are willing to
| join the Kuomintang forces will be

Relief ships
were rushed to the area when the con-

dition of the inhabitants became
known.

It was related that women and chil-
dren were trampled down, when the
gates were first opened.

A tour of Wu Chang by the corre-
spondent who accompanied the relief
ship found the city quiet and all shops
barricated. A few families were hud-
dled in doorways. Every one asked for
news.

The inhabitants suffered hardships

and hunger during the siege.

Columbia and Henry Ford Sail Close Race In Gloucester Competztzon
Cobham s Return After Record Flight

Advantage So Far De-

pends on Skill of
Skippers

PRETTY CONTEST

Excellent Time Made Over First
Half of Course; 3 Day
Schedule

GLOUCESTER Mass., Oct. 1 l

—The 25th mile of the 40-
mile contest between the Henry
Ford and the Columbia for the
United States championship saw
both schooners today running
neck and neck. This was the
first of a series of three races.

Observers predict it is a bat-
tle of wits now between the two
skippers to reach the finishing
line first.

The Ford was first away, and got
to the windward of the Columbia.
Captain Pine manoeuvred the Colum-
bia to the windward a few minutes
after the start, blanketing the Henry
Ford. At 10.10, however, the Ford
again was to the windward with the
Columbia a length ahead.

Thé official starting times showed
that the Columbia crossed the line at
47 seconds after 10 o’clock and the
Ford was over the line 2 seconds later.
A 25 mile wind was blowing.

COLUMBIA LEADING

The Columbia was leading on the
firet turn when the official times were:
Columbia 10.23.30; Ford 10.24.04. The
Columbia at 11.11.37 had a 40-second
lead over the Ford as they Jibed
around the second mark at the end of
one side of the 10-mile triangle. Fif-
teen miles. of the 40 mile course had
been sailed. The vessels stood away on
a broad reach to the next turn with
the wind a trifle lighter offshore.

As the schooners swept along the
third leg, the Columbia had increased
her lead at the 20 mile mark. At noon,
two hours after starting, the lead had
been extended to five lengths. The
wind had hauled just a trifle to the
northward.

NIP AND TUCK

The skippers then began to show
their seamanship. Both vessels started
luffing back toward Gloucester; stand-
ing in so far that they had to jibe over
to get back on the course. As they
rounded the third buoy, marking com-
pletion of 25 miles, the Ford jibed
the first and got away to a lead of
several lengths. Captain Pine, how-
ever, made the Columbia swing out
and as they swung about, brought her
into the lead with a small margin. It
was keen sailing, with the advantage
depending on the skill of the handlers,

A committee was also appointed to
obtain necessary legislation for a full
investigation into parish affairs.

The meeting was held in the Bea
consfield school. W. H. McFarlane
was the chairman, and Charles E. Dris-
coll acted as secretary.

STATES OBJECT.

The chalrman stated that the object
of the meeting was to determine why
two of the parish councillors refused
to endorse the petition of rate-payers
and failed to continue in their demand
for said audit.

at Dock Dominion
Takes No Grievance to
Empire Meet

UEBEC, Oct. 10—Canada

took no grievance to the Im-
perial Conference, said Rt. Hon.
W. L. Mackenzie King to the
crowd here to bid him goodbye
when he sailed Saturday night
for England. Canada was to be
represented at the conference as
a full self-governing nation
within the British Common-
wealth, Mr. King told the Liber-
als of the district who gave a
luncheon in honor of himself and
Hon. E. Lapointe, minister of
justice, who accompanied Mr.
King overseas.

The morrow of a victory and the eve
of a departure, the Prime Minister
named the occasion. Liberals over in
Quebec were in the ancient capital for
the day and the Premier was occupied
every moment from the time of his ar-
rival from Ottawa the middle of the
morning until the Megantic sailed at
930 p. m. with informal conferences,
hurried calls and two speeches.

ADDRESSES CROWD

Before the ship left, Premier King
addressed a crowd of citizens from a
special platform on the wharf. Ships
flags were flying everywhere, and a
military band greeted the party at the
wharf.

The Prime Minister was accompan-
ied to Quebec by Hon. J. A. Robb, min-
ister of finance, who will be acting pre-
mier in his absence; Hon. Charles Dun-
{ning, minister of railways; Senator
Dandurand, as well as members of the
| official party.

