H. G. Pope pf St. Catherines is re­
turning home after bdng Iff England for 
pearly two years recuperating from in­
juries sustained when the Laconia was 
sunk in the Irish Channel by Him sub­
marines. - tie said he -was getting ready 
to. retire on “Sunday night in February, 
1917, when he heard a deafening roar 
and felt the large vessel shake. He 
heard the commotion through the ship 
and quickly secured a life belt in his 
stateroom and donned it. As he rushed 
on deck another report sounded and the 
vessel reeled as another torpedo pierced 
the ship. The scene was a terrible one, 
said Captain Pope and the passengers 
were terrified. Many had been mortally 
wounded by tile explosion and others 
Wfere rushing about in the dark vainly 
seeking some haven of refuge. The cap­
tain and crew started to lower the boats 
and at last when his turn came he got 
into one and started down the side. 
About halfway down something hap­
pened to the gear and all in the boat 
were flung against the side and then 
catipulted into the icy waters. He said 
he could recall the waves breaking over 
his face and he thought that he was 
drowning, when someone in another boat 
caught him by the hair and hauled him 
into the boat. Later, he said, they were 
picked irp by British destroyers.

Captain Pope said that twenty-five 
people were drowned during the awful 
commotion which followed the capsizing 
of their boat.

Washington, Dec. 18—Ratification of 
the prohibition amendment to the fed­
eral constitution by the necessary vote 
of three-fourths of the states by next 
February I, is predicted in a survey of 
the prohibition situation made public to­
day by the board of temperance, pro­
hibition and public morals of; the Meth­
odist Episcopal church. Fifteen states 
have approved the amendment, and the 
board declares that thirty other states, 
the legislatures of which will meet next 
month, will vote favorably on the pro­
posal for nation-wide prohibition.

The thirty states are: Alabama, Ar­
kansas, California, Colorado, Connect!- ; 
cut, Idaho, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa, Kan- I 
sas, Maine, Michigan, Minnesota, Ne­
braska, Missouri, Nevada, New Hamp­
shire, New Mexico, North Carolina, 
Ohio, Oklahoma, Oregon, Rhode Island, 
Tennessee, Utah, Vermont, Washington, 
Wisconsin, West Virginia and Wyom­
ing. Pennsylvania is classed as “hope­
ful,” New York an “even proposition,” 
and New Jersey “probably opposed.”

turn Of the Canadian armies and the 
problem they will bring to the dental 
profession the Royal College of Dental 
Surgeons this week is conducting, in 
conjunction with the Canadian Army 
Dental Corps and the Preparedness 
League of American Dentists, a special 
course of instructions in reconstruction

The course, which is being attended 
by about one hundred professional men 
from all over the dominion is part of the 
dominionls reconstruction scheme. Al­
ready some striking operations have been 
performed in Toronto by members of the 
Canadian Army Dental Corps.

One outstanding case is that of a local 
man whose left eye, cheek and brow 
were completely shot away by shrapnel.
As a result of the work done he is now 
able to go about without showing more 
than the faintest traces of his disfigure­
ment. A new brow and a portion of the 
cheek were constructed from vulcanized 
rubber, into which was set a glass eye, 
and the whole modeled to an exact coun­
terpart of the uninjured portion of the 
face. Eyebrow and eye lashes were sup­
plied, each hair being set in separately.
The whole is attached to a pair of horn­
rimmed glasses, which hold the “recon­
struction work” in place.

Another case is that of a man whose 
upper lip and nose had been shot away, 
leaving insufficient bone and tissue ,for 
the surgeons to work upon. These have 
been restored, so that photographs of the

! INew Order in Connection With 
Railway Transportation Charges 
in Canada

: New. York, Dec. 17—Details of Am­
erica’s “enormous preparations’ ’to over- j 
whelm the German armies with poison 
gas are made public by the New York 
section of the American Chemical So­
ciety.

Asserting that in May 1917, the pro­
duction of gas masks was started by a 
group of five volunteers, CoL Bradley 
Dewey, commanding officer of the Gas 
Defence, declared that up to the time 
the truce was signed there had been pro­
duced $5,000,000 masks, 3,000,000 extra 
canisters, 500,000 horse masks and large 
quantities of mustard gas suits, gloves, 
ointments and antidotes. The produc­
tion of gas masks when hostilities 
ceased, he adde, had reached 40,000 a 
day. The 1919 model, he said, showed a 
revolution in design overcoming all dis­
comforts of earlier patterns and adding 
ten-fold efficiency.

CoL William II. Walker, commanding 
the Edge wood Arsenal, said that on No­
vember 11, “we have all the facilities for 
producing mustard gas at the rate of 100 
tons a day, to say nothing of our re­
sources for deluging our enemies with 
dorpiorin and new vapors previously 
unknown to them.”

“He added that "there was never a 
day when the production of material did 
not exceed the ability to utilize it," and 
paid tribute to chemists who have 
“braved the dangers of the poison gas 
plants, far from the glamor of the real 
battlefield, and who in some cases had 
made the supreme sacrifice.”

AQUATIC
Sir Thomas Lipton’i Challenge.

(New York Times.)
If “the secret of success is constancy 

to purpose,” the America’s Cup is in 
danger, for Sir Thomas Lipton, at the 
age of sixty-eight, has challenged again 
and for the fifth time. According to 
Rory O’More, “there is luck in odd 
hers," but Sir Thomas’s fourth challenge, 
in 1913, came to nothing on account of 
the war. A sqothsaÿer interpreting the 
new challenge could therefore give him 
little hope, but might point out that he 
expected to win with his four-leaf 
Shamrock in 1914 and the test is yet to 
be made.

When Reliance, the American defend­
er, won two fairly close races from 
Shamrock III. in 1903 and the challenger 
was lost in a fog in her third effort, 
which was hard luck, Sir Thomas Lip- 
ton, a good looser always, seemed to 
have had enough. Three defeats would 
have satisfied an ordinary yachtsman, 
but after ten years of thinking it over he 
startled the New York Yacht Club by 
daring it to another contest. Shamrock I. 
had been disabled in one race. Shamrock 
II. had finished first in a race and lost 
it by a hair on time allowance I and the 
fog mishap of Shamrock III. was no race 
at all. From a review of these “might 
have beens” Stg Thomas may have 
thought that luck would come his waÿ 
if he never gave up; moreover, he could 
challenge with a smaller boat and might 
catch the Americans napping. Shamrock 
IV. was a seventy-five footer. She came 
over a good deal of a mystery, and from 
a time antedating the war her forgotten 
home has been in South Brooklyn. How­
ever, there are no barnacles on Sham­
rock IV. She may prove to be a mag­
ical boat in the capricious airs down 
Scotland Light way, where so many 
lovers of yachting have gone to see in­
ternational races and returned . wearily 
home without seeing a start or a finish.

Aftef twenty years of coveting the 
America’s Cup and three years of trying, 
Sir Thomas Lipton deserves another trial 
for the cup, and he will have sympath­
izers. He has done a good deal for the 
sport and taken his lickings with a 
smile. At the same time, he will never 
get that cup if the New York Club can 
outsail lÿm by an inch or a second, 
which is as it should be. The qualify­
ing races of the Vanitie, Resolute and 
Defiance in the summer of 1914 were not 
inspiring, and a defender was not 
chosen. The Resolute, however, pleased 
most of the critics. After four years of 
desolating and depressing war honest 
sport is in order again; and if there is 
any spbrt more exhilarating than an in­
ternational race on a sunny sea touched 
with whitecaps, half a gale if you will, 
human experience has no record of it.
