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The Dimsdales and Seme l

Family Steries — Noted
Boer War Soldier to Live
in Canada—Why Chef-
ket Pasha Resigned

Sir Robert Dimsdale, who has just suc-
ceeded to his father’s baronetey, is an old
Eton boy, a member of the Carlton Club—
consequently a Tory—a London banker,
and a descendant and namesake of that
Quaker Robert Dimsdale who accompanied
William Penn to America, and was his
most intimate friend and helper. In the
well known picture representing Penn
concluding his famous treaty with .the In-
dians in 1684, Rabert Dimsdale is shown
standing beside him.

Robert had two grandsons, one of them,
Dr. Thomas Di was_a London phy-
sician of much note and in the latter half
iof the eighteenth century was invited by
Catherine the Great to the Court of ‘Rus-
sia to inoculate her, her son Grandduke,
afterwards Emperor Paul, and others of
her fsmily and entourage, against the
small-pox.

Kdward Jenner, it is true, discovered
vaccination only in 1788, but for two gen-
erations before that, inoculation, intro-
duced by Lady Mary Wortley Montagu
from Turkey, had been practised with con-
siderable success in England. So pleased
ivas the empréss with his services, that
she bestowed upon him the dignity of coun-
cillor of state, the hereditary title of baron
of the Russian Empire, the right to add
to his armorial bearings a wing of the im-
perial Russian eagle, an annuity of $5,000
a year for his own lifetime and that of his
son, a sum of $60,000 in gold, minintures
of herself and the Czarevitch framed in
large diamonds, and other costly souvenirs,
among the quaintest and least valuable of
which from an intrinsic point of view are
the small cloth of gold cap and baby-
clothes of the Russian heir apparent.

The doctor on his return to England
obtained permission from the crown for
himself and his heirs to make use in Great
Britain of his hereditary Russian title, and
it is borne today by his descendant Baron
Charles Dimsdale, a member of the Eng-
lish bar, who is one of the territorial mag-
nates of Hertfordshire. ‘

Some of the souvenirs, however, notably
Empress Catherine’s muff of black fox, the
use of which was then restricted to the
|impenal family, are preserved in the Lang-

don Hills of Essex, at Goldsmith’s, a fine

old place which was used "as a hunting
ledge by Sir Christopher Hatton, the chan-
cellor and favorite of Queen Elizabeth.

It passed into the possession of the Dims-
'| dales through marriage, and is now owned

by Sir Charles Dimsdale, the new baronet.

The baronetcy was bestowed upon his
‘father, Joseph, who was Lord Mayor of
London in the year of the coronation of
King Edward, and was much liked by that
monarch. Indeed, he made him a member
of his privy council, this being only the
second occasion in all the long history of
the city of Lomdon, which includes more
than 000 lord mayors, of such an honor
being done the chief magistrate of the
metropolis. :

Sir Joseph who, like his son, was brought
up st Eton—the first Etonian to become
lord mayor in 130 years — was
on the completion of his year of office at
the, Mansion House, elected by the “Liv-
erymen,” or electors of the city, to be
city chamberlain, an office second only in
antiquity to that of lord mayor, and
which carries with it a salary of $15,000,
which office he held till the time of his

death.

Lord Frederick Blackwood, who won the
Distinguished Bervice Order during the
Boer war, has just resigned his captaincy
of the Ninth Lancers, in order to emigrate
with his wife, Brenda, and his little boy,
Basil Sheridan, to Canada, as he finds it
impossible to continue in the army on the
emall annuity left him by his father, the
late Lord Dufferin. His eldest brother,
the present Marquis of Dufferin, who mart-
ried Miss Flora Davis of New York, has
no sons, and-&s his next older brother
Basil is a confirmed bachelor, Lord Fred-
erick stands a good chance of eventually
{ sucoeeding to the marquisate, as well as
‘to the earldoms of Ava and Dufferin, and
the other family honors.

The present marquis is & genior clerk at
the foreign office, in charge of the Ameri-
can copsular department. Like his broth-
ers Basil and Frederick, he has inherited
a strong; sense of humor, and a fondness
for pradbical joking, from his ancestor
the famous Richard Brinsley . Sheridan,
which in the marquis’s case found amusing
expresion when he was at Oxford. In
fact it cost him his degree.

Having made a very careful collection
of the “mortar-boards” worn by. the Mer-
ton College Faculty, he climbed up perilous
beights, and capped therewith every gar-
goyle adornming the rival Magdalen College,
perching the mortar-boards at rakish and
undignified angles. He finished by tying
up the head of every carven saint in old
women’s nightcaps, the effect being indes-
cribably funny.

