Halifax, N. S.,Oct 30.—The examina­

tion of Dr. Cummings was resumed this 
morning. Detective Power was recalled 
and produced a number of letters, postal 
cards and telegrams which were of a 
criminating character bearing on the ac­
cused as well as Calhoun senior , and 
junior. One of the letters was written by 
the accused at the suggestion of the 
Cormey girl to William Calhoun.

The crowd, which baa collected rushed 
wildly aboat, but could not seem to de­
vise a method by which to rescue the 
lade. The smaller boy was still being 
held up by his brave rescuer, but his 
face was in the water, and he was rapid­
ly meeting death in the madly rushing 
waves.

An effort was made to launch a boat 
which was lying on the beach near, 
Park’s cotton factory, but it was dashed 
to pieces against the wharf. Another 
was tried but it filled with water. As 
a last effort several ropes were obtain­
ed and knotted together, a boat 
was fastened to the centre of it 
and men 
the rope
by the cotton factory to 
foot of Union street. The rope was 
nearly rcross when one end pai ted, and 
the boat was beaten to pieces by the 
waves.

Young still held on to the lad but it 
could be seen from the wharf that the 
latter was dead. A bystander tied 
a rope round his waist a and 
tried to swim to the now near­
ly exhausted boy but the rope proved 
too short and he had to be hauled back.

Young was now nearly exhausted and 
let go of the smaller boy. He cried for 
help but all seemed as if paralysed aud 
did nothing but rush madly around. 
No further effort was made 
to launch boats, several of which 
were in the shipyard near by, and after 
over an hour’s hard battling with the 
fierce waves, the brave boy who had 
courageously faced danger and death to 
save a fellow being, threw np his arms 
and sank. The bony was floating around 
at three o’clock, and some believe the 
body of Young is entangled in the ropes 
under the life preserver.

Frederick Young was about nineteen 
years of age and was a son of Mr. Robert 
Youug now residing at Philadelphia. 
Fred lived with his uncle Mr. E. G. 
Wilson and had been learning the trade 
of cabinet making in Howe's factory.

The boy, Mundee, was about nine 
years of age, and was one of the Gazette’s 
brightest sellers. His father, Mr. Mun­
dee, is away from[town at present.

A large crowd are searching the 
shores for the bodies, but it is thought 
that they have drifted seaward. Mr. 
Howe sent a team out to Red Head with 
men to search the ehoie along the other 
side of Courtenay Bay.

THEY OPE51 THEIR ANNUAL SES­
SION AT THE CENTENNIAL 

BUILDING THIS MORNING.

Four Interesting and Instructive Pap­
ers Bead on Animal Life Before the 
Meeting—Teachers of the Primary 
Standards Take Original Methods 
ef Developing the Yonthfnl Mind.

This morning at 10 o’clock the 6t. 
John county Teachers Institute met in 
annual conference at Centennial school
building, President Manning occupying 
the chair. After the reading - of the 
minutes of the preceding meeting the 
report of the secretary treasurer, W. C. 
Simpson, was read. The report showed 
the following statement •

The enrolment of teachers then took 

place and 161 names were this morning 
placed upon the register.

After enrolment, president Manning 
in an introductory address, informed the 
meeting that the institute was suftering 
from what teachers did not usually suffer 
from—a surplus of money.

It was then moved by Mr. F. Hayes 
that a part of the surplus funds be ap­
plied to paying for the admission of the 
teachers to the exhibition concert at 
Mechanics Institute this evening. In­
spector W. 8. Carter thought it was very 
derogatdfy to the dignity of the teacher’s 
institute that any such motion should be 
made. «

Secretary March differed from the 
opinion of the inspector. He hoped that 
when the institute adjourned this after­
noon they would adjourn to meet at the 
concert this evening.

Principal McLean thought that there 
was no necessity for having a surplus, 
but bethought that the money should 
not be used*in that way. He thought it 
could be used for other purposes for the 
benefit of the teachers. He agreed with 
Inspector Carter that it would be dero­
gatory to thel dignity of the institute to 
devote their money to such a minor 
purpose.

Mr. D. P. Chisholm moved in amend­
ment that a committee be appointed to 
purchase books of reference to which 
teachers might have access at all times.

Principal Hay asked why the institute 
should spend the money at all. It was 
"hot burning their pockets and he reme 
be red times of emergency when money 
was very necessary to them. He did not 
believe in any aneb misappropriation of 
the funds. Numerous other speakers 
occupied the valuable time of the meet­
ing by diseasing the pro and con of this 
highly important question.

Mr. Chisholm withdrew his amend­
ment, and-original yfOtion being put was
lost.

Mr. Montgomery moved that owing to 
the enormous surplus, 15 cents 
teacher be refunded. Seconded by 
W. S. Carter. Mr. G. U. Hay in amend­
ment moved that no money be refunded. 
Both the amendment ana the original 
resolution were lost, and the funds are 
yet safe in the treasury of the Institute.

Four very excellent papers were read 
by teachers in standards I, II, III. IV, 
on Animal Life. Each teacher dwelt 
upon the method adopted in her particu­
lar department for the development of 
the youthful mind in the great study of 
natural history; how first the knowledge 
was conveyed by pictures; how objects 
themselves were employed as illustra­
tions of what it was necessary to teach, 
and how the various component parts of 
animal life in its higher and lower organ­
ization were named and their functions 
explained to the pnpils.

MISS MARY B. O’SULLIVAN
read the first paper on the subject, 
which pointed out some of her devices 
for leading the little people to the in­
telligent observation of lower animal 
forms. The fact that every healthy boy 
is a born contortionist naturally sug­
gested ^physical exercises for teaching 
the principal parts of the body. The 
names were quickly learned and the 
parts i distinguished; their uses dwelt 
upon, and their importance clearly im­
pressed.

