*' A curious experiment in heat is per­
formed with an apparatus devised by 
Dr. Grassi. The apparatus consists of 
three concentric vessel» separated by 
annular spaces of about* thre^fourths 
of an inch. The outer space is filled 
with oil, and the inner with water. 
The oil is heated to a point above 212 
degrees Fahrenheit, when the water 
begins to boil. Oil heated to 300 de­
grees is then introduced into the cen­
tral vessel and falls rapidly to a temper­
ature about that of the boiling water. 
Dr. Grassi finds that this central oil 
cools the more quickly, the greater the 
heat of the outer ring of oil—a result 
seemingly very paridoxical.

Trouve’s utilization of electricity in 
combination With surgical instruments 
is bearing fruit. A case is reported 
from Vienna in which a doctor has suc­
ceeded in curing a cancer in the stomach, 
mainly through the assistance rendered 
by the polyscope in illuminating the 
cavity of the stomach. The electric 
probe, which rings a bell when a ball or 
any metallic substance imbedded in the 
muscles is reached, is found a valuable 
acquisition by army surgeons ; and an 
application of the same principle to sur­
gical forceps has enabled a Berlin oculist 
to save a mechanic’s eye which had re­
ceived a bit of steel. The case had be­
come so urgent that the eye must be 
lost unless the piece of metal could be 
extracted without delay ; but Dr. 
Hirschberg, by inserting a soft iron 
probe and subsequently converting it 
into a magnet by passing an electric 
current through it, withdrew the metal 
lie particle, and^aved the eye.

The presence of disagreeable odors in 
the atmosphere was the source of con­
siderable annoyance to people in certain 
districts of Paris last summer. The 
smells were found to originate in a cer­
tain establishment where refuse matter 
is manufactured into fertilizers. M

The St. John Sun appears to be-in a 
very malicious, uncomfortable and hys­
terical mood just now, because none of 
the Liberal papers have treated its at­
tacks on Mr. WeldoD, M. P., seriously, 
while only the Chiegnecto Post has re­
ferred approvingly thereto. We take 
it that our exposure of the Sun's article,

The first objection of the Sun to our 
remarks on what Mr. Weldon said is 
one characteristic of Tory morality. It 
assumes that because St. John mer­
chants patronize the Advance we are, 
therefore, debarred from publishing 
what we believe to be true. There are, 
no doubt, a large number of persons 
within the Suns party who are .kept 

,there by the loaves-and-fishes—who 
wpuld support any party or person to 
advance their own personal interests 
at the expense of the country; but there 
are a few others who have indepen­
dence themselves and also admire it in 
others—no matter which party they be­
long to. The Advance has a few ad­
vertisers of the latter class in St. John.
It has failed to secure many, no doubt, 
simply because they were inoculated 
with the Sun's doctrine and belonged.to 
those first named. Indeed, we have been 
told by several former St. John adver­
tisers that this paper was on the wrong 
side of politics for them to patronise, 
but it has been interesting for us to find 
representatives of the same concerns in 
Chatham, hat in hand, seeking the 
patronage of “ Grit” merchants with the 
same ardor as certain leading Conserva­
tive writers in St. John, have, before 
now, displayed in abasing everything 
emanating from Conservative quarters.

The St. James Gazette, this afternoon, 
says the authorities of London Custom 
House have been warned from Liverpool 
that an attempt to blow up that building 
will be made shortly. Extraordinary pre­
cautions are being taken.

Vienna, April 6.—The Presse says : 
Russia after having acceded to the Aus­
trian proposal for the unanimous recogni­
tion of the Kingdom of Roumania, now 
makes her consent conditional upon the 
adoption of measures against the Nihilists 
in Moldavia.

Constantinople, April 6.—Permission 
has been given representatives of the 
foreign press to attend the trial of the 
Nihilists and telegraph reports with a 
little restriction.

Madrid, April 6.—A disastrous flood 
has occurred at Malaga and several people 
perished. The flood at Seville bas increas­
ed and several houses fallen in.

London, April 6.—A telegram to the 
Foreign Office states that the authorities 
of Cliio ask for 4,000 tents. Only 50 
houses have been left standing. On all 
sides cries of distress are heard from the 
ruins, but nobody dares approach to render 
assistance. The Controller of Chio and 
family are still under the ruins crying for 
succor.

