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Never I** roared the infuriated duke." 

"In a tower taken by assault the victor 
allows no terms to be dictated to him, 
and I will take such measures to dis­
cover your governor as shall strike ter­
ror into your hearts.”

“Advance" Scientific Miscellany.
THE DAILY ACTIVITY OF ANIMALS—THE AIR 

AS A ROCK CARRIER—SHALL THE COOK­
ING SCHOOL BE ABOLISHED 1—ANOTHER 
LOW TEMPERATURE ANOMALY — HEAT 
SCREENING EFFECT OF ATMOSPHERIC 
DUST—STRUCTURE OF THE ARC LT' HT— 
A NEW FIBER PROCESS—A MAN DISSOLV­
ED IN ACID.

A method of recording thé daily ac­
tivity of animals was described at the 
late meeting of the American Physiologi­
cal Society. A circular cage, rotated by 
the slightest movement of the animal, 
is used, end the motion ia automatically 
recorded on a moving strip of paper. 
Rats, mice and squirrels have been made 
to report their periods of activity and 
rest by this means. Rats and mice 
divide their time into about 12 hours of 
rest during the day add 12 hours of 
intermittent work at night, short inter­
vals of work in the latter period being 
interrupted by nearly equal rests. The 
squirrel, in winter, works steadily for 20 
minutes to 2 hours early in the morning, 
and is sometimes active for a few minutée 
late in the evening, resting nearly 22 
hours a day. Food has a decided in­
fluence. Diet rich in proteid induces 
great activity, fat having the opposite 
etfe:t, and reducing the actual work of 
rats and mice from C to 8 hours to a few 
minutes. No uniform effect of alcohol 
could be demonstrated. The activity of 
animals is increased by high barometric 
pressure.

The air has received too little credit 
as a geological agent, in the belief of 
Prof. J. A. Udden, of Auguetana College. 
It is 813 times lighter than water, aud ex- 
eits no wave motion on the earth’s surface, 
the erosive effect of wind therefore being 
important only in regions of abrupt and 
broken reliefs undtfc a dry climate. Rock 
material can be transported by the 
atmosphere only as fine dust, the largest 
quartz particles an ordinary strong wind 

sustain being about 1-250 of an inch 
in diameter. The carrying capacity of 
air for smaller particles is great, being 
estimated to be, at a velocity of five miles 
an hour, about 1-1000 of that of an equal 

Tfie-wfiole atmosphere 
over the Mississippi valley, if the wind 
blows ten times as fast as the water runs, 
may transport 1000 times as much dust 
as the river.

As everybody on the Miramichi who is 
acquainted with the locality knows, the 
Government has made a very serious 
mistake in choosing the site of this wharf. 
The fact that leading men of the business 
centre of the locality, where the stores 
and steamboat landing are located and 
the large fish business of the whole dis­
trict done, did not favor the Government 
candidate in the last election, had the 
effect of a site as remote and inconvenient 
as possible being chosen for the long- 
desired wharf. The engineers sent by 
the Public Works Department to, make 
the necessary survey made their plans ac ­
cordingly. After the people of the local­
ity became aware of the mistake made. 
and had protested against it at Ottawa, " 
two minor engineers were sent here a 
few weeks.ago, ostensibly to re-examine 
the shore, make new soundings, etc.

Peter Mitchell, lost the control of Dom­
inion patronage in Northumberland. 
It will be rernetntiered thàt owing— 
as was believed at the timé^-to the 
inspector not ceasing te support his 
brother for the House of Common^ he 
was ordered to St John by the Depart­
ment, and finally deprived of his office 
by it being abolished.

The weather of last week was unusually 

boisterous and cold, causing great human 
suffering and damage to propet ty. It 
is generally supposed that we, in Northern 
New Brunswick, are especially visited by 
snow Florins and. cold waves, but while 
we have, of late shared with others of 
the Zone in the former we have been 
surprised over the fact that the weather 
has been colder in mere southern lati­
tudes of both Eu i ope and merica, than 
on the Miramichi. Our meteorological 
authorities have been pretty badly thrown 
and their “probabilities” have turned 
out quite unreliable. For instance, the 
Toronto observatory—the chief bureau 
for the Dominion—announced Thursday 
for the next 24 hours—“strong Westerly 
to Northwest winds generally fair and 
very cold.” What we really had was 
very strong Easterly winds and a snow 
blizzard. Here are some press despatches 
which show the extent and severity of 
the "bad weather :—

Watertown, N. Y., Feb. 7.—At Evan’s 
Mill*, ten miles north of here, at seven 
o’clock this morning the spirit thermometer 
indicated that the temperature wm 36 below 
zero.

