IN NEW PROVINCES
Any even numbered section of Dom­

inion Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche­
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26, 
not reserved, may be homesteaded by 
any person who Is the sole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years of 
age, to the extent et one-quarter sec­
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

different camps. The resiilt of the 
voting having been officially announced 
on Saturday, the operators signed the 
agreement during the afternoon. All 
the members of the executive board of 
the United Mine Workers met in con­
ference this morning and authorized 
their officers to sign. They have just 
come to my room in the hotel and add­
ed their signatures to the agreement. 
District President Sherman informs me 
that the board has issued instructions 
for the men to return to work imme­
diately. All mines in this district 
should be in operation tomorrow. Con­
ciliation board will meet this afternoon 
to receive notification from the parties 
that their differences have been satis­
factorily adjusted and thàt a contract 
has been signed covering conditions for 
two years.
