BIG PLANT BURNING
IN KANSAS CITY

Packing Goncern in Flames—
Firemen Gan Do Nothing

Blaze is in the Flooded District and
Cannot be Reached—Five Men
Reported Killed.

e

KANSAS CITY, June 12.—Fire which
started before daylight in the million
and half dollars packing plant of Nel-
son Morris and Company in Kansas
City, Kansas, had by nine o'clock
progressed so far that it was feared
| the entire structure would be destroy-
ed. At that hour dynamite was being
used to stop the flames. Two laborers
had been killed-and another man was
injured.

The plant is in the flooded district
and is entirely surrounded by water.
The fire was started by an explosion
¢ in the chemical department and the

flames spread rapidly. Because of the
. flood, the firemen were unable to reach

nearer than within two blocks of the
. building with their apparatus and -aid
. was asked of the Missouri side, but the
engines from there could not get across
the flooded district.

KANSAS CITY, June 12. — The main
buildint of the Nelson Morris Pks.
plant is doomed. Five men have been
killed. There is taik of dynamiting
some other buildings.

KANSAS CITY, June 12—The sau-
sage department was the first to go.
The contents of this building furnish-
ed much of the inflamable material for
the flames and when the first streams
could be turned, this section of the
plant was doomed. Telephone com-
munication with the scene having been
destroyed by the flood, it was difficult
to get at once an accurate estimate of
the loss.

The Nelson Morris plant is situated
near the Riverside section, on & low
lying ground. It was built three years
ago and was one of the most complete
in the country. For three days past, or
since the worst phase of the present
flood began, there had been no slaught-
ering at the plant and operations were
practically at a standstill. Men had
been kept at work day and night try-
ing to save the meats on hand and
pumping water from the basement.
When the plant was completed Jan-
uary 7, 1905, it was valued at $2,225,000,
of which the buildings represented
$1,245,000, the machinery $488,000, and
miscellaneous equipments $422,000. The
loss of meat is enormous. The coolers
were packed to their capacity as the
flood had interfered with railway traf-
fic long before the water shut down
the plant.

SAINT JOHN HARBOR

City to be Reimbursed for

All Its

Expenditure---Plans for Future
Framed

OTTAWA, June 11.—The important
proposal of placing a portion of St.
John harbor under a commission and
plans for the general development of
the harbor for export business were
discussed tonight by Hon. Dr. Pugsley
and a delegation from St. John con-
sisting of Mayor Bullock, Ald. Frink,
Ald. Elkin, Ald. Baxter and H. B.
Schofleld of the St. John Board of
Trade.

The location of the new drill hall was
discussed at a meeting in the after-
noon at which there were present the
whole delegation with Dr. Pugsley and
Sir Prederick Borden, Minister of
Militia. The Ministers both expressed
themselves in favor of placing an
amount in the supplementary estimates
for the purchase of a site. It is pos-.
sible the city will be called upon to
make an indirect contribution by pur-
chasing from the government a por-
tion of the Barracks Point military
grounds.

In discussing the question of the har-
bor the meeting was held with Mr.
Pugsley in his room in the House of
Commons and there was discussed the
question of vesting in u commission or
harbor trust the shore property on the
west side of the harbor from the
North Rodney wharf to the break-
water. On such terms as the gov-
ernment and' St. John council might
agree three commissioners were sug-
gested to whom the government
would loan at a low rate of interest
money for improvement,the bonds of the
commission being guaranteed by the
government, and the commission to be
given power to take over their harbor
properties from time to time at prices
to be agreed upon. It was also sug-
gested the commission should retain
control of all property, including yard
room on the property conveyed. This
was to keep the facilities open for the
use of all railroads.

Payment to the city, it was sug-

gested, should cover all the expendi-
tures St. John has made by lump sum
or instalment. The minister was asked
to proceed as rapidly as possible. It
was agreed that the government and
the city should co-operate in inducing
the C. P. R. to convey to the commis-
sion the unoccupied portion of the 1,600
foot strip down the bar which is leased
te them. If the city should approve of
the pian of harbor commission they
will forward a draft of necessary legis-
jation for enactment at this session.

It was also urged that the Minisier
should use the balance of this year's
appropriations for the whart and ware-
Fouses and extensions and for paying
for dredging now under contract in the
vicinity of the Beach light, looking to-
ward the future extension of harbor
improvements in that vicinity from the
Clark and Adams wharf to the harbor
front, according to the plans of the
Public Works Department recently
modified. This will make number six
berth about 760 feet long and the
north side berth over 600 feet in length.
It is probable than any grain convey-
ors built: on the new South Rodney
wharf would be taken over by the
commission, whether, they were erected
by the city or the C. P. R.

