ТОКІО, May 4, 9 p. m.—The reports 
which have been received here of the 
successful blocking of the entrance to 
Port Arthur harbor by- the Japanese, 
coming on the heels of the news of 
the victory on the Yalu, stirred Токіо 
to another popular demonstration, and 
tonight thousands of men carrying 
lanterns, swinging high from bamboo 
poles, paraded through the city. Half 
a dozen bands of music led the pro­
cessions. The offices of the war and 
navy departments and of the general 
staff were the scenes of the greatest 
enthusiasm. Two of the imperial 
princes visited the navy department, 
and the assembled crowd welcomed 
them with cheers. Then the throng 
demanded Admiral Ito, chief of the 
general staff and the hero of the fight 
on the Yalu during the Chino-Japan- 
ese war. He appeared in response to 
the calls of the people and saluted the 
crowd.

It had been expected that tidings of 
the Port Arthur engagement would 
come from Vice-Admiral Togo s otite 
time during the day, but none were 
received. The report which has reach­
ed here from Europe that General 
Kuropatkin, the commandre-in-chlef 
of the Russian troops in the Far East, 
is personally leading 20,000 men from 
Liao Yang to Feng Wang Cheng, is 
welcomed as good news, on the theory 
that the more aggressive the Russian 
campaign becomes, the more speedy 
will the Japanese find victory.

Suggestion That Home Government

ST. PETERSBURG, May 6. 3.30 a.

Word arrived in the city Tuesday 
of the death of Harold Ansley, the 
two-year-old son of Fred Ansley, from 
poisoning.

It was only a few days ago that 
Mr. Ansley, who had been residing on 
King street East, moved with his fam­
ily from this city to Rothesay. His 
household effects are yet unsettled and 
the child in roving about yesterday 
afternoon picked up two tablets which 
it evidently took tor candy.

The child ate them, and shortly after 
was seized with violent convulsions. 
This occurred about 3 o’clock Monday 
afternoon.

All Monday night the child endured 
the most excruciating agony. The best 
medical assistance available strove for 
the Child’s life. Had the poison been 
in the form off fluid it might have been 
removed from the child and its fatal 
consequences avoided. But it was in 
the foffto of a solid and its dislodgment 
from the intestines was almost impos­
sible until dissolution. The child could 
not survive the dose, half of which 
would more than sufficient to kill a 
horse, and died yesterday morning 
about 7 o’clock.

Resolution Favoring Its Repeal De­
feated.

■

.LONDON, May 4.—The house of 
commons tonight, by a vote of 197 to 
124, rejected a resolution in favor of 
the repeal of the Irish Crimes Act.

George Wyndham, chief secretary

HAMPTON, Kings Co., May 4,—This 
morning at the adjourned sitting of 
the criminal division of the Kings 
county court, under the Speedy Trials 
Act, Judge Wedderburn had Murrell _ 
Cole, the eleven-year-old boy, who 
pleaded guilty to a charge of break­
ing and entering and stealing a revol­
ver from the Sussex Mercantile Co.’s 
store on April 9th, brought in from 
jail to receive his sentence. His honor 
said he had received a petition sent to 
him on behalf of the prisoner, which, 
however, was of little avail, as he had 
personally learned that this was at 
least the fifth criminal offence com­
mitted by him, among which he named, 
stealing the contents of a little girl’s 
bank, and stealing from the Salvation 
Army, and he proceeded to pronounce 
the following sentence: The sentence 
of the court is that you, Murrell Cole, 
for the crime for which you have been 
convicted, be imprisoned in the Indus­
trial Home for the term of two years; 
and, further, the sentence of the court 
is, that, unless you shall have been or 
shall be discharged by lawful author­
ity, you, the said Murrell Cole, for the 
purpose of your industrial and moral 
education and after the expiration of 
the said term of two years and sub­
ject and according to the provisions of 
the said act and of any regulations 
made as therein provided, be kept and 
detained in said Industrial Home, pro­
vided that the whole period of your 
confinement in the said Industrial 
Home shall not exceed five years from 
the commencement of your imprison­
ment.”

His honor further gave the lad some 
excellent advice as to his future course 
and earnestly appealed to him to so 
conduct himself as to win the approval 
of those having him in charge, and 
thus fit himself to become an honest 
and respected member of society.

The boy was then taken back to jail 
to await his removal to the institution 
at Crouchville.

J. M. McIntyre, clerk of the court, 
had the case in charge on behalf of 
the crown.

Newton W. Manning of Havelock, 
lying in jail under a charge of criminal 
assault on his step-daughter, was 
brought into court and asked as to his 
willingness to take advantage of the 
provisions of the Speedy Trials Act, 
but electing to be tried in the regular 
way by a jury, he was remanded to 
jail to await trial at the July term of 
the court.

At four o’clock this afternoon at the 
residence of Robt. N. Appleby, Hamp­
ton Station, his eldest daughter, 
Laura, was united in marriage to Jus­
tus Cheeseman of Fairville, St. John 
county, an engineer in the employ of 
the Canadian Pacific Railway. The 
ceremony was performed by the Rev.
C. D. Schofield, rector of the parish, at 
the close of which the newly married 
couple took their departure by train 
for Montreal, with a possible continu­
ation of their journey farther west, as 
the services of the railway may re­
quire. The wedding was very quiet 
and unexpected, but the young lady 
bears with her the best wishes of a 
large circle of relatives and friends.

new element is God, and is the largest 
in the story.
