No M. W, G. Lodge Report had either been prepared or published for the
year 1868; and no accounts or papers were handed us, by which we could
really ascertain our position orstanding for the year 1869, or how the different
Provinces and Colonies stood financially with this M, W, G, Lodge. I found
matters, on a close inspection, worse than the most desponding had anticipated,

The M. W. @, Lodge had no stock in its possession, or at least the M. % Q.
Secretary had neglected to send any to Provinces that were actually destitute,
or to his succesfor in office. I found that not even the Passwords had been sent
to some Provinces for term afier term, and I was without information as to
whom 1 should send them,

I have never yet received, from 10y predecessor in office, the books and ac-
counts by which alon® I can ascertain the indebted of, or the ts due
to, this M. W, G, Lodge.

I make no comment whatever on such an unsound state of affairs, and am
grieved to have to give ou this information ; but it is due to you, Sisters and

rothers, to wyself,and all concerned, that it be here given o enly.

You will see {y these statements that it will be impossible for me to give you
any stalement of the position of this M., W.G. ge in its accounts with ‘the
different W. G, Lodges or M. W. G. 1. C. Templars, as J have never had the
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books or papers necessary to ascertain what balances were due, at the com-
mencement of my official year. I should suppose, however, that there must be
large amounts due this M, W. G. Lodge previous to April, 1869, but in whose
hands I am unable to say

My accounts with someof the Provinces, so far as their indebtedness to this
Lodge is concerned for ion tax, is founded on the most accurate informa-
tion I can obtain, but not in all cases on actual Returns.

M. W. G. LODGE REPORT, 1868.

This Report should have been published by my pred . Onmy ting
office, I was requested to nttend to it, and have since been blamed for not doing
8o. I will simply state that, until last week, I have never been able to get any
of the Minutes of the Session of 1868, held at Toronto; that as yet I have none
of the Accounts, &c., and what I have, is in such a condition that I am doubtful
if it will be possible to publish a reliable report from them. I will, however, do
all that I can with the papers in my possession.

COHARTERS.

In accordance with resolutions of M. W. G. Lodge (see Report of M. W, G.
Lodge for 1869, pr. 15), I commenced, without an %our's delay, the work of
gathering in the illegal Charters that had been issued in Nova Scotia, and in
Frovidin for the issue of legal ones in their place. After many vexatious de-

ays and disappointments in the matter, legal Charters were at length distri-

buted; and 1 am hagpyto be able to state, tended materially to allay the
feelings of dissatisfaction and indignation that were largely prevalent through-
out the Primary Lodges in Nova Scotia, against the * higher grades of Lodges.”
This matter entailed an expense of nearly Two Hundred Dollars on funds of
M. W. Grand Lodge. Itrust that a like expense, under similar circumstances,
may never again occur.

STOCK.

I found several of the Provinces actuslly out of stook. During the year I

have endeavoured, as far as possible, to have all orders promptly filled. Alarge
quéntity has been applied for, and there is considerable on hand.

STATE OF THE ORDER.

During the year great progress has been made in neuli‘ every Province and

Colony where our organization has been established. he membership, as

nearly as I can ascertain, is 20,857, which would be an increase of 8,029 over last

ear.
5 1 believe that, at the present time, the entire Order of British Templars is in

a peaceful and prosperous condition. < . =

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FINANCES.

At the commencement of the year, there was a considerable number of debts
to pay, but no funds to meet them. I am glad to be able to inform you, that,
some of our old debts, all the stock printed during the year, and the currenf
expenses for the same period, amounting to $666.01%, have been paid ; and that
there is now in hands of your Secretary, $305.664.

I ghould here remark that the accounts of M. W. G. Lodge, are made up for
capitation tax, from April, 1869, to April, 1870; for stock, from September, 1869,
to September, 1870.

As I before remarked, owing to my never having had possession of an
accounts or books by which 1 could learn the condition of affairs between this
M. W. G. Lodge, and subordinate Grand Lodges; M. W. G.Deputy C. Templars,
or even its own former officers, 1 have not charged any balances in my books or
accounts previous to April, 1869, though I feel certain there must be a large
amount due this M. W. G. Lodge. Even in the accounts for this year, I have
been pelled, in a few inst , to the ts due for capita taw,
but I feel quite certain that that t is not over-estimated

Showing a balatce due of $631.23, to this M. W, G. Lodge, up to April 1870,
a8 I have charged for no Capita Tax since that date in this Account.

I should here state thatin reference to Ontario, a considerable amount is
claimed as ‘‘old debts,” by several of its W. G. L. Officers, formerly M. W. G.
L. Officers, and an offer has been made by the W. G. Secretary, P. H. Stewart,
Esq., to pay these claims, and have said “amounts credited to” Ontario, by this
M. W. G. Lodge. The reason why I have not done this is, that I have not had
any books &oc., by which I could ascertain what amounts really ought to be paid
on account of this M. W. G. Lodge.

