'WAFFLES AND WAFERS.

Wafllea are quite diflerent oakes
from wafers, They are both baked in
irons, but the waffle-iron is a much
eeper receptacle, ‘the oikes being
sbout half an inch thick, while the
other cake is as “thin as & wafer” ol
sealingwax, The waflle-dron is a com-
parativdly common utensil, in the
various divisions of ‘which there are
raised koots that show in patierns of
diamonds, hearts apd other ¥igures on
the oakes. The waferiron consists of
two iron plates with handles. A thi
panoake batter is poured on these after
they have been gressed, and they are
baked on the coals like a waflle. The
batter, some of which is always forced
out at the sides of the wafer-iron,
trimmed off, and the oakes are taken
out. This is a cakeseldom geen to-day,
and the trae wafer, we belleve, is only
to be found in B°'$""‘ where a fow
families of Eoglisty descent keep up
the ald fashion of wafer baking.

The waffle-iron is sold everywhere :
by sn improvement the old long-ban-
dled irons are sncoeeded by the
that fit ivto the stove holes of the range
and are whirled over without lifting
the fron.
