} ê Bordeaux, Sept. 22, 8.20 p. m.—"The 
battle between the Oise and the 
Meuse probably will last three or 
four days Ioniser,” says the Temps In 
a military review today. "But re­
ports Indicate that the resistance of 
the enemy is weakening. Another 
effort and French territory will be 
free of them. It will be hard, how­
ever. for we shall have many victims.

"On Monday, the 14th, those of our 
troops which had on the previous day 
crossed the Aisne, after driving In the 
German rear guards on that evening, 
found portions of the enemy’s forces 
In prepared defensive positions on 
the rigt\t bank and could do little 
more than secure a footing north of 
the river. This, however, they main­
tained in spite of two counter attack* 
delivered at dusk and ten p.m. in 
which the fighting was severe.

"During the 14th strong reinforce­
ments of our troops were passed to 
the north bank, the troops crossing 
by ferry, by pontoon bridges and by 
the -remains of permanent bridges.

"Close co-operation with the French 
forces waa maintained and the gener­
al progress made was good, although 
the opposition was vigorous *and the 
state of the roads, after the heavy 
rain, made movements slow.

"One division alone failed to secure 
the ground it expected to.

“The first army corps, after repuls­
ing repeated attacks, captured 600 
prisoners and twelve guns. The caval- 
it also took a number of prisoners. 
Many of the Germans taken belong 
to the reserve and Landwehr forma­
tions, which fact appears to Indicate 
that the enemy Is compelled to draw 
on other classes of soldiers to fill the 
gaps in his ranks.

"There was a heavy rain throughout 
the night of September 14-15, and dur­
ing the 15th. The situation of the Bri­
tish forces underwent no essential 
change. But it became more and more 
evident that the defensive prepara­
tions made by the enemy were more 
extensive than was at first apparent.

"At the date of the last narrative, 
Sept 14, the Germane were making 
a determined resistance along the 
River Aisne.

The Nijnl Novogorod cavalry again 
distinguished themselves by wiping 
out a squadron of German Cuiras­
siers. The German Emperor is colon- 
in-chief of the regiment The Russians 
deployed and charged so sudenly that 
the enemy hadn’t time to fire but a 
few shots before they were extermin­
ated. Our cavalry repeatedly charged 
until the only survivors of the enemy 
were ten severely wounded men. The 
Russian losses were one killed and 
four wounded.

The Injured Russians who are arriv­
ing at Minsk from the Austrian the­
atre of war tell many stories about 
the employment of dogs on both sides 
to assist in finding the wounded and 
carrying them to the field hospitals. 
It is alleged that the Austrians also 
use dogs as spies to track the Rus­
sian patrols. The best Cossack marks­
men try to shoot them whenever pos­
sible. One man shot two dogs on both 
of which were found interesting re­
ports.

Russian Officer Says Kaiser’s

London, Sept. 22, 9.41 p. m.—The 
Hamburg-American Line steamer 
Spreewald has been captured by the 
British cruiser Berwick in the North 
Atlantic Ocean, according to an an­
nouncement by the Admiralty tonight.

It was stated also that two colliers 
had been captured.

The Spreewald was fitted out as an 
armed cruiser. The two colliers car­
ried 2,600 tons of coal and 180 tons 
of provisions for the German cruisers 
In Atlantic waters. The Berwick is

El GIFT OF FIELD 
GUNS TO THE MR OFFICE

Bordeaux, Sept. 22 (8.25 p.m.)—The 
attitude of the French socialists ta 
wards the war is defined in the news­
paper La Fï-ance by a socialist who is 
described, as “one of the highest am 
thorlties In Paris.”

"Internationalism," he writes, "nev­
er meant the suppression of national­
ity but an understanding between the 
nations, which naturally presupposes 
their existence> Socialists résilié 
that victory for Germany would be 
followed by a role of sabre and spur 
red heel In Europe, while a triumph 
for France would mean a German re­
public, a republic In Bohemia, a re­
public in Austria, a republic in Hun­
gary and an end to European mili­
tarism. It would mean peace assur­
ed and all roads to progress opened.

"The war for us is something more 
than a struggle lor our sacred nation­
al independence ; it is the barricade 
on which we fight for the progress of 
humanity. That Is why we have ab­
andoned everything for national de­
fense.”

