London, Oct. 9—Canadians captured Cambrai and the
British, French and Americans are driving rapidly toward La
Cateau and the Oise Valley, having crossed the Cambrai-St.
Quentin railroad at many points. The great operation was
resumed this morning and despite the weather is becoming
decidedly a threat ot German communications in the Laon
salient.

Cambrai is the Camaracum of the
Romans by whom it was fortified. The
League of Cambrai, a league formed in
1508 between Louis XII. of France, the
German Emperor Maximilian and Fer-
dinand of Castile, for the purpose of
humbling the republic of Venice and
which was joined in 1509 by Pope
Julius II., was organized in the city.

The loss of Cambrai greatly weakens
and lengthens the German defense
system. It is only twenty-eight miles
from the Belgian border and forty
from Mons.

STEAMER IN.CAN.
- PORT SANK SHIP

Six Men Lost When Vessel
Went to Bottom and Others

A Canadian Atlantic Port, Oct. 9.—

BRITISH CAPTURE
MANY VILIAGES

German Troops on Twenty Mile Front in Full
Flight and Are Being Hotly Pursued—Whole
of City of Cambraiin Possession of { . 0
Forces.

Since Aug. 21 Marshal Haig’s Men in France Have
Taken Over 110,000 Prisoners and 1,200 Big
Guns—Remarkable Feat of Arms.

With the British Army on the Cambrai-St. Quentin
Front, Oct. 9—(By The Associated Press)—The German
troops on a twenty mile front have been put to full flight and
the British cavalry is reported to be pursuing them, the in-
fantry marching in columns of four through villages hastily
abandoned by the enemy.

Cambrai has fallen and the British are now well to the
east.

London, Oct. 9—The whole of Cambrai is in British
possession, Field"Marshal Haig reports tonight from head-
quarters. . The Canadians were the first to enter the town.

TURKEY IS ABOUT
OUT OF THE WAR

Surrender of Ottoman Empire
Expected Shortly—Fall of
Pro-Hun Cabinet Will Hast-

en Peace.

London, Oct. 9—The surrender of
Turkey within the next forty-eight
hours will not surprise well intormed
quarters in London. The British auth-
orities are in possession of informa-
{tion showing that a process of disin-
tegration exists in Constantinople.

The British foreign office has receiy-
ed indirect news of the fall of the
Turkish cabinet. Tewtk Pasha, who,
it is reported, will be the new grand
vizier, is understood to have proally
rather than pro-German sympathies.

According to advices, which are not
official, however, the cabinet has decid-
ed to take military measures against
Bulgaria, but found that the opinio=
of the country was against them.

The Turkish peace note has been
despatched through Spain.

Following the overthrow of the pro-
German Turkish cabinet at Constant-
inople, Athens dispatches declare that
delegates from the Smyrna government
expected to tender peace offers to the
Alljes.

CAMBRAI IN RUINS.

London, Oct. 9.—Reuter's corres-
pondent cables: “Suqcenlvo explo-
sions have occurred in Cambrai, which
have reduced the town to ruins.”

Haig's Statement.

The statement says:

“We inflicted a heavy defeat on the
enemy yesterday between St. Quentin
and Cambrai, taking over 10,000 pris-
oners and between 100 and 200 guns.

“No less than twenty-three German
divisions were engaged on this front;
they were severely handled.

“The result of this action is that the
troops have been enabled to advance
today on the whole front between the
Somme and the Sensee and Argonne
rapid progress eastward, capturing
rearguard detachments of the enemy,
isolated batteries and machine gun
posts. Numbers of the inhabitants
who were left in the captured villages
have met the advancing troops with
enthusiasm.

“The whole of Cambrai is in our
possession.

“Since August 21 the British first,
third and fourth armies have broken
through the whole elaborate series of
deep defensive zdénes built up with
successive delts of heavily fortified
trench lines, including the entire Hin-
denburg system on a front of over

thirty miles from St. Quentin to Arras.
Having penetrated this battle area to
a depth of between thirty and forty
miles, our troops are now operating far
beyond and east of the Hindenburg
defences.

