“More Than Forty Thousand Prisoners and Five Hundred Big Guns Have
Been Captured-Allies Take Numerous Towns and Villages—Airmen
Tell of Tremendous Confusion Behind the German Line — Enemy
Troops on Fifty Mile Front Compelled To Withdraw Through a Gap
of Not More Than Thirty Miles.

London, Aug. | |—The wings of the salient which the Allies have driven into the
German positions in the Somme area have crumbled away and with them the entire ene-
my defense in'the Montdidier salient has collapsed. The Allied push has now become a
straight ahead drive in which the divisions of the Crown Prince and those of Prince Rup-
precht of Bavaria are fleeing headlong for safety to the line of the Somme and the Nesle
and Noyon Canal. * Between the Ancre and the Qise, the Allies have driven a hole in the
German line with a width of fifty miles. Within the area between these rivers many hun-
dreds of Allied tanks are ambling about, smashing machine guns and stamapeding the foe
wholesale and taking thousands of prisoners, while cavalry squadrons are careening to
and fro reconnoitering and cutting up enemy detachments.

* 'This war has no more wonderful ex-|
“hibition of scientific gunnery than
that which broke on the enemy yester-
day, in a barrage far more intense than |
even that of Vimy, and pursued his|
retreating forces relentlessly, raising
the precise distance inwards, as stated
intervals of minutes, as our men got
joto him. It would have been wonder-
ful if the ground had been known and
prepared and every feature of the ar-
tillery problem carefully studied in ad-
wvance, as at Lens; it was nothing less

Brilliant Troops.

“The victory was due,” said the pre-
mier, “to the brilliant quality of our
troops assisted by the French and I
am now glad to say also by the Ameri-
can troops.

“The great supply of ammunition
had been a factor in dealing with the
situation,” he sald, “but one of the
greatest was the combined command.

“But it isn't over yet,” he contin-
ued. ‘““The country has got to depend
on its resolution. What the country
wants 18 & good, steady heart, free
from excitement, not an intermittent
or irregular heart, but ome of steady
blows and if we keep that I believe
we will win.”

Great
havoe would result in the German de-
tense if this line was turned just
when a shelger had been prepared for
the retreating troops. Future develop-
ments of the present battle degend

largely upon whether Foch’s army
equals the qerman in numbers and
freshness. So long as Foch keeps the

initiative, any superiority on the Allied
side is bound to increase, for in mod-
ern battles, the deefnse is more cost-
1y in men than the offense, while eve®
the more important is the moral dam-
age to a defending army.
Public opinion in all the Allied coun-
tries is for concerted effort to finish
the war as soon as possible, although
many observers believe the end can-
not be until next p:ar when the Am-

bers and the eastern sront Is recon-
stituted., Against these suggestions it
is argued that events in Russia, as
shown in the recent past, caanot be
accurately gauged. It dlso is argued
that by next year the Germans may
have developed a system of strategic
retreats om the Hnes of their last
Somme retirement ana rage refuge on
the old Hindenburg front thus avold-
ing battle and delaying the Allied ad-
vance many months.
Judging by events Foch appears to
favor an effort to finish the war by a
continuation of the present offensive.
1t would seem that he i§ supported by
other high authorities among the Al
lies and the plan is likely to prevail.
Writing on the present offensive in
his weekly dispatch, General Gourko,
former chief of the' Russian staff,
says: “For the present the name of
the real Initiator of the Allied cownter-
offensive will not be known. But pos-
1 know it and future hiator
fans will acclaim as being definitely
sssociated and largely responsible for
that serles of well-planned operations
which eynchronize with the turning
point in this great war.”

heretofore incurred for “failure to report,
absence without leave or desertion incurred by
those men of the description aforesaid who
shall be in the proper discharge of their military
duties on or before the said twenty-fourth day
of August, 1918.

Of all of which Our loving subjects and all
others whom these presents may concern are
hereby required to take notice and govern
themselves accordingly.

their bounden duty, and as is necessary for the
defence of Our Dominion of Canada.

NOW KNOW YE that we in the exercise
of Our powers, and of Our good will and
pleasure in that behalf, do hereby proclaim and

'@ivisions are heading for the line of
the Somme and the Nesle and the
Noyon Canal. In other words, they
have been pushed well beyond the
iime where they stood before the
ifamous “strategic” retreat to the Hin-
denburg line of last year. Montdidier
has fallen into the hands of the vie
torious Allies; Canadian and Austral-
fans have captured Chaulnes, also a
highly important centre, and the key
to part of the German position, and
numerous other towns and viilages
| have been rescued from enemy hands
since Friday. The invader in his ig-
nominious retreat, has suffered severe-
1y, leaving 40,000 prisoners, and many
thousands of dead behind him.

