Frank Wild of Mawson Party Tells
1 Stirring Tale of Antarctic

-IN BLIZZARD FOR 17 DAYS

Explorers Discovered Greats Tract
of Land Extending Probably to
*South Pole.

. London, June 10—Few polar narfa-
tives have contained more sensation than
 that of Ferank Wild and his party, who
were ' landed by their own choice upon
a moyving glacier in the Antarctic and
. have been récovered after a year on that
precarious abode. Mr. Wild was a mem-
 ber of Captain Scott’s first expedition
and 4lso of the party which accompanied
Sir Ernest Shackleton.

Mr. Wild and' his seven companions,
all under 80 % of age, formed the
secqnd ‘base of Dr. Mawson’s Antarctic
éxpedition. : The chief tesult of their
exploration was the discovery of a great
tract of land- with 850 miles of coast
line;, probably extending to the pole 'it-
self, which has been named Queen
Mary’s Land. . Speaking of his expedi-
tion, Mr. Wild said: :

"“On Feb. 11 we sighted a glacier which
had .probably been mistaken by Wilkes
for Termination Land, and on the 15th
found a landing. This being Shackle-
fon’s birthday, we named it Shackleton
Glacier.” It looked an’impossible. spot.
It was clearly a moving glacier, and its
terrible cliffs 100 feet high were badly
broken and crevassed. I fully realized
the possibility of it breaking away, but
thought the risk worth taking.

“However, 1 asked all my people sep-
arately if they were willing to land, and,
trusting in my judgment, they cheerfully
consented. We had thought of landing
on a fast floe five or six years old, which
we had seen some, days previously, but
fortunately did not or we should have
all been lost: )

‘Landing our hut, stores, etc, and
hoisting them up this dangerous cliff
was a long. and difficult business. Dur-
ing this period the temperature varied
40 _deg., dropping as low as minus 15
Fahrenheit. We made preparations for
sleding, but were detained until the
middle of March by blizzards and snow-
drifts fifteen feet in depth. In the meéan-
time all the sed ice blew away, leaving
us ‘with' a  perpendicular
which it was.impossible for penguins or
seals to ascend, and for five months ‘we
had to” depend. entirely on tinned foods.
“As soon as the weather permitted a
party of six left the Rut to lay out a
depot on land which wWe could see to the
south seventeen miles distant from our
glacier, -Although in’ a direct line the
land lay sevénteen miles off, our first
Journey to it was thirty-three miles in
length, After eight days traveling we
reached a spot thirty-five miles inland
at an altitude of 2,200 feet.

“From March 21 for a period of nine
days we were kept in camp by the same

pungent smoke.

Soon the river of fire set alight to the
ships’ boats as they lay alongside the

One boat caught fire fron
end to end, and to save it and to effect
their own' escape from the wharf, now
surrounded by flame, the crew were com
pelled to walk through a morass of fien
tallow.

Drops Anti-
Dumpmg and Other Ob-
noxious Clauses

Those Having $3,000 to Pay—Men
~ With Children Dependant on Them
to Get $500 Off for Each—Life
Insurance Dividends Exempted.

‘Washington, June 24—Radical changes
in the income tax plan of the Under-
wood. bill, and alteration of the adminis-
trative features of the measure to over-
come most of the objections raised by
forelgn governments, were agreed upon
in a tentative way, today by thée Demo-
cratic ‘members of the senate ﬁmmce
committee.

“The income tax, under the new plan
would "apply to individual incomes over
$3,000; but would’ make important ex-
emptions for individuals,. municipalities,
civie bodiés and mutual insdrance com-
penies, under certain  restrictions.

Changes in' the edministrative sections
include a new provision giving the presi-
dent authority to increase tariff duties
against certain foreign articles coming
from countries that discrimimate against
tHe United States.

Obnoxious Clauses Cut Out. z

The proposed five per cent. concession
in tariff on goods brought in American
ships; the anh-dumpmg clause, and the
provision giving the: United States au-
thorities = “inquisitorial powers” to ex-
amine books of foreign manufacturers
when the valuation of ‘goods is in dis-
pute, were stricken out, These pro-
visions brought protests from many for-
eign nations.

Democrats of the committee made it
clear today that some further changes
might be made in the income tax and
adminiStrative sections before they were
reported fo the senate caucus, but the re-
visd sections as made public here today
are expected to stand with but little
alteration until thé caucus reaches them.

Senate Democrats in caucus on the
bill spent the entire”day on wool and
sugar. Just before adjournment tonight
s | Chairman . Simmons. secured .agreement
to vote. upon beth ‘not later

o’clock tomorrow. No ‘amendment fo
the. free wool provision has been offered,
but the opposing senators will have .an
opportunity to express their opinions on
two sugar amendments. Senator Shaf-
roth offered one to fix the rate af the
cnd of three years at about one-half cent
a pound; instead of the free Iist pro-
vision now in the bill. Senator Thorn-
ton offered the second amendment to
provide that the rates’remain as they

are in the Payne-Aldrich act.

Tax Reductions For Families.

Under the proposed new form of the
income tax, an additional exemption of
$1,000. would be allowéd to married men
or married women with dependent wives
or husbands, not taxable under this law,
and $500 would be added for each de-
pendent child living  with the dependent
upon the taxable parent. In cases of
both parents being taxable, however, no
exemption for children would ‘apply.

include the exemption from taxation of
that portion of the premiums collected
by (the mutual life or mutual insurance
companies, which’ may be returned to
policy holders in the form of dividends.
The taxation of this portion of their in-
come had been bitterly opposed by the
insurance companies. The Underwood
bill:. had exempted only mutual fire in-
surance.companies on this basis.

Chambers . of commerce, civic bodies
and: cities, counties and states are added
to the class of organizations whose in-
comes will not be taxable.

It was charged that he was seen
in .the eompany of Beron on the night
of the murder. Beron was the landiord
of /the houses in which  the supposed
Houndsditch murderers lived. Morrison,
who strongly denied that he had com-
mitted the murder, was found guilty on
March 15 and sentenced to death. When
sentence was’ pronounced  Morrison ex-
claimed: ; “I-am innocent. I do not be-
lieve theirss'a God in heaven!” :

His counsel appealed from the verdict,
but was not suceessful. = Later, however,
the sentence warcammuted to life im-
pnsonment.
