The schooner ¢ Sea Bird”’ is now on the
Small Sectional Dock, foot of Rutger's
street, New York, to replace several plank
recently cut through by the ice.

The brigt. ¢ Village Belle”” was lowered
from the People’s Dry Dock, foot of Gou-
verneur street, New York, 20th inst., hav-
ing had her hull cleaned and painted.

The schr. ¢ Lady Antrim,” from New
Bedford fur New York, hasarrived at New-
port with the cargo of the wrecked schooner
¢ Frigate Bird.”

Three-masted Schooners.
Ol the vessels that Mr. George Travis

built and sent to Australia,a few years
since,the three-masted, fore topsail schoon-
er ¢ Storm Bird”’ was the most conspicu-
ous. Ile is very enthusiastic over that
vessel and declares that a finer never sailed
the ocean.

For short voyages and coasting, Mr.
Travis belicves in the fore and aftrig ; but,
for the Atlantic tradeand all long voyages,
a square rig forward he considers indispen-
sible. The ¢ Storm Bird,”” with a long
foremast, tepsail, topgallant sail and royal
and also fore and aft foresail, main and
mizen could live in any weather. That
vessel under s reefed fore topsail could run,
in a hurricane when a fore and after as well
as the largest full-rigged ships must be
hove too, in order to the safty of vessel and
crew.

In consequence of the license Jaws in
several counties in the Province their
country demand has increased very much.
They supply direct to customers and also
through wholesale merchants in the city.
Through all their departments their pre
parations for the Spring business are going
on. New machinery for refining, pipes for
carrying from the different flats and all
sorts of labor saving appliances are being
used. On the fourth flat the sugar and
material for making syrups is stored. It
is then carried by pipes down to the third
story and there refined and flavored. In
the second story the syrups are bottled,
labelled and packed.

On the first floor is the machinery, the
steam engine and bottling and corking
machines. The machine for cleaning the
bottles was invented by Mr. Roue, and
has the advantage of saving fully 400 per
cent in labor, besides being much cleaner.
It is"worked by placing the bottle over a
small pipe, pressing the foot on a lever,
which forces the water -up, thoroughly
cleansing in its operation. Abous three
hundred barrels of refined sugars are ased
in a year with their present business, and
last year 480,000 bottles of syrups, cor-
dials, and serated waters were turned out.
For all this work three teams are em-
ployed to deliver the articles, and eight
men to put them up and deliver. Messrs.
Nash & Roue personally superintend the
business in a'l its details, and bave worked
it up in a highly satisfactory manner. The
business is comparatively new a.nong tte
infant manufactures of the City, and
though in some of its branches others
were in the field a few years ago, none of
them pursued it with anything like the
completeness of the present proprietors.
Messrs. Nash & Rouc both came here from
Halifax, are both young men, and, with
their present energy, will” ere long com-
mand an increasing and widely extended

business.

Congregational Singing.

A few days ago, Dr. Eben Tourjee,
Director of the New England Conservatory
of Music, addressed a New York audience
on ‘‘Music asan Element of Worship.”’
After referring to the *‘ musical worship
of God as one of the highest sources of
emotional power known to the world,”
and stating instances of the favorable in-
fluence of music over even hardened men
and women who visitéd his free concerts in
the North End of Boston, the spcaker
said :—

Music, as a means of worship, has been
in common use in all ages. It was heard
in the early days of Isracl. In the temple
of Solomon the glorious praises of the Lord
of Hosts were sung. In the New Testa-
ment the same is to be observed. Our
Saviour commends music to us. St. Paul
advises the choral worship of God. The
early Church recognized song in the
practice of devotion. Daring the first
three hundred years of the Christian
Church nothing but congregational sing-
ing was known. In the year 815, choral
services were first celebrated. After that,
in the dark ages of the Church, to more
completely exclude the congregation, the
singing was rendered in Latin, and the
whole worship of God was surrendered to
the priests. In the sixteenth c2ntury,
Martin Luther appeared and roused the
whole world by singing with uplifted
voice the praises of God. In Germany,
boih choir and congregational singing is
practiced. In America, with but few ex
ceptions, the singing is confined to the
choir, and the congregation sits mute and
criticises its efforts. We should have church
music that the congregation with one accord
can join in. A great mistake is made by
those who, in congregational singing, look
for exact time, or even tune. The very
roughness of it is part of its charm. No
true musician will object to it because it
is rude. Nor will He to whom it is offered
condemn its rude simplicity. The union
ot choir and congregational singing will be
found the most effectlve, the choir to lead,
sustain and supply the harmony. 1 visited
Berlin, some few years ago, and there in
the great church, where the music had
been supplied by Mendelssohn, artistic
and beautiful beyond anything 1 ever
conceived, the congregation, numbering
over three thousand, rose and burst into
the glorious - melody, *‘For a Strong
Castle is our Lord,” with irresistille
power. I was overcome, and stood motion-
less, overpowered by the new revelation
that had entered my soul, and my humble
efforts since have been made to make con-
gregational singing the strength and
power of our worship. But how is con-
gregational singing to be produced?
Grown up people say they cannot sing
But very few children are unable to_sing.
It remains for the Church, by the aid of
children’s voices, to foster the spirit of
song. The house of God ought to bere
sonant with children’s voices. Luther
says next to theology sacted music has the
highest place in religion. The inappro-
priateness of most ot the music furnished
in our churches leads the thoughts astray
from God. The musie of the concert-room
and the opera is not fit for the house of
God.

