. A Mania for Mummeries.
The nineteenth century, with all its

_material and intellectual progieéss, and

its boasted development of democtatic
social and political principles, is mani-
fosting an extraordinary mania for
mummeries. Ceremonials in state and
society routine having been consider-
ablg curtailed, a disposition is manifest-
ed to indulge in them in all kinds of
societies. 1In no age of the world have
gecret associations whose “work” con-
sists of going through or putting candi-
dates through complicated and formal
ceremonies, flourished so well. There
is hardly a grown man who is mota
member of one of these associations.
Freemas nry has extended until aman
not a member of the order is a curiosity.
Oddfellowship has been extending with
marvellous rapidity. A score or so of
new societies, whose office bearers are
glorified with nearly all possible com-
binations of the alphabet, have arisen
and are making rapid progress. We
presume that the student of human na-
ture may discover many reasons for the
heérding togethor of men in these associ-

‘ations, but it is certain that the princi-
pal reason is an innatelove of pomp and

ceréemony, & mania for mummery. This)
mania afflicts all ranks and degrees of
men,—those who are blessed or other-
wise with inherited titles and those who
have only the plain Mr. or Esq. to their
names. The following extract from a
L.ondon letter. reveals a -new phase of
this modern mummery mania:

There has been a great deal of talk,and
may perhaps be more, about an amazing
ceremony gone through by the Prince of
Wales, on Monday, at Willis’s Rooms, a
well-known place for public meetings,
Some gentlemen,
with objects best known to themselves,
have revived, or make believe to have|
revived, the “ancient order” of Knight
Templars, finally suppressed throughout
Europe in 1832. Seeing that the Tem-
plars were a society of Roman Catholic
priest warriors, whose business was
fighting ; that they were founded by the
Pope and suppressed by the Pope, after
being found a general nuisance in every
country in Europe, it is rather hard to
understand wkat the Earl of Limerick and
many other gentlemen less known to
fame, all, or mostly Protestant, can ex-
ect. to gain by this ‘revival” of s
tcorder” which cannot possibly exercise
its proper functions without collision

| with the police. However, we have as-

sembled at Willis’s rooms the most Emi-
nent and Supreme Grand Master, the
Very High and Eminent Deputy Grand
Master, (the Rev. Huyshe, M.A., remind-
ing one of the equally eminent Beales,
M.A.; of Hyde-Park-railways), the Grand
Prior, the Grand Seneschal; Grand Chan-
cellor, Grand Primate, Heralds, Sword-
bearer, Almoner, Constable, Provost, and
what not, all Grand! Everybody is “Sir

ight,” -and wears some extraordinary
and costly garment, but the crowning
wonder is that the Queen has become
“patroness” of the cvder, and that the
Prince of Wales allow2d himself to be
installed, wonderously robed, as Grand|
Master—or Grand Governor; the title is
uncertain—of the Order throughout £ng-
land, Ireland, and the British dependen-
cies. (Scotland is omitted, having a
rival and stiftnecked branch of its own,
which declines amalgamation). - He went
under the ‘“arch of steel” (the crossed
swords of the “Knights”), and passed
through ceremonies very suggestive of
the initiation of Mr. Verdant Green into
the mysteries of Freemasonry at the un-
authorized hands of Mr. Bouncer and his
friends. Then he swore all manner of
things, and made a lot of “Knights Grand
Cross” and “Knights Commander” of the
order. Whether they expect the world
to recognize their amateur titles is
not known, but my impression is, that
ludicrous as the whole thing seems, and
great as is the laughter which has_ greet-
ed it, the Royal patronage will make the
“order” respectable, and that it will
either turn into a bona fide order of
knighthood, or become at least a kind of
fashionable Freemasonry, without the
mystery. The affair has been matured
very quietly, but, whatever its promot-
crs’ aims, they have not spared money
over it.  Whether the order is being r2-
vived on the same scale as in other
countries I am not able to say. Probably
the revival, spurious as it is, has been
suggested by the so-ealled revival of the
Knights of St. John, under the Duke of
Manchester, who professed to re-estab-
lish themselves during the Franco-Ger-
man war, and whose mummeries are for-
eign on account of the services they
rendered to the wounded on both sides.
There is, moreover, something worth
thinking about in the singular and ap-
parantly anomalous attempts to revive
the ancient religious and chivalrous or-
ders in the 19th century. Perhaps the
motives lie deeper than the ‘“Knights”.
themselves are aware. They are
not the only people who Kkick at
the materialism, utilitarianism, and hard
political economy of the present day.
That they may make a noise in the world
is still conceivable, though their wonder-
ful titles will scarcely help them. After
the heralds had proclaimed various
things, the Knights and their new Gover-
nor dined together in great state—which
looks as though the spirit of the nine-
teenth century were not quite eliminated
fr%m the principles of the most exalted
order.

