Great Development of Canada’s Foreign 
Trade.

[Special to Advertiser per C. P. R.]
Ottawa, March 16.—The develop­

ment ol’ Canada’s- foreign trade is
without any precedent -in the history i we!-e out shopping 
of the country, and if It continues at j walks, and at first 
the same rate for the next twelve 
months it will have grown 19 per cent 
in five years. In other words, the 
figures will have doubled in that 
time.

For the eight months o-f the current 
fiscal -year, up to the end of Febru­
ary, the total trade of the country 
in imports and exports was $250,235,765 
—this Is a gain of over $35,000.000 for 
the same period last year, or $11.000.- 
000 -greater than for -the whole twelve 
months of 1896.

The growth is not confined to any 
one branch, but apparently extends 
over every kind of business.

The exports for -the eight months 
were $129,153,715, an increase of $14,- 
500.000 over the similar eight months 
of 1898-99, while the imports increas­
ed over $20,500,500.

The customs duty collected for the 
eight months was $19,381,891. as com­
pared with $16,4-27,129 for the same 
eight months last year.

The imports for the month of Febru­
ary increased by $2,300,000 over Febru­
ary, 1899, and the exports -by $12100,- 
000 while there was an Increase in 
the duty collected of about $300,000.

It will sodn be the duty of the Brit- 

l»h people to decide the fate of the 
South African Republic». We say peo­
ple .advisedly, because, though the 
Government settles the details of such 
a Question, it must be decided as to 
Its general principle by the temper a>;^ 
spirit pt the whole people. Rev. John 
Watson ("Ian Maclaren”) recently 
preached a sermon on the war which 
reflected the serious feeling of thought­
ful met), that it must now be pushed 
through to a complete conclusion. Dr. 
Watson has no bitterness against the 
Boers; In fact, he has been charged 
with idealizing them; but he sees now 
clearly that they have forced upon the 
nation a stern, solemn task. We quote 
this clergyman not because ha Is to 
be regarded as a statesman, or that 
because a man has written a popular 
booK his opinion has special weight in 
the council of nations. It is the people 
we are speaking of now, and we take 
this gentieman as a fair specimen of 
a large body of serious-minded people 
who seek to carry their religion into 
national affairs. There are some -\\e 
have heard of in England who say: 
"Stop the war. apologize to the Boers, 
and pay them an indemnity,” and 
others who say: “c,:op it anyhow.” 
These are only small side currents.

The great body oi the people, rich 
and poor, Liberal1 and Conservative, 
feel that a big task has been, forced 
upon them, and that they must carry 
It through. The Doer fhe.hod of diplo­
macy ij like h:a method of warfare— 
very one-sided. He purposes to shoot 
from oéhind cover, and then retire 
when the position becomes rather too 
hot. That may be all very well when 
he is dealing with animals or savages, 
tout he cannot always treat a gviat 
nation in that way. He comes-into 
British territory, and not only she Is 
blood, the blood of our brothers, but 
carries wanton, devastation every­
where. When the tide turns and he 
gets a taste of his own bitter medicine, 
he suggests that he is willing to have i 
peace, and you can go back to where ! X 
you were before the war. Twelve thou- j V 
send fine fellows dead or wounded, ] 
and hundreds of millions spent, and ! 
you can go back to the same state : 
of things that produced It.

No, we cannot call that clever dipio- ] 
macy, because it assumes that other 
People are fools. They may be fools I 
sometimes, but not always, and cer- j 
tainly not when you have waked them , 
up with such a rude shock. We do not , 
know what the final settlement will 
toe, but we know that there is no such 
thing as going back, and we know 
that the British Empire will brace it­
self to face the world and do its duty.
We are not going to make such enor­
mous sacrifices and then allow those 
who have done nothing to come Ln and 
dictate the terms of peace. Those who 
managed the, Boer oligarchy have run

Bloemfontein, Tuesday, March 13.—As 
Lord Roberts was being conducted to 
the town today by the deputation of 
officials which had gone out to meat 
him, he was greeted by great crowds 
of people, cheering and waving hand­
kerchiefs and-displaying the utmost 
ENTHUSIASM AND CORDIALITY.

Lord Robert* first entered the market 
square, thence proceeded to the parlia­
ment house, and from there to the pre­
sidency, which he entered from the 
front. The garden of the late presi­
dent's pretty house was instantly en­
tered by the crowd, which broke out 
with tremendous energy into ‘‘God 
Save the Qti-een.” All stood rigid, the 
civilians removing their hats. Then 
the cheering was renewed.

Meanwhile Lord George Scott bent 
Lady Roberts’ pretty Union Jack, with 
a four-leaved sham reck embroidered in 
the corner, to the halyards, and as it 
rose over the presidency the crowd 
caught sight of the grim-lookmg cav­
alry escort before them, and spontane­
ously roared the songs "Tommy At­
kins" and "Soldiers of the Queen.”

