An Act to amend the Act of Upper Canada, enabling the
Presbyterian Congregation of York to purchase ground
for a Church and Burying-ground.

%%THEREAS under and by virtue ofan Act passed by the Parliament of
'Y Upper Canada, in the fourth year of the reign of His Majesty King
Georgze the Fourth, intituled, ¢ An Act {o enable the Preslyterian Congregation
of York to purchase one or more paicels of ground, sufficient for the erection of
5 Clrch and Burying-ground,”® Jesse Ketchum, by deed dated thie nineteenth
day of April, in the year one thousand ecight hundred and tweanty-seven,
conveyed, or purported to convey, the land therein described, to certain
persons therein named as Trustees of the said congregation and their suc-
cessors: And whereas the said Trustces had obtained a grant from the
10 Crown of half an acre of Land on Duchcss Street, in the City of Toronto,
hy Patent dated the 15th day gf April, 1825: And whereas ‘the said
Trustees took possession of the said land under the said deeds ; And where-
as in the year 1844, another Presbyterian congregation of Toronto joined
the said Presbyterian congregation with its minister, so as thenceforth and
158t to form one Presbyterian congregation, under the name of the Congre-
wation of Knox’s Church, Toronto, and as such congregation crected a
church and made other improvements on the said land ; And whereas
doubts having arisen as to the validity of the said deed of eightcen hundred
and twenty-seven, the said Jesse Ketchum, by Indenture, dated the twen-
20 ty-fifth day of April, in the year one thousand eight hundred and fifty-six,
conveyed and confirmed the said Jand therein mentioned to certain persons
therein named, being Trustees of the congregation of Knox’s Courch afore-
said, and their successors ; And whereas the mode of electing such I'rus-
tees, referred to in the said recited Act, is indefinite and has led to difficul-
3y ties; And whereas the congregation of Knox’s Church aforesaid have
petitioned the Legislature to amend the said recited Act, and it
is just to comply with the said petition ; Therefore Her Majesty, &c.,
enacts as follows:

I. From and after the passing of this Act, the mode of choosing Trustees

30 in the said recited Act mentioned, shall be and the same is hereby repealed ;
and in lieu thereof, the Trustees of the congregation of Knox’s Church
aforesaid, to the number of five, and being such members and seat-holders
as hereinafter mentioned, shall, at all times hereafter, be chosen by the
members whose names shall appear on the Session-roll of the congregation
35 of Knox’s Church aforesaid, and who shall be seat-holders in the said
Church, or by a majority of such members present at any meeting when
such Trustees or Trustee shall be elected —each such member to be entitled
to give only one vote for each Trustee to be chosen at such election : Pro-
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thereof, eulled, by at least elght days notice, vead from the pulpit or pre-

forenoon, and specifying the object or objects of such meeting.

IL. The said land shall henceforth he held by the present Trustees of the
congregation of Knox’s Church aforesaid, and their suceessors to be clected 5
in manner hereinbefore enacted, for the benefit of the congregation of
Knox’s Church aforesaid, upon the trusts in the said deeds mentioned, and
subject to the provisions of the several statutes of the Parliament of Cana-
da hereinafter mentioned, so far as sach provisions are consistent with this
Act, that is to say : An Act intituled, An Act io amend certain Acts for the 10
Relief of Religious Socielies, passed in the twelfth year of Her Majesty’s
reign, chapter 91 ; also, an Act, intituled, An Act to authorize the Trusices
holding Land wpon which Clarches are erected in Upper Canada, to mortgage
the same to pay off the debls due by such Clurches, passed in the thirteenth
and fourtcenth years of Her Majesty’s reign, chapter 8 ; also, an Act, in- 15
tituled, An Act to authorize the Sale or Lease of Lands in Upper Canadu,
held in trust for the use of Congregations or Religious Bodies, passed in the
cighteenth year of Her Majesty’s reign, chapter 119.

TIL. The said Trustees shall retire from officc annually on the day of the
Anuual General Meeting of the congregation of Knox’s Church aforesaid, 20
but shall be cligible for re-election in manner aforesaid; andin case of delay
or failure to hold such Annual General Mecting, or to elect or re-elect such
Trustee or Trustees as aforesaid, then the Trustees last elected as aforesaid,
or the survivors or survivor of thiem, shall continue to be the Trustees or
Trustee under this Act until their or Mis successor or successors shall be 25
duly elected in manner aforesaid ; and in case of any lapse of time inter-
vening by reason of the death of such Trustees or Lrustee as aforesaid, or
any other cause that mdy occasion a defeet or failure of such Trustees or
Trustee as aforesaid, then the legal estate in the said land shall vest in, and
the rights and dutics of such Trnstees as aforcsaid shall acerue to the first 30
Trustee or Trustees, duly elected in manner aforesaid.

IV. This Act shall be decmed a public Act.
