WH EREAS the Right Honorable Earl Grey, Y our Presmble.

Majesty’s Secretary of State for the Colonies, hath,
by his despatch to the Right Honorable the Earl of Elgin
and Kincardine, Your Majesty’s Governor General of

& British North America, and Governor of this Province of
Canada, bearing date the 14th day of March, 1851, and
laid before both Houses of the Provincial -Parliament by
Message from the Governor General, expresssed the
wish of Your Majesty’s Government to assentto those re-

and whereas the reductions hereinafter made are expedient
and necessary, and have been approved by the said

15 Executive Council and proposed to the Provincial Parlia-
ment; Therefore We Your Majesty’s dutiful and loyal
Subjects the Commons of Canada in Provincial Parlia-
ment assembled, most humbly pray your Majesty that it

The salary of any Chief Justice of the Court of Queen’s
Bench or of the Superior Court, appointed after the day
Jast aforesaid or to be appointed hereafter, shall not
exceed the rate of £900 currency.per annum; and the g
Chief Justices of the said Courts shall be- the Func-
tionaries whose salaries shall be payable under the
said Act instead of the Chief Justice of Lower Canada
and the Chief Justice of Quebec or Montreal therein
mentioned ; 5

The salary of any Puisné Justice of the said Superior Court
appointed after the day last aforesaid; orhereafter to be
appointed, shall not exceed the rate of L£800 currency'
per annum ; and thesix senior Judges of the said Court
shall be the Functionaries whose salaries shall bepayable 20
under the said Act instead of the three Puisné Judges.
at Quebec and the thrce Puisné Judges at Montreal
in the said Schedule mentioned.

1l. And be it enacted, That for and notwithstanding
any thing in the said Act or Schedule, the salary of the 25.
Attorney General for Upper Canada or of the” Attorney
General for Lower Canada shall not exceed the rate of.
£900 currency per annum, forany period after the
day of next.

1II. And be it enacted, That for and notwithstanding 30
any thing in the said Act or in the Schedule B, thereunto_
annexed, the salary of the Provincial Secretary,,or of
the Receiver General, or of the Inspector General, or of
the Chairman of the Committees of the Executive
Council shail not exceed the rate of £300 currency per 35
annum, for any period after the day of '
next. »

JIV. And be it enacted, That for and notwithstanding
any thing in the said Act or Schedules, no pension shall
hereafter be granted except to Judges retiring from office, 40
or under the express provisions of some Act of the Pro-
vincial Parliament allowing such pension; and that the
sum to be hereafter paid for pensions under the said Act
or the Schedule B, thereunto annexed, shall never exceed
the amount of the pensions now granted.under the same, 45
and such pensions shall cease on the death of the grantées
respectively : Provided always, That all pensions hereto--
fore granted by the Crown shall continue to be paid during
the lives of the grantees respectively.
