C A P. LIII.
An Act to ainend an Act of the last Session of

Parliament for making tenporary Provision for
the Goveriinent of Lower Canada.

[17th Autgust 1839.]
HEREAS an Act was passed in the Thirty-first Year of
the Reign of rHis Majesty King George the Third, intituled
An Act to repeal certain Parts of an Act passed in the S1 G s. c.S1.

Fourteenth Year of His Maljesty's Reign, intituled 'An Actfor making
'more efèctual Provisionfor the Governnent of the Province of Quebec
'in North America,' and to makefurther Provisionfor the Government
cf the said Province, whereby, among other things, it was enacted,
that there should be within each of the Provinces of Upper Canada
and Lower Canada respectively a Legislative Council and an Assembly,
to be constituted in inanner therein described, and with such Powers
and Authorities as therein mentioned: And whereas an Act vas
passed in the last Session of Parliament, intituled An Act to make i & 2 vict.
