the Sardinian Government with its chief 
difficulty. Sardinia, as the reader must be 
aware, is not only a Roman Catholic coun­
try, but a country most emphatically Popish 
and priestridJen. About the, soundness of 
its faith in the eyes of the Papal See there 
is no manner of doubt, and the reforms now 
projected by its Government in ecclesiastical 
matters are entirely free from any heretical 
leanings towards religious liberty or spiri­
tual enfranchisement, in the Protestant sense 
of the terms. The simple truth is that Pied­
mont is overrun, and, as we may literally 
say, eaten up, by its Church establishments 
and its clergy—the idle and least servicea­
ble members of the profession obtaining, as 
usual, a lion’s share of the consecrated 
revenues, to the prejudice of their workitjg 
brethren and the scandal of religion in 
general. The extravagance of the prevail­
ing abuses will be appreciated when we say 
that, though the population concerned is 
less than twice that of London, the ecclesi­
astical staff includes 6 archbishops, 34 bish­
ops, 312 beneficed canons, 741 collegiate 
canons, and 7000 priests; over and above 
31 orders of monks with 347 convents, and 
23 orders of nuns with 141 convents. Pro­
digious as these results may appear, they 
are little more than have invariably occur­
red in all countries surrendered to Popish 
influence. Before the deluge of the French 
Revolution there were cities on the Conti­
nent where the larger portion of all the 
property and almost a majority of the popu­
lation pertained to the Church, and there is 
scarcely a single State in which it has not 
been found necessary, at some time or other, 
to deal summarily with these encumbrances. 
Belgium, Spain and Austria, have witness­
ed spoliations—if this be the expression— 
of ecclesiastical property as sweeping as 
those produced by the Reformation in Eng- 1 
land. This, however, is not the object of 
the Sardinian Reformers ; they ask for noth­
ing but a better distribution of the Church 
property for Church uses, for a suppression 
of unprofitable establishments, and for a 
more decent maintenance of the parish 
priests, who are the truest and jnost service

This faith of Little Peter frequently turn­
ed out for his benefit.

It is upwards of a mile and a-half in length, 
with a width of 400 yards at the entrance, 
and has a little narrow creek of about 600 
yards in length, in which shipe can be laid 
up in ordinary with perfect safety.

The situation of Sebastopol on a dry soil 
causes it to be extremely healthy, the air 
being tempered in summer by cooling winds, 
and raildenod in winter -Ay*ÿW fcbelter of 
lofty hills to the north and east. The great­
est heat in summer does not exceed 26 de­
grees of Reaumur (77J F.).

Jerusalem.
BY PROFESSOR UPHAM- 

The city of Jerusalem is built upon a hill 
or rather a connected range of hills ;—the 
hill of Zion, the hill of Moriah, the hill of 
Acre. But considered in reference to the 
lofty eminences around it, it seems to be 
almost in a vslley. Se that in looking upon 
it, we readily felt the propriety of the ex­
pression of the Scriptures : “ the mountains 
are round about Jerusalem. We approach­
ed it ever one of these surrounding heights, 
which is almost without trees and without 
verdure. It is thickly covered with rocks. 
And the narrow way which winds over it, 
is exceedingly rough and difficult ;—so 
much so, as to perplex even the careful tread 
of the camel and the experienced foot cf 
Syrian horse. As we passed the summit of 
this difficult height, which we were a long 
time in reaching, we came in view ol the 
long irregular line of the city walls. We 
met many poor people, for the most part 
women, returning to their homes in the 
neighboring villages. They had a cheerful 
aspect. It was near night. The shadows 
were setting in the valley of Jehoshaphat.— 
We entered the city on the western side, 
over the hill of Zion, and through the Beth­
lehem gate. This gate opens nearly uwler 
the massive tower of David. As I passed 
beneath its heavy arch, I felt that the desire 
of a life was accomplished. What a scene ! 
What associations ! Other lands have their 
history, their character,, their associations, 
their greatness. But Palestine, as compared 
with all others, is emphatically the Sarred 
land ;—the dwelling-place of patriarchs, 
prophets, apostles ;—the scene of visits and 
holy communications between heaven and 
earth. Every valley is a tomb ;—every 
mountain a monument. Wherever I turn 
my eyes, the dimness of distant history be­
comes actual vision. I look from my win­
dows, and my eyes rest upon the hill of the 
temple of Solomon upon the Mount of Olives, 
and upon the supposed place of the Crucifix­
ion.