“l am sure we will express your
wishes,” Mr. King said, speaking at the
docks, “when we extend the goodwill
and heartiest greetings of the people
of this Dominion to the people of Great
Britain and the other dominions.” It |
was the custom at Imperial confer- |
ences for prime ministers of the Do-
minions to meet His Majesty the King.
“I think I will express your wish,
should that privilege be extended to me,
if I tell His Majesty that nowhere more
than in Canada are there subjects who
love him personally and are loyal to
the Crown.”

The Prime Minister thanked the peo-
ple of Quebec for their share in the re-
cent election.

UNITY BRED OF DIVERSITY

Canada’s destiny was to be one of
“unity bred of diversity,” a unity in
which all people of the Domirson must
participate. Canada was®again on the
verge of an era of a great prosperity
similar to the years in which Sir Wil-
frid Laurier was at the head of affairs.

® §ndependent, an efficiency expert of
exactly the type needed and to be re-
lied on to indicate where audit is
necessary—these matters need not ve
discussed for the moment. There is,
however, one point which calls for
mention: The framers of the petition
demanded that they should name or
approve the expert and auditor. One
may ask whether it is reasonable to
expect the Council—the elected repre-
gentives of -the people and charged with
the conduct of the city’s affair—to
gurrender its functtions to a mnon-
elected, self-constituted “Citizens’ Com-
mittee”’?

This, however, is by the way. The

SOME COMPARISONS.

While the extreme east languishes,

since 1921 the number of wholesale

firms doing business in Edmonton has
increased from 207 to 317 and the total
volume of trade is estimated at 25 per
cent. more. Over 800 commercial
travelers now make their headquarters
In that city. This expansion has
taken place in a period of more or less
severe financtal stress. When we turn
to the building record we find that the
only portion of Canada which has not
made important gains is the Maritime
Provinces. Our people are not envious
of their neighbors, but they do want
such economic changes as will enable
them also to share fairly in the
national prosperity and development.
The General Manager of the Imperial
Bank of Canada. A. E. Phipps, gave an
interview# the other day in the west.

In
Vancouver he had found “evident signs
of progress and prosperity” In Ontario
and Quebec he found “manufacturing
and industry good in the urban centres
—good crops in the rural areas—a
general atmosphere of well-being, for
both farmer and industrial worker.”
We are glad to record good crops
and a mora confident feeling in the
Maritimes, and if the full report of
the Royal Commission and the legisla-
tion based thereon meet our expecta-
tions the time will not be long before
any review of national conditions will
record very substantial progress here
as well as in the rest of the Dominion.

Construction work undertaken in
Winnipeg this year will total about
$10,000,000p and Greater Winnipeg will
add a million more. Whether it be
Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg, Van-
couver, or any one of the other im-
portant centres from Quebec to the
Pacific, there is the same story of sub-
stantial growth.

Archives Record Deals With
Crganization of Saint John

Government

SUSINESS SOUNDS
QUAINT AT THIS DAY

{he story of the first meeting of the
Common Council of the City of Saint
John is entertainingly told of in an
article among the documents stored in
the Princess street office of the Domin-
jon Archives Department. It was held
141 years ago. Here is the account:—

IN GERMAIN STREET.

Saint John was incorporated as a
vity on May 18, 1785. The charter
was drawn up by the famous Ward
Chipman, who, on enclosing the draft
to Hon. Jonathan Odell, made the sug-
gestion that the city should be called
“Saint John” instead of the city of
“Saint Johns.”

The first meeting of the Common
Council was held on May 20, 1785 in
# building situated on Lot 121 on the
east side of Germain street. The
following is an extract from the min-
utes of the first meeting:

“At a meet of the Mayor, recorder,
aldermen and assistants of the City of
Saint John, at the City Hall of the
said city, on Friday, the 20th day of
May, in the year of our Lord, 1785,
by virtue of the charter, or letters
patent of our Lord the King, to the
Mayor, Aldermen and Commonalty of
the City of Saint John, bearing date the
18th May in the twenty-sixth year of
his reign, constituting the said city a
city corporate, the following members
appointed by the said chartér were
present:

“The Worshipful Gabriel G. Lud-
low, Esq., Mayor; Ward Chipman,
Esq., recorder; George Leonard, Wil-
liam Pagan, Stephen Hoyt, John ElO
land, esquires, aldermen; John Col-

OLD TIME BUSINESS

The following entries from the old
minute book gives a brief account of
the opening years of the city govern-
ment.

“In Council, December 7, 1787: Read
a petition of George Kaye, praying as-
sistance of the corporation on behalf
of a boy he took to learn the tailor’s
business, being a cripple. Ordered,
that one barrel of flour be delivered on
such petition, to be paid out of the
funds of the corporation.