On another occasion, when the faculty
of Merton were giving & garden party in
| their grounds, rd Dufferin and some
: choice spirits gathered together all the
donkeys they could find in the mneighbor-
hood, adorned their heads with every pair
of antlers that they could beg, borrow or
steal, and then turned loose the braying
herd on the lawn of Merton, among the
guests. This proved the climax of his uni-
versity career, for the Dons were 80 wroth
that they would have no more of him.

Like Lord Rosebery and many other
men of light and leading in their time,
he was accordingly “sent down”—in other
words expelled, and when Lord Basil
Blackwood some time afterwards wished
to matriculate at Merton, the faculty de-
clined to have him, so eore were they
still at his older brother’s exploits.

Mahmoud Chefket Pashe, lately military
dictator at Constantinople, and the man

Beside himself
with anger. Chefket jumped up from his

ed a file of soldiers, and placed him under,
arrest in the military prison.

‘The Vancouver . News-Advertiger, for
which S. D. Scott,” formerly of St. John,
is an editorial writer, says:

“With a view to warning men who may
think that work isiplentiful in Vancouver
in the late fell and winter, and who may
contemplate coming herc as a good place
to spend thes winter, Mayor Findlay has
expressed his views on the subject in
order that as much publicity as possible
may be given to the very opposite fact,
which is that there will. not be nearly*en-
ough work here at that time even for
those who have been here for years.

“*It is questionable,’ said the mayor, 4f
the time has not arrived when labor should
be discouraged from coming to Vancouver.

““Vancouver has become the centrali-
zation point for all men seeking work
upon the transcontinental railway lines
and on other large undertakings, with the
consequence that we have at all times
great numbers of men going to or coming |
from outside camps. The railways, natur-!
ally, must not be interfered with as rail-
road labor is always migratory, but at the
same time Vancouver must be cautious,
for the coming winter may bring about a
condition of affairs leading possibly far
from the best interests of the city.

« 4 is to be notéd that 57,000 men will
be required to reap the harvests on our
great northwest prairies. At least ten;

Until we find some
means of eliminating the unfit from our
population we shall always be face to face
with unemployment of some sort or other.”

Tredgold, in the Quarterly Review,
weepts the retrogression of the people of
England as an indisputable fact, and sub-
nits a mass of evidenée to show that while
the birth rate among the most capable,
wltired and intellectual classes has rapid-

This in-
creasing care uf the defectives is a heavy
burden. One seventh of the income of the
state of New York goes to maintain and
enlarge the state institutions for insane
and other defectives—in some recent years
the proportion has risen to one fifth, and
it tends to increase. In view of these
facts the inquiry has naturally been raised:

what is the way to stop it? And the ans-
wer has come back from the students of
heredity, carrying with it overwhelming
conviction: the defectives are bred, and the
way to stop the rising cost of their care
is to stop breeding them. We are brought
to our present pass by the care we have
taken to protect, rear and let breed, the
worse elements, while discouraging the re-
production of the better.”

Mr. Fawcett believes in specializing and he
grows only Green Mountain, Cobblers,
Larly Rose, Farly Ohio and Empire State,
experience having proven these to be re-
liable growers and heavy yielders.

Latest advices would indicate that the
potatoe crop in this section of the prov-
ince, in fact over the province as a whole,
‘will be almost if not quite up to, the av-
erage, with Ontario and Quebec having
a good crop; and prices are expected to
be elightly lower than last year.

The western grain grower takes an aver-
age of thirty-two or three bushels of wheat
off his land and receives, in a good year,
4 dollar a bushel, giving him a return of
$32 to the acre. The New Brunswick

farmer can take as a fair average two hun-
dred and fifty bushels of potatoes off an
acre of land, and received forty cents a
bushel, or a return of $100 an acre. And
the lot of the New Brunswick farmer is
happier in every way than is the life of
the grain grower on the limitless and soli-
tary prairies. The potato grower does not
have to work any harder than does the
grain grower, he does not have a tithe of
the worry about frosts, late and early; or
drought or wet weather.

The return is sure, the market is right
at his door, no transportation problems to
solve with perhaps the inability to get
his product to the purchaser; and the east-
ern farmer has an enjoyable life, socially
and otherwise, that is absolutely unknown
to the man who settles on a farm in the
great and sparsely populated west.