The writer showed how she made use 
of pictures as silent educators. They 
impressed themselves on the mind more 
than words, because the pupil 
at once manifested an interest 
in them. The pictures that she 
used cost twenty four cents, and in five 
years furnished ' instruction and hi­

per

numerable language lessons to four 
hundred children. Conversations on 
pictures brought books to school, and a 
liking for books immediately sprung up. 
The teacher also introduced mechanical 
toys into her department to facilitate in 
the education of her pupils. Continuing 
she said that she had her ordinary 
pupils collect business and other cards 
with pictures of animals; her grading 
class a set of natural history cards, 
pictures cut from every available source 
and pasted on cards, and a lot of printed 
slips, each slip containing a descriptive 
sentence. In this connection drawing 
was invaluable, and every conversation 
should be illustrated by a blackboard 
sketch.

Clay moulding which had recently 
been introduced into the school system 
was of considerable value, inasmuch as 
the work involved in moulding would 
lmpress-the facts of structure afnd fo i : 
tion on the mind of the pupil more than 
anything else. Imitations of animals 
form an interesting collection and have 
the advantage of being inexpensive. 
Then she referred her pupils to the win­
dows of taxidermists where stuffed ani­
mals were exhibited, each one of which 
had its lesson to teach.

This interesting paper concluded with 
an admonition to children and to every­
body to ever show kindness to God’s 
creatures and to recognize the pow 
the Creator in his works of life.

teresting a paper which was marked by 
breadth and knowledge of how the sub­
ject should be taught She said : Natu­
ral history is one of the most instruc­
tive, elevating and valuable of all 
sciences, and it is desirable therefore, 
that the young should be attracted to­
wards it by alively presentment of some 
of its aspects. In whatever direction we 
turn we everywhere meet the varied 
forms of animal life. Earth, air, water, 
are all alike occupied by multitudes of 
living creatures, each fitted especially for 
the habitation prepared for it. Every 
wood or meadow, nay, every tree or 
shrub, or tuft of grass has its habit­
ants ; even beneath the surface of the 
ground numbers of animals may be 
found fulfilling the purposes for which 
their species was called into existence. 
Everywhere we find traces ot animal ex­
istence : everywhere find ourselves sur­
rounded by living creatures in a profus­
ion and variety which may well, excite 
our wonder and admiration. Wherever 
we go, let us keep our eyes open, and our 
minds awake, to the lessons of nature.

The more a pnpil observes the more 
be will find to see, and the better will he 
be able to see it.

They were of Quinine impound. \ or,
lying side by side with their pipes be­
tween them. Every available space on 
the walls of what may be termed a 
closet is covered with photographs, prin­
cipally those of children and young girls.
There are many also of an obscene char­
acter. A small chest in front of the bunk 
contained a various collection of trash.
Mr. Kee must be a successful correspond­
ent, to judge by the number of letters 
which he has received from girls in all 
parts of the country. He is addressed 
by them in the most endearing terms 
and sonde of them, to judge by the style 
of the writing, are well educated girls.

The next room sexes for laundry and 
also kitchen purposes. It presented a most 
filthy appearence. Adjoining is a space 
which contains more Chinese cahos and 
a number of bunks. Two of them are sep­
arated from the rest and hidden from 
view by a kind of cheap canvas por 
tieres. A number of long wooden tables 
with a blanket and a piece of Chinese 
matting thrown over them were also used 
as resting places. Other tables dose to 
the dirty and filthy looking partitions 
served as gambling tables, as evidenced 
by the gambling utensils and Chinese 
coin spread out on them.

The patrons of Sam Ring Kee, it is 
said have by>no means been only the 
low and disreputable; male and female 
people of so-called “standing” have in 
the past enjoyed his hospitality. They 
had to pp y for it, too. One of the freefhent- 
ers of the* place told of her experience last 
night. Being afraid of the heathens, she 
said she never entered the den alone, 
but accompanied by a male friend. Mr.
Kee was very careful whom he admitted.
To gain admission one had to know the 
signal. Standing in' the dark himself the 
Chinamen could easily see and recognize 
whomsoever wanted admision. For a 
“smoke” he charges from $3 to $5. The 
usual quantity he prepared was six small 
pills, but be frequently charges Tor three 
times as many.

NOTICE.

WEIGHTS AMD MEASURE'.
■Traders, Manufacturers and owners of Weights, 
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are 
specially requested to read carefully the following 
instructions and act accordingly:

1. The Weights and Measures Act provides for 
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and 
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for 
rregular inspections of the same, which may be 

made at eny time when deemed necessary by the 
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on 
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs 
or Impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in 
the performance of his duty under said Act, or 
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights 
and measures for inspection when oalltd upon to 
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors ofweights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate ("Form 0.6” with the words 
"Original for the Trader” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached. .

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
n which ordinary license certificates are done,

It was a rich autumn evening ; the 

wind had slackened and was new a 
light air, and we lingered on deck long 
after the light had faded in the western 
sky, leaving the still young moon shin­
ing brightly over the sea, across whose 
dark, wrinkled, sofly-heaving surface ran 
the wake of the speeding yacht in line 
like a pathway traversing a boundless 
moor.

One gets so used to the noise of the en­
gines, to the vibratory sensation com- 
munciated in a sort of tingling through­
out the frame of the vessel by the thrash­
ing blades, that the suspension of the 
familiar sound falls like a fearful hush 
upon the ear. Grace, who had been 
dozing opened her eyes.

“What can the matter be ?” ôried I.
As I spoke I heard a voice apparently