London, April 7.—The Athens 
pondent of the Times says it is generally 
believed the Government secretly does 
not mean war, but popular feeling is un­
flinching. The army is eager for war, 
which must break out unless the powers 
apply effective pressure to prevent it.

The Times Paris correspondent says : 
The presentation of an identical note to 
Greece has been deferred on account of the 
commemoration of Greek independence.

Germany, Austria and Russia yesterday 
formally recognized the Kingdom of Rou­
mania.

The Russian Grand Duke Nicholas Con- 
stantinovitiee, formerly notorious in con­
nexion with a theft of diamonds, was 
arrested Tuesday night in the village of 
Sublinav, on the railway to Moscow, and 
interned in a castle belonging to his father., 
The Grand Duke Constantine, a brother 
of the late Czar, has been arrested n< ar St. 
Petersburg,on suspicion of being concerned 
in political intrigues in favor of his father. 
It is not known whether the latter was 
privy to the intrigues.

London. April 8.—The Times says 
several meetings of Irish members Were 
held last night, the general opinion was 
favorable to the Land bill, but exception 
was taken in a number of instances to the 
fact that no provision is made for the 
laboring classes.

At a meeting of the Ulster members, it 
was decided to recommend the bill to the 
Ulster tenantry.

A correspondent states the Home Rulers 
are determined to oppose the emigration 
clauses.

London. April 8.—At 2 o’clock this 
morning Beacons field's condition was re­
ported unchanged.

Leading Nihilists here state that Sagert 
and his confreres, who attempted to black­
mail Straiberger are not connected with 
that organization as asserted.

In the Commons, to-day, Lord Elcho 
(Conservative) gave notice that he would 
oppose the Land Bill by an amendment, 
and that while the House was willing to 
consider any measure based upon sound 
principles, the present bill is economically 
unsound, unjust and impolitic.

Mr. Gladstone said he could not at 
present give a Government night for the 
discussion. He also said, in reply to Sir 
Stafford North cote, that he confirmed 
with the deepest concern the resignation 
of the Duke of Argyle, Lord of the Privy 
Seal, and gave his reason therefor, namely, 
his objection to a portion of the Land Bill 
He said further, iu reply to a question, 
that he could not defer debate on the 
second reading jf the Land Bill beyoud 
April 25th.

Some days ago Conservatives were cheer­

ed by the news that Sir John Л. Mac­
donald had been attending closely to public 
business for several weeks. < The fact was 
held to show that his health could bear 
the strain of the increased work necessarily 
thrown on him in the absence of Sir 
Charles Tapper. Now it is announced 
that the Premier is seriously ilf of Bright’s 
disease, a very serious matter at his age. 
He has often spoken of retirement, and it 
seems improbable that his powers will 
enable him to act much longer as head of 
the Administration. The situation must 
furnish food for grave reflections.

Sir Charles Tapper has goife out of the 
political field, and it is believed by some 
of his friends that he will never enter it 
again. Sir Leonard Tilley not long ago 
announced hie intention to retire into 
private life at the end of the present Parlia­
ment; in the meantime he cannot be relied 
on for mnçh effort. Probably he has mark 
ed a soft place as his own, the necessity for 
filling which: in case of vacancy, may 
take him off sooner than is anticipated. 
No one but Mr. Langeviu, whom Sir John 
used habitually to describe as “the little 
Jesuit,” remains to take the place of ac­
tive lieutenant and successor to the Pre­
mier. He is a man of more than ordinary 
ability, and has capacity for hard work. 
But hé is notoriously narrow in his views, 
and a self-seeker and nepotist. Mr. Mc­
Dougall, in one of his spasms of independ­
ence, once threatened to move for a return 
of all the Lange vins and their relatives in 
the public service, whereupon the erraut 
“ practical politician ” was promptly con­
ciliated. The list would have contained 
many names, even, then, in 1872, and as 
Mr. Langevin has bien again in office for 
over two years he may have provided for 
every connection. But .the country can­
not be pleased with the reflection that he 
must practically direct the Administra­
tion, and may succeed to the Conservative 
leadership at any moment. Even under 
him the Tories in Parliament might hang 
together till 1883, for men having so many 
reasons to dread a general election will do 
anything rather than bring one on. After 
that year a Liberal Gvvemment will, of 
coarse, take charge, but it seems that in 
the meantime public affairs are likely to. 
be managed by one who is neither trust­
worthy nor trusted.