Chicago. Feb. 7.-^he temperature is at 
zero. The wind is blowing at the rate of 
from forty to sixty miles an hour, bat the 
fall of fine, dry snow Ьм stopped, after 
obstructing all the street railway lines and 
crippling the mail trains on every system 
running into the city.

All sections of the country heard from so 
far, report that the cold wave is holding on 
firmly, with little prospects of cessation. 
In Kansas and NebrMka, great suffering 
prevails on account of the severe blizzards 
which have been general over both states.

Illinois and Indiana are in the grMp of 
snowstorm» and business is almost entirely 
suspended in some of the smaller towns and 
villages. The storm is due to an exceediog 
high area which developed in the. north­
west Snow accompanied by ttie 
west wind, came down the Missouri Valley 
with a rush. It is good for two days more 
at least.

St. Louis Mo., Feb. 7—At 9 o’clock this 
moraing the quicksilver touched seven below 
zero. A strong north-westerly gale is blow­
ing accompanied by flurries of fine, hard 
enow. The indications are that the cold will 
increase and the worst blizzard for several 
years is anticipated.

Extremely cold weather accompanied by 
high winds and snow, is reported from 
points in south-west and western Missouri 
and in Indiana, Iowa, NebrMka and Okla- 
bama.

Northern Техм and Southern Ar- 
kansas are suffering from a blizzard. The 
mercury dropped forty degrees between 
noon and midnight yesterday, and at eight 
o’clock this morning, at Dennison, Tex., 
it was five below zero.

Miles City, Miob., Feb. 7.—Lee Parish, 
William Moore and Spencer Henry left 
here yesterday in a sleigh for a ranch several 
miles distant. They became loot in a blind­
ing snow and late in the afternoon Henry

South Norwalk, Conn., Feb. 7—The har­

London, February 7.—Traffic of small 
vessels is greatly endangered by heavy ice 
packs at the mouth of the Thames. Snow 
ploughs, which had been sent out to clear 
the lines, have themselves been imbedded in 
enow banks and the men operating them 
have suffered severely frem the intense cold.

The other would , begin at liedistone’s 
Paint on the soutty aide of the Cove and 
ran in a northerly direction towards the 
outer point of the first, leaving a passage 
between the two,large enough to admit of 
vessels entering. The southern break­
water would be abont 100 yards in length 
and stand in from four to nine feet of 
water at low tide, while that on the north 
aide woold be in from one to two feet of 
water excepting at. its enter extremity 
where there would be nine feet of water 
for about twenty five feet of it» length.

The people interested in the proposed 
breakwater are situated so far from the 
railway that they cannot conveniently 
avail themselves of its advantages, and 
they very properly claim that as they 
willingly contribute with others who are 
near the railway to its maintenance, as 
well as to other public works from which 
they derive no direct benefit, they ought 
to look with confidence to the favor they 
ask being granted to them.

He thinks hie com-Cottnn and other substances regarded 
as bad conductors of heat have been test­
ed under great cold at M. Raoul Pictet’s 
laboratory. At temperatures lower than 
about 80 degrees below zefo C., the sub­
stances behaved like perfect conductors of 
heat radiation ; and copper cylinders,cool 
ed 170 degrees below zero (274 degrees be­
low zero F.) rose in temperature quite as 
rapidly when cased in cotton wool 20 
inches thick as when naked. At tempera­
tures higher than 80 degrees below zero, 
the influence of the packing became per­
ceptible, and the rate of warming varied 
epth the thickness of the layer.

Investigations by Prof. A. Bartoli have 
proven that atmospheric dust exerts a 
very considerable influence on the inten­
sity of the sun’s rays passing through it. 
In July 1892, the great eruption of 
Etna tilled the air іл its vicinity with an 
impalpable dubt, whioh tell gently, and 
gave the sun a slight reddish tinge. On a 
calm cloudless day it was found that 28 
per cent, of the heat transmitted by pure 
air was intercepted by this dust.