It was also urged by the delegation
that the Negro Town Point breakwater
be extended to Partridge Island as
early as possible and that improve-
ments down the Beacon bar, which are
outlined by Engineer Shewen’s plan, be
carried out gradually, as demanded by
the business of the port.

The matter of borings in Courtenay
Bay was discussed. This matter will
be taken up in Montreal with Mr.
Morse of the G- T. P. Friday.

Mr. Frink and Mr. Elkin will remain
in Ottawa to consult with Engineer
Lafleur repecting the extension of the
breakwater. They will also go to see
the Minister of Railways with refer-
ence to the aboideau at Marsh Bridge.

TIRED OF LIFE,
ATTEMPTS 10

JESPERATE MAN
UMP OFF BRIDGE

S

In a fit of despondency, R. B. Davls,
or Willam Myles, determined to end
his life yesterday afternoon by jump-
ing from the Suspension bridge to the
whirling rapids below, and would have
executed his design but for the Inter-
vention of passersby.

It seems that Watchman Burns, who
is stationed near the bridge, had 2
call from Davis about four o’clock.
Davis told the watchman that he was
going to end his life by jumping off the
bridge into the water. Although his
assertion was not taken seriously by
Burns and others in his office, one of
the number, Willlam Quinlan,  who
lives. in the vicinity, decided to watch
the man until he crossed the bridge.

When Davis reached the bridge he
made a rush for the railing and was
partly over when Quinlan reached him.
The desperate would-be suicide made
frantic efforts to free himself. Burns
soon arrived and lent his assistance,
but the two were unable to pull Davis
back. )

POLICE SUMMONED.
Policeman Rankin was summoned by
phone. Meanwhile the two men held
Davis while he hung suspended from
the bridge and fought desperately to
be released. When Policeman Rankin
arrived Davis was drawn back on to

L the bridge and then taken to the North

End police station.

After being lodged in a cell an at-
tempt was made to learn his reason
for attempting suicide. He declared
emphatically that he was tired of life
and would die in spite of the people
who tried to prevent him. “I will
starve myself to death,” he said. “Not
a particle of food will I eat. I want
to die and if I ever get loose from this
place I will succeed in killing myself.”

Several times he was asked his name
but would not answer.

In the evening he was put into a car-
riage and taken to the central police
station, where Dr. D. E. Berryman
was summoned.

A thorough examination was made
by the doctor. The man was found to
be suffering greatly from nervousness.
The doctor said that this condition
might be permanent or it might pass
off in a day or two.

While at the station the’ man was
again asked to tell who he was. He
then gave his name as William Myles.
He said he was fifty-nine years of age
and had lived in Chelsea, Mass.

BORN IN ST. JOHN.

He said he was born in St. John and

that about thirty years ago he went |

to Chelsea and operied business there.
He had been successful for years, but
the fire of a few months ago had de-
stroyed all his possessions and he was
now penniless. He added that he lost
several good horses and also the safe in
which his money was kept. This had
preyed upon his mind. He felt that
the amount lost could never be regain-
ed. Several times he asked why the
men had interfered when he tried to
end his life, and seemed to be very
despondent and melancholy.

Whether the story told by him to the
police is correct or not is not known.
it is evidently true, however, that he
has been living in St. John for some
time at the. Park Hotel. He was
identified last night by those who had
known him at the hotel. He came to
the Park Hotel on June 1 and regis-
tered as R. B. Davis of Fredericton.
end ocoupled room 34,

WOULD BROOD FOR HOURS.

‘While at the hotel he appeared to be
troubled about something and would
often sit for hours at a time brooding
in silence. He did not mention any-
thing to any one regarding himself and
would leave the hotel every day appar-
ently in his right state of mind. He
is a well built man, elean shaven and
wears a dark suit of clothes.

While in the hands of Officer Rankin
the man seemed to be unbalanced men—
tally and repeated over and over again
the story of hie ill luck in the Chelsea
fire. It is surmised that he has been
indulging in drink or some drug, and
that his mind has been affected by its
use. He will be taken before Judze
Ritchie today.

The Dowager Duchess of Argyll is

Bites Put at Same Rate in Ordinance to
Mongrel-Ridden Town

MONTCLAIR, N. J., June 11.—“An
ordinance to control barking dogs and
dcgs running at large,” was Iniroduc-
ed by Councilman Charles R. Har‘s-
horne, a Jersey City, lawyer, last night.