I may also state that I have made every exertion, to be as economical of the
funds of this M. W. G. Lodge, as possible. M. W. G. Secretary, in account
with M. W. G. Lodge, will be in Appendix.

CORRESPONDENCE.

During the past year, 256 letters have been received at this office, and I have

written 298 Y have also had to mail some 1000 Reports, and about 600 Circulars.

The Circulars were distributed chiefly in Nova Scotia, and referred, principally,
to the *‘Charter Question,” &c.

PROGRESS.

Your committce believing the proverb, ¢ as the twig is bent the tree isinclined,”
and also the one oft quoted, ““ Train up a child in the way he should go, and
when he is old he will not depart from it,” earnestly recommend more
persevering efforts to be put forth by Primary Lodges for theextension of
this important braunch of our Order; believing t{ut if the evils of intemperance
were taught them, and the claims of total abstinence inculcated, and instilled
into their minds, more good would result in the future, than by the movement
among the adult classes of the community. If allthe young were forcibly im-
pressed with the moral, intellectual, and physical advantage to be derived from
total abstinence, in contradistinction to tge immorality, mental imbecility, and
physical evil consequent upon the use of alcohol, we believe that, they having
no desire for it, never using it; and it being certain there never would bave -~
been a drunkard had there never been a moderate drinker, hereby much good
would be accomplished. We would also suggest the propriety of inculcating
Temperance principles in Sabbath Schools, and by ministers of the gospel.

The Worthy Grand Lodge of P. E. Island to the Most Worthy Grand Lodge :

Greeting you in all fraternal love and due courtesy, we would congratulate
the members of the highest tribunal and conservator of our bgloved Order, on
the apparent increase of our numbers and zeal; nor would we forget due thanks
to Almighty God for his many mercies extended to all since we last met to-
gether. The Island Province has not been idle during the past year, but boasts
an increase of seven new Lodges and 500 Templars; and the Grand Lodge of
the present year represents 48 Lodges and 2,100 members,

While we are happy, however, in being able to chronicle these successes, we
are far from being content with such slow progress in so good a cause. We
would urge on your attention this Session the necessn{ of making the Primary
Lodge a necessity to its members. We hold that the Lodge should be the
favorite means of amusement, instruction and social ‘intercourse, a refuge from
temptation and sorrow, the ready friend of every sick and necessitous member,
the conservator of all Temperance legislation, the prosecutor of every man
who lays himself open to those laws which pretend to dam the torrent, and
keep in due bounds the whirlwinds of Intemperance. In a community where
the public sentiment permits the habitual use and sale of alcohol, the true
friends of mankindook to the young, still uncontaminated, as the future war-
riors for truth and right. But in the young, énferest must be awakened before
conviction, and inferest in our Primary Lodges is the main spring of our whole
organization. Let it be our first object th'en, to use every means of interest,
am t. and education, to secure the adhesion of our present members and
the admiration of the community. The Lodge room should never be closed,
except on the Sabbath. Its papers and books, its lectures, singing-schools,
ly , readings, gy iums, &c., should afford its members no pretext for
idle time and dangerous com anionsflip ; and, at the same time, render loss of
membership no trifling punishment to the transgressor. Until we take such
means in hand, loss of standing or membership has no terror to the young and
thoughtless, while the luke-warm will grow cold and careless of their duties.
We, therefore, urge this matter on your most serious consideration. The noble
river, by whose banks you gather, flows through fertile lands to the sea, whose
changing tides by turns lash the rock-bound. shores of New Brunswick, the
ledges of Nova Scotia, and the yellow dunes and sand-stone cliffs of our Island
home. But from sea and river God’s sun gathers the rain-clouds, and the winds
waft them, scattering life, wealth, and beauty over many lands; nor are we the

oorer, though others receive the rain gathered around us. So may the mem-
ers, by God’s grace, gather the wisdom and love of mankind which he has
cherished in their hearts, and in dispensing, carry such good counsels and
winning love into our whole land, that our Order may, like the rain, be a dis-
penser of good to all mankind.

Your Committee strongly urge the importance of taking immediate steps to
meet the very reasonable request of the brothers of that Colony, by authorizing
the formation of a W. G. Lodge at as early a date as possible, and in the mean.
time have some suitable brother appointed as Deputy of the M. W. G. Chief,
who will faithfully represent the interest of thisbody, as well as that of the
Order on that Island. Your Committee also' recommerd, that in order to en-
courage the formation of Lodgesin all Colonies and D. pendencies, where no W. G,
Lodges exist, that two cents per capita tax‘ger quarter be remitted, and three
cents only be asked from them by this M. W. G. Lodge, until the organization
of W. G. Lodges in the several Colonies or Dependencies, when said W. G.
Lodge shall be expected to pay the same as others,

No. 2is a “Resolution,” ¢ eport of a Committee,” and an extract from the
Minutes of the W. County Lodge of Carleton, N, B., calling attention of this
M. W. G. Lodge to the necessity of the early formation of a * Union Temperance
Convention,” for the more effectual concentration of the efforts of Temperance
organizations, &c.