Rome, via Paris, Sept. 22 (7.41 p. 
m.)—Cardinal Lucon, Archbishop of 
Rheims, has sent a message from 
Paris to the Pope saying that he is 
doing all in his power to reach 
Rheims, where the great cathedral 
has been destroyed by German shell 
fire. He has been unable to do so, 
however, owing to the occupation of 
the town by the French forces. The 
Pope has asked for a report regarding 
the destruction of the famous edifice.

“The Germans are a formidable ene­
my, well trained, long prepared and 
brave. Their soldiers are carrying on 
the contest with skill and valor. Nev­
ertheless they are fighting to win any­
how, regardless of all the rules of 
fair play, and there la evidence that 
they do not stop at anything In order 
to gain victory.

“A large number of the tales of 
their misbehaviors are exaggerations, 
and some of the stringent precautions 
they have taken to guard themselves 
against the inhabitants of the areas 
traversed are possibly justifiable meas­
ures of war. But at the same time it 
has been definitely established that 
they have committed atrocities on 
many occasions, and they have been 
guilty of brutal conduct.

“So many letters and statements of 
our wounded soldiers have been pub­
lished in our newspapers that the fol­
lowing epistle from a German soldier 
of the 74th Infantry Regiment, Tenth 
Corps, to his wife may also be of tm 
terest:

“‘It was horrible; It was ghastly, 
but I have been saved for you and 
for our happiness, and I take heart 
again, although I am still terribly un­
nerved. God grant that I may see 
you again soon, and that this horror

All-this is being done by the Can­
adian government at the request of 
the war office én order to assist in 
equipping the great army which Is 
being assembled in the Mother Coun­
try. It is also expected that a consid­
erable number of rifles will be supplied 
from Canada to the war office.

The recent delay In forwarding the 
force has been altogether due to the 
requirements of transport which It Is 
very difficult to meet. The force 
must be under convoy and the steam­
ers numbering twenty-eight or more 
must sail at the same time. It will be 
generally understood that the prov­
ision of so large a number of steam­
ers suitably equipped for the trans­
portation of men, horses, guns, lor­
ries, field transport and the very nu­
merous articles necessary for the 
equipment of a modem army Is no 
slight task. The services of Captain 
Lindsay of the Marine and Fisheries 
Department, who is an expert in such 
matters, have been engaged for many 
weeks past in assisting the transport 
department iu this matter. A com­
mittee of prominent gentlemen experi­
enced in the transportation across the 
Atlantic has also volunteered its ser­
vices to the government and these 
gentlemen have been of great assist­
ance for which the thanks of the gov­
ernment are tendered ”

After careful consideration It was 

détermined yesterday to send forward 
■ all the effective meu In camp, that is, 

all those who have passed the neces­
sary medical examination. ^The ex­
peditionary force, including the Prin­
cess Patricia Canadian Light Infantry 
will thus number approximately 31,- 
200 men and 7,500 -horses. It will 
comprise eleven batteries of horse 
and field artillery of six guns each 
These axe of thç most modern type 
and are the same as those used in 
the British army. In addition four 
heavy guns known as sixty pounders 
will also go forward as well as a num­
ber of machine guns many of which 
have been generously donated by pa­
triotic citizens whose gifts have al­
ready been acknowledged and to 
whom very sincerte thanks of the gov­
ernment and people of Canada are 
due.

The news that the eiftire force as­
sembled will go forward was received 
with loud demonstrations of the keen­
est delight and satisfaction.^ Yester- 

visitéd every brigade, shook 
hands with every officer of the force 
who was available and addressed the 
assembled officers it each brigade. In 
speaking to the officers I said that 
Canada was proud of the splendid re­
sponse to the call of duty, that the 
Canadian people bade them God speed 
in the full assurance that when the 
Canadian force was called on to per­
form the soldiers sternest duty in 
meeting the foe we were confident 
that officers and men would so bear 
themselves as to bring pride to the 
hearts of all Canadians. I said also 
that while Canada was proud of the 
response which had been evoked by 
the call to arms for the defense of 
our institutions and liberties, the offi­
cers and men inspired by the duty of 
service to the state should also be 
proud that the occasion gave them 
the opportunity and privilege of per 
forming that duty.
Why Entire Force at Valcartier Are 