110.000 Prisoners.

“In the process of these operations
and since the date mentioned we have
inflicted very heavy losses on the ene-
my in killed and wounded and have
taken over 110,000 prisoners and 1,200
guns.

“This feat of arms has been perform-
ed by British troops who had already
withstood the first heaviest fights of
the enemy’s main forces in the spring.
Only the endurance and determineu
spirits of these troops permitted them
to pass to the offensive with such con-
spicuous success. By their heroic
action in defence and attack, the men
from all parts of the British Empire
have proved themselves soldlers of
the highest order.

“The advance continued this after-
noon. We have reached the general
line of Bohain, Bussigny, Caudry and
Caurior.”

The German armies are in full
flight before the British, American and
French forces on the front between
Cambrai and St. Quentin. Cambrai,
the strong point of the enemy in this
region, has been taken by the Cana-
dians in its entirety, and north of
Cambrai the Canadians have deeply
penetrated the German line.

Out in the open east of what once
was the old Hindenburg line cavalry
is hustling the retreating foe in what
virtually amounts to a rout.

So fast is the retreat that columns
of the Allied troops in parade ‘forma-
tion have passed through numerous
villages, completely out of contact
with the Germans.

More th#n 10,000 prisoners and be-
tween 100 and 200 guns were captur-
ed in Tuesday's fighting and the con-
tinuation of the battle Wednesday re-
sulted in further large captures. In
the fighting twenty-three German divis-
ions—more than a quarter of a million
—have been severely handled.

Ten Mile Advance.

The maximum depth of the advance

is between eight and ten miles. The

important railroad centres in this re-
gion.

Behind them the Germans jre leav-
ing the country devastated, burning
towns and villages as they flee.

Numerous villages and hamlets to
the south have been overrun by the
Allies and thousands of Germans have
been made prisoner and hun®reds of
their guns captured.

The victory seemingly is a complete
one and with General Foch's strategy
working smoothly in bending back the
German line in one great converging
movement, the Germans apparently
are in a serious predicament.

From the region northwest of
Rheims to the Meuse river, north of
Verdun, the French and Americans
are slowly pushing the Germans back-
ward toward the Belgian border.

Nowhere is the
enemy able to do more than fight re-
tarding battles, giving ground when
the pressure becomes too strong.

Where the enemy purposes to make
his next stand cannot be foretold, but
probably an effort for a turn about
will be attempted along the Valenci-
ennes-Sedan front. After this line the

only known German defensive position
west of the Rhine is the Meuse
The

river.

Americans already are threaten-
to make this line untenable, hav-
tarted an advance upon the valley
of the eastern side of the stream to-
ward Sedan.

The manoeuvres of the French
northwest of Rheims are cutting more
deeply into the German line despite
the serious resistance “that is being
offered by the enemy to postpone the
fall of the great St. Gobain massif and
the highly important strategic posi-
tions of Laon and La Fere, which
seemingly are likely to be pinched out
of the battle front by the successful
operations around St. Quentin and
Berry-An-Bac.

Strong resistance also is being im-
posed by the Germans against further
advance by the French and Americans
in GChampagne and east of the Ar-
gonne Forest. Particularly heavy coun-
ter attacks have been launched by the
enemy on various positions, but with-
out its otherwise than increasing
his casualties. Along the Suippe river
the fighting is furioWs but the French
have been able to make further cross-
fngs of the stream. St. Etienne has
changed hands several times in bitter
combats.

West of the Argonne Forest the
Americans have driven their linesfo\
ward to the region of Cornay on the
Afre river, where they have effected
& junction with the French troops, and
seemingly the Argonne Forest soon
will be in Allied hands. On the east-
ern side of the Meuse the Americans
have advanced and taken several small
villages and also straightened out their
line which was being enfilladed by the
German guns from the east.