We stated in these colymns last
Thursday that there were reasons for
believing that Foch was preparing an-
other powerful blow, but the predic-
tion has been exceeded by a movement
far more powerful than anyone hoped
for. By his cautious campaigning and
his wondd&ful ability to strike in the
proper places at the right time,
new marshal of France has shown
himself to be the great military lead-
er of the war. Others may have swept
over as much territory ard more, but
such gains were accomplished at
heavy losses. Foch's motto appears
to be “Save the army and smite the
foe where and when he is most vul-
 nerable.” Before Foch was In com-

{mand of the entire Allied front, there
were mistakes made which were seen
when it was too late, but unity of com-
mand obliterated this weakness, and
lall nations of the ¥mtente and the
United States as well now realize
jthat a brilliant stroke was executed
| when the French general was placed
in full command.

The Allied mounted forces and tanks
{ have pushed more than fifteen miles
{into enemy territory. Tremendous
{ confusion exists behind the German
lines, the Allied airmen report. Enemy
troops assembled on a fifty-mile front
in the Montdidier bulge have been
compelled to withdraw through a gap
not more than thirty miles as the
crow flies. The enemy is sending great
bodies of reinforcements from the Per-
onne sector to make a desperate effort
to hold up the Allied advance, while
the bulk of his troops are being with-
drawn over the Somme. One of the
possibilities is the extension of the
battlefleld northward to Arras, and
southward to Soissons. Yesterday the
enemy made stubborn stands at a
number of points and checked the Al-
lied advance in some places.

Public opinion in all the Allied
countries favors a concentrated
fort to finish the war as soon as pos-
sible, although it is not now expected
that the struggle can be terminated be-
fore next year. If the enemy falls
back to the old Hindenburg line, thus
avoiding battle, he may by digging in
be able to delay the ultimate Allied ad-
vance several months.

INDIA'S GIFT OF MEN.,

Another half milllon men will be
raised for the Indian army this year
which will bring India’s total contribu-
tion of mative soldiers to much more
than one million. Definite reports
have not been issued by the war office
but it is fairly well known that up to
the end of 1916, nearly 300,000 recruits
were obtained in Northern India. In
1917 some 200,000 more were recruit-
ed. In the armies of Palestine and
Mesopotamia the bulk of the soldiers
are natives of India and the extensive
recruitingg this year means that the
winter campaign can be prosecuted
with vigor. The new reinforcements
made available for Generals Marshall
and Allenby should enable them, at the
close of the hot season, to engage in
extensive operations.

“The German Havy on one or two
oo lanl has sent & portion of its
ps out @ short distance from
its bna to try how a nibble at the
British fleet would result. Each time
after an e the German shiys
have hurridely sought safety at their
base, which a victorious fleet would
not do.

“Since the German fleet came out
from its base and fought the British at
the battle of Jutland in August, 1916,
and then ran home, it has not been out
for battle. In fact, no German war-
ship larger than a destroyer has ven-
tured 150 miles ‘west of Helgoland
since August, 1916, except the .two
light cruisers which attacked a lightly
guarded convoy im October, 1917, in
Scandinavian waters. The British and
American warships patrol the North
Sea right up to the German mine fiej
and about Helgoland on the alert
German ships. Unless the German
fleet had suffered the most extreme
punishment at the hands of the British
and had realized that their game of
bite and run away was a bad game for
them, would the Germans have allowed
their high seas fleet to remain for two
years in idleness?

“There have been rumors that the
German navy was being regunned, and
that when this was ‘accomplished the
Germans would come out and fight at
a range beyond the power of opposing
ships to reach. This I8 a very imprpb-
able speculation, and while increased
gun range and power are likely on
some ships of newer design, it is safe
to say that the entire German navy
will not be armed with new monster
guns beyond all power of allied guns.
“The Allied fleets have not lost sight
of the fact that the fighting range has
been greatly inereased and have made

fleets only too anxi-

provision for this contingency. The

nel of a ship. Defensive measures have
been taken to meet such gas attacks
aboard ship, and, although the Ger-
mans used gas shells in the battle of
Jutled, their effects were fortunately
not serious

“No one can safely predict, how-
ever, what the future may bring forth.
The Germans may have planned some
new special long range gum for gas
shells in the hope of being able to use
them in such numbers a8 to demoral-
ize the allied fleet in an attack. Gas
masks, however, are provided for men
aboard ships as well as for troops
ashore, and whatever new deviltry in
warfare the Germans plan, it will un-
doubtedly be properly met,

“Of course naval sirategy demands
that every conceivable movement of

the enemy be considered and steps
taken to counteract them. For this
reason a sufficient force of warships
must_be on the alert night and day to

meet'and overwhelm the German fleet
in case it does come out. We must act
in the belief that it will come out and
fight. To this end we must be ready
for it at any moment, although it is
weary waiting. We have the great
German fleet securely bottled up, and
we cannot afford to take a chance of
loosening the cork.