These remarks bristle with suggestive
tacts and sound advice, which if pondered
and followed to their legitimate conclu-
sion, would relieve many congregations of
the tyranny of choirs. Where the church
is dependent for its music solely on the
choir, in too many instances the young
ladies and gentlemen eomposing that body
conduct matters with a pretty free hand.
They place a high estimate on the value of
their services and are puffed up with self-
importance. They sing what they please : —
members absent themselves when they
please :—there are frequent jealousies and
bickerings, causing the stated supply of
music to be a matter of great uncertainty.
1n no sense are they an aid to the congre-
gation’s devotions, and in many instances
their levity is grossly unbecoming and the
occasion of scandal to all sincere worship-
f)ers. Aside from personal objections, the
idea of the congregation praising Ged in
song by proxy from the gallery or organ
1)ftis so utterly at variance with the prac-
tice of the Church in its purest days, and
tLe object for which this form of praise
was adopted, as to require brief argument
to secure its abolition.

The personal portions of these remarks
are not intended toapply to those members
of church choirs in which unbroken bar
mony has prevailed,—where the leading
spirits are truly devoted Christians, giving
their ti neand talent to the Church’s service
through a long suceession of years, regard-
less of payment or trouble to themselves,—
where everything is conducted with proper
decorum and a desire prevails to assist the
congregation’s efforts, instead of obstruct
ing improvement. To such as these a
meed of praise is due, not merely for un-
tiring zeal but for the high toned and
truly Christian mapner in which their
part in the Church’s service has been per-
formed. By such as these the remarks and
suggestions we have quoted will be most
favorably received, and it is by their assist-
ance largely that true congregational sing-
ing can be enforced and secured. Another
aid would be the musical instruction of
cbildren in our Public Free Schools. Here
the ground work should be laid, and here
it can be cheaply done. A knowledge of
sacred music on the part of the young of
all ages and conditions of life, besides
being a source of pleasure to themselves,
would undoubtedly be the means of secur-

.

* The Montreal News facetiously nomi
nates Mr. Edward Goff Penny, the editor
of the Montreal Herald [Opposition paper)
tor the next Governor General of this broad
Dominion.”’

We have not seen the Montreal News,
and are, therefore, not fully informed of
the spirit in which that journal deals with
so grave a subject,—one, by the way, in
which every Province, and every news-
paper and individual in each Province, can
not but feel the liveliest interest.  What

mirth, or why Mr. Penny’s name should
be put forth ¢ facetiously,’”’ we arc at a
loss to determine. We know of no gcod
reasons for opposing or even ridiculing
Mr. Penny’s appointment to the office ol
Governor General. 1f it is objected that
Mr. Penny is an annexationist, we reply
that Montreal journals are debarred from
starting such an 1mpediment, since that
City is represented in most commercial and
semi-political gatherings by Hon. John
Young, who is a true blue annexationist.
The Dominion Government can not ohjgct-,
a¢ it has appointed avowed annexationists
to office ; and the Imperial Government will
Yot object,if Mr. Penny’s other merits
stand out conspicuous and convincing. It
may, perhaps, be held to be an ohjection
that Mr. Penny was formerly a sailor ; but
in a spirit of fair play and prudence we
should treat the circumstance as a positive
qualification for office and government.
This Canada of ours is rapidly becoming
one of the world’s foremost maritime pow-
ers ; and between the Dominion’s financial
undertakings and its maritime interests, it
is not unlikely that the head of the Gov-
ernment will require to be thoroughly
versed in the art of Navigation. Besides
this, there is precedent for Mr. Penny’s
position in tkat of the Duke of Edinburgh,
the Queen’s second son, who is posting
himsell in seamanship as an aid to a
future career of government. Another
class of objectors may take refuge in the
fact that Mr. Penny is a newspaper man,
but this won't hold water. George Brown,
who aspires to rule the Dominion,—to be
t"e power behind the Throne, greater than
the Throne itself,—is a heavy newspaper
man. William Annand, William Garvie
and Peter Ross, the local rulers of Nova
Scotia, are all newspaper men. Disracli
bas written for the Press, and Gladstone
for the Magazines. Then why rule out
Penny and the Montreal Herald?