There are very few in New Bruns-
wick who do not hope that Albert J.
Smith may accept the Lt.-Governor-
ship of New Brunswick.

Board of Trade,

A meeting ot the Board.of Trade took
place yesterday, when. the survey and
overloading of shipping was discussed,
Mr. Plimsoll’s bill, lately introduced into
the House of Commons, being the text.’
This bill, it seems, willexclude all vessels
registered in French Lioyds, and several
of the Board spoke highly of the benefits
that had resulted to shipping since the
introduction of French Lloyds. After |
an animated discussion the following
resolution was passed :—

Whereas, By the contemplated legisla-
tion‘in the British-House of Commons by
Mr. Plimsoll’s bill, it is feared by this
Board that undue discrimination may be
made in favor of iron ships and Eloyds
rating ; therefore

Resolved, That the Dominion Govern-
ment be asked to use its influence to pre-
vent any discrimination being made to
the injury of our shipping intcrests as it
is feared may be done by this bill or by
other measures that may be proposed,
with a due regard being had at the same
time to the security of life. .

The following resolution was thencar-
r 2d, intended to bring the matter before
the Dominion Parliament, and it is to. be
telegraphed at once: . _ -

A thorough revison of
the work of the term was gone through
with, and it was a treat to be present
and listen to the questions and an-
swers. A statement of the number and
average attendance at these schools can-
not be given to-day. : :

In No. 5 Advance, taught by Mr. Mills,
where about 25 -boys were present, the
examination in arithmetic, book-keeping,
and geography listened to during a short
stay was very pleasing. Mr. Rand. the
Superintendent of Education, visited a
number of the schools accompanied by:
Mrs. Rand, and expressed themselves
very much pleased with all they had seen.

ADVANCED SCHOOL, NO. 3.

Grade 4, Mrs. R. Parkin, teacher. The
young ladies in this grade, numbering
about 35, presented rather an attractive
appearance to a visitor on entering the
room, all being very neatly and tastefully
dressed. The exercises were opened with
arithmetic, in which the pupils showed
marked proficiency. - The rapidity with
waich they-worked difficult problems was
surprising. Theclass ingeometry showed
careful training and an apiness in the
pupils seldom met with.

lion,”—was amusing, and very well ren-
dered. Miss Ada Hamm’s pronunciation
was particularly clear and correct. ‘The
« Unfortunaté Scholar,” in which Miss
L. Stewart took the part of ¢ Amy,” Miss
Minnie Logan “Minnie”; - Annie Steeves,
«Nettie”; and Gertrude Powers ‘Maud
Hastings” was fully equal to the
first if not a little better, there being less
prompting. “Old Times and . New,” a
recitation by Miss Sullivan; ‘The Little
Goose,” by Miss Powers; and the “Pil-
grim’s Reverie,” by Miss Stewart, are
worthy of special mention; Miss Robert-
son’s class having been brought in from
the class room, they sang a chorus very
sweetly. In grammar the young ladies
showed marked proficiency, asalso in
history, algebra spelling, dictation and
drawing. The exercises throughout
were highly interesting. The number of
lady and gentleman visitors present was
large, most of them being the parents of
the pupils, who expressed themselves de-
lighted with what they had heard.