Immediately after the ceremony was 
over Lord Roberts appointed Gen. 
Prettyman governor, and then visited 
the jail, where he released four pris­
oners who had
REFUSED TO FIGHT AGAINST THE 

BRITISH.
Then that portion of the troops neces­

sary to man the northern heights be­
gan to march through the town, amid 
the cheers of the people. When the 
horse batteries passed, the contrast 
between the well-fed citizens and t m 
exhausted and worn-out gunners, who 
sat their horses and caissons without 
a sign of emotion, was most striking.

Secretary Belts Replies to Lord Salle 
bury’s Statement.

Pretoria, Wednesday, March 14.—Sec­
retary Reits’s refutation of Lord Salis­
bury’s argument in reply to the Bloem­
fontein joint note was issued today. 
Mr. Reitz says: “Great Britain after 
the Bloemfontein conference, tried to 
enforce by threats certain changes in 
the internal government of the Trins- 
vaal Republic, contrary to the London 
convention. They also_jmported troops 
in great numbers, and broke off nego- 
tions with a threat to take their own 
means to remove the grievances of 
their subjects. After waiting a fort­
night, during which an army corps 
was prepared and the reserves were 
■being called out, President Steyn ask­
ed the reason of these proceedings. Sir 
Alfred Milner refused to reply. Mean­
while Mr. Chamberlain, in his speeches, 
showed the world that England had 
decided on war. Accordingly the Trans­
vaal government addressed to the 
British government a demand for the 
removal of their troops, as otherwise 
it would accept the presence of the 
troops as a declaration of war. This 
was not necessarily intended as a mes­
sage of war."

Concerning the armaments, Mr. P.eitz 
«tld: “Those were .bought openly in 
England, in Europe, and the high com­
missioner boasted full knowledge of 
them at the Bloemfontein, conference, 
and also a full description of those 
armaments were found among the offi­
cers' papers at Dundee. Both .the army 
and the ultimatum were protective 
measures, subsequent to the raid and 
to the discovery of hidden cables. Brit­
ish official were implicated in the at­
tempt to filch the news of the republics. 
Now all doubt is removed by Lord Sal­
isbury’s telegram. The burghers must 
fight for their national existence, 
trusting that God will defend the 
right.”

The Pretoria correspondent of the 
Daily Mail says; “Mr. Reitz state­
ment has been published throughout 
the republic, but will rot be forwarded 
to Lord Salisbury. Conversations I 
have had with the highest state officials 
show that the republic, was prepaid 
to grant substantial repo.ms and con­
cessions until the receipt of Lord F al­
ls bury’s telegram. As one of the high­
est state.men remarked: ‘Better half 
an egg than none, but better none than 
a rotten egg.’ ”

New York, March 16.—Nine inches of 
snow and sleet cover the streets of 
New York today. Traffic was partially 
paralyzed In some sections of the citv 
from early morning. Brooklyn bridge 
traffic was at a standstill for several 
hours. The steel on the third rail sup­
plying electric power to the bridge 
cars cut off the current, and a general 
blockade was the result.

Surface traffic w as everywhere de­
layed, and the Fifth avenue, Brooklyn, 
elexated road, vhich uses the third rail 
electric system, was almost completely 
tied up after midnight.

TWO MORE BEECHERS DEAD.
Elmira, N. Y., March 16.—Rev. Thost 

K. Beecher, .brother of the late Henry. 
Ward Beecher, died Wednesday, aged 
76 years. He was pastor of the New 
England Congregational Church, 

Brooklyn, end Later of the Independ­
ent Congregational Church at Elmira.

Hartford, Conln., March 16.—Mrs. 
Mary Foote Beecher Perkins died on 
Wednesday at the home of her son, 
Hon. Chias. E. Perkins, aged 14 years 
and 9 months. Mrs. Perkins was a 
sister of Rev. Henry Ward Beecher, 
Harriet Beecher Stowe, and of Rev 
Thomas K. Beecher.

Ottawa, March 15.—In the house to­

Sir _ Wilfrid Laurier expressed his 
appreciation of the honorable gentle­
man’s motives, and agreed that the 
action of her majesty would go a long 
way towards settling .the unfortunate 
differences that had so long existed 
in that country. “I am afraid," he 
added, laughing, “that our stock of 
Irish. flags is rather short, but I shall 
be most happy to bring the'matter be­
fore the -minister of militia"

On the motion to go into supply, Dr. 
Russell, of Halifax, rose to move .the 
resolution regarding the preferential 

; tariff, of which he 'had previously given 
I notice. He a‘bly defended the trade pol- 
j ley of the government. Liberals had 
I promised to reform the tariff and re- 
j duce the duties, and that promise had 
I been fulfilled. Dr. Russell concluded by 
! moving the folloiwing resolution:
I “Tills house regrets the principles 
of British preference in the Canadian

j policy of the government, and Mr. Max­
well followed in support of the resolu­
tion. Dr. Montague moved the adjourn­
ment of the debate and the house ad­
journed at midnight.