The adoption of the Report in connexion with 
a devout ascription of praise to God for His 
manifest blessing upon the Wesleyan, and all 
other evangelical Missionary Societies, was pro­
posed by the Rev. John Martix, Minister of 
the Church of Scotland. He expressed the deep 
a-id undissembled satisfaction with which he 
united with bis Wesleyan Brethren in thanks­
giving for the unequivocal tokens of Heaven’s 
approval and blessing by which their labours of 
love in diffusing the light of the glorious Gospel, 
had been crowned as evinced by the interesting 
details of the Report to which they had just 
listened. He impressively controlled the moral 
aspect of things in this Province and through­
out the world at large, at the present period, 
with their condition, when forty years since, he 
landed in Halifax ; and closed a series of eluci­
dative facts by referring to he revival of the 
Missionary spirit in the Kirk of Scotland, now 
planting, under most encouraging auspices, her 
institutions amidst the gold fields of Australia, 
and sending forth her Messengers into various 
portions of the earth to display the banner of 
salvation.

The Rev. Dr. Richet expressed the mental 
epoie he experienced on the present occasion, 
in consequence of his honourable exemption from 
any obligation to mike a speech. He cordially 
exulted in the resuscitated zeal for the spread of 
the Gospel manifested by the Church of Scotland, 
and in the successes of all Protestant Churches, 
in prosecuting the same glorious work. While 
thinkful for the vigorous efficiency, through the 
Divine blessing, of the Institution with which he 
stood officially, and from deep personal conviction; 
especially associated, he knew tbit in the day 
when the Lord should come to make up His 
jewels, the souls won by the labours of other 
Societies, would be equally precious and pellucid 
gems in the diadem of their redeeming Lord, 
with any which they (the Wesleyan») were the 
instruments of planting in it. He must deny 
the faith, then, and be worse than an infidel, if 
he did not magnify God for their efforts and 
triumphs.

How many millions 
of our race whose ears have never drank in the 
glad tidings of salvation—strangers to the glow­
ing happiness of those who are washed from their 
tins in the blood of the Lamb—groping their 
way amid dark nee visible to an eternal destiny 
overhang with the gloom of uncertainty ! (A 
thrilling incident narrated in the general Report 
of the Parent So-iety, for the last year, illustra­
tive at once of the abject aud malignant supersti­
tion» of the Heathen, and of the influence of the 
Christian Missionary in preventing in a single 
case, the effusion of the life’s blood of hundreds ot 
human victims was introduced here with impres­
sive effect) Probably—he continued—one reason 
why we do not sympathize more deeply with those 
involved in Pagan superstition, is the impression, 
that they are not subject to all the penalties of 
wickedness. Bat the unambigious declarations of 
HnlyWrit— that all are born in sin—and that no 
unregenerated soul can enter heaven, are a suffi­
cient refutation of that erroneous supposition.