“In Council, July 16, 1790: The mag-
istrates of the wards on the west side
of the harbor are empowered to erect
stocks and a whipping post on that
wmae of the harbor.

“In Council, January 7, 1793: Order-
ed, that the bell ringer, Jack Buckley,
be allowed by this corporation, for
ringing at 1 o'clock and 9 o’clock,
seven pounds per annum, commencing
October 1 last.

“In Council, November 23, 1790—
Aldermen of wards empowered to
grant licenses to inhabitants to burn
their chimnies, instead of sweeping the
same, provided they are burnt between
sunrise and 12 o’clock noon, and in
rainy or snowy weather.

“In Council, April 11, 1791: The
lighthouse keeper on Partndge Island
allowed to cut wood for fuel or fenc-
ing on the Island.

STEPS TO HARBOR

“In Council, May 16, 1791: Mr. Sea-
man, Mr. Donaldson and Mr. Heddon
be a committee to agree with the
proper persons for making stairs to
the water at the ends of the following
streets running to the water on the
east side of the river, viz.: Duke street,
Tyne street and St. James street, also
to make steps leading to Broad street,
at the end of the burnt store.

“In Council, April 11, 1794: Ordered,
that the Recorder prepare a draft of

a law to provide for the due examina- |

1ian of strangers coming into the city
that may appear of a suspicious char-
acter.

“In Council, March 29, 1799: Order
ed, that Ald. Younghusband be a com-
mittee to render the ringing of the city
bell more regular and convenient.”

“In Council, April 9, 1803: Read
and passed, a law to prevent the ex-
hibiting or exposing any person in
effigy to pulbic view within the city of
Saint John.” This by-law was passed
in consequence of a custom which had
arisen of suspendlng an effigy of St.

LIQUOR SOLD IN JAIL

“In Council, October 14, 1805—
Ordered, that William Godsoe have his
license to sell liquor ‘in the jail, for
the present year, only paying the fees.”

The duties of the bell-ringer were
to ring his bell at 1 o'clock and 9

o’clock p.m., to notify citizens of auc-
tion sales, strayed children, run-away

the bell at 9 o’clock p.m. was evidently |
taken from the old custom in England |
of notifying all respectable citizens to
be in their houses at a reasonable hour.
Up to the 1812 there was no public
clock, hence the reason for announcing |
special hours by means of an official
bell-ringer. These corporation officials
were continued down to quite modern
times. The last of them, old Bartley |
McCann, who had but one hand, sup-
plemented his salary by keeping a
bone-house on “Cedar Patch” where
Hazen’s castle now stands.

FIRST POLICE PAY

In 1791 appear the first entries for
payment of a police force. In those
days and for long afterwards, the
guardians of the peace were called
“watchmen.” Jan. 1, 1791, cash paid
katchmen, £8. April 1, £8, which
charges are explained by the follow-
ing order-in-council:

November 23, 1790.

“Ordered that Mr. Alderman Rog-
ers, Mr. Alderman Putnam and Mr.
Alderman Whitlock, be a committee
to contract with four fit persons, as
watchmen, to patrol the streets of the
city from December 1 to May 1, be-
tween the hours of sunset and sunrise,
to take up all disorderly persons, give |
an alarm in case of fire and all such
like necessary purposes; also to pro-
vide at watch house, to defray the ex-
pense of which this board will render
notes to be issued, bearing interest of
the same tenor as those already in |
circulation.”

Andrew F. Cook.

MONCTON, Oct. 11—Andrew James
Cook died shortly after ten o’clock
Sunday morning at his home on High-
field street, after an illness lasting
about a year. Mr. Cook had been in
the railway service for 40 years in the
capacity of locomotive fireman and en-
gineer and retired from the service
in November, 1925 in consequence of
a paralytic stroke suffered while on
duty October 2, last year. The late
Mr. Cook was born at Bathurst 58
years ago.

Upon entering the railway service
he removed to Campbellton and later
came to Moncton where he had resid-
ed for the last 80 years. He entered the
service of the old Intercolonial Rail-
way at the age of 18 years and had
continued in the service of the C.G.R.
and C. N. R. until his retirement.