This paragraph is just as an introdiction
to the statement that the farmers of New
Brunswick can become independently rich’
in a very few years by specializing in the
production of potatoes. We are more fav-
cred in this respect in New Brunswick
than in most other -provinces of Canada
and many of the states. In Ontario, for
instance, it is necessary to import every
pound of seed potatoes; since the tubers
grown there are unsuited for seed because
of soil and climate conditions, and the
farmer of Ontario has to pay all the way
from a dollar a bushel upwards for every
seed potatoe that he plants. Hére again
New Brunswick is specially favored, for
not only can the farmer raise his own
sced tubers but this province produces
the very choicest seed potatoes that are
imported into Ontario and other provinces.

Besides the great trade in potatoes for
food consumption the production of seed
potatoes will become a tremendous business
and a very profitable one, if only our farm-
ers will specialize along that line. By
careful selection of seed, using strains of |
proven worth, scientific culture and pro-
per care the farmer can easily have a
erop of three hundred bushels to the acre,
and every potato marketable, no small ohes
whatever and no culls worth mentioning,

Boys, when you . dig about in moist dirt
in quest of that little creature commonly
known as’the “fishing worm,” that you
may suply your fishing hooks with bait,
do you know what an important factor
that same insignificant worm is in the mat-
ter of soil-building? Well. in order that
you may give him all credit due, and pcs-
sibly be merciful enough to kill him before
mangling his poor helpless body on your
hook, the following is quoted from a most
able scientific work pertgining to the sub-
ject: . |

“The chief economic importance of earth-
worms (fishing-worms) is as principa’
agents in forming the mantle of humus, or
goil, which covers the dry land in all
parts of the world, and burjes the hard
rocks and sterile soil beneath it. Earth-
worms abound in all parts of the world;
they eat their way through the soil and
come out at night to the surface, where
they forage about for leaves and stray bits
of vegetable matter, which they drag in-
to their burrows to be nibbled and swal-
lowed at leisure. Their castings, composed
of earth and comminuted vegetable mat-
ter’ which they have swallowed .and di-
gested, are deposited on the surface, and
in the course of their lives they bring up
a good deal of the sterile under-soil, mix
it with particles of vegetation from the
surface, and deposit it in their castings.
These, accumulating year after year, cen-
tury after century, from the rich layer of
humus, or top-soil, in which vegetation
chiefly thrives and on which the gardener
and farmer depend for the succeasiul
wrowth of their crops.

“Not all the humue is due to earth-
worms, of course, for insect larvae plays
some part in ite making. Also the natursl
decay of ‘vegetasion and its nuxture with

We're out of
the baseball market. We have all the
players we want for 1013. We're satistied
with what we have. No more purchases
or trades.”

. This is the last word of James R. Me-
Aleer, president of the Red Sox, today. It
means that Jimmy McAleer is satisfied
with his team, that he will start next sea-
son as he finishes this. And, confidential-
ly, it means that he expects to do as well
next year as he has done this year—or
better.

He is confident that he will win the
1913 pennant more decisively than he ex-
pects to win this year’s, even if the op-
position is stronger. !

This statement, { coming close on the
heels of Connie Mack’s first shake-up—the
exchange with Baltimore of five of the
old world champions for two new men,
shows their relative opinions of the lead-
ers—last year's chamipion and this year’s.
Mack has given up hope of this year’s
flag and has begun to mould a team for
1913; McAleer has not only taken it for
granted that he will win this year, but is
satisfied that he needs make no changes
to repeat next yeary' .

McAléer is the first: major league mag-
nate to announce ‘that he is out of the
baseball market; that he is satisfied with
what he is. He breaks all records of ear-
ly announcements. The others will be
buying and selling and trading until well
into next season. But McAleer has all
he wants. He has. {nothing to do till
tomorrow.” He need mot worry all win-
ter. shils

The Red Sox- president retains all of his
presént regulars andssubstitutes. He has
purchased one new outfielder—Walsh, of
Fall River, and ‘two hew shortstops, Scott
of Youngstown, and!Caristrom, of Law-
rence, in the New England League. He
has exercised his option on Harold Jan-
vrin, the ex-Boston High School infielder,
now with Jersey City.

He stands pat on his -catchers.

The only new men, not yet mentioned,
whkom he has purchased, are pitchers —
Van Dyke, of Worcester; Brant and Mar-
tina, of Beaumont, Tex.; Watkins and
Ainsworth, of Youngstown, Ohio, and Fos-
ter, of Houston, Tex. He has also recall-
ed Leonard from Denver.