The ІГІД Land Bill. HOUSE AND LANDTHE PRINCIPAL PROVISIONS OUTLINED.

FOfc SALE.London, April 7,—Gladstone presented 
the land bill in. a three-hours’ speech to 
night. The bill provides: —

Under the head of “ sale of tenures,” 
every tenancy shall first be offered to the 
landlord, and the landlord may prohibit 
the sale of tenancy where reasonable ground 
exist. The question “ What are reason­
able grounds” may be referred to the land 
courts. Where the landlord proposes to 
raise the rent to the purchasing tenant, 
the latter may re-sell, and shall be entitled 
to demand from the landlord a capitaliza­
tion equal to ten times the annual increase 
demanded. The, sale of tenancy bars a 
claim to compensation for disturbance or 
improvements, and the receipt of each com­
pensation bars the right of sale. Where a 
tenant devisee an interest to his children 
or other persons, ouly one of the devisees 
shall occupy the tenancy, the object being 
to prevent a subdivision contrary to the 
wishes of the landlord. When a tenant 
accepts the increased rent proposed by the 
landlord, such tenant may not be disturbed 
for 15 years, during which there will be no 
eviction or compulsory increase of rent, 
exeept as a consequence of the breach of 
certain statutory conditions, but, if the 
tenant declines the proposed increase and 
quits, he shall, if he sells his holding, be 
entitled to receive from the landlord 10 
times the amount of the demanded in­
crease. The statutory conditions which 
bind the tenant, as above, are for the 
pnnetoal payment of rent, guarantee 
against waste, submission to ordinary 
rights of inspection, shooting, etc., and 
prohibition to sub-let or divide without 
the written permission of the landlord. 
The limitation in the Land Act of 1870 for 
compensation for disturbances to the 
amount of £І50 will be replaced by a elid­
ing scale. Where the rent is under £30, 
compensation will be seven years’ rent- ; 
where rent is under £50, not exceeding 
five years’ rent; where rent is £100 and 
upward, not exceeding three years’s rent. 
The Act of 1870 will be further amended 
to fully protect tenant’s right for compen­
sation for improvement where the tenant 
surrenders to a new tenant at the land­
lord's wish or takes a different holding. 
The act of 1870, relating to compensation 
for improvements, on eviction by the title 
paramount, is affirmed. What is a fair 
reht may be decided by a court, on the 
application of a landlord aud tenant, from 
time to time, during the continuance of 
the tenancy, but the court’s decision shall 
have no retrospective action. When the 
court has fixed the rent, there is to be no 
disturbance for fifteen years. This period 
of fifteen years’ security for the tenant 
occurs frequently in the bill, aud is 
stituted a statuory term, which must ex­
pire before a new term begin, or new pro­
ceedings be had. The civil court of the 
county is invested with equitable jurisdic­
tion to meet cases where the landlord and 
tenant act unreasonably toward one an­
other. It may punish the tenant by 
ordering him to pay costs for refusti/g to 
accept terms the court thinks reasonable. 
It ma}7 enable the landlord to resume the

This morning’s despatches from Lon­

don show that the Irish Land Bill was 
foreshadowed very accurately in yester­
day’s telegrams. If carried intact its 
substantial effect will be to give the 
tenant fifteen-vear leases at present 
rents, and to create a saleable tenant 
right without taking from the landlords 
anything that they now possess. A 
large proportion of the future increase 
in the value of land must accrue to those 
by whose labour improvements are ef­
fected, as a result of recognizing thàt 
tenant right exists throughout the coun­
try. The parliamentary and literary 
friends of the peasantry have"again and 
again argued that permanence of tenure 
would give the people a new incentive 
to industry and cause them to effect im­
provements such as would enable them 
to increase their earings very consider­
ably. No doubt the hoped for result 
will ensue under the new system by 
which the full value of improvements 
will be secured to the tenant iti 
contingency. If he sells his right of oc­
cupation he receives the market value 
of his improvements from the purchaser. 
If the landlord attempts to obtain a 
share in improvements by raising rent 
the tenant may sell his right at the value 
established by the new rent and claim 
ten times the proposed increase from 
the landlord. This provision practical­
ly render* the landlord unjustly raising 
rent liable to a considerable fine.