A Fredericton despatch of 8th iost says 
The medical staff of the Victoria Hospital, 

comprising all the phymeians of the city, 
tendered its resignation to the Board of 
Trustees of that institution this afternoon. 
The staff, it seems, made application some 
time ago for the appointment of one of its 
members to the Board of Trustees, and 
at the time heard by the Board in support 
of the application. The Board then declined 
to grant the request, assigning as a reason 
for their decision that there was no 
vacancy and they deemed it inadvisable to 
increase the membership. The medical men 
accepted this excuse for non-compliance 
with their request gracefully, but when they 
learned recently that two new appointments 
had been made to the Board without their 
having been consulted, they regarded it, in 
view of the fact that for eight years they had 
given services grateitonsly te the institution, 
as an apt so discourteous as to call for some 
expression of resentment. They according­
ly held a meeting and resolved to communi­
cate their sentiments in the matter to the 
trustees and to ask if it was thoir intention 
to recede from the position they bad taken, 
intimating at the same time that, if they 
did not, they would feel compelled ’'to take 
some definite action to maintain their self- 
respect. *’ The trustees, upon receipt of this 
communication, met and resolved that it 
would be “inexpedient to accede to the 
request” of the staff. Toe communie »tion 
ot this decision to the staff resulted in the 
latter’s resignation as above intimated this 
tfternoon, to take effect on the 15th met. 
Tue matter has canned qnite a sensation, 
and is the subject of much discussion. 
Public sentiment is strongly against the

GEO. W. CUTTER,

John was noticed taking a nap a couple of 
times during the long weary arguments nf 
rt-wusel for the United States. We can 
well understand that listening to the sane 
•id arguments which he himself had tried 
to work off seventeen years before against 
Canada made him weary enough to take a 
nap. He must have smiled often to him­
self as he noticed the serious way his as­
sociates listened to the sophistical argu­
ments of Mr. Carter. He could have slept 
half the time and then know more about 
the case than any of his associates.

He was urged upon to enter the legisla­
ture, and, much against bis will, consent­
ed. and was elected for Antigonish in a 
by-election in December, 1877. On the 
Goyernment being returned in the follow­
ing October, 1878, he was appointed At­
torney-General, and discharged the duties 
of his office with conspicuous ability and 
satisfaction. At the same time he carried 
on his practice at the head of the largest 
law firm in the province,fand neglected no 
briefs. In his dual capacity as Attorney- 
General and working head of a large prac­
tice, he first displayed that tireless energy 
and worïderful capacity for work that 
never ceased until he literally consumed 
himself. He assumed the Premiership of 
Nova Scotia in 1882, but was defeated a 
few months afterwards, and retired to tho 
Supreme Court, which was more congen­
ial to him than politics. No judge in his 
province ever possessed in the same mark-: 
ed degree the gift of orderly, easy, and .ac­
curate expression of his views. He al­
ways endeavored to get at the truth, at the 
very heart of a case, and he was not will­
ing even to deceive himself; he was al­
ways great enough to find the truth, and 
strong enough to pronounce judgment 
even against his own „desires. He had no 
whims, no fancies. He had a clear, logical 
mind, and in its presence the obscure be­
came luminous, and the most complex and 
intricate legal proprositiou became simple. 
He knew that even great, ideas should be 
expressed in vthe simplest manner possi­
ble—hence his judgments were models.

When he entered the Federal Arena, the 
great race and religious storm swept this 
country, and yet he stood unmoved, pati­
ent, just, and candid amid it nil, and 
within six months he probably won the 
greatest personal triumph of his life in the 
debate on the execution of Ixmis Reil. 
The Hon. Edward Blake, on that memor­
able occasion, arraigned the Government 
as it had never been arraigned before, and 
it was felt that no man on the Govern­
ment side could reply to the greatest for-> 
ensic orator Canada ever produced, and 
one who, in the opinion of the writer, may 
to-day be fairly ranked among the world’s 
greatest forensic orators. Few, if any, 
in that House believed that the Hon. John 
Thompson could make an effective, let 
alone a crushing reply. The supporters of 
the Government scanned Mr. Thompson 
as he stood up, but there was nothing in 
the air or manner of the quiet little gentle­
man from down by the sea, to give them 
hope or confidence, and a look of doubt 
and fear passed over their countenances. 
On the other side, the Opposition, as they 
surveyed the quiet, unassuming Minister 
of Justice, felt that they had nothing to 
dread from him. But the indefatigable 
work for years as lawyer, Attorney-Gen­
eral, and Judge, and months spent on 
Woodworth vs. Troop, when he had mas­
ticated the rights, duties, and prerogatives 
of the British Parliament for centuries, 
were now to stand him in good stead. 
And as he proceeded in his argument and 
exposed or brushed aside, one after an- 
pther, the sophistries of Mr. Blake, and 
drew from his great store-house of ac­
cumulated knowledge, fact after fact and 
argument after argument, he must have 
felt that his years of toil and midnight 
oil had not been spent in vain. All Can­
ada knows the result of that debate. 
His party went wild over him, and he 
woke up the next morning to find 
himself famous. It is honorable to 