The ordinance provides that every
time a dog barks or howls in Moatclair
after 6 . M., the owner shall pay $5
for the first bark and $10 for each bark
thereafter. If Montclair dogs are allow-
ed by their owners to bite or attack
any one on the public street, the ordin-
ance specifies that the owner shall be
fined $5 for the first bite or attempted
bite and $10 for each subsequent bite.

Some of the owners of dogs were in-
clined to treat the subject lightly to-
day, but Counciiman Hortshorne sald
that the council-could legally pass such
an ordinance.

Hundreds of dogs run at large here
and:very few of them are muzzled.

NONCTON SO0
10 HAVE A FREE
POSTAL DELIERY

MONCTON, N. B, June 11.—Mone-
ton is to have a free postal dellvery
system to go into effect in the very
near future. This was the welcome
news conveyed to the city by a tele-
gram received this afternoon from Hon.
H. R. Emmerson, M. P, at Ottawa.
The message states that the Dominion
Postal Department has issued instruc-
tions which provide for the establish-
ment of free mail delivery here. This

FOUND DEAD
LOGKED IN TRUNK

FALL RIVER, Mass., June 11.—After
a long search the bodies of Joseph and
Andre Beaudry, 8 and 5 years old re-
spectively, were found locked in a

trunk in which they are supposed to

have hidden in order to escape going
to school this morning. Death was due
to suffocation. The interior of the
trunk and clothing and bodies of the
children gave evidence of the strug-
gles which the little ones made to
escape before death finally overcame
them.

The parents of the children work in
the mills, and they were left in care
of their older brother, Wilfred, who
was supposed to ship them off .to
school. Wilfred, who is 11 years old,
says that he thought the boys had
started for school when he left the
house himself, and he knew nothing
about their disappearance until he re-
turned home tonight to find his par-
ents anxiously searchinig for them.

During the search the attic door was
found to be locked, and after this had
been forced open it was discovered that
the lid of a large trunk in the attic,
swhich was usually kept open, was
closed. There is a spring lock on the
trunk. When it was pried open the
bodies of the two children were found
inside. It was supposed that they took
refuge there to hide from their older
brother, who would have sent them to
school.

Both the children had been repri-
manded and punished for truancy. In
the clothing of the older boy, Joseph,
was found a key of the attic door. The
medical examiner said ithe children had
probably besn in the trunk for about
12 hours.

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THE HABIT OF THRIFT.

Reference has been made,
{ous occasions during the past year, to
the fact that deposits in the govern-
ment savings bank show a marked de-
crease monthly, while withdrawals ap-
pear to be jncreasing in volume at an
even greater rate. In discussing this
circumstance different explanations
have been offered. Many are of the
opinion that the shrinkage of deposits,

‘and accompanylng expenditure of

money previously set aside, is due in
‘s large measure to what is regarded
@8 a period of depression in industry
and commerce. No doubt this is to
some extent true, but it must be ob-
vious that other causes are more or
dess directly responsible for bringing
webout what can be looked upon only as
‘an untormmte condition. Men and
women of the present day are not so
particular about the absolute security
of their savings, but are inclined to
seek by industrial or other investment
larger profits than are derived from
the ordinary savings bank. The ele-
ment of gammbling which appeals to
some, enters' here, and induces num-
.bers of those who formerly deposited
their spare funds in savings accounts,
to take the risk of outside investment
on the chance of doubling their inter—
est returna. The fact that withdrawals
{nerease and deposits decrease does
mot necessarily mean -that people are
generally avoiding the savings bank,
though this is in part correct. In St.
‘John during the past few years a num-
_fber of branches of commercial banks
all of them operating savings depart-
ments. have been opened, and all are
'Mdﬂ-lng for a share of that business
which was formerly monopolized by
‘the Dominion savings bank. These
_commercial institutions pay interest at
{the rate of three per cent, the same
@s in the federal institution, but add
! ‘he interest quarterly whereas under |
'the Dominion system it is added only
yearly. This feature attracts many |
customers who naturally suppose that
interest compounded frequently means
larger earnings. This, indeed, is true,
but as a matter of fact the difference
‘between the two systems would pro-
duce two and one-half cents on a dol-
lar, in fifteen years. Yet even this
acts against the Dominion Savings
Bank and produces a poorer showing.