Your Committee learn with pleasure that in the W. G. Lodge of New Bruns-
wick, decisive and practical action was taken on thisimgortant subject, and that
a standing Committee of seven was aj pointed at the Session of Jluly, 1870, to
act in behalf of that Province in carrying out this object.

Your C ittee r d that a special Committee of twelve be ap-
pointed by this M. W. G. Lodge—seven of whom shall be chosen from the Nova
Scotia Representatives, and five from those of P. E. Island, now resent, or of
good standing in those Provinces, who shall act in concert with the Committeo
already appointed by the W. G. Lodge of New Brunswick, in effecting the early
formation of a *‘ Union Temperance Convention” for the Maritime Provinces.

Your Committee having learned with pleasure of the good already resulting
from the formation in 1868 of the ‘* Canada Temperance Convention,” for the
Upper Provinces, feel confident that similar good results may be anticipated
from such a Society for the Lower Provinces,

Secretary, Treasurer, and Financier, beg to report—That they have attended to
that duty as fully as the circumstances admit. They find the accounts
apparently correct, and in their manner of being kept, presenting an improve-
ment on former years,

By the Books of the M. W. G. Secretary, your Committee find, that during
the year he has received $971.78, and paid out $666.014 ; leaving a balance in
his hands of $805.664. The accounts between this M. W. G. Lodge, and the
several W. G. Lodges, for per capita and stock, are from the information at
hand, as follows :—

$972.73 eredited to them as paid, and leaving amount due of $631.58. The
M. W. G. Secretary has charged the M. W. G. Treasurer with payments amount-
ing to $180.71, and credited that Officer with a like sum.

Your Committee find that the Capitation Account, co d April, 1869,
and closed April, 1870; while the Stock Account commenced Septembert 1st,
1869, aud closed August 25th, 1870—leaving the amount of capitation taz due
for five months, by the W. G. Lodges within your jurisdiction, as yet unac-
counted for.

The M. W. G. Secretary, has in his charges against the several Provinces,
necessarily assumed certain amounts due upon data of former returns; and
your Committee hold ¢he opinion, that legally each W. G. Lodge should be
held accountable for the whole per capita taz of the membership returned by
the Lodges under their several jurisdictions,

The M. W. G. Financier has submitted a Report based upon the accounts of
the M. W. G. Secretary, which agree in substance with the items therein
recorded.

The accounts of the M. W. G. Treasuver, show amount received from the
Secretary, $180.71; from Ontario, per P. H. Stewart, $176.00 ; in all, $356.71.
In his Report, this Officer stated, that bis receipts from the M. W. G. Secretary,
were $346.71; so that there i an apparent discrepancy between his account
and that of the Secretary; but in his account there is an item, as stated, of
#176.00, received from Outario, which, taking into consideration an error of
$10.00 in the addition of his account on each side, accounts for the difference.

Your Committee recommend for adoption, the suggestion of the M, W. G.

Treasurer—That proper blank orders, receipts, &c., be obtained for the use of ™

the Officers.

Your Committee beg to state, that as the Financial operations of this body,
involve not only a large amount of money, but also extended accounts, minutes
in detail, &c., a perfect system of keeping the accounts, and a thorough and
complete audit of the same, are absolutely necessary. There is not time
during the short interval gecurring during the Session of this M. W. G. Lodge
for such an audit, which, in justice to the Subordinate Lodges and individual
members who contribute to its total, should embrace a careful scrutiny and
comparison of all the vouchers, data, and details of the receipts and dis-
bursements,

Your Committee would respectfully recommend, that there should be a
Standing Committee of Finance and Audit appointed; that such Committees
should meet annually—a sufficient number of days previous to the general
meeting—to audit the Accounts; and that some practical means should at
once be adopted to ensure such returas from the W. G. Lodges, as will enable
the Financial Officers of this M. W. G. Lodge to close their accounts and
submit them to the Committee within the period named.

Your Committee would likewise suggest, that either a Finance and Audit
Committee now appointed on the r dation above, or a Special Com-
mittee appointed for the purpose, be charged with the duty of considering the
propriety of adopting some simple and uniform system of keeping the accounts
of the Lodge, and of obtaining the necessary books, papers, forms, &c., for
that purpose.