Being Sent.
The reasons for sending forward the 

entire force are obvious. These men 
have come forward with great earn­
estness and enthusiasm and have 
spent some weeks at Valcartier in 
trwmjng and in preparation. The 
numbers assembled while greatly ex­
ceeding the strength of the force at 
first proposed to be sent forward will, 
to a considerable extent be necessary 
for the purpose of the reinforcements, 
which from time to time will be re­
quired. The total reinforcements for 
the first year of a great war are esti­
mated at from sixty to seventy per 
cent. If the reserve depots necessary 
for supplying such reinforcements 
were established in Canada, eight or 
ten weeks might elapse, before they 
could reach the front through diffi­
culties of transport if on the other 
hand such reserve depots of men are 
established in Great Britain the Can­
adian expeditionary force can be rein­
forced to Its full strength within four 
or five days. For this reason as well 
as others of a liko character we deem­
ed It advisable that 'the reserves 
should be kept on hand in Great -Brit­
ain as the force at the front must con­
tinuously be kept at its full strength 
and that without the slightest un­
necessary delay.

The great demands upon the Brit­
ish government in supplying guns and 
rifles have made it essential that Can­
ada should assist in every possible 
way, therefore, in addition to the fO

Pilot Fenwick M. McKelvey. the 
last witness called, set forth that 
Judging by the drift of the pilot boat 
which he occupied in the vicinity of 
Negro Head and Mispec there was ap­
parently an extraordinary set of the 
tide to the Westward during the night 
of the stranding, which belief was 
subsequently corroborated by the dis­
covery that it was found necessary 
to drop the anchors of a Norwegian 
ship to save her from being driven 
ashore.

The formal Investigation Into the 
stranding of the S. 8. Shenandoah off 
“Little Musquash” on the morning of 
the third Inst was held here yester­
day. The court was presided over 
by Captain L. A. Demers, F. R. A. 8.,
F. R. S. A., assisted by Captain G. N.
Kenneally «id Captain M. Cardiff as 
nautical assessors. J. B. M. Baxter,
K. C. represented the interests of the 
master and owners of the ship.

verdict follow.
Captain William Mills Lee, the first 

witness called, set forth that he holds 
an Extra Master's 
by the Board of Trade May 12th,
1906, bearing Number 036646. That 
the “Shenandoah'' is a steel built 
single screw vessel of 3886 tons gross, 
carrying a crew of forty men includ­
ing three properly Certificated Offi­
cers, and that she is adequately equip­
ped with all Essential navigating in­
struments. That on the voyage from 
London to Halifax with general Argo 
there were but few available oppor­
tunities for determining the deviation 
of the compass by observations, in 
consequence of which reliance was 
placed upon results obtained by the 
expert adjuster at London, which, 
however, recorded but a slight devia­
tion. Hazy weather prevailed on the 
run from Halifax but it thickened as 
Lurcher was neared and the sound 
therefrom bearing East North East 
magnetic indicated to the Master that 
he was four miles off. That between 
the hours of 9.30 and 11.65 no sound­
ings were taken, the course then be­
ing North North East, but that at
11.55 a cast recorded 61 fathoms, 
while at 0.30 on the 3rd instant an­
other cast recorded one hundred fath­
oms and the course steered being 
North East 1-4 East under a reduced 
steam estimated at approximately 
eleven knots. Another sounding at
3.55 recorded 55 fathoms over a sand 
and stone searbed and the speed in 
the meantime was reduced to half.
The weather continued thick and at 
4.45 when the lead was about to be 
again cast the peril of the ship be­
came imminent, and although the 
helm was hard a ported It proved in­
effectual and the vessel stranded off 
Little Musquash, and after remain­
ing fast for two hours floated off 
with the rising tide and again pro­
ceeded. The grevious nature of the 
damage sustained was soon apparent 
when the water rose to a depth of 
eight feet in Numbers One and Two 
holds, whereupon the Master perceiv­
ing the risk of foundering beached 
the ship on Navy Island.

The Master further declared that 
prior to the stranding he had abso­
lute confidence in Pilot James Ben­
nett's knowledge of local conditions 
as he had had experience in St John 
pilotage waters.