Reports persist that the Turkish cab-
inet has fallen and that the new grand
vizler will be Tewfik Pasha, whose
sympathtes are declared to be pro-
Ally, rather than pro-German. Rumor
also has it that the Turks have de-
spatched a peace note to the Allles
through the Spanish government.

GERMAN SYNDICATE
BUYS IRON MINES

Immense Coal and Iron Areas
and Smelting Works in Lor-
raine Purchased.

Amsterdam, Sept. 20—The immense
coal and iron mines and smelting
works owned by Baron De Wendel in
Lorraine have been sald to German
syndicate for the normal equivalent of
$65,000,000 on the ground that they
vere chiefly owned by French citizens.
The process by which this great pro-
perty was transferred from French to
German ownership i called “‘compul-
sory liquidation.™

Baron De Wendel, reputed to be one
of the richest men in Europe, was chief
owner of the Lorraine coal and iron
flelds. His possesions in German Lor-
raine have long excited the cupidty of
the German capitalists. The potential
ore supply in this fleld alone has been
estimated at $1,900,000,000.

The property was divided by the Ger
mans in two groups. The iron fields
were sold to a steel combine for 50,
000,000 marks. The smeltering works
and coal mines were purchased for
210,000,000 marks by A syndicate head-
ed by Councillor Vonranmer. The state
reserved the right of participation to
the extent of fifty-one per cent. tn the
purchase of the properties.

The Frankfort Zeitung in reporting
the sale says the priees were “reason-
able,” indicating that the German steel,
lroln and coal magnate made good bar
gains. !

THE GERMANS HARD
UP FOR RESERVES
Terrific Pressure Being Exer-

cised Against Them on All
Fronts Beginning To Show.

By Wilbur Forrest.
(Special Cable to The N. Y. Tribune
and The St. John Standard.)

With the American Army Northwest
of Verdun, Oct. 5—Evidences that the
Germans are hard pressed for reserves
under the terrific pressure which is be-
ing exercised against them on all
fronts is beginning to show here. Aged
men whose chief function during the
last two years has been to build roads
or dig trenches have appeared in line
against us, while the sorely tried Prus-
sian guard troops are still attempting
tc maintain their reputation with de-
pleted units.

Guardsmen and roadbullders are
fighting side by side, something Ger-
many’s bitterest enemies could not
have visualized even a year ago. The
Prussian Guard units which were al-
most cut to pileces in the Soissons area
by the French were sent into rest
areas, but returned when the Ameri-
cans began the offensive in this sector
without replacements or rest.

“Hold Out,” Enemy Cries.

One company of guards has been
wiped out, three men alone remaining.
Ludendorff has sent an order to his
forces to fight to the limit to hold the
Allies, so they will become convinced
the German army can defend Germany.
Then he promiees that the Allies will
talk peace. To retreat, Ludendorft
says, will lengthen the war.

German aviators are nigthtly drop-
ping propaganda packages attached to
flares behind our lines, asking the Am-
erican soldiers to come over to the
German side. The type of the Ger-
man mentality is responsible for this
propaganda, the subject matter of
which reads, “Wilson is the dictator
and tool of the English. It is an ever.
lasting shame that twenty million Ger-
man-Americans couldn’t prevent Wik
son's dictatorship declaring war on
Germany. We cannot promise you a
farm if you come over, but you will
never regret it. We have no specula-
tors or corrupt politicians in jen
many."”

U. 8. 8ends Up Propaganda.

That America propaganda sent be-
hind the Boche lines attached to smal)
balloons, however, is having an effect
is shown by many prisoners who have
entered our camps, presenting as meal
tickets our ration lists telling what we
feed prisoners.

Hundreds of easy oaptures are prob-
ably due to this sort of advertisement,
which doesn’t stoop to disgusting vitu-
peration characterizing all enemy prop-
aganda sent over our lines, but speaks
in eolid terms of bully beef, coffee,
jam and bread.