“If the German army can ever reach
the coast of France and gain the
port of Calais, which is highly ime
probable, the German high sea fleef
may attempt some enterprise; but it
will mot be risked in a general battle,
The fleet is being kept safely in idle
ness, because the German jhigh com-
mand realize that it has no chance in
battle. The most logical conelusion
is that the great German fleet is being
safeguarded for the possible welfare of
Germany after the war ends. The
German Government hopes that, with
a peace favorable to Germany, it will
have a big fleet which can be further
expanded for the next war, unless the
Allies put it out of her power to retain
the fleet by beating her to her knees,
taking the best part of her fleet frym
ber and making it impossible for her
to have a large menacing fleet in the
future, It is the only way to secure a
permanent world peace.”

gal, Ruesia, Sweden and Austria—a
crushing alliance — joined hands
agaiust Napoleon. Frcem the south and
the east they invaded France and,
hemmed in on all sides, the little em-
peror was forced for the first time in
his life to fight on the defemsive,
Fighting with only 20,000 young and
untriec conscripts, he fell upon and
smashed at Chateau-Thierry an army
of 50,000 Russians and Prussians. It
was a final flash of the old success, a
ghining victory in the midst of a dis-
astrous campaign, for on the last day
of March Napoleon's enemies entered
Parir, and before many weeks had
pas<sed he had been exiled to Elba.
Chateau-Thierry was taken and re-
taken in 1814. Just a hundred years
later its walls looked down upon the
retreat of the enemy before the vic-
tors of the Marne,

Viciting there in the spring of this
year, you would have found Chateau-
Thicrry a town set in a fair and peace-
ful countryside proud of its sheep-
crowaing  pasturage and rich in its
vines and cherry trees—a little town
of 7000 people.

And this town Is a shrine for French
pilgrims, not because of the battles
fought in its streets, but because it
was the home of the master of fables,
La Fontaine, Very much as it was in
the seventeenth century, you can see
today and its moss-grown well, where
the Fouse, with its outside staircase
this most beloved of French poets was
born.

Waik an hour or so up the road that
leads to the northwest, and you come
to La Ferte-Milon, the home of Ra-
cine, Jean de la Fontaine and Jean
Rachine—they are the poets of that
regicn at the heart of the country
which is known as Isle de France, the

8

S
poets whose work, in its simplicity,
its modesty, its eternal common sense
gives to the French spirit its finest,
its purest expression.

The French of all ranks and ages
love their poet of Chateay-Thierry.
When in the early stages of the Revo-
lution the infuriated mob in Paris
gave themselves over to the Septem-
ber massacres of bloody memory, and
thousands of prisoners were butcher-
ed, one woman was spared for no
other reason that because she was the
grand daughter of La Fontaine. French
children hear his fable in the nursery
and know them by heart; their fathers
and mothers find summed up in them
all their philosophy of life.

It was at Chateau-Thierry that La
Fontaine was Master of the Waters
and the Forests. It was there he
made friends with the wandering dog,
the toiling ant, the mounting lark—all
the amimals of the countryside who
move in his fables, It was there he
wrote “The Wolves and the Ewe,” of
which the moral is the motto of his
people in this year of trial:

“We can conclude from this that one
must war continually with the wicked.
Peace is all very well in itself, I ad-
mit, but of what use is it with enemies
who are faithless?”

Romance of Salling Vessels.

A couple of the very earliest chap-
ters from the exciting story of his life
at sea have been written by Capt. Copp
for the readers of the Dafly Sun. These
are especially interesting as giving
glimpses of the romance of the old
sailing ship days and also of Capt.
Copp’s own romance, when he was a
lad of 19 aboard a safling vessel bognd
for Glasgow and the * Mediterranean,
and when Mrs, Copp was Miss H. J.
Shields, the belle of the country round
Alma, N. B., where she lived with her
father, Capt. Hugh Shields. His first
voyage across the Atlantic is describ-
ed in the following article:

“My experience as a skipper dates
back to the old sailing ship days when
swift winged clippesds raced across the
oceans of the world. Sea life had a
chivalry dnd romance then which
seemed to become eliminated when the
.mechanical process of steam as a driv-
ing force took the place of the natural
power of wind and sail. Through
this evolution the rivalry that existed
among seamen in the old days, to see
who could do the best and neatest
work in the shortest time, was chang-
ed to more of a laborer’s task in scrub-
bing paint-work and shovelling coal.

“In the old days sHips were built

. on lnes for speed, and merchants
“Prten gave a bonus for quick passages.
Ehen those who nayigated the ship
ould take every advantage of favor-
able winds, carrying on sail as long
as possible, sometimes a little too-long,
when spars were broken and sails
blown to ribbons.

“There was always & bit of excite-
ment when it came to reefing top-
sails, for the sailors would race one
another up the rigging and to the
weather yard arm, to haul the weath-
er reefer in. This was supposed to
be the second ‘or third officer’'s job,
but Tt was a feather in a sailor’s cap
to beat him by getting out first.

“Splicing the Main Brace.”

“Often the fore and main topsails
were reefed at the same time, the.chief
mate's watch, which is the port watch,
reefing and setting the foretopsail, and
the second mate’s watch, or sfarboard
watch, reefing and setting the main-
topsail, with much rivalry as to which
watch should be the quickest.

destroyed. Italy’s cause is Ameri-
ca's cause, just as it is the cause of
all humanity, as it is the cause of
Roman and Latin civilization.”