1t may be alleged,—and this is certainly
a grave matter, —that Mr. Peany is not
sufficiently independent in his political
opinions ; that he has always been in op
position to the Government and is conse-
quently a partisan. But this is just where
the subject of these remarks.is at once
pesitively strong and apt to be misunder
stood. Mr. Penny, in fact, is one of the
most independent public men with which
our Canada is at present blessed. 1t is
true that in his eyes distance invariably
lends enchantment to bis view,—that is,
affairs in the States or in England or in
Russia seem much better managed than
here at home. The matters with whizh he
is conversant appear to be more corrupt
and odious than a similar class of uffuirs
in other countries of which Mr. Penny
has no practical knowledge. This is a
constitutiondl weakness, such as afflicts
other men on other subjects,—some other-
wise good people having a propensity for
lying, and other equally good men a ten-
dency to- tears at the shortest notice
What is Mr. Penny’s misfortune must not
be charged to him as a fault.
ny lived in the States, he would probally
reverse the glass: he would look with
contempt on objects at home, and would sce
much to commend in the condition of
the Dominion. This, we believe, is what
is understood by independence. Amnother
mark of independence Mr. Penny also
possesses in a large degree :—he is always
in opposition to everything. The Domin-
ion Government don’t suit him—the Local
Government don’t suit him—the Grits
don’t suit him,—he can’t agree with the
* Reds’’ of Montreal or the English Radi
cals; he never commits himself 'y saying
anything favorable of his associates of the
Press, lest it should interfere with the even
tenor of that independence for which he has
become famous. All things considered,
therefore, the reasons for presenting Mr.
Penny as a candidate for the Governor
Generalship are decidedly influential— at
least, they so present themselves to our
mind. The chief regret we should feel at
the elevation would arise from the absence
from the Press of one who never flattered,
but calmly decided against the claims to
public confidence of all Governments and
all public men, whether weak or mighty.
Still, this would be greatly modified by the
thought that the stern integrity, the vast
amount of public virtue, which would be
lost to the Press, would be transferrcd to
the (Government where, according to Mr.
Penny’s observations for many years past, it
is greatly necded. Somuch public honcsty
is cheap at fifty thousand dollars a year.

A HUMAN TIGER!

Twenty Seven Crimas in Sevea ¥Yoars.
[EFrom the Londen Times.]

We areall familiar with stories of the
Man-eating Tigers of eertain Provinces in
India. From time to time one of these fero
cious beasts of prey, haviag once tasted
human blood, will infest the neighborhood
of a village, lying in wait for the dainty
food for which it has acquired an uncon-
trollable craving. It continues the scourge
and terror of the community, pouncing at
Wpexpected moments on the hapless vie-