In concluding, those who listened to the thrill­
ing discourse of the Rev. Prof. King, on Sabbath 
evening, must have felt how trivial are all the 
sacrifices made in the cause of Missions compared 
with the value efa single «oui. Andthe late cele­
brated Dr. Olin has thus expressed the same idea 
—“All the sacrifices and sufferings of the whole 
human family, protracted throughout their three 
score years and ten, could never approximate to 
the fearful aggregate of agonies, which will make 
up the doleful experience of one lost soul ; for 
ever the door of the pit in which he lives out his 
undying death, is inscribed Eternity !” The 
Speaker enforced by these considerations, in con­
nexion with the unprecedented openings for the 
spread of the Gospel, more especially in China, 
whose densely populated towns and villages till 
recently untrodden by foreigners, now invite the 
evangelistic labours of the churches, the obliga­
tion and necessity of enlarged liberality,—and 
closed by saying :—In the ferry boats plying be­
tween this town and Dartmouth a number of 
years ago, though provided with paddles similar to 
those now in nse, horses and less effective means 
were employed as the motive power. But now 
were by the application of Steam, instead of being 
detained twenty minutes or half an hour, we are 
conveyed to the other side in the short space of 
ten minutes. It appears to me that the Mission­
ary Enterprise is at the present time, just in the 
position of those old ferry boats. The paddles 
are in operation, and they are gradually revolv­
ing, but it is impossible to exceed a certain rate 
of speed. They want the application ol the 
Steam Engine in order that the Missionary Ship, 
freighted with the unsearchable riches of Christ, 
may be propelled in her course to every people 
and nation and tongue, until the story ol the 
Saviour’s love reverberates from pole to pole.

Holding two services 
every day a week passed, and another Sabbath 
dawned upon the scene ot warfare, and only 
three had been rescued from tbe dominion of 
sin and Sitan. On Tuesday, however, tbe (lark 
clouds of unbelief rolled away, and victory turn­
ed upon the side of the Lord of Hosts ; and when 
the invitation was given to penitents to separate 
themselves from the congregation, eleven indi­
viduals boldly took up their cross and decided 
for God. Yesterdîy's efforts, under the bless­
ings of God, was crowned with more abundant 
success, aud twenty-two individuals have alrea-< 
dy professed to find peace with God, and the re­
vival progresses with power. Differing from 
many similar scenes in which I have had the ho­
nor and happiness to mingle the majority ot first 
conversions to God on heads of families—tbe 
first being an aged man of at least three score 
years.

- Russia Canvass and Sail Cloth —Not many 
years ago the whole commercial marine of the 
lmted States, was dependant upon Russia for 
■ail duck. About twenty-five years since the 
manufacture of sail cloth was commenced at 
Patterson, N. J., and such has-been the increase 
of this branch of industry .that the Russian article 
has been nearly driven from the market. More 
than four thousand bolts of duck are annually 
required at Gloucester, while the whole importe 
into Boston, which has nearly the entire Russia 
trade, during the year 1853, were but about 3000 
bolts, or $33,000 worth.—lit.

Report in the N. York Assembly.
Of the Select Committee on to much of the 

Governor’* Mettage at relatet to the tub- 
ject of Intemperance, and the Sate of In­
toxicating Drinlt.
Mr. C. C, Leigh, front the majorai of 

the committee, would respectfully report, 
that they concur with the Governor in his 
message, that the constitution invests the 
Legislature with the ppwer, and imposes up­
on them the duty of adopting measures to 
promote education, to restrain vice, to punish 
crime, to protect the rights of persons and 
property, and to advance the welfare of this 
great commonwealth, composed of more 
than three millions of citizens. They con­
cur with his Excellency in the remark that 
intemperance is justly regarded as a fruitful 
source of misery, destitution, and crime, and 
its effects are forced in a powerful manner 
upon the attention of those-who are required 
to execute the laws, and that in legislating 
upon the subject care should l>e taken not to 
conflict with the well settled principles of 
legislation, nor with the rights of our citizens.

The committee have felt deeply impressed 
with the weight of responsibility resting up­
on them, and, after a careful examination of 
the whole subject, are clearly of the opinion 
that the salé” of intoxicating liquors, as a 
beverage, retards education and encourages 
vice ; that it tramples upon the rights of 
persons and property to a criminal extent ; 
and that it is the duty of this Legislature to 
pass a prohibitory law, as the only means 
left to remove the evils complained of.