He is survived by his wife, who
before her marriage was a Miss Mec-
Beath, daughter of the late Mr. and
Mrs. Alex McBeath, of this city; four
sons, Fred, of Fort William, Ont.;
Scott, attending Mount Allison Uni-
versity'; John, William and one
daughter, Jean, at home. Two sisters,
Melisha J., superintendent in Melrose,
Mass., Hospital; Catherine, R. N., of
Boston, and one brother, W. T., hard-
ware merchant, of Campbellton.

'That Anglicans in Canada have every
reason to be proud of the fine strong
way in which the Church is meeting
the needs and the opportunities for ser-
vice in his diocese of Columbia was the
nssertion of His Lordship Bishop C.
deV, Schofield in his sermon in Trinity
*hurch yesterday morning, when he
told of the three missionary enterprises
carried on by the Anglican church in
that territory, the coast medical mis-
sion, work among the Indians and work
among the Orientals.

He said that the diocese had been
created in 1859 and consisted of 110
islands on the Pacific coast, the largest
island being that of Vancouver, which
is about the size of England. He ex-
plained that Columbia was no longer a
missionary diocese as of its 46 parishes
six were self-supporting and also main-
tained the other 40, but the three enter-
prises referred to were cafried on by
the M. SO GO €

cstablished before he went to that
western field and had made him very
proud to know how the Church of Eng-
land had risen to the special oppor-
tunities of that (list:i('t.

COLUMBIA COAST MISSIOM

He spoke of the Columbia coast mis-
sion with its fleet of two boats, Rev.
T. C. Antel being skipper parson of the
Jargest, the Columbia, which carries a
doctor and has a hospital and a cabin
that can accommodate 45 to 50 people
when it is converted to a chapel for
service. 'T'he second boat is in com-
mand of Rev. Allan Green.

SECRET TIDES OF
CHARELL LOCATED

Clzims W riter in London
Daily Mail—Found by
Tiraboschi

b

A navigating officer writes in “The
London Mail” of the discovery of the
gecret of the success of English Chan-

pel swimmers this year. He says:

“Webb, Burgess and . Sullivan swam
from England to France. Webb took

twenty-one hours, forty-five minutes.

Burgc‘ss twenty-two hours, thirty-five

minutes, and Sullivan twenty-six hours

fifty minutes. Tlese are the only
three who have swum from England
to! France.”

All the others discovered the secret
of the Cape Grisnez off-set, and of
these S. Tiraboschi was the pioneer.
He swam from France to England
1923, taking sixteen hours and thirty-
five minutes. Since then every suc-
eessful Channel swimmer has followed
in his watery path.

Here is the secret:

The Channel ebb finds a-little curve
as it sweeps from Sangatte and Gris-
nez. This results in an off-set tide
which bears the swimmer almost di-
rectly toward the British coast if the
wind has been favorable for a day or
two.

And another point. The current, of
course, runs hardest during the spring
tides, which occur cnce a fortnight
(three days after the full and new

‘ moons.) M. Michel, with his record-
breaking eleven hours and five min-
utes, swam on the top of Thursday
night's spring tide.

A similar but slighter offset which
may sometimes be encountered off the
English coast in favorable conditions
is not good enongh to give the swim-
mer sufficient help. Burgess found it
once and was nearly on the French
shore in twelve hours, but the tide
turned once more and took him clear
away. He was practically trying to
swim against the Gris-Nez offset
which has so helped this year’s swim-

mers.

But they have not beaten Webb. His
feat has only been repeated twice, and
in each case in slower time.

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Rev. A. W. Banfield Tells of

Translating Gospels Into
Nupe Language

DIFFICULT TASK
IS ACCOMPLISHED

—

Visitor Here Under Auspices
of Canadian Bible
Society

The fascinating story of how he
translated the four Gospeis into the
Nupe language as related by Rev. A.
W. Banfield, secretary for the British
and Foreign Bible Society in Nigeria,
West Africa, in his sermon in St.
John’s (Stone) church last night was
followed with close attention by the
large congregation present.

In that task Mr. Banfield had to

make text books and reduce to writ-
ing a language which had never heen
written and to learn that language
entirely from the natives who could
not speak his language. He had also |
to discover or to make new words |
thatswould express Bible thoughts of |
which the natives had no knowledge.
Another difficulty - which confronted
him was found in the fact that in the!
Nupe language different intonation !
gives different meanings to the samc!
sound, the same word meaning eye, |
nose or chest, according to the inflec-
v,

He overcame all of thse difficulties
and inside of eight years had made
translations of ail four Gospels and
submitted them to the British and
Foreign Bible Society, through which
society, with the financial aid of a
Christian woman in London the trans-
iated gospels were printed for distri-
bution.