. McAleer is looking farther into the fu-
ture than 1913. That is why he has taken
on another outfielder, two more short-
stops and so many pitchers. He has to
count on the eventual retirement of one
or more of his peerless outfielders; also
on the time, some day, when ‘Heinie”
Wagner will quit, not withstanding Wag-
ner, for instance, is going better than ever
this year. But ‘“‘“Heinig” has been eleven
years in baseball and the outfielders need
more than the one substitute'they now
have. 1t is not too early to begin the
selection and training of future stars.
McAleer may well 'be contented with
his present team. They ¢an win this year’s
pennant, and next yeat they are bound to
improve, for nearly, all of them are young.
Size up the great outfield trio, for in-
stance. Tris Speaker:is only twenty-three,
and has been in the game but five years.
Harry Hooper is twenty-four, and has
played league baseball only six years be-
fore this.

The purchase of two new shortstops not
only provides recruits who may fill Wag-
ner’s shoes some day, but youngsters who
will fight Krug for the privilege of sub-
stituting for the Sox captain. Walsh has
been touted as an exceptionally clever out-
fielder, and will be given a trial. The new
crop of pitchers will be carefully tried be-
tween now and the opening of next season.
From them, a left-hander will likely be
picked for the regular team, Collius being
the only port-sider who has been on Me-
Alcer’s playing staff this year.

AN INGIRERATOR
PLANT- FOR GiTY

i! Commissioners Talked It Over

Teday—Believed It Soon Must

Come

A very important matter wag under con-
cideration at a meeting of the board of
public eafety todav when the question of
a public incinerator was before the com-
missioners. It has become quite obvious
that this matter will have to be attended
tn soon.

At present the public dumping grogr ds
are well filled and there is little room for
extension and many believe the establish-
ment of an incinerator is now the only
resource and the best means for the dis-
posal of garbage. Many other cities t
Canada have already furnished incinerators
and it is felt that St. John is sadly in
need of one, and that the necessity of it
is each year becoming more evident.

At the meeting today a communication
was presented from the Griscom Russel
Co., of New York who have been awarded
the contract of supplying Halifax with a
50 ton plant at $55.070. It is estimated
that St. John would need one larger, or
at least as large. The plant would not
be a continual source of expense but it
is said there would probably be a fair rev-
enue returnable. The clinkers from the,
working of the plant would be useful for
paving purposes, and would bring a fair
price while there would also be provided
from it 90 horse power which would be
available for manufacturing and could like-
ly be sold at about $27.50 a day.

No decision was arrived at today, but
the matter was left with Mayor Frink to
reply to the company.

Another matter which was before the
commissioners was the providing of heat-
ing apparatus for the shelters which it is
planned to erect for the ’longslioremen and
workmen in the west side. The estimates
for this work are in, but it is unlikely that
it will be further proceeded with until the
matter of the heat supply is determined
upon.

801 TRUCK BY TRAN

Walking Track Near Fredericton
and Curve Hid Him From En-

gineer's View

A six year old boy named Madorra was
struck by the engine of the Fredericton
train and received a bad cut in the head
about ten o’clock this morning near Sal-
amanca, a short distance for Fredericton.
The train was on the way to the junction.

The boy was walking the track near his
home when the train came suddenly upon
him turning a eharp curve in the line. Be-
cause of the curve he was not seen till it
was too late to prevent striking him.

The train came to a standstill and the
boy was picked up. Dr. Irvin was summon-
ed from Fredericton and dressed a deep
cut in his head. He was then taken to the
Fredericton hospital. It is not known yet
how serious his injuries are.

A Fredericton despatch sayd the boy is
Leonard Madore, a deaf mute, aged seven
years, son of William Madore of Morrison’s
Mills. The despatch says his injuries will

The work in Clarendon street will take
some time. A etart hag been made by
working from Main into Harvey street
and thence to Clarendon. The new sewer
will cross Douglas street to Clarendon and
join that in Main street through Harvey,
and in anticipation of its construction
there 1s much building activity already
evinced there. One large building is al-
ready well advanced, and plans have been
sybmitted by local architects for several
others.

The section through which the sewer
will pass in Clarendon street is difficult
for excavation purposes, being composed
mostly of solid rock, and this fact, com-
bined with the knowledge that there was
no sewerage has been responsible for little
building having previously been done, so
that it will really mean a new street be-
ing added when the work is finished.

The work in Main street will fill a long-
felt want. There has frequently been
trouble in Millidge street owing to the
immense flow of water and the new sewer
will relieve this as well as the deficiency
along Paradise row, for it. will pass from
Acadia in Main street to Bond’s Alley and
back again to the row. The new sewer
is being made of forty-five inch cement and
brick in Paradise row and twenty inch
terra cotta in Main strect. It should
prove a great help when completed.
There is also some important work being
attended ‘to in Queen street, west side.
Here the old main, laid fifty years ago, is
being renewed with ten inch cast iron, and
this job is expected to provide ample pro-
tection in casce of fire at the wharves be-
sides being of Lelp to the residents there-
abouts.