The receipt from the landlord of com­
pensation for improvements necessarily 
vests in him both the freehold and the 
tenant riiriit, and consequently bars the 
sale of the latter by the out going to the 
incoming tenant. This and the 
vision that every tenancy must be offer­
ed first to.the landlord, enable him to

The administration of Sir John A. Mac­
donald does not seem to be growing in 
popularity in Canada. Coming into 
power with a very large majority and 
with the promise of sweeping reforms in 
the public service, the Conservatives have 
not fulfilled the expectations of their sup­
porters. The keen disappointment thus 
engendered has recently found significant 
expression at the polls in the defeat of 
several Ministerial candidates. In two or 
three Parliamentary districts which were 
considered safe beyond all question the 
Tory majorities have disappeared in large 
Li lierai gai ns, aud it is not improbable that 
if a general election were held the country 
would return a verdict against the party 
in power. The dissatisfaction with the 
Macdonald Ministry is especially strong in 
the Maritime Provinces, upon whom the 
tariff burdens are exceedingly heavy, 
with little or no corresponding benefits. 
Another ground of complaint against the 
Conservative party is its railroad legisla­
tion, which commits the Dominion to a so- 
called improvement policy of which no 
man can see the end.—N.Y. Herald.

To the Editor qf the Miramichi Advance :

Dear Sir :—That champion sheet, the 
Advocatet which is always ready to do the 
work of its masters, has, in to day's issue, 
made reference to the many complaints 
made by certain characters called special 
wardens, appointed by the Overseer to 
protect the fisheries. They say persons 
belonging to the Northwest turn out with 
horses and sleds and, when opportunity 
offers, fish for baas contrary to law. I can 
state from positive knowledge that there 
are only two bass holes open from the 
Northwest Bridge to Redbank, where 
there were some thousands in the fishing 
season. I had the Wardens and their 
master chase me when I was driving home 
from my work. I never fish, but then I 
would be put down as one of the offenders 
who use horses and sleds. It will do to 
gull the poor Advocate and tell the boys 
round the corners how they gave one 
fellow a scare. They say they had a 
shanty burned, and on going to board with 
a Mr. Sinclair, he received a threatening 
letter. I believe this to be true, but is is 
generally supposed that the wardens used 
both match and pen. The placid waters 
of the Northwest did not impart such an 
amount of Dutch courage aa that which 
flowed so copiously from a certain estab­
lishment at Newcastle. It was necessary 
to be well fortified before undertaking such 
a hazardous duty as chasing a few boys 
who Were out on the ice for amusement. 
To retain office they had to make a cry of 
desperate characters, aud illegal fishing.
I wt*nt to see the fisheries protected if it is 
done rightly, but the Indians are allowed 
to fish all winter with small meshed nete, 
catch all the small tiasa they can, destroy 
ten times more fish than are destroyed by 
any other means, mid the officers pay no 
attention to them. But should one of the 
fishermen, who thinks he has been defraud, 
ed out of a mouth attempt to fish illegally, 
the officers raise a cry against the whole 
Cduimuuity.

The people of the Northwest are begin 
ing to see things ill their proper light, and 
they want a change from the Inspector 
dowu. One good mau who will act fairly 
and look after the proper way to protect 
tha fisheries, will afford more protection 
than all the hungry crowd who are now 
bringing it into contempt.

The Advocate wants the Government to 
send a detective to ferret out matters. I 
hope he will come, and if he begins in the 
right direction he might be able to account 
for mysterious disappearances of salmon 
from the Hatchery, fiud out how a war­
den up here could fish all winter without 
license—the Owrseer knowing it and 
coining where he waa fishing, and not 
taking his net when he took one from a 
little orphan boy who had only 
l>ecause he had no license. But, then, 
they are birds of the same feather and 
they help one another as they are all in 
the same boat.