^the Ontario Bar to know that one of the 
most sincere admirers Mr. Thompson had 
when he closed his speech, was the Hon. 
Edward Blake. This feeling was recipro­
cated by Sir John Thompson, who, in con­
versation with the writer a couple of years 
ago, said that Mr. Blake possessed the 
greatest legal mind he ever met, and ex- 

' pressed the opinion that Mr. Blake was 
very much misunderstood. The writer 
gathered the impression that there 
kindred feeling between the two men.

He had the faculty in an eminent degree 
of clothing in clear and concise language 
the most difficult and involved proposi­
tions of law; he could make questions so 
clear that they no longer appeared to have 
ever been difficult. This wonderful facul­
ty was not for many years appreciated by 
his legal opponents. Case after case he 
won, and year after year he continued to 
be successful before the Courts. Yet to 
his opponents he did not appear to win by 
his ability—they put his success down to 
luck in always holding a brief on the easy 
side of the case. There never appeared to 
be any room to doubt the result; his side 
of the question was so right and simple it 
won on its merits, as it appeared to oppos- 
ing counsel. He had a clear, logical mind, 
and so expressed everything in the sim­
plest manner. He could influence others 
without effort, and consequently they 
never felt his personality, and never felt 
they were being influenced by him. He 
was an orator simple, sincere mid lucid. 
There is all the difference in the world be­
tween an orator ami an elocutionist. An 
orator convinces people, and an elocution­
ist entertains and wins personal admir­
ation. An orator places the idea above

wtllA MARITIME BOARD OF TRADE-THE PEDLAR
NUISANCE,- FERRIAGE RATES ON THE
MIRAMICHI.—I. C. R. FREIGHT DISCRIMI­
NATION.

Thu Council ef the Chatham Board of 
Trade met on Monday evening and complet­
ed its organization, Th* President, W. 8. 
Loggie, Esq., occupied the chair.

The Secretary, Mr J. D. B. F, Mackenzie, 
read a commanication from Mr. Cornwall, 
Secretary of the St, John Board, directing 
attention to the subject of forming a Board 
of Trade for the Maritime Provinces, as 
presented by Mr. Creed, Secretary of the 
Halifax Board.

The Chatham Council directed the secre 
tary to communicate with the secretary of 
the Halifax Bjard, asking for further 
information as to tne proposed Maritime 
Boaid, and intimating • that am y proposals 
made would be duly considered by the 
Chatham Board.

The subject of the pedlar «nuisance was 
next discussed. It waa stated that a horde 
ot foreigners who had been obliged to leave 
tne province of Qacbeo by reason of the 
high iiceuae fee exacted from pedlars there, 
had located themselves in this County, 
making their headquarters in Chatham, 
which, being an nniucoiporated town, gave 
them opportunity to trade in a manner 
permitted in no other place of its size in the 
Maritime Provinces. They had a supply 
depot here, and while à few of the combina­
tion had paid road taxes or some other parts 
of the usual taxation, simply to evade the 
license fee chargeable under the Act of 
Assembly of 1893. others plied the business 
of their employers—who lived in the 
province of Qaebsc —without being either 
t «x-payere or licensed pad і ага.

It was, in view of the facte stated, resolv­
ed to memorialise the government and legis­
lature to amend the Pediars’ Act so as to 
require ah persons followmg the business of 
pedlars to take ont iiueosA, excepting in the 
uonuties of which they are resideute and 
rate payers.

It was also pointed out that it is now 
neceeaary under the Act to prove more than 
one actual sale by non licensed foreign 
pedlars, and it was decided to-ask lor an 
amendment by which the offering of goods 
tor gale will render the nulicensed pedlar 
liable to fiue.

A committee consisting of the President, 
and Secretary and Messie. S. U. McCttilty, 
R. A. Murdoch and D G. Smith, was 
appointed $e prepare a memorial to the 
government in acooidance with the views of 
the council.