As regards the demand for money
because of depression, no doubt this is
responsible for a fair share of the de-
cline in business. It has been found to
be so in all periods of dultness, and
there is no reason why the present
geason should prove an exception.

Moreover, the gradual increase in
the amount of withdrawals would seem
to indicate that persons are feeling
more and more the scarcity of money
and finding it incumbent upon them to
draw upon their savings. This might
be regarded as an indication of the
fact, scarcely percelvable,

Denles That They are Negligent—Nol
Responsible for Any Defects
in the Service

e

To the Editor of The Star.

Sir:— If ** One dissatisfied” knew
anything of the operation of telephone
systems he would realize that the
weaknesses of which he complains are
in no way due to incompetence, or neg-

! ligence of the girls at the switchboard.

His contention and the principal ob-
ject made by the Editor of the Tele-
graph is that privacy is not assured
to subscribers. The girls have nothing
to do with this. If people like_‘‘One
Dissatisfied” prefer using party lines
in order that they may obtain the
cheap rate for instruments it is their
own fault. No system has yet been dis-
covered by which when two or three
instruments are on the same line, all
thuse subscribers may not hear any
conversations.

The operators at the Central cannot
listen, for in order to do so the re-
ceivers used by them must in some way
be connected with: the switchboard arnd
whenever this is done a light shows,on
the chief operator's desk. The reason
for the light is at once sought and any
employe who is found listening is
promtly dismissed. Pesides the switch-

| board operators have no time to listen
' to conversations. Indeed the regulations
! governing their work are far more

strict than any one imagines. During
| the busy hours of the day there are
16 or 17 girls at the switchboard, each
one operating a section the extremes
of which are within reach of her hands.
All her work can be accomplished with-
out turning her head.Behind the switch
board two floor walkers are constantly
on the alert and any operator who ev-
en looks around or who speaks tq the
one next to her is reported and repri-
manded. A repetition of this offense is
punished by dismissal. The electrical
system is such that the least neglect of
duty on the part of an operator is im-
mediately noted at the chief operator’s
desk. If a switchboard girl speaks
through the transmitter anything more
than the fixed formulae laid down, a
report is made of her conduct. She
must make no reply to subseribers but

{ must refer all enquirers to the chief
| operator or to Information.

I have been told that within the past
foew days a line inspector has been en-
gaged who secures a number each day
from every switchboard and calls up
Central office in an endeavor to catch
the operators in violation of the re-

| gulations. It will thus be seen that the
| girls are very rigidly governed in their

work and any defect in the system can-
not be blamed on them.

Among present-day mnovelists the
prize for good handwriting should be
awarded to Sir Arthur Conan Doyle,
His manuscripts are a perfect picture
of clear, precise caligraphy, as easy to
read as type.

Probably the most minute as well as
the neatest handwriting is that of Fred
M. White. Mr. White writes with
his own hand every work of his stories
and novels. His manuscript, though
so microscopic, is wonderfully clear
and well formed, and easy to read
when one gets accustomed to his many
peculiarities. Another good penman is
Max Pemberton, and no one can see
even so much as his signature with-
out detecting the artist in every curve.
He, too, is trying for the eyes, for he
errs on the side of minuteness.

LITERARY PARADOX.

One of the most business-like “fists”
is that of Frank T. Bullen, whose
“Cruise of the Cachalot” aroused the
enthusiasm of Rudyard Kipling. Bul-
len told the present writer that the
very act of writing was a real joy to
him, and that he was never happier
than when covering page after page
with his sloping, schoolmaster-like
characters. Seeing that his schooling
was almost nil, this very correct style
is somewhat remarkable. Another man
who roughed it in his boyhood and
had practically no other school but the
street and the factory is Bart Kennedy.
He is a literary paradox, for his books
are nothing if not artistic, and even
poetic, and yet his manuseript could
almost be read across a street. His
writing is very clear and very large.

A popular writer who never uses a
typewriter and has no need to do so,
if clearness is the object in view, is
Silas K. Hocking. He sends in hun-
dreds of pages of MS. all beautifully
written with his own hand—a perfect
joy to the printer.

HE SOLUTION OF THE
'BRAIN-FAG PROBLEM

e e

Are periods of “brain-fag” inevitable,
or do they result from extravagant
misuse? What takes place when the
mental faculties are actively engaged,
and what is the process which involves
the condition of so-called ‘fag”? An
attempted solution of these problems
in the light of modern science forms
the subject matter of the present arti-
cle.