If it should develop that the result 
of the war will be decided by the cash 
in the treasuries and the grain In the 
granaries then the people of the Em­
pire have nothing to fear. Already it 
has been demonstrated that the allied 
armies and navies can more than hold 
their own. If the war tests economic, 
rather than military or naval strength, 
then the position of Britain is equally

It Is most important information 
that The Standard presents this morn­
ing to the effect that St. John is like­
ly to be selected as one of the Can­
adian depots for the shipment of 
horses and supplies for the British 
army in the European war. If plans 
already in the making materialize as 
expected, it is mor€ than likely the 
coming winter season will be one 'of 
the busiest this city has seen since 
the inception here of the trans-Atlan­
tic trade. The British army operating 
in Europe will require thousands of 
horses during the next few months, if 
the war is prolonged that long. There 
are reasons why these horses should 
be shipped to Europe from a Canadian 
port and St. John and Halifax are the 
ports best equipped to handle the 
traffic. Quebec and the St. Lawrence 
River, in less then three months time, 
will be sealed by ice and the business 
now
Maritime Provinces. In such a case 
St. John and Halifax will be benefit­
ed to a degree not thought of.

It is expected that from 7.000 to 8,- 
000 horses will be shipped from Cana­
da to Europe every month during the 
winter season. They will be purchased 
as near to the port of shipment as can 
be and this will mean a great increase 
In the demand for horses in this prov­
ince. The incidental labor, the sup 
plies and the outfitting of the ships 
to carry the shipments will also mean 
the placing in circulation of a large 
amount of money. Coming as it will 
come, in the winter season, it will be 
particularly welcome.

It is not alone in the shipment of 
horses and fodder for them that St. 
John should do a thriving business. 
As British commerce is not likely to 
be materially interfered with it Is be­
lieved there will be a large trade in 
rood between Canada and the Mother­
land. Altogether there is every reason 
to look forward with considerable 
confidence to the coming winter sea­
son. for it promises to be an especi­
ally busy one. The Government has 
wisely directed that the development 
work at West St. John shall not be 
held back, and there ii| every likeli­
hood that there will be accommoda­
tion for all the business offering. It 
looks like a good winter for St. John.

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Will the European war be won by 
the nation with the longest purse, as 
suggested by Lloyd George? Will the 
available food supplies have as much 
influence as the forces of fighting men 
In determining the victors in the 
struggle which has stunned the world?
If either of these factors should enter 
largely into the settlement of the 
question, then the people of the Brit­
ish Empire have every reason to be 
optimistic, and the subjects of the 
German war lord correspondingly 
downhearted.

At the commencement of hostilities 
it was estimated that in actual avail­
able wealth Great Britain, France and 
Russia all outranked Germany and 
Austria.

York Post:
It is still too early to attempt to 

base general predictions concerning 
war In the future upon what the en­
gagements of the present great war 
have shown. One prediction, how­
ever, seems fairly justified already.
That Is that the day of fortresses has 
passed. The new 42-centimetre (16.8- 
inch) siege gun of the German forces 
appears to have demonstrated its abil­
ity to demolish the strongest fortifi­
cations. Pictures of the demolition 
at Liege bear striking testimony to 
the power of this new arm. A single 
projectile demolished utterly walls of 
reinforced cement and steel, ripped 
6pen steel towers, and piled the mass 
upon the fort’s defenders.

This new siege gun has been the 
surprise of the war. It has been re­
peatedly asserted that no nation has 
has any military secrets that are not 
in possession of all other important 
nations, but events have proved not 
only that the existence of this terrible 
weapon was not known to foreign na­
tions, but that only a limited number 
of high German army officials them- Trim
selves had so much as heard of it. A 11| 111|||
member of the Reichstag, whose name 
is not given. Is quoted as follows in a 
German paper:

"The fact that the German army 
possessed such a gun was as much 
of a surprise to the Germans as to 
foreigners, for its construction and 
nature were kept ecret. as the situa­
tion demanded, so that even in the 
Empire only a limited number knew 
about it.

cruel and crafty corporations had es­
tablished a condition of slavery and 
brutality that would puzzle the Czar 
and his myrimidons to duplicate. The 
military arm of the state employed 
hired thugs as soldiers; defenceless 
women and children were shot down 
In cold blood, Tlie miners had to arm 
themselves against the hired murder­
ers of the sovereign state. The federal 
government had to send regular troops 
to disarm the militia as well as the 
miners. Yet John D. Rockefeller Jr. 
said he wanted to deal with the miners 
individually.