Among the new evidence that Ger-
many lacks raw materials seen here
are sandbags woven of twisted strands
of paper, while I have also seen evi-
dénces of a leak through the Allied
blockade in empty meat tins from
Cerman dugouts labelled with the
name of Chicago meat packers. Ce-
ment in sacks, marked Berne, Switzer-
land, is also being found. :

Banks and Storekeepers Take
Our Currency at 97 |-2
Cents on the Dollar—More

in City Sometimes.

Bastport, Oct. 9.—Theres is a dis-
count on all Canadian currency of
2% per cent., not only at the loéal
banks, but at some of the stores, and
as this frontler city has long been
noted for its extensive trading with
the countless numbers of Dominion
islanders from the many settlements
about Passamaquoddy Bay and Bay
of Fundy there is somewhat of an in-
convenience over the late ruling and
the average resident is scmewhat re-
luctant to take Canadian money in
any quantities at present. Many thou-
sands of dollars are paid out at the
banks and stored every week in ex-
change for the checks received by the
Canadian and American fishermen for
the daily supplies of Werring brought
to the dozen local sardine factories
and it had always been the custom to
pay out Canadian currency to these
Dominion fishermen and weir owners
as they were soon on their way across
the bordoer or found it easy to disphse
of all Canadian money about the city

stores. These fishermen now want
American carrency. Most all Cana-
dians now demand American curren-

cy and the story has leaked out’just
why this is so. Tt is sald that at the
Canadian banks and stores a premi-
um of 2% cents is paid for American
currency since so many Canadians
coming to the New England States do
not want fto carry their own (Canadi-
an) money and have to pay the dis-
count acrosg the border, so are on the
hunt for 17. 8. money. It is probably
that if a careful canvas of all stores
along the business front of this fron
tier city wag madz there.would be
found most any day more Canadian
currency in the money drawer and
safes than that of The U.S., from the
fact that the trade from over the line
is extensive here at all times

PUNISHING INNOCENTS.

Ever since they occupied Belgium
the Germans have pursued a policy
of visiting upon the head of the inno-
cent punishment for offences against
the military regulations laid down by
the invader. A few months ago some
patriots destroyed an important rail-
way bridge on the line between Tirle
mont and Diest. General Luebert,
Gerrgan commandant of the district,
immediately curtailed the food rations
for the district, and in consequence
the crime of these men who, though
nominally conguered, had the courage
to continue the fight for their belov-
ed country, was expiated by the en-
tire population, but above all by the
innocent children for they, more than

any others, feel the pinch of food
restrictions. How many innocent
childrgn perished in consequence of

this added duffering it is impossible to
say.

This has been the policy of the
Germans ever since they occupied the
unhappy country, to strike at those
who are least able to defend them-
gelves The sufferings of the Belgian
children are, under normal conditions,
beyond all description. The German
overlooks no opportunity to make
them worge. It is for the children, for
the lives of the children, that the
Belgian Relief Fund is carrying on its
great work. Without this work the
children must die. It is for the chil-
dren that the Belgian Relief Fund is
appealing to the people of Canada to-
day for further financial support. It
asks the people of the Dominion to
save the lives of these helpless vic-
tims of German tyranny. Contribu-
tions should be sent to the local Com-
mittee of the Belgian Relief Fund, or
to the Central Committee at 59 8St.

Old Soldiers Have Remark-

able Reunion at
Fought Tagether
War.

Calais, Me, Oct. 8—Comrades Pearl
E. Day and John Loudon by a singular
ceincidence meet in Calais after a per-
fod of 54 years, turning back the pages
of time to a memorable event on a
battlefield of the Civil war.

Pearl B. Day, who is a veteran in
his 71st year, was then a private in the
14th Maine regiment and was at the
battle of Cedar Creek, Nov. 24th, 1864.