1 tims, young or old, who may stray within

its reach, until at length it is felt it must
at all risks be esterminated. and'it is hunt-
ed down either by the villagers or by some
adventurous Furopean. An account we
print this morning of a trial now proceed-
ing a score of miles from Duver, deseribes
THE HISTORY OF A MAN
who appears for six or seven years to have
played a part not unlike that of these
dreaded brutes. IFor some time pasy one
or two quiet agricultural villages between
Boulogne and Calais seem to have been
kept in a state ol constant alarm by a mys
terious series of outrages Incendiary
fires, robheries, attempts %o murder, actual
murders, accompanied with brutal matila
tions, were perpetrated year after year and
month after month. The criminal alte:
each outrage contrived to retreat unob
served to his lair, and people went to their
work and to their beds with the horribl
sense of an unknown enemy threatening
them, whose attack they could neither an
ticipate nor avert. At length a trifling
coincidence in connexion with one ol the
robberies threw suspicion upon
TIIE GUILTY PERSON,
and he appears, though s'ill denying some
of the crimes with which he is charged, to
have confessed to otkers and thus to have
made admissions which leave no reasonable
doubt that it is he who has so long bee:
the scourge of his neighbours. Joseph
Lemettre was but 18 years old when,in
13€4, Le was in service at the farmhbousz of
Selles, and had won confidence by bhis
‘* quiet conduct and regular babits,” and
since that date he is now believed to hav
perpetrated at least 27 crimes, mwany of
them of the-deepest dye. The act d'accu
suion will be found, as usual ia France, to
present a vivid picture of this carcer of ma
lignity, but the briefest and most prosaic
summary is sufficiently appalling. In the
autumn of 1864 some stacks of beans,a
house and shed, and, again, some farm
buildings, were on three distinct occasions
burnt down No motive is assigned in
these instances, but the accident of Lemet
tre having been seen near the spot,and
afterwards denying it, threw on him grave
suspicion, from which, however, he was
protected by his
GENERAL GOOD CHARACTER

Early in the next year the farm house oi
the man who had suspected him was brok
en into, an attempt was made to set it on
fire,and it may be presumed that in all
these cases fire had been employed in orde
to cover the robbery. Lemettre’s mastes
then died, and' the history pasves over an
" interval ot two years. Lemettre, howerver,
-eem to have remained in the service of his

‘ate master’s widow, and when, in 1867,
she was married to a connection of his own,
and went to reside at a neighbouring ham-

et, he accompanied them. At the end of

that year the course of outrages recouw-
menced, not to be again interrupted until

Lemettre's apprehension. In September

hie fellow servant was robbed of 620 francs.
i SHOTS
1 were fired at his emwployers, and a box full
of powder placed against the wall of their
house. Lemettrc, it is said, now admits
that he committed thcse outrages in order
to frichten Lis master and mistress back to
their old farm. The next year, 1868, wa-
marked by a murderous assault on a brew
er’s carman as he was returning from An-
dresellcs with some money for Lis employ-
er. A Dbarbarous mutilation, moreover,
was inflicted on the victim, which was re
p-ated in some of the subsequent outrages.
I the same year a widow, who lived alone
at a farmhouse in Andreselles and who had
just received a sum of 1,200f., was aroused
at night by a man demanding

1IER MONEY OR HER LIFE ;
she was brutally stabbed, and her houre
partially robbed. Once wore in the same
year, the house of the priest was entercd
during midnight mass and robbed of plate
and money. . The year 18G9 opered with
two robberies of money from the same fcl-
low-servant who bad been robbed in 1867.
Lemettre, about this time, took a house in
Andreselles. ln the course of thesummer
a young man was found murdered and
r.bbed, on the evening after a lair, with
his head close to the stable door of Lemet-
tre’s house, and his body exhibited the
same horrible mutilativn asin the previous
assault on the brewer. Suspicion fell upon
the owner of a wineshop, who, however,
was soon exoneratea by being himself
FOUND MURDERED

with the same marks of brutality. The
house had bcen robbed and attempts made
to fire it. A fifth crime in this year was a
burglary at a neighboring farmhouse. The
year 1870 opened with the murder of a man
who had denounced the existence of robbers
in the neighborhood. and another burglary
was committed. Lemettre was thenabsent
Irom home lor six months serving in the
Garde Mobile, and during his absence the
crimes ccased. -lmediately on his return®
i1 April, 1871,

THREE SUCCESSIVE BURGLARIES
renewed the alarm of the neighborheosd,
and Lemettre began to be watchel.

It belongs to that class of cases, hap-
pily rare, in which the criminal seems to
be destitute of any susceptibility to ordi-
nary human feeling, and to possess no
other motive than a paltey greed, and no
other intellcctual faculty thin a depraved
cunning and a supreme selfishoess. Great
crimes are sometimes committed under
proportionately great incentives. An in
tense passion of hatred, jealousy, or re-
venge, or some ahsorhing speculation, will
suddenly surprisa a man into a deed of
violence or gradually overwaster him.
But a conspicuous lesson of this case is
that human natare seems chiefly capable
of the vilest crimes where the commonest
intelligence would, according to the frite
saying, abstain from them as mere blun-
Gers. Perhaps he had mnde gains which
seemed considerable to the mind of a needy
peasant, but none but a degraded intelli
gence would have thought them worth
pursuing through murder, brutality, and
arson,