Your committee are of opinion that the 
sale of intoxicating drinks is the direct cause 
of more pauperism, crime, debauchery, and 
frightful catualtiet than all other things put 
together.

Your committee arc of opinion that such 
liquor is a poison, and should be so declared 
and treated, producing a species of insanity 
which deadens the moral powers and in­
flames the passions, causing the unprovoked 
commission of crimes on the innocent and 
unoffending, of an enormity unparalleled in 
the civilized world ; crimes that even bar­
barians would shudder at, and humanity in 
its worst forms could not commit, unaided by 
the demon that is ever present in the drunk­
ard's cup.

Your committee are of opinion that this 
poison causes a reckless disregard of proper­
ty in those who use it; that it is the agent 
in the destruction of chore property by fire, 
shipwrecks, railroad disasters, and bank­
ruptcies than all other agencies, put together. 
That it impairs the health and shortens the 

-lives of those who are seduced by the liquor 
traffic, is a fact sustained by such official re­
cords that none can deny; it thereby deprives 
the State of the labor of her citizens ; the 
child of its parent ; the wife of her husband ; 
leaving sorrow-stricken widows, disconsolate 
mothers and helpless children to an unfeeling 
world and those temptations that make 
criminals of the drunkard’s sons, and prosti­
tutes his daughters. This bill proposes to 
save from thirty to fifty thousand drunkards 
now in our State, their wives and children, 
from the awful fate, to which the liquor trade 
has doomed them, and to break the charm 
by removing the temptation from thirty to j 
fifty thousand more of our fellow citizens 
who are moving on surely to fill the drunk- I 
ard s ranks, many of whom are most earnest 
in their calls upon this Legislature to stop a 
traffic accursed of God and all good men.

I ass this law, and your committee are of 
opinion that it will put an end to three- 
fourths of all the crimes against persons and 
property now committed. The testimony of 
the wardens ol our prisons uniformly affirm 
Lhat at least nine,tenths of the criminals 
confined arc brought there on account of the 
■se of intoxicating drinks.

Tour committee do not propose to recom­
mend further taxes upon the good people of 
this State in enlarging and multiplying their 
prisons, erecting gibbets and inventing new 
forms of torture to deter the wretched victims 
of alcohol from the commission of crimes, 
but by a simple and easy process relieve the 
State of heavy taxes and save society from 
crimes by prohibiting the safe of this poison 
as a beverage. ■>

Neither is this bill submitted by your 
committee a sumptuary one. It does not, 
prescribe the drink of any. It merely 
prohibits the sale as a beverage of that 
u hich is wholly noxious, and in this"respect 
conforms with the spirit of the law which 
forbids and punishes the sale of unwholesome 
food.

Resolutions
Passed at the late Provincial Temperance 

Convention, Thursday, February 23rd :—
On motion it was resolved and passed by ac­

clamation—
That in view of the vast importance of the 

prohibition of the Liquor traffic in this Province, 
this Convention strongly recommends to all 
Temperance men in Nova Scotia lo vote only 
for such Candidates at an election as give a de­
cided pledge to sustain a prohibitory law.

On motion, it was resolved and passed by ac­
clamation—That the Convention having listened 
with unmingled satisfaction to the address deli­
vered by the Rev. Dr. Cramp at the public 
meeting this day, in the presence of the mem­
bers of the Legislature, on the subject ol a Pro­
hibitory Liquor Law, strongly hopes that the re­
sult of this address will be most favourable to 
the advancement of the great cause, the interests 
of which we are met to promote ; and expresses 
its sense of obligation to Dr. Cramp, for his kind­
ness in attending on this occasion at so much 
sacrifice, and for the ability with which he dis­
charged the trust undertaken by him.

The Report of the Committee appointed in 
reference to a clause in the Prohibitory Liquor 
Law being read, the following resolutions were 
agreed to—Resolved, That the report be receiv­
ed and referred to a committee who shall be ap­
pointed for the purpose of watching the progress 
of the Bill and the perfecting of itj details.