NATIVE OF TORONTO.

Mr. Banfield is in Saint John under
the auspices of the Canadian Bible
Scciely. He is a native of Toronto
end went out to Central Africa in
1901 under the Soudan Interior Mis-
sion and served under that body in
Central Africa until 1915 when he be-
came general secretary of the British
and Fcreign Bible Society for the West
Coast of a‘rica, the position in which
he now serves. His territory covers
about 3,000 miles along the West Coast
of Africa in which there are about
50,000,000 people speaking hundreds of
different languages.

The Bible Society, he said, had print-
ed copies of the Bible or portions of
the scriptures in 184 different African
languages and published the scriptures
in three or four new African lan-
guuages each year.

He gave three addresses on his work
in the city yesterday. In the morn-
ing he spoke in St. Andrew’s Kirk
er} in the afternoon he addressed a
special meeting in the schoolroom at
St. Jude’s church, when he described
mass movements that have taken place
nlong the West Coast of Africa where
thousands of natives are being con-
verted Lo Christianity.

Commissioner W. L. Harding was
chairman at the afternoon meeting and
Rev. J. H. A. Holmes, rector of the
church, and Rev. John Unsworth, rec-
tor of St. George’s, were present. Rev,
J. M. Murchison, a secretary of the
Bible Society in New Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island, accompanied
Mr. Banfield and read the scriptures
wt each of the three services.

In Stone church the harvest festival
was being observed and the church was
very beautifully decorated with fruits,
Heowers, foliage and grains.

Man Handicapped by Lack of |
Schooling Resume Prac-
tical Studies

The night classes for boys and men
will be opened at 7.30 o’clock this eve-
ning in the King Edward School, south
end. Reading, writing, spelling and
arithmeitc will be taught. Registra-
tion of pupils has been carried on dur-
ing the last two weeks, and it 'was
said today that all looks favorable for
another successful season.

Rex R. Cormier, principal of King
Edward School, has had charge of this
work for many years, and he says that
the applicants this year compare very
favorably in general intelligence with
those of former classes.

SOME OF THE REASONS

Some of the pupils wish to improve
their general education so as to be |
qualified later to take a course at the
Vocational School; others are seeking
promotion in their present employment, ,
but find that they are handicapped ow- |
ing to a lack of knowledge of general |
subjects; and others left day school at‘
an early age rather than repeat the !
work of a grade from which they had
failed to attain promotion. Then,
realizing their mistake after having
been engaged in various forms of em-
ployment for a few years, they decid-
ed to take the advice of their parents,
or employers, and return to school to
resume their studies.,

Several of these young men were
pleased to find that it would not be
necessary for them to repeat from
the first the subjects of the grade in
which they had failed, but, that, after
a certain time spent in review, they
could proceed with new work.

Mr. Cormier said that he had en-
| rolled several men who, when younger,
| on account of unfavorable circum-
| stances, had attended school but lit-
tle. They seemed anxious to avail
themselves of this opportunity to learn
to read and write.

Up to the present 41 pupils have
been registered to attend in the King
Edward night school classes, and others
have expressed an intention of en-
rolling within a few days.

“No, I am not going to resign! Why
should I pay any attention to a move-|
ment started by persons who have no |
vote in parish affairs just now, and‘
why should I pay any attention to a
letter signed by a man whose name is
not on the voters’ list, or should not
be?” This was the reply of' Coun-
cillor William McCavour this morning
to a query as to whether he would
resign in compliance with a resolution
passed at a public meeting of the rate-
payers of Lancaster, held Saturday
evening in the Beaconsfield school.

The icouncillor said that it was his
intention to have a check made of the
names signed to the petition presented
to the Municipal Council asking for an
audit, so as to find out how many
of them had their taxes paid and were
cligible to vote at an election for
councillors. He said that under the
amendment secured at the last session
of the legislature, any person who
owed one cent of taxes on September 1
in any year could not have his name
on the voters’ list for that year and
could not have it added until Septem-
ber 1 in the following year.

LEAVES IT TO BALLOT

“Under this legislation,” said the
councillor,” the name of Harold P.
Crousse, which was signed to the let-
ter addressed to me, has no right on
the voters’ list, and why should I
recognize any man who is not a voter?
The voters of the parish elected me to
I serve them to the best of my ability,
and so long as I am a member of the
council that will be my aim and when
they are not satisfied they can get rid
of me the same way they elected me—
by their votes.”