An essential element in the composi-
tion of brain matter is a soft, delicate
substance known as protopasm. Pro—
toplasm forms the physical basis of
life, and enjoys the inherent power of
repsoducing itself. It is divisible into
extremely minute particles, each of
which is technically termed a mole-
cule; and because the integrity and
properties of a substance reside in its
molecules, our thoughts must be di-
rected to molecules of the brain.

MOLECULE WASTE.

As the brain proceeds with its work
a greater or less quantity of its
molecules become impaired, their vi-
tality is so seriously affected that they
are rendered incapable of further ser-
vice. 1In fact, by the performance of
their normal function; they bring about
their own destruction.

Evidently then, molecular waste of
this kind, if it contlnue without ade-
quate compensation, would eventually
terminate in terrible disaster. A time
would arrive when insufficient mole-
cules remain to carry on the brain’s
work. Happily for us, such a dire
calamity may easily be averted.

Infinite wisdom has ordained t re-
production should closely follo ex-
haustion; consequently, used-up mole-
cules may be immediately replaced by
others of new formation. Given cer-
tain molecular destruction as the me-
cessary consequence of brain work, in-
stead of the organ remaining impaired,
the damaged parts are instantly made
new.

Every vacant place caused by de-
cease ‘of a used-up molecule is quickly
occupled by another one mewly formed;
the fresh tenant being the natural out-
come of fertflity on the part of mole-
cules remaining intact.

FRESH PARTICLBS.

A similar natural provision is ob-
servable in the growth of a finger nail
where living particles are constantly
engaged constructing fresh material.
As new matter is added to the root
the finger nail gradually lengthens, till
the superfluous growth is removed from
the oppvsite extremity. The oeaseless
manufacture of new stuff goes on
everywheré in the body as need Te-
quires.: Naturally, a continuous re-
pair of tissue presupposes am adequate
supply of nutriment.

Now, assuming a thoughtful reader
to be engaged in contemplating these
facts, a dual process of destruction
and repair is actively proceeding in
the substance of his brain. Each idea
that strikes him, every thought he en-
tertains, all definite efforts of his in-
tellect, cause the breaking up of some
of his brain molecules. Yet this ap-
parently wholesalo destruction is
promptly followed by a birth of fresh
particles and the new constituents take
the places of their deceased proto-
types. Reproduction is carried out
with such speed that the brain is en-
abled to proceed with its work.

SPENDTHRIFT BRAINS.

TUnder normal circumstances, the dis-
integrating and reproductive forces ex-
ert themselves uniformly, and to a
fairly equal extent, 80 that no ill ef-
fects are experienced from ordinary

_and reasonable use of the mental fa-

culties. But in circumstances where
an even balaice cannot be maintained,
there is occasion to fear lest serious
complications may ensue.

While the existing conditions of life
continue, and our habits remain what
they are, the desired equilibrium can
only be secured with difficulty. Waste
of structure proceeds at a greater pace
than the work of repair. The brain
forces are called upon at times to
make a prodigious effort; or they are
goaded by anxiety to complete a diffi-
cult task; or an occasion arises when
thought follows thought with unusual
rapidity, precluding the possibility of
sufficient reproduction to counterbal-
ance the waste.

Clearly, in any such case, the places
of used-up molecules cannot all be fill-
ed by fresh ones during the course of
a few hours’ sleep. Therefore, brain
work of this kind continued for any
length of time reduces the number of
working units, and renders those
available for use too feeble to carry
out the necessary repair.

MENTAL BANKRUPTCY.

Hence, when brought to this pass, a
man is practically on the vefge of
mental bankruptcy. The losses sus-
tained are beyond his powers of -recu-
peration. Nature warns him by a pro-
found sense of mental weariness, sug-
gesting complete cessation of work and
extension of the period of repose. As~
suming needed rest is secured, and the
destruction of molecules has not gone
too far, the reproductive forces again
exert themselves, and the brain is per-
mitted to resume its work.

During our conscious life the mole~
cular waste is always in excess of the
repair. Bach day’s toil results in an
appreciable deficit. During sleep the
opposite - is the case, for then repro-
duction is carried on with rapidity, the
work of demolition being practically at
a standstill. Therefore, if a reason-
able amount of legitimate work and
natural sleep could always be secured,
no such thing as mental breakdown
would ever occur. The .loss resulting
from each day’s labor would be com-
pensated by the succeeding night's
rest.

MOLECULAR EXPENDITURE.