Mr. Donohue went on to describe 
the bitter struggle between capital and 
labor in the Calumet copper district, 
where scores were killed.

Proceeding the speaker said he was 
glad to see the enthusiasm for Inter­
national unions, which stood for uni­
versal brotherhood and opposition to 
wars. Capitalists caused wars; they 
should be obliged to do the fighting.

Speaking of the legislative activi­
ties of the A. F. of L., he described 
the tight against injunctions, the ef­
forts to exempt unions from the anti­
trust laws, restriction of immigration, 
child labor and so on. Much had been 
accomplished by labor; much remain­
ed to be done. Those who would be 
free must themselves strike the blow. 
Labor unions were founded on- human­
ity; they were working to make life 
worth living for the masses. In conclu­
sion Mr. Donohue extended the formal 
fraternal greetings of the A. F. of L.

' Fair Wages.
Two resolutions were introduced by 

T. Moore of the carpenters, Toronto, 
requesting the Minister of Labor to 
compell contrat *ors to carrying out the 
conditions of the Fair Wage Act on 
government contracts on the Welland 
new ship canal, and on the Toronto 
harbor works. These resolutions caus­
ed an interesting discussion, in which 
Delegates Moore, Kennedy, Armstrong 
and Simpson took part. The complaint 
was that though the Minister of Labor 
was prompt enough in sending fair 
wage officers to investigate complaints 
his department was dilatory about 
taking steps to enforce the act. In the 
case of the Welland Canal the resolu­
tion, asked that a resident fair wage 
officer be employed. The other resolu­
tion protested against the omission of 
a clause in government contracts, pro­
viding that wages should increase at 
any time wages in the districts were 
raised. Both resolutions were unani­
mously adopted.

The Trades and Labor Contres* 
held three session* yesterday dealing 
with over forty resolutions on the 
agenda out of a total of 64, and re­
ceiving a number of reports. At the 
afternoon session the main feature 
of the proceedings was an address by 
M. Donohue, of Butte, Montana, the 
fraternal delegate of the American 
Federation of Labor, who came three 
thousand miles, from a mile in the 
air, to convey the brotherly greetings 
of the workers of the United States.

Chicago, Sept. 21.—Conditions in the 
western money market may be best 
described as relatively strong. The 
statements of the national banks at 
the large centers in response to the 
oaU of the comptroller as to their con­
dition brought out the fact that such 
Institutions are only a little abort of 

! normal, a situation called somewhat 
remarkable In face of the upheavel 
that has occurred in the financial 
world as a result of the European war. 
In comparison to a year ago deposits 
show a slight decrease, loans indicate 
a small Increase and cash holdings are 
somewhat larger. The general situa­
tion has, therefore, greatly improved, 
the feeling of assurance as to a satis­
factory outcome of present diffleal- 
and less apprehension Is manifestly 
apparent.

Rates of discount show no change 
from the past few weeks of 7 per cent, 
and there is practically little borrow­
ing being resorted to except on grain 
paper, but in this respect bankers are 
a little more lenient in transactions 
with those who are actual holders of 
grain.

Brokers in commercial paper report 
the market as showing some slight 
improvement, but buying is still con­
fined to country banks. The advance 
in the price of wheat has caused an 
Increase in the demand for currency 
in some sections of the country,, and 
while the requirements for funds show 
an appreciable Increase, still banks at 
the chief centers have found it neces­
sary to avail themselves of only a por­
tion of the amount contained in -the 
currency notes under the AldrichV 
Vreeland bill.

Bankers at St. Louis report pro­
gress toward normal conditions, which 
Is becoming more clearly manifest 
from week to week. The condition of 
the leading financial institutions in 
that part of the country reflects the 
liberal and conservative policy adopt­
ed as is shown in the statements to 
the comptroller and will serve to dis­
sipate any suspicion that the course 
pursued was anything but a legitimate 
one. Accommodations to interests en­
titled to the same are on a somewhat 
larger scale, but the 6 to 7 per cent, 
rate tends to restrict borrowing to ac­
tual needs on a short-time basis. At 
St. Paul and Minneapolis commercial 
paper rates have now reached a 6 per 
cent, minimum with 7 per cent, regard­
ed as the going rate resulting in a re­
striction of loans generally. A con­
siderable amount of currency is being 
called for in the handling of crops, 
with the result that 
Banks are handling a somewhat larg­
er amount of business and a feeling 
of optimism prevails for the future.