The Louisiana Politicians.
SKETCIIES OF GOV. WARMOTH AND SPEAKER
CARTER
Recent events in Louisiana—events the
full significance of which cannot be com-
prehended now, but which are of a mo
mentous character, and must leave, what
soever the end, their impress on that State
for years to come —have brought promir-
ently before the country the two central
figures in the strife, viz. : Gov. Warmoth
and Speaker Carter. Both are remarkable
me~, and seem not unevenly matched -in
point of abili'y and courage. Both have
been tiied in the storm of battle and found
t) possess the real metal—with this differ-
ence : Warmoih fought under the stars
ad st ies,Carter ander the Southern stars
and bars  An impression has got abroad
that Warmoth is a Western man by birth.
I'his is not 87. Like Carter, he is a native
f the South, and theicfore no *‘ carpet-
hagger.” [Ile was born in Louisiana in
1841, and is conscquently a very young
man for one who has attained to so much
prominence. lle began life, we are told,
when eightecn years of age, being then
a fluent stump speaker. A lawyer by pro-
fession, he is reported to have accumulated
property to the amount of half a million
f dollars, mosily in New Orleans since the
close of the war. He is described person-
Wiy as six feet three inches in height, of
a slender, wiry build, but with a fine
Kentucky looking face, large nose, full at
the nostrils, keen measuring eyes, a superb
moustache, well cut brow and chin. He is

unmarried. A correspondent writes:

‘¢ Warmouth’s weaknesses are his rash-
ness, boyishness and implacability. He
sp 'ndsa short time in every case of difficul-
ty, to' effect a compromise; anl this fail-
ing, he 1esolves into an enemy, and is
h:nceforward unpacificable. Glutted with
power ¢t an nge when men generally are
poring over school books or learning some
vocation, this extraordinary specimen of
American oppertunities in time of political
chaos haus already had an epic career. lis
courage, mental and physical, has been
‘ully tested |

George W. Carter, the Speaker, who
1:ads tl.e opposition to Warmouth, was,
weare told, eight or ten years ago a minis-
ter of remarkable influence and fine repu-
tation in the Virginia Conference of the
Methoedist Church, and well known also
for his elsquence and other brilliant qua~
lities. Shortly before the war he went to
Texas, and when the war broke out he was
s.on heard from by his Virginia friends ag
an ardent secessionist. Shortly after he
became a Colonel in command of & vegi-
ment of Texas rangers, but resigned- be-
fore seeing much active service in conse-
quence of a quarrel with his superior
fficer. Subsequently hLe entered imto &
partnership for tlie manufacture st New
Orleans of the Armstrong gun,of the secret
of the construction of which he in some
manner became possessed. The capture of
New Orleans by the Federal forccs put an
end to thisenterprise, and occasioned heavy
Lss to Carter. From this time to the sur
render his history is rather obscure, except
that he distinguished himself at a battle
near Little Rock, Ark., and was then
known to have left the army again. Af.er
the war hestarted in political life in Texas,
and next appears in New Orleans, where
alter a few months, be joined the Repub-
lican party along with Gen. Longstreet,
and was soon recognized as a man of bril-
liwnt abilities, and skillul in the manage-
ment of men. A Southern writer who does
not sympathize with his political views,
saysof Carter: *“ He is brave, has a fine
mind, is ready in resource, fluent in speech,
popular in manners, and the most acecom-
plished conversationalist in Louisiana.”’—

2. That the Boundaries st School Districts es-
tablished under the authority of * the Common
Schoois Act. 187!, will shortly be posted in each
School District of the Province. > ;

8. That the first Annual School Meeting will
be convened in the Schoel Disiriets of the Pro-
vince on January 11th, 1872, at 10 ¢’clock, A, M.
by notices issned by the County Icspectors, an
may be continued till 4 o’clock, p. M,

4. That tho duties and powers of the Annual
School Meeting. ns prescribed by ** the Common
Sch ols Act, 1871,” are, in biief, as follows:

(1). The election from among the qualified
voters present{i. e. nersons resident in the
District and rated in the Parish Atsess-
ment List in respect of real and personal
property or income, and persons non-resi-
dent in the Parish but rated on property
in the District) of a Chairman to preside
over the meecting. The Chairman is to
determine all gnesticns of order, to take
the votes of qualifi2d voters only, todecide
necording to the majority of votes, and to
give a casting vote 1n case of an cquality
of votes, _ :

(2). The election, trom among the qualified
voters pre:zent, f a Secretary to record its
proceedings ¢

(3). The election from among the qualified
voters of the District, three Tlrustees.
Teachers cannot be Trustees,

(4), The election of an Auditor of the School
Accouuts for the ensuing year.