Resolved, That Rev. Jno. McMurray, Messrs. 
Howe, Bell, Motion, McLearn, Brown and Hyde, 
be a committee for the purpose referred to above ; 
and that they be instructed to secure, if possible, 
the insertion of a clause which will prevent the 
agents from being interested in the amount of 
sale effected by them.

Resolved, That Messrs. G. J. Creed, W. L. 
Bell, and M. G. Black, Jr., be a committee to 
prepare for publication, the minutes of the pro­
ceedings of the Convention taken by the Se­
cretary.

Moved by Mr. Longley of Annapolis, and se­
conded by Mr. McNaugbt of Pictoti, and resolved 
that the Athenwum newspaper, now the official 
organ of tbe Sons of Temperance, as well as the 
bold and able advocate of Temperance princi­
ples generally, is indispensible to tbe promotion 
of our views, and is deserving of our most cordial 
and efficient support.

The thanks of the Convention were unani­
mously voted to Wm. Howe, Esq., for his ser­
vices in preparing a prohibitory law, and to W. 
H. Blanchard, Esq., for bis services as Secretary 
to tbe Convention.

A vote of thanks was then passed to the friends 
In’tlalifax who had invited the members of the 
Convention from the country to partake of a soi­
ree in the evening, also to the Room Committee 
for the use of tbe Division Room.

On motion resolved—Tbht this Convention 
expresses its high gratification at tbe action of

sprinkled with sill to prevent heating, and 
to drew out the juice from the damp grass, 
which is then absorbed by the straw.— 
Mouldy hay, put together with salt, from 
eight to twenty-five pounds per ton, was 
better relished by the cattle, and did them 
more good than sound hay packed without 
salt, of which many instances are recorded. 
A good farmer at Landrake in Cornwall, 
many years ago, stacked damp hay with 
salt, which came out almost a paste when 
the rick was opened, but the cattle devour­
ed it greedily. In Germany ihe/even cure 
fresh cut grass one pound lo the hundred 
weight ; it cornea out quite a paste, and it is 
said to go farther in food than the same 
quantity of grass made into hay ; and in 
this country other green food has been kept 
in like manner. The advantage of dry 
straw, to absorb the juice drawn out by the 
salt is twofold—first, in presenting the 
sou ring of the grass—and second, in ren­
dering the straw itself nourishing and palat­
able, by the juice thus absorbed. The pro­
portion of straw may vary from one-eighth 
to one-fourth ; and the salt from one to three 
pounds per hundred weight, according to 
the dampness of the new hay. If old hay 
is used instead of straw, it must be in larger 
proportion, and when neither can be had, 
chaff or young furze might do ; or even bran, 
if sailed enough to prevent fermentation.— 
Agricultural Gazette.

may come out ; and make the following 
pickle sufficient to cover them : Take nine 
pounds ot salt, three ounces of saltpetre, 
one ounce of salerai us, four pounds of brown 
sugar or molasses, and six gallons of water ; 
let them lie in the above pickle from three 
1° m week’' according to the size of the 
hams, when vou may take them out and 
smoke them with h.ckory or apple wood 
until sufficient to suit y„Ur taste They 
should he taken down and hung up m à 
dry, cool place, in bags, to protect them 
from the flies.

I have hams cured after the above tneili- 
od which were almost as fine when eighteen 
months old as when taken from the smoke 
house. And while upon the subject of 
bams, I would further say that, when yon 
boil them, they should be boiled until done, 
in good soft water ; and when nearly done, 
throw in a handful of clean Timothy hay ; 
it aborbs all impurities which may be around 
the outside of the ham. As soon as done, 
take out the hay, but leave the ham in the 
water until nearly cold, when you may take 
it out."

Cold in Sheep.
These animals are not unfrequently af­

fected with colds and coughs during the 
winter seasons, attended with mucous dis­
charges, or a running at the nose. The 
beat end most effectual remedy with which 
we lre acquainted, are the spines and