But supposing a man’s periods of
sleep have for some time been unsat-
isfactory, either too short in duration
or too perfunctory in character. How
does he stand with regard to a deficit?

Plainly, his expenditure of molecules
has exceeded his income, and he be-
gins each fresh day at a distinct dis-
advantage. Even then, if the condi-
tion be limited to & week or ten days,

the deficiency may easily be retrieved
by taking .more -lengthy rest. Omn the

other hand, should the state of _things
continue for several weeks—if the daily
renewal is inadequate for months—it
is easy to see how the small deficit
would gradually mount up and assume
more alarming proportions.

To render the point clear, consider
there are 50,000 working units in the
average brain, and, after twenty-four
hours’ work and sleep the existing deé-
ficlency is a hundred molecules. Such
a comparatively small loss would hard-
ly be perceptible. But if it were re-
peated every day for monthd — if the
deficit continued to accumulate for @
year—the condition would then approx-
jmate complete exhaustion of the 50,-
000 molacules.

STRAIN OF EXCITEMENT,

The position would be on a par with
that of a spendthrift. The spendthrift
seeing no difference between capital
and income, recklessly squanders every
cent he can lay his hand upon, tilt a
moment arrives when he finds himself
a beggar.

Cascs of indiscretion, such as have
been cited above, point more or less
directly to the nature of the condition
so frequently described as one of
“prain-fag.” The condition itself is
by no rheans inevitable, but is often
the outcome of extravagant misuse.
The instances of wrong use demon-
strate in the plainest manner what
measures should be adopted if we de-
sire to avert the more serious state of
things, absolute mental collapse.

An active agent in the production of
“prain-fag’ 1s habital excessive ex-
citement. Excitement in moderation
is permissible on special occasions,
since it accelerates the speed of the
mental machinery, and serves to in-
crease the output of work. To go be-
yond moderation, and rely on the sti-
mulus of excitement to secure-the ut-
most of work in a given time, involves
an enormous destruction of the brain
molecules, and ordinary measures for

trecuperation are unequal to the task.

DON'T EAT TOO MUCH.

And any sudden jolt from one men-
tal state to another, followed by a si-
milar jolt back again, operates like a
shock to the nervous system, inflict-
ing heavy penalties.

Compare the calmer method of an
undergraduate reading for honors. The
latter seldom experiences more than
slight weariness, which entirely passes
off with a fair night’s repose. The
contrast points to the fact that purely
intellectual effort devoid of undue ex-
citement seldom depletes the mental
treasury, although the work be extend-
ed over several years.

Another potent factor, contributing
largely to loss of brain power, is over—
indulgence in pleasures usually classed
as alcoholic and gastronomic. Over-
eating and excessive drinking are re-
sponsible for more cases of mental
breakdown than all the extraordinary
efforts of which our mental faculties
are capable. Nor is the reason for this
far to seek. Like every other organ
of the body, the brain depends on the
blood for supplies of suitable nourish-
ment. When this fluid is laden with
waste producte from excessive feeding,
its circulation fails to distribute an
adequate amount of nutriment. And
what is more, not only is there defi-
ciency of nutrition, but the refuse of
excesses acts as poison in the system,
a share of which still further depletes
the already enfeebled brain.

In conclusion, it may be said, the
brain’s condition is largely subject to
the worker's control, its use or abuse
being determinable by its owner. So
long as he confines its working to
what is legitimate and natural, and his
habits are regulated by reason and
good sense, “prain-fag’’ is highly im-
probable, and actual break-down will
never occur.

The transfer to contingent account
covers the extra cost of coal &uring the
year brought by the Dominion Coal
Company's annulment of the contract,
which is now before the courts.

THE COURAGE OF
“THE GUIDES” OF INDIA

e s

It is exactly fifty years ago since
peace and order were restored in In-
dia, after the great mutiny, and in the
thrilling story of how the revolt of 100,~
000 native troops was crushed by some
40,000 European soldiers under Law-
rence and Campbell, the name of “The
Guides”’ looms large. The latter were
a corps formed in 1846 by Sir Henry
Lawrence who, at a time when €ol-
diers fought, marched and lived in
tight scarlet tunics, high stocks, trous-
ers tightly strapped over Wellington
boots, and shakos which would now
be looked upon as almost certain death,
decided to raise a troop of comfortably
and suitably clad soldiers — trustwor-
thy men who could, at a moment’s no-
tice, act as guides in the field, collect
intelligence, and, in addition, give and
take hard blows.

IDOLIZED COMMANDER.