London, Sept. 2d.—So Utile has ap­
peared regarding the movements of 
the British aerial forces that the fol­
lowing excerpts from a discussion of 
its activities by one professing to be 
closely connected with this branch of 
the service ts interesting.

Speaking of the sending of thirty- 
six British aeroplanes across the 
Channel by air, which was kept secret 
for some time, he says:

"As a combined flight, that surpass- 
ed anything ever done in aviation , but 
it was only part of a big movement; 
other machines had flown across the 
previous day. and at the present mo­
ment three full squadrons, Nos. 2, 3 
and 4. each consisting of twelve aero­
planes. besides reserves, spares and 
motor transport, are with the expedi­
tionary force.

Before he 
left the city yesterday afternoon he 
had no hesitancy In saying that St. 
John would be one of the depots for 
the shipping of the thousands of 
horses for army purposes In the Old 
Country.

If all goes well and It is expected 

that the final arrangements will be 
completed today, there will be at 
least four thousand horses shipped 
from this port each month. It is not 
only the shipping of the horses, but 
there will be a great deal of work in 
the receiving of the horsdes here and 
their care before they are ready for 
shipment. It will mean a great num­
ber of extra steamships arriving and 
departing from this port, for there 
will not only be the ships arriving In 
St. John with horses, but there will 
be the ships that will sail from here 
with the animals after they have been 
properly exercised and cared for. Then 
there will be the ships that will be 
used to carry the hay and grain for 
the horses and In all it will mean an 
extra and steady stream of ships ar­
riving and departing from the port, 
and In all a very large expenditure of 
money in this city.

bor, when seen by a reporter yester­
day.

“Yes, some of them have been criti­
cising my department about the en­
forcement of the fair wage schedule," 
he added. “M must admit they have 
some grounds tor complaint. The 
trouble
officers of the labor department suf­
ficient power in dealing with contrac­
tors. All the contracts are let by 
other departments and we have to 
take up the matter of enforcing the 
schedules with them, and this takes 
time. We have very frequently in­
duced the. other departments to de­
duct money from what is due a con­
tractor and pay It over to the workers 
who have not been getting a fair deal 
from the contractors. We are not in 
the habit of boasting about what we 
have done in this connection.

"Most of the complaints arise over 
the contractor’s attitude to carpenters. 
The contractor claims that many of 
the men he employes to do work with 
a saw or hummer are not carpenters 
and therefore not entitled to the full 
pay of a carpenter, and on the other 
hand the men claim that such men are 
carpenters entitled to carpenthr'-s pay.

"Undoubtedly In some cases the con­
tractors beat the men out of 
what Is due them under the fair wage 
act, and that is certainly unfair to the 
government as well as to the workers. 
It Is no hardship to the contractor to 
pay the fair wage schedule. In fact 
the contractor signs an agreement to 
pay the schedule of the wages speci­
fied and undoubtedly fixes his .price on 
the basis of such wages. However, I 
am free to confess that the depart­
ment finds it difficult to compel con­
tractors to live up to their contracta 
in this connection."

Speaking of the effect of the war 
upon industrial conditions in Canada 
the Minister said that so far there 
had been some reaction, but he was 
confident that in a short time there 
would be a déclded Improvement in 
conditions. Many commodities which 
Canada had been importing from Ger­
many and other European countries 
could be manufactured in Canada, and 
the effect of the war should be to in­
duce manufacturers to go ahead and 
develop new home industries and ex­
pand all Industries. The Minister 
wag of the opinion that the banks 
were in a position to finance any new 
llgitlmate developments In Industry.

In 
fact it has been hinted that Canada 
has already been pretty well drained 
of the stock of horses required, and 
it is more than a surety that there 
will be a great number of horses pur­
chased in other sections. These hor­
ses will be brought to St John either 
by train or steamship, and if brought 
here by ship they can be landed easily 
and well cared for and placed In the 
best of condition before they are re­
shipped and sent on their voyage to 
England.

Then 
the chief thing that took the atten­
tion of the General was the many 
stalls already built tor the care of 
two thousand horses at the one time. 
Then with the Barrack Green with 
plenty of sun, there was afforded a 
grand place for the horses to be ex­
ercised.