(5). To determine what amount shall be
raised by the District during the ensuing
year in supplement of the moneys provid-
ed towards Teachers, salaries by the Pro-
vince arnd County, and for the purchase,
rent or improvement of School greunds
and buildings, the purchase, erection. re-
pair, furnishing and care of schocl-houses
and out-buiidings, the purchase of fucl,
maps or apparatud and prescribed text-
books for the pupils of indigent pareuts,
the psyment of interest on money to be
borrowed bv the District, or any other ex-
penses required in providing an efficient
school.

Of the sum voted by the meeting, One Dcllar
is to be collected from every male resident
21 years of age, and the balance is to be
assessed upon the property and income of
qualified voters,

If any sum is voted for the purchase of im-
provement of grounds, or for the purchase
or erection of school buildings, or the pur-
chase of furniture, the meeting iz to autho-
rize the rustees to borrow the money (if

. 80 desired), and to fix the period (not to
exceed seven years) within which the
amount borrowed shall be collected frou:
the Di trict io ~qual yearly instalments.

(6). To authorize the Trustees to dispose pf
any School property owned by the District
(if o deaired).

(7), To authorize the Trustees to infure the
échgol buildirgs and turnitvre(if so de
gired).

(8). To adjoarn to the next day at 10 o’clock,
A. M., and to continuetill 4 o’clock. P. M.

5. That the Minutes of the School Mee'ing are
to be signed by the Chairman and Sceretary,
and deposited by the former with the Trustees.

6. That in case a District fails to exercise its
right of electing Trustees, the County Inspector
is to apppint them on the requisition of seven
qualified voters of the District.

That the fund for Teachers’ Salaries is to be

provided from Three Sources, viz.:—

(1). From the Provincial Treasury, at the fol
lowing rates for the School Year:—

In all cases one half of the Provincial
Grants are to be paid To THE TEACHER:
and licensed assistanis semi-annually. or
rateably sccoiding to the number of pre-
seribed teaching days the School shall
have been satisfactorily taught.

(2). From the School Fund provided by the
Counly Assessment, .to be apportioned by
the Chief Superintendent To TH& TRrUS-
TRES of the Schiol Districts within each
County, as follows :—

(a,} At the rate of $20 for the school year,
in consideration of each lieensed Teache
employed: of wh:tever class

(b.) The balanee, by an cqual rate per pupil
according to the average number oi pupils
io attendance at School. and the number
of teaching days the School has been open.
The Trustees of 1listricts recogn:z2d as
poor Districts in any year, to reccive, in
this Jatter aprortionment, specinl nid no-
exccedingonethird more per pupil thun ihe
Trustees of otnor Districts within the
County.

One-halt of the County fand is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually. 4

. No public meneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establ'sh Schools under the
Act. It will be obscrved that the amount
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex
pended in any District in aid of Schools will
depend almost exelusively upon local exertion.
or the direct effor:s made by the peoplsof the
several Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will_be received by the ‘Trustees
from the County Fund on acecount of the aver-
age attendarce ot pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the School meeting. The meeting
should, theretore, be caretul in voting its esti-
mates to authorize a sum amply sufficient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilities of the
School year. Any balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, t - be car-
ried to the credit cf the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following ycar.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School atiendunce made
between January \5th and April 30th, inelusive.

8. That the Board of Education has preserihad
the following Regulations respecting contracts
with Teachers :—

Tre Damy TriBune will unite, when
requested, with the other City Newspapers
in treating all Advertising as ‘“‘transient:
that is, it will regard with favor the
abolition of agreements for advertising
‘by the year.”” The latter practice has
gone out of fashion in all well managed
newspaper offices ; and being a most unjust
arrangement, both for the Newspapecr and
a majority of the Advertisers, should have
ceased to exist in this City many years
ago. Such a step might place the TriBUNE
at a disadvantage, for a time, in the race
with its oldcr and more vigorous Daily
competitors, such as the Telcgraph an'l
Journal, Globe, and Morning News; Luj
it would establish a just principle, and, in
the end, prove advantageous both ‘to the
Advertising Public and the Press.