Martinets of the old school gravely
shook their heals and trembled for
the discipline of men without stocks
and overalls, saye Colonel G- J. Young-
husband, C. B., in his “Story of the
Guides.” But, without exaggeration, it
may be said that no body of British
troops have, in the history of the Em~
pire, displayed greater courage and
more ready obedience at all times than
“The Guides,” in spite of the fact that
they were recruited from a great num-
ber of different tribes.

Their first commander was Sir Har-
ry Lumsden, a scion of a fine old sol-
dier stock in Aberdeenshire, Scotland
who was idolized by his men. This de-
votion is well illustrated by the fol-
lowing incident. One day S8ir John
Lawrence said something to annoy
Lumsden, and this became evident to
the faithful fellows who were ready to
rush into any danger at his order. In
the evening an orderly came to Lume-
den secretly, and said:—

“It is only this, sahib; I and my com-
panions noticed that the Lord Sahib
spoke today words that were not
pleasing to your -Excellency, and that
you were angry and displeased whenr
you heard them. So we have consulted
together as to how best we may serve
the proper end; for it is not risht and
proper that we should allow our colonel
sahib to be harshly spoken to by any-
one. There is, therefore, this alterna-
tive: the Lord Sahib has arranged to
leave by the straight road tomorrow
morning for Peshwar, but with your
honor's kind permission and by the
grace of God there is no reason what-
ever why he should ever reach )£ st by

NOBLE FIGHTING SPIRIT.

One of the most famous feats accom-
plished by the corps was their march
to Delhi during the Indian Mutiny, at
@ time when their arrival exercised a
great moral effect on the force they
came to assist. In the hottest season
of the year and through the hottest
region on earth they marched 580 miles
in just over twenty-one days—an av-
erage of twenty-seven miles a day —
and when they were asked, at the end
of their tremendous, march, how soon

‘they would be ready to go into action

the reply was: “In half an hour.” Such
was the fighting spirit of “The Guides”
but ten years after they had been
formed. -

Perhaps the most striking exploit of
“The Guides” described in Colonel
Younghusband’s book is the story of
how a handful of “Guides” captured
the formidable fortress of Gorindgar,
together with seventy guns and a regi-
ment of infantry, with little or no loss
to themselves.

«3 pative commissioned officer, with
a party of the Guides, appzared before
the gates. bringing, as it seemed, three
prisoners. On the ground that the pris-
oners were desperate ruffians, with a
price on their heads, he Zained admit-
tance, asking that they might be shut
up in the guard-house during the night.
Trough at first he gained soms sus-
picion he contrived to gain tha trust of
the governor. Leaving a couple of
men to assist in guarding the piiscn-¢
ers, he remained with his force outside.
But during the nignt thess two men
overpowered the sentries set free the
three imprisoned men and with their
assistance openad the gates to the
Guldes, who gained a firnmn footing in
the fort before the garrison knew
what was happening.

It was “The Guides” who furnished
an escort of some seventy men to Cav-
agnari’s mission to Kabul in 1879, and
were massacred to a man.In tiie fourth
sortie from the Residency the last Kng-
lishman was killed. Xnowing this to
be the case ,the enemy called on the
remainder of ‘“I'he Guides” to surren-
der, promising them thelr:lives,

Shall we hand over the proper-
ty of the Sidar, and the dead bodies
of our officers to these sons of perdl-
tion? I for one prefer to die fighting
for duty and the fame of the Guldes,
and they that will do likewise follew
me.’” And they marched out to die.
“The annals of no army and no regi-
ment can show a brighter record of de~
voted bravery than has been achieved
by this small band of Guldes.” 8o
reads the inscription -on the momorial
at Mardan, which the British Govern-
ment raised in memory of Kabul

MINISTER 60T PAD FOR
HOLDING BURIAL SERVICE

¢
A New Source of Revenue Discovered—
Marriages Not Very Profitable
This Year.

“I made five dollars at a funeral the
other day,” said a well known city

clergyman to the Star yesterday. *“It
was the surprise of m® life. We never
expect any fees for such eervices, and
I never before knew of anyone in this
province receiving money. In weddings
it is a different matter. People always
expect to pay the minister who mar-
ries them, and as a rule the clergymen
expect some remuneration for their
work. _It is of course pleasant to be
qualified to officiate at suchfinterest-
but when they "come in
one’s regular line of duty they cease
to be wholly pleasurable and become
what in any other business would be
regarded as extra work. With fumer-
als it is different. People cannot help
dying, and surely the relatives have
to bear enough in sorrow and expense
without having: to pay for the burial
service. Yet when you come to think
of it there are lots of people who
never attach themselves to any church
and when death comes have no claim to
the services of any particular clergy-
man. They have in their lifetime fail-
ed to help towards the support of the
church, and it is not after all unreas-
onable to accept pay from them for the
last service. I know that this is done
across the border, but the custom has
never reached New Brunswick to my
knowledge. In the case I speak of the
body was brought here from the Unit-
ed States by relatives. After the ser-
vice one of the friends offered me an
envelope which I promptply declined to
accept. He insisted; I refused. Later
in the day as he was leaving he quietly
forced it on me and was gone before I
had opportunity to return it. I put
it in my pocket, and on reaching home
found it contained five dollars.

“Did it go to my wife, as wedding
money does? Well, that belief about
wedding momney is only true in the
sense that it follows the same route
as all other cash received by minis-
ters. I would like to know the clergy-
man in this - province who does not
have to give his wife, for ordinary ex-
penses, every cent he earns, and who
does not need more than he gets.

‘“Weddings are a failure this year.
They do not seem to be as numerous
as usual, nor are the bridegrooms pay-
ing up as well.”

ROGERS SENT UP FOR TRIAL
ON THE CHARGE OF THEFT

Would-he Suicide -Was This— Morning
Remanded—Two Drunks Fined—
Sheffield St. Cases up Again.

In the police court this morning two
drunks were fined $8 or two months
each. One of them was Wm. Harrity,
whose mether had to have him ejected
from her house last night. The ‘other
was an old offender, Mary Ann Reid.

Wm. Myles, was carged with attempt
at suicide and was remanded to jail.

Wm. Rogers, charged with obiaining
goods on Wednesdey last under false
pretences, was before the court.

Jas. A. Kirk, a clerk in D. J. Purdy’'s
store North End, gave evidence that
he receiv:d a tclephone message Wed-
nesgay morning at 8 o'clock from a
man who said he v.as Pilot Rogers. He
said he wanted some things for the
pilot boat H. D. Troop and would send
a boy after them.

The defendant called at the store and
said he was after the goods for the
pilot boat, and would carry them as
the boat was wailing for.them. He
got ten pounds of tea, about 15 pounds
of butter, two bottles extract of vanilla
and a twenty-one pound ham, with a
total value of $9.18. The telephone
message was sujposed by witness to
come from John Splane’s store. Witness
identified the ham, butter and vanilla
as the properiy of D. J. Purdy.

A clerk in Short’s meat market, Main
street, told the court of Rogers selling
her a part tub of butter for $2.40.

John Splane testified that he had
done business for the pilot boat H. D-
Troop, that the defendant was not em-
ployed on the vessel, and that on the
morning in question neither he nor any
jother person telephoned from his store
to Purdy's for groceries. The pilot
boat was aground on Wednesday morn-
ing, being painted. -

Hugh McCormick, a Main street bar-
ber, gave evidence of Rogers trying to
sell him a ham on Wednesday morning,
and defendant then was under the in-
fluence of liquor.

Policeman Merrick told the court of
making enquiries about Rogers’ ac-
tions and arresting him. The magis-
trate committed Rogers to trial at the
next sitting of the circuit court, which
opens next Tuesday, and in so doing
said: “You were before me in January,
adjudged guilty, and allowed to go on
suspended sentence. I could now send
you to ja(ikf\tor a year. You put up the
plea of being drunk as a defence. I
say that drunkenness is no excuse ac-
cording to law, and will send you up
for trial. If you keep on with that de-
fense in the other court you can’t tell
how successful you will be.”

The fighting case of Marshall and
Kelley was again before the court.
Marshall was allowed to go to hie work
and told he did not appear to be as
much to blame as Kelley. The latter
was again remanded to jail.

Mattie Iee and George Lee, charged
with stealing $57 from Percy Barnett,
were again before the court and were
represented by E. S. Ritchie, Police-
man Lucas was the only witness ‘and
told of the Lees saying they- knew
nothing of the money. After a search
they blamed each other for putting the
money in a coal pile. Sergt. Campbell
dug the money out of the coal. The
prisoners were remanded until this af-
ternoon, when Officers Campbell and
Sullivan will testify.

Annie Taylor, charged with keeping
a bawdy house, and Agnes Cunning-
ham with being an inmate, were be-
fore the court and rerpanded until this
afternoon.
