Effective Advertising for Grocers

Hints Regarding the Why and How of This Department of the Grocer’s Business by W. F. Ralph—The Value o;
Price Quotations—Some Examples of Attractive Advertising.

One of the most amazing peculiarities
of much of the grocery advertising ap-
pearing in country weekly newspapers is
the lack of price information. The ob-
server of grocery advertising can come
to only two conclusions as to a cause,
viz : ignorance or indifierence.

That any merchant, in these hustling
days of competition and close prices,
should be wise enough to advertise, and
at the same time ignorant enought to
omit prices from his advertising 1is
equally amazing.

Price Quotations Bring Business.

In staple groceries price is naturally
about the greatest argument which can
be used to produce business. More par-
ticularly so when it is remembered that
women are, by long odds, the chief buy-
ers of groceries. Some authorities even
go so far as to contend that price, and
the name of the article advertised, is
all that is necessary in grocery adver-
tising. The ad. sent in by Kingsley
Harrison, of Montreal, is an example of
this view, practically applied.

There is no doubt of the fact that
grocery staples, if advertised to sell at
a little under the prevailing prices, will
find purchasers in abundance among a
large class of people. But the question
to be decided by the average grocer is
whether it pays better to keep prices up
to the prevailing mark, and rely on
getting lots of purchasers at these pre-
vailing prices by talking quality, ser-
vice, etc., or to make a bid for big busi-
ness by cutting under the prevailing
price, and making the cut price the
whole argument.

Depends on Class of Trade.

A practical grocer’s answer to this
conundrum was : ‘‘All according to the
class of trade you are trying to culti-
vate.”

It certainly is a fact that there is a
large class of people who, owing to
their financial position, will buy at the
lowest price and take a chance on qual-
ity. On the other hand there is the

great middle class of people, whose fi-

nancial position compels them to pay
close attention to prices, but who, at
the same time, are influenced by qual-
ity and service.

This latter class perhaps, is the larg-
est, and the problem which faces the
average grocer is how to influence the
middle class trade to deal at his store.

Quality in Advertising.

His advertising, first of all, must be
insistent. He must hammer away week
in and week out. His advertising
“copy” should have a ‘“‘tone’” to it,
which appeals to middle class people.
Price should always be there, but not
flamboyantly so. The talk should as-
sume that the reader is looking for gro-
ceries of a high grade of excellence, and
is willing to pay a fair price for goods
at a store which guarantees quality and
evood service.

This being the case, the public should
never be allowed to forget a grocery
store’s claims of quality of goods and
excellence of service.

ries than some places where Interna-
nal fairs have suceessfully been held.
display of the world’s products and
anufactures in Montreal would draw
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people from all parts of Europe and
other sections of the world, who, eoming
as far as Montreal, would many of them
take this advantage of the opportunity
to see more of (Canada, and would re-
sult in greater knowledge of the Dowm-
minion being obtained. taken abroad and
disseminated.

These faets would ecarry greater
weight, too, eoming from those who had
personally seen the country, than they
do when made publie as they present-
ly are through the medium of eiveulars,
prospeetuses and other advertising mat-
ter. Numbers of business men from
Gireat Britain, Franee, (GGermany and
other ecountries with whom we are
anxious to inerease our trade would be
induced to visit the Dominion, which
would give them an opportunity of study-
ing the market at first hand and ecom-
ing personally in toueh with Canadian
business men. Of ecourse, many Euro-
peans make it a point to visit Canada
regularly, but it is those who are not
acquainted with our eountry, our nation-
al resources, our unlimited possibilities
in the way of trade development, our
people, these men we desire to interest
chiefly. There are hundreds, thousands
of them who have lines worth plaeing
in Canada, but they do not know the
country and are indifferent to the mar-
ket. For our part, we have many lines
to exchange. But before there ean be
any large inerease in trade the business
men of both sides of the Atlantiec must
get together.

An International Exposition. such as
is suggested, would draw them together.
The movement warrants the support of
every true Canadian. Holding the ex-
position in 1911 will give us plenty of
time "to prepare something worthy of
Montreal and of Canada, and if an an-
nual exhibition is held in Montreal in
the meantime the experience so acquired
will be applied with good results to the
greater "projeet.

DESIRE DISTINCTIVE LABELS.
Wholesale Grocers Ask Government to
Amend Act.

A strong deputation representing the
Canadian Wholesale Groeers’ Guild in
terviewed Hon. Sydney Fisher at Ottawa
on Thursday, Mareh 19th, asking that
the Meat and Canned Foods Aet, passed
during last session, be amended so that
wholesale groeers should be allowed to
place their own labels on canned goods
which they sell. Aceording tosthe terms
of the Aet, the label must bear the name
of the eanner as well as that of the
wholesale house. While it has not as
vet been strietly enforced, the whole
salers elaim that this provision is prov
ing an injustice to them. They elaim
that the use of a distinetive label offers
them several advantages, and that the
firm’s reputation stands behind the qual

ity of the goods.

The eanners and manufaeturers, on
the other hand, for their own interests,
favor the provisions of the Aet as il
now stands.

No aetion was taken in the matter.
thongh Hon. Mr. Fisher promised to
give the request careful eonsideration.

CO-OPERATIVE STORE FOR CITY
OF BRANTFORD.

Association Incorporated to Carry on
Grocery and General Business.

Brantford is soon to have a co-opera
tive store, which will be backed by lo
cal tradesmen and laborers. The On
tario Gazette, in a late issue, notes the
incorporation of the Brantiord Co-opera
tive Association, Limited, ‘‘to carry on
trade as a co-operative company in gro-
ceries and provisions, hardware, dry
goods, clothing, boots and shoes, coal
and wood, and other merchandise.”” The
share capital is $10,000, divided into
five-dollar shares. The incorporators
are, Malcolm Carter and Peter Noble,
machinists ; Thomas Chamberlain, stove
mounter ; Thomas Menzies Chambers
and George Keen, agents ; John D. Mur-
ray, gentleman ; Albert G. Sly and Geo
Wood, laborers, and John F. Van Lane,
accountant, all of Brantiord.

HAS ALL BUT THE SMELL.

Wing Hop, a Chinese gardener who
owns a small truck farm near Fresno,
has announced that he has out-Burbank-
ed Luther Burbank and produced an
odorless onion.

A ST. JOHN WHOLESALER.

W. Franklin Hatheway, who was elect-
e¢d on March 3 as a member of the New
Jrunswick Legislature, is one of the
best known and most successful of St.
John’s wholesale grocers. He is a prom-
inent member of the Board of Trade and
is well versed in all matters pertaining

to the welfare of his province. There
are probably few men in St. John as
well posted on all questions of current
interest as Mr. Hatheway. le is a
great reader, and as a writer occupies
a foremost place among the residents of
(‘anada’s winterport. He has written
several books on labor matters and is
a frequent contributor to the daily
papers of St. John.

By dint of hard work Mr. Hatheway
has risen from the position of clerk to
head of a large mercantile establish-
ment. He left school at the age of 14
years and entered the employ of Small
& Hatheway, steamship agents, remain-
ing there until 1868, when he entered
the wholesale grocery house of Turnbull
& Co., south wharf, as a junior clerk.
Iin about five years from that time he
became their bookkeeper and confiden-
tial clerk, with an interest in the busi-
ness. He remained with this firm until
1877, when they were burned out in the
big fire, with heavy losses. In the fol-
lowing year, though he was practically
without capital and was in debt on ac-
count of the fire losses, Mr. Hatheway
started in business in partnership with
James S. Harding, under the firm name
of Harding & Hatheway. The business
continued under this name until 1888,
when Mr. Hatheway purchased his part-
ner’s interest and conducted the busi-

uess under his own name. In 1898 he
took his head bookkeeper, W. L. Hard-
ing, in as partner, the firm being known
then as W. F. Hatheway & Co. About
1902 the business was made into a joint
stock company, Charles Robertson and
three travelers being taken in, with Mr.
Hatheway and Mr. Harding retaining
the larger interest.

A distinctive feature of the business
was the establishment, about 18 years
ago, of a co-operative system, whereby
all the employes of the firm have a share
in the profits of the concern. This share
is a certain percentage pro rata to the
wages, which percentage is their pro-
fits for the year.

This amount is put to the credit of
cach employe at the end of the year,
with the understanding that it can only
be taken out on their leaving the em-
ploy, or if any serious accident hajpens
to them whereby they need, or if they
wish to make an investment in iife in-
surance or real estate.

The wages paid to the average ware-
houseman are $§9 a week and his profits.
The teamsters receive $14 a week and

their profits and they own their hors
and outfit. The result of this system i
that most of the employes have mone

to their credit ranging from $80 1t

$500 or $600..

For instance, one of the teamste
has to his credit about $500. If an a
cident should happen whereby he snoul
lose a horse, he would be enabled 1«
draw his reserve and purchase a new
one immediately.

It has been found that this system
makes the men more careful in then
work. They have an interest in the
goods from the time they come in the
store until they are sent out and 1th
retailer pays for them.

The business consists of flour, tea, su
gar, molasses and general groceries
Fancy Barbadoes molasses is imported
direct from the island ; teas are hrough!
direct from India, Ceylon and China
and flour and sugar come in the sanu
way from the miller and refiner. Ce
tain brands of flour have been original
ed by the firm. Golden Kagle, the stan
dard Ontario brand, has been on th
market 25 years ; Golden Lion and Red
Rose, standard Manitobas, were broughi
out ten years ago.

In their own factory the firm’s Tig
teas are blended and packed. The worl
of making the boxes, printing the label
and packing the goods is all done by
local people, as Mr. Hatheway is a firn

The firm of Gariepy & Lessard, gro
cers and general merchanis, eondueted
a window-guessing competition recently
which was produetive of eonsiderable
interest and of good results. In one of
the store windows was displayed a large
number of eigars, and the public were
invited to guess the number, the one
coming nearest to reeeive a prize, There
were 12,650 eigars in the window. Carl
Johnson eame first with 12,985, John
MeQuaid second with 13,000 and A. J.
Foages third with 12,250. The winners
were presented with a box of choice
cigars each. About 125 guesses in all
were reeeived.

Arrangements have recently been com
pleted whereby Edmonton and Calgary
wholesalers and retailers have been
given more favorablej freight rates. This
new arrangement, wHich came into ef-
feet on Mareh 15th, amounted to 5e per
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100 pounds on freight in elass 5 and 8e
per 100 pounds on machinery and agri-
cultural implemenis. The greater pro-
portion of freight shipped into Edmon-
fon is in elass. 5 and there is also a
considerable quantity of machinery and
agricultural implements, so that the re-
duetion of from 5 to 8¢ materially af-
feets wholesalers.

The reduetion of this freight rate
places Calgary and Edmonton on the
same basis as Winnipeg with regard to
freight. Previous to this Winnipeg had
a more favorable freight rate on goods
from Eastern Canada. The new rate
will also do mueh to make Calgary
and Edmonton the leading wholesale
and distributing eentres of the West.
The new rate does not apply to the
smaller places in the West, and as a
consequence the Edmonton and Caleary
wholesalers will be able to bring their
voods from the East much cheaper and
can then ship them out {o the smaller
dealers in the surrounding towns and
cities.

VANCOUVER.

Butter from Oregon is on the market
this week, having been brought in by a
couple of local firms. It is not of par-
ticularly good quality and is going at
30e. It was a speecial shipment, and
is now all in the hands of retailers. How-
ever. it is not any better than the east-
ern ecreamery, though at the present
time a change in name will often bring
a good sale. New California butter is
expected on the market here next week.

In the Puget Sound eountry south of
Vanecouver, there is what might be call-
ed a butter war. To meet a eut in Port-
land, Seattle, jobbers dropped Washing-
ton ereamery to 32e, after considerable
consideration. Seattle was expecting the
new California article in a week ago,
and as there is good demand there, Van-
couver and other British Columbia coast
cities will have to wait a little longer.

As the result of the rise in California
quotations, there is an increase of 40e
a case in oranges, which are now going
at about $2.65. Oranges are riper now
than they have been this winter, and
it is only lately that really good fruit
has been available. With the ripeness
comes more shrinkage, which dealers
have to allow for.

The apples here just now are nearly
all Ameriean, another large shipment
arriving during the week. These are
held at from $2.25 to $2.50 per box, with
Ben Davis at $2. The speeial Okanagan
fruit, which is always in demand, is not
to be had in any quantity.

California vegetables, such as cu-
cumbers, ete.. are here, but at prices
prohibitive except as luxuries.

Things are looking fine for British
Columbia fruit. Martin Burrill, who
went with R. M, Palmer, head of the pro-
vineial bureau of information, to Eng-
land, with the exhibit from this prov-
inee, is back again. Mr. Burrill deliver-
ed a course of lectures in the Old Coun-
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try, and is greatly pleased with the in-
terest that was shown and the atten-
fion which is being given to British
Columbia as a fruit-growing eountry.

On top of this comes the news of the
high prices being paid for British Col-
umbia apples in the Old Country, the
following being figures at Glasgow: New
Pippins, $3.50 to $4.75; Kings, $4.30;
Nonsuch, $3.10 to $4.10: Salome, $4.10;
Spitz, $3.50 to $4.10; Spies $3.50.

A correspondent at Kaslo, which might
be called one of the new disiriets, writes
that trees there produced from ten to
twelve boxes each, with trees planted
at about 100 to the aere. The cost of
produetion, including grower’s wages
and all other expenses, is approximate-
ly 50¢ per box. These figures give large
resulis in the way of profits,

That no effort is to be spared by the
Kootenay Fruit Girowers’ Association
in putting the best on the market is
shown by the engagement of R. C.
Broek a noted expert of the Hood River
Valley, Oregon, to act as seeretary and
to instruet the ranchers in the best

That the best nursery stoek is pro-
dueed in the provinee i1s indicated by
the large order for many different kinds
received from Bellingham, Washington
State, by M. J. Henry, of Vaneouver
This, despite the faet that large nurser-
ies ave loeated in that State

A movement is on foot just now to
organize a eo-operative society, and a
committee is active with the prelimin-
aries. It is found a little more dif-
fieult than ordinary owing to the faet
that the reeent hard times has put many
a workingman in debt with his dealer.
Although the suecess of similar or-
ganizations in the Old Country are
pointed to as an example and as a rea-
son for the suecess of a soeiety in Van-
couver, still people are deterred from
Jjoining by the threat of the store-keeper
who will demand payment of back ae-
counts, failing which there will be ae-
tions in eourt. The co-operative busi-
ness would mean the removal of the
trade of its members, who would estab-
lish their own businesses in various
lines, and buying direct would sell at
the profit of operation. A further meet-
ing will be held next week, when it is
expected officers will be appointed.

The ecannery projects in Chilliwack
and Penticton are going ahead, and the
prospeects are that with the fruit season
these two establishments will be in oper-
ation. At Penticton. a committee con-
sisting of J. R. Mitchell, G. F. Guernsey,

funds.
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THE NEXT CROP SEASON

Are we to have an early spring? Has
the past winter been favorable for a
good erop the coming summer? These
are questions which are not only of gen-
eral interest but which retailers may
chat about with their farmer customers.

The authorities in the observatory at
Toronto say that at present, conditions,
partieularly in Eastern Canada, are very
springlike. While a large quantity of
snow still remains in the ecountry dis-
triets there is very little frost in the
ground and conditions generally seem
very favorable for the early opening of
the spring activity.

In the west conditions are not quite
so favorable. Considerable snow fell
in Alberta and also in Northern Quebec
about the 21st and this will delay the
opening somewhat,

The ontlook in the West, however. is
much more favorable than at this time
last year, the authorities say. A year
ago heavy sleet and snow storms were
prevalent and some of the branch rail-
roads were blocked up fer three weeks.
Nothing similar to this is antieipated
this year. :

The question as to whether the past
winter has been a favorable one for the
crop outlook seems rather difficult to
determine. The old idea that a heavy
winter meant a good erop, while it has
some foundation, is not altogether true,
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the agricultural authorities say, for the
prevalence of other conditions may de-
stroy the good results of a heavy snow-
fall.

For ideal winter eonditions, from the
standpoint of the agrieulturist, the snow
must come early, before the heavy frosts,
and must remain all winter, though the
fall must not be too heavy.

Snow 4s a good fertilizer. When
falling, through chemieal aetion. it
brings down an appreciable amount of
ammonia, whieli is held in solution in
the air, and deposits this in the ground,
and this chemical is effective in sup-
plying nitrogen to the growing erop.

(‘rops need air, and water standing on

“smoth-

a field of fall wheat drowns or
ers’’ it out. In an open winter the same
thing oceurs, for the ground freezes
solidly and ecauses this ‘‘smothering.’’
Henee the benefit of an early snowfall,
which allows an aecess of air to the
crop. Again, alternate freezings and
thawings tend to heave up the ground,
which is in turn also very hard on the
young plants.

While the snowfall of the past win-
ter has been quite heavy, which con-
dition would seem to be favorable to
an optimistic outlook, the snow eame
late, and pre-existing eonditions may not
have been too favorable.

While no bulletins have yet heen is-
sued, the authorities tell us that the
prospeets for fall wheat in Ontario are
fairly good and eonditions may be bet-
ter than can be foreseen at the present
time.

SUGAR PRICES CLIMBING.

Interest in the grocery markets just
now is centered in sugar, which has as-
sumed a decidedly critical position. With
the heavy advances of the past four
weeks prices are on a basis which have
not been approached since the memor-
able hoom of 1905.

Strong as it is at present, the sugar
market is not yet near the level it may
be expected to reach before next sum-
mer. Indeed, those who gather market
opinion, say that the present situation
is assuming characteristics similar to
those in 1905. In that year a loss of
10,000 tons in the European crops was
the basis for ruling prices, when Euro-
pean heets were held at 163 cents, and
American raws at 5.31 cents.

This season ‘we face reports of a ma-
terially decreased output of the cane
crops in Cuba, Porto Rico, Trinidad,
St. Kitts. Antigua, Demerara and the
West Indies. Java and Mauritius also
report decreased estimates. This means
that there will he an enormous demand
on this continent for foreign beets, and
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it is said that Canadian refinérs will
also have to look there for supplies.
Another point, which may be counted
on to give stability to this situation is
the fact that a season of large business
in sugar is just ahead. The heavy de
mand during the summer seems likely to
sustain prices, not only as based at
present, but which will in all probability
climb many points higher before May.

FLUCTUATIONS IN COCOA.

The market for that interesting fruit,
the cocoa hean, whose products are so
delicious and are so widely used and
sold by confectioners and grocers, has
borne about as much manipulation as
ever falls to the lot of foodstufis, du
ing the last few months.

It will be remembered that during
1907 by reason of reduced production the
price of cocoa beans increased fully fifty
per cent. till all lines of chocolates wer
afiected. At the end of the year, through
the effect of the financial stringency and
reports of increased production in Trini
dad, the market was again forced down
sharply. At this time speculators, sec
ing some opportunities in the situation,
sold the market short, and another ad
vance, amounting to six cents a pound,
was made.

Following this came a natural decline
and in the past two months the price of
Trinidad beans dropped from 24 to 15
cents.

Last week, however, the speculators
got busy again, and manufacturers who
were preparing to lower the prices on
their products were checked by a sud
den jump this week to 21 cents. How
long that price will prevail is not to be
prophesied. Some dealers say this basis
is justified by crop conditions and oth-
ers attribute it to speculation. What
the next 'move will be is a question that
no one seems to want to answer.

CHEAP EGGS FOR EASTER.

The egg market has been suffering a
steady slump during the past few weeks.
The heavy importations of American new
laid eggs caused a break in the high
prices ruling some time ago. Since
then there has heen a gradual deecline
until lately the market has taken
{umbles of several cents. This has
been due in a great measure to the
unusually heavy receipts lately of Can-
adian eggs. Shipments of American
eggs are now praetically nil. Advices
from different seetions of the country
state that the hens are laying even more
freely and the trade are looking forward
to very liberal supplies. In view of the
present and anticipated heavy offerings,
it is a pretty safe forecast that Easter
eggs will be within the reach of every-
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Anent the egg situation, recent
Jespatches from American points de-
¢lare that banks will not loan more than
ien cents a dozen on egg ecertificates. As
liich as fifteen cents has been obtained
hefore. This aetion on the part of the
hanks will eheek speculative buying and
tend to depress priees. Dealers here
<tate that its effeet on the Canadian
market will be somewhat similar and
ihat the priece of eggs will be much
lower thronghout the present year.

INCENTIVES OF GOOD SALESMAN-
SHIP.

Not long sinee the members and
cmployes of a Minneapolis mercantile
company enjoyed an unique banquet
o celebrate the elosing of a suecess-
ful vear and as the outcome of an in-
teresting eontest.

The firm offered its salesmen an extra
commission on all sales for a given period
preceding Christmas, and to make the
malter more exeiting, the salesmen

ere divided into two teams with
captains  over each and it was
wwreed the team ending the
stipulated period with a smaller total
ol sales than the other should pay for
lie banquet out of its extra commis-
icns. At the finish, the total of sales
showed a difference of only a few dol-

ars, whi¢h proves the contest was a
close and exeiting one.

A similar eontest between the various
cctions  of Canadian grocery stores

uld be arranged to advantage, the
et result being a big boost to sales

d the ereation of a better feeling
mongst the sales staff.

DELAYED IN SENATE.

Senator MeMullen, championed the
cause of the retail merchants in Can-
ada, said that their interests as a class
should be considered and eited instances
vhere eco-operative organizations had
it been suecessful.

Several other members spoke on other
aspeets of the question.

After eonsiderable debate the bill
passed the seecond reading and was re-
ferred to the banking ecommitiee. Con-
siderable hope is entertained that the
Scnate may refuse to allow the bill to
pass the third reading.
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THE SITUATION IN THE WEST

The Western Viewpoint by our Special Winnipeg Correspondent

The end of another week brings the
most springlike weather, a general for-
ward movement of immigration, the
letting of large railway construction
contracts, the advertising for men for
construction eamps and a very sharp
increase in the inquiries for real estate
In another .week or so it will be pos
sible to say something of the outlook
for seeding, if the present weather con
tinues.

One of the events of the week was the
signing of the eontract for the building
of the first 100 miles of G.T.P. east
from Prince Rupert. This is practically
all rock work and represents an outlay
of somewhere between five and ten mil-
lion dollass; more probably the larger

amount.

Big Business in Railway Supplies.

The purchasing of supplies for the
enormous gangs of men that will be
employed has already begun. Work on
another contract on the G.T.P. is also
being pushed, this is the 100 miles west
from Edmonton. East from Winnipeg on
the transcontinental line, nearly 7,000
men are employved and daily fresh men
are being sent out to the various camps
of J. D. MeArthur, who has the econ-
tract for this work. The supplies for
this ‘army represent very decent trade
in themselves. The beef for these eamps
is nearly all brought in and slaughtered
at Winnipez, and during the month of
February alone the beef bills ran close
to $50.000 to say nothing of the s nok
ed and dried meats that are consumed

Land Deals and Immigration.

In real estate the event of the week
has been the purchase by the William
Pearson Co. of 90.000 acres of land in
the Last Mountain distriet of Saskat
chewan, from the Canadian Northern
Railway. The actual price paid for this
land could not be asecertained, but it
was evidently a long one, judging by
the ficures the Pearson Company are
asking and obtaining for individual
farms. Another land transaction is the
reserving of 50,000 acres in the Tramp-
ing Lake distriet near Battleford, Sas
katechewan for the Lutheran Coloniza-
tion Co., of Hastings, Nebraska For
this colony a large number of people
will be brought in by special trains this
spring and afterwards the company will
continue to bring in parties, their ob-
ject being to secure cheap homes for
ILutherans on the fertile lands of the
Canadian West.

Svasmodic Wheat arket.

The wheat market has been a dull and
unsatisfactory one nearly all the week,
with spasmodie advances and retreats,
and but a limited demand for eash grain
one day and a rush the next.

Holders of large quantities of low
grade wheat at Fort William are be-
coming anxious as to its movement,
fearing that it will not reach the sea-
board in time. There has been a reecent
complaint that not sufficient ecars are
obtainable at the lake front. Tt is just
possible that some of this congestion is
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due to men who held wheat intending
to resell it in store at Fort William
and not having done so are now obliged
to ship and have thus caused a sudden
rush for ears.

Distributing Seed Grain.

The distribution of seed grain is pro-
gressing rapidly and there is no doubt
that this season more choice seed will
be sown than ever before in the Can-
adian West. All seed will be delivered
by the middle of April at the latest.

One of the features of this seed dis
tribution that should not be overlooked
is the splendid generosity of the rail
ways. The reduction in freight for the
carrying of seed is over 7 cents per
bushel and when it is remembered that
probably 1000000 bushels of wheat and
oats will be moved back and forwards
it is possible to realize what this re
duction means. The price of wheat for
seed, of eaen the highest grade, is $1.18
a bushel, when many looked for it to
be $1.50. The wheat and oats were well
bought and the buying reflects infinite
eredit on C. (. Castle, the commissi m
er who was entrusted with the task

The Future of the Grain Exchange.

The splendid building in course of
erection for the Winnipeg Grain and
Produce Exchange will be offered for
sale by Sheriff, the members refusing
under their emasculated charter to in
vest another dollar in a fund to com-
plete it. An unchartered company may
be formed to buyv building in.

Matters 14 relerence to the \\J.ulp\“.!
Grain and Produce Exchange have taken
a very definite shape during the week.
Kver sinee the bill amending the chart
er was assented to the members of the
exchange have been devising ways and
means of making a disposition of thei
property so as to reduce their loss as
much as possible. The council of the ex
change has held many meetings and
there have been many infor nal gathe
ings of members for discussion and gfle
or two regular meetings, the natury/ of
which was not given out to the ess,
but which were admittedly to fingf ¢
lution of the difficulty, if possibfe.

Finally it was announced thaf a spe
cial general meeting was called for Fri-
day., March 20, at which tlfe counecil
would report their findingg and the
whole matter would be dealf with.

The meeting was duly egnvened and
the attendance was the lprgest in the
history of the exchange, iflly 200 mem
berships being representéd, a number
of members having comfe in from dis-
tant points of the west/to attend.

The secretary read tfle report of the
counecil, which revielved the present
critical financial situption of the ox-
change regarding th¢ ownership of the
$500.000 building iy course of erection,
which was allegedlf the result of the
amendment to the exchange’s charter,
and suggested thrfe courses of action.

After some copfideration and a couple
of other resolyfions, the matter was
settled by the fassing of the following
motion :

“That in vjew of the financial situa-
tion of the efchange, as set forth in the




notice convening this meeting, the
council is hereby authorized and in-
structed to inform the contractors and
the creditor banks that the said ex-
change, in consequence of the receat
legislation passed at the last session of
the legislature, is unable to make fin-
ancial arrangements to meet its obliga-
tions to them.”’

Thus the whole property of the ex-
change, with the uncompleted building
is thrown on the hands of the contrast-
ors and there is only one course open
and that is for the contractors to have
it sold by the sheriff.

May Form a ‘‘Holding Company.’’

Though no members of the Winnipeg
Grain and Produce Exchange are will-
ing to risk another dollar on property
to be held in the name of that body,
there is a strong feeling on the part of
nearly all the members in the ecity that
they would like to buy the building in
when it is sold and many schemes have
been talked over.

After the formal meeting on Friday
afternoon it was thought well, con-
sidering the number of country members
in the city, to eall an informal meeeing
of exchange members and lay the
schemes bhefore them. This was done and
a chairman and secretary, pro tem,
selected. Though this meeting was com-
posed of members of the grain exchange
it was a private meeting and had no-
thing whatever to do with the exchange
as a body. The diseussion of ways and
means was long and animated, but the
plan of forming ‘“‘a holding eompany”’
to buy in the huilding was generally
favored. It seemed to he considered
that this would be feasible as from the
location and plan of the building it is
not sufficiently desirable as an office
building to make outsiders keen to buy
it and it would be necessary for who-
ever did buy to bid up to some $500.-
000 and of this some $300.000 would
have to bhe cash to release the equity of
the exchange in the building. If, how-
ever, a purchaser is found willing to go
to a fizure that will cover the indebted-
ness to banks and contractors and re-
Jease the equity of the members to him,
the property will go.

If however the property is bought in
by ““a holding company’’ they will com-
plete the building with a view, of
course, of its being used by the grain
traders of Winnipeg. The exchange, of
course, will practically cease to exist
with the passing of the property into
other hands, but unless there is a gen-
eral move to Fort William, which may
not eome for some months, and possib-
ly not for a year, there must be grain
trading in Winnipeg. The initiated seem
to feel confident that a voluntary part-
nership of the old members of the ex-
change will he formed to carry on husi-
ness and secure markets. There will be
no charter, as it will he a purely vol-
untary eompany, but it is rumored the
price of memberships to any but old
members of the present grain exchange
will be sufficiently high to keep any
undesirables out of the company. Hav-
ing no charter. such a eompany will be
subject only to the ecommon law of the
land and eannot be legislated against
for the amusement or the benefit of any
class whatever. Any such voluntary
partnership would, without doubt, be
operated, so far as rules and by-laws
are concerned, along the same lines as
the present exchange, the rules and by-

laws of which have bheen pronounced
again and again entirely in accordance
with common law. Unless this can be
done the whole grain trade will be in
a hopeless muddle, and even if eventu-
ally this scheme is worked out, there
must be months of chaos and uncertain-
ty and always heavy financial loss not
only to members of the exchange, but
also eventually to the producers, when
they begin to feel the influence of this
extremely chaotic manner of trading.

Situation Affects Financial Corporations.

The passing of this confiscatory legis-
lation is alreadv being felt in many di-
rections and in none more than in fin-
ancial corporations. Head offices in
England and in the east are instituting
the most searching inquiry into the ef-
effect of this legislation on vested in-
terests and in not a few cases insurance

and other companies holding provineial
charters are quietly but rapidly taking
steps to secure Dominion charters or
put their companies on some different
basis.

The attitude of large loan companies
and banks is that if this legislation is
possible in the case of one provinecial
charter it is possible in all, and that
therefore loans to any company or cor-
poration having a provincial charter
are more or less unsafe and to be avoid-
ed for the future.

MAY IMPORT TEA DUST FREE.
Bill Favoring Manufacturers Likely to
Pass Congress.

Means Committee of the House. Cafie
ine and its associate drug, theine, s
largely used in the compounding o1
headache remedies and similar medica
ments, are manufactured from the dust
and sweepings of tea, whose importa
tion is forbidden by the act of 1897.”

Toronto, March 26, 1908.

Business continues encouraging in
wholesale ecircles though reports are
not quite so enthusiastic as a week ago.
Collections are fair and retailers are
beginning to meet their paper some-
what more satisfactorily.

The {feature of the week, of course,
has been the heavy advances in sugar
and the eritical condition of the mar-
kets, both primary and local. Cocoa
heans, wunder speculative operations,
have been fluctuating widely and are
now on a basis almost even with the
recent large advance.

A material slump n eggs under heavy
supplies is the notable fact in the pro-
vision business.

TEAS—A fair business is being done
locally, with demand prevalent for low-
er grades.

The slightly easier feeling in lower
grades noted during the last month
seems to be disappearing, owing to the
removal of somewhat artificial condi-
tions and the market seems to be re-
covering its former high basis. In their
weekly cireular, dated March 12, Wm.
Jas: & Hy. Thompson say :

“Indications are not wanting that the
outlook is gradually becoming brighter,
for the board of trade returns show a
better state of affairs than the London
figures, inasmuch as the total deliveries
are fully equal to those recorded during
February, 1907, while the shortage in
the honded stocks has grown from 1%
to 3 million-ibs. In these circumstances
it is scarcely surprising that the mark-
et is beginning to assume a healthier
tone, while there has been a noticeable
disposition on the part of huyers to pur-
chase more freely than of late. The fact
also that re-exports so far this month
are on a level with those for the cor-
responding period last year seems to
justify the hope that we may look for
a removal before long of the one un-
satisfactory {feature of the past few
months trading.

“Jt is interesting to note that, in
spite of the heavy increase of 5} mil-
lions in the arrivals from China during
the three months ending February, duty
payments during the same period were
only 13 millions ahead—thus showing
how small, even at a time of scarcity
in common tea, is the proportion of
this growth distributors are in a posi-
tion to use in their blends.”

THE CANADIAN GROCER

COFFEE—ILocal business eontinues
very fair at steady prices. Willett &
Gray say of the situation abroad :

“‘Oceasional larger receipts at Santos
than expected from the recently econfirm-
ed smaller estimates have prompted in-
quiries for an explanation. The answers
unhesitatingly adhere to the estimates
of total receipts at Santos of about 6%
millions, judging from the supplies re-
maining in the interior. Occasional in-
creased reeceipts are therefore ascribed
to the higher values that rule at San-
tos for coffees with merit, so that if the
movement is thus increased somewhat
only a small quantity is left behind and
means very light reeceipts for the
halance of the crop. These advices are
cabled by leading houses in Brazil and
are entitled to full consideration. Mean-
while consumption goes on with ever
increasing volume, and although there
never was a time when buying was re-
stricted so closely as now, the Ameri-
can deliveries are maintained on a re-
markably good level, with smaller sup-
plies than ever in the interior.

““The receipts at Santos and Rio for
84 months so far of the season were 8,-
800,000 bags, and during that time the
stocks at Rio and Santos have deereas-
ed 1,650,000 bags, so that consuming
mhrkets have purchased in the same
period from those two ports 10,450,000
bags of ecoffee. The world’s visible
meanwhile has decreased over 500,000
hags. This of itself indicates annual con-
sumption of Santos and Rio coffees up-
wards of 13,500,000 bags, and just as
much as the Santos and Rio erops fall
short of that quantity must come out
of the reserves in consuming markets.

“Not only is the San Paulo Govern-
ment holding firmly to their determina-
tion not to offer any of their coffees un-
til their limit of price is reached and
the trade ecalls for the coffee, they are
about to start an extensive propaganda
looking to inereased consumption of
Santos coffees, with large appropria-
tions to earry it out, under a syste-
matie commission of experts.”

SUGAR—An advanee of 10 cents oe-
cured on Fridayv, and another followed
on Saturday, these putting prices on a
hasis of £4.90. These advances are all
justified by eonditions .abroad which
have heen outlined in these eolumns from
week to week.

The markets at the present time are
exceptionally strong, so mueh so that
the sitnation seems to be assuming the
characteristies  of the boom of 1905
when Europe advanced to 163e for beets
and the Ameriean market to $5.31 for
raws and $6.15 refined and a basis of
$5.75 was reached in Canadian mar-
kets.

Willett & Gray say of the present
sifnation in raws:

““Sufficient information- eame to our

Demand is  not  partieularly brisk,
but the steady eonsumption, which al-
ways necessitates a certain quantity, is
cleaning up the small holdings, which

are not being replaced by ecurrent re-
ceipis. Few lots of cheese are eoming
forward  weekly reeeipts for the past
three periods of six days averaging but
i hoxes.

Last week  reeeipts amounted to 80
hoves, against 7 boxes previous week and
12 bhoves same week last year., "Total
receipts to date amount  to 2,053,992
hoves, against 2,349,833  boxes  same
period one year ago.

Batier sold last week, finest, at 30e
to 3le.

Lnahle anywhere from 28¢ to 30e. Most
concerns are asking 281e to 294e. This
vasicr feeling is evidently the forerun-

ner ol an easiness which will make it-
selt felt as the new season’s butter
cories on the market. It is no doubt a
fici also that the falling off in eon-
stuption eaused by high prices foreed
wany houses to bring their quotations
down to a level within easier reach of
the average groeer. That the price
should he weaker is hardly what one

il expeet at this time when holdings
are so light and becoming less every

Dealers report a very satisfaetory
trade with eity groeers, while sales to
Country retailers are also very good.
Sonie niee orders of one to two hundred
Piuckages are reported.

During the period when butter was
suld at skyroecket prices grocers did a
great buginess in honey, syrups and
other hmes of food produets which in
4 neasure took  the place of butter.

Sales of these are still notieeably Lirger

than usual at this time of year, espe
cially in the ease of corn svraps, but
with butter I|l'n|>|§i||‘_’ down to its old
level, and the prospeet of fresh new
creamery, no doubi many who tempor-
arily were foreed to do without butter
will return to that generally regarded
necessary table article. On the other
hand the maple syrup season will short
ly be in full swing, and many eonsumers
do not consider it necessary to use both
maple syrup and buiter. It is probable,
therefore, that unless butter prices con-
tinne downward demand will show no
appreciable improvement within the next
few weeks.  Many dealers are just as

First packages of new ereamery will
be welcomed.  Supplies will harvdly eome
forward in any quantity until the new
season is well on its way toward the end
of April at the very earliest.

After that the ereameries will get a
supply ahead, and will be in a position

THE PROVISION SITUATION

Toronto, Mareh 26th.

Though Canadian packers arve offer-
ing somewhat higher prices this week
and eonditions in the loeal markets seem
to be slightly more encouraging, maiters
abroad are on the same unsatisfactory
hasis.

While the American shipmenis were
hehter last week, these busy shippers,
the Danes, again made record *‘kill-
ings,”” their deliveries on the British
market aggregating 43,000,  Consider-
ing this, it is small matter for wonder
that the British market is dull and it
secems quite evident that there will not
he a great deal of demand for Can-
adian bacon until these immense Danish
shipmenis are eurtailed.

In the meantime, Canadian packers
are moving along, in some instances run-
ning their plants at a loss. The past
week they have been running at about
three-quarter time, and with light de-
mand, as above and light deliveries, the
question of keeping their labor em-
ployed is a pressing one.

Canadian farmers have been objeet-
ing very strongly to the prices offered
for hogs for some months back and in
many cases are threatening to go, and
have gone out of the business. As a
matter of faet, the prices offered by
(‘anadian packers have been consider-
ably above those offered elsewhere, and
at times seemed to be above what mar-
ket econditions would justify.

As a result of this American shippers
have been able, even under the handieap
of a 2 and 3-eent duty, to unload a
large amount of pork produets on the
Canadian market, particularly in the

49

West. This business ocenrs to more or
less exient every vear, but has been
muech larger this year than usual

How the Canadian situation is re
varded i Great Britain s shown in
the following letter whieh came from
a selling agent of considerable authority
in England to one of the large Canadian
p;u’lu'ﬁ last week:

“*No tmprovement  lo repo nor 1s
there likely to be any till the Danish
killings let up.  Canadian packers ave
playing the fool game to perlection.
Where is the sense of keeping up the
price of hogs to sueh a high level, that
it allows Ameriean packers the run of
your Canadian markeis tor their pro-
duet.  Such a poliey is for lunaties and
not one for sane men. The losses, of
course, will be heavy and they are most
l“lt'hl‘\ nh'sl'l‘\'ml. We are M'“illu‘ .\ltl\r\].\’
al 10s. per ewt. loss all the time.”’

Prices quoted have been rather un-
steady this week. $5.25 f.o.b. was quot-
ed generally on Tuesday, which is 10
points better than a week ago. There
were rumors on Tuesday and Wednesday
ol a break to $5. 10, but this eould not
be confirmed at time of writing. This
should stimulate delivery to some ex
tent, but stocks in farmers’ hands are
said to be rather low and packers seem
to foresee a possibility of very dear
hogs before fall.

Conditions existing in Awmerican mar-
kets last week are summarized in the
fallowing paragraphs from the New
York Journal of Commeree:

““The past week has witnessed no
great aetivily or change in the prices
of hog produets. Reeeipts of hogs have
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fallen off moderately and prices have
advanced, especially at the East. Pack-
ers early week hulled the market and
shorts ecovered. After mid-week they
withdrew their support and prices fell
back, notwithstanding hogs kept up and

WHY CEYLON TEA IS POPULAR.

In a recent number of this paper at-
tention was direeted to the amazing pro-
vess of Ceylon tea in popular favor in
North Ameriea; and the statement was

en made that ¥ had won greatly

upon its merits. It may not be out of
place to give here a slight resume of
the faets upon which this statement was
based. and, also, some little deseription
of the island, and of the tea itself, that
may enable the -reader to inform him-
self as to the latter’s virtues and the
causes to which they owe their being
That the elimate is equable may be
gathered from the fact that tea is pick
ed the year round in Ceylon. The situ
ation of the island--in the Indian
Ocean—is evidence cnough that it gets
the full fruetifying power of a tropie
sun. The altitude of its planiations,
some of which are located seven thou
sand feet above the sea, aceounts for
the vigor of the plant, aud its conse-
quent possession, in sueh high degree, of
these natural properties that combine to
make tea so comforiing and inspiring
a beverage. To the island’s voleanie
origin is due its independenee of arti
ficial soil-fertilization, and to it, also,
are aseribed certain agreeable and bene
fieent peculiarities of the tea- notably
its lemony flavor, which other countries
have long and utterly in vain, atiempted
o l't‘!ll'«nl!l(‘\',

Then, foo, the island being in the
]nlsﬂ‘.\\iull of the English,
the great advantage of Furopean seien
tific cultivation, which has entively re
placed the primitive and ineffeetive
Oriental -methods. The happy-go-lueky
way of euring and preparing the tea
for markets by hand that still obtains,
for example, in China and other tea
growing countries has given way in
Ceylon to maehine proecesses, and these
not only make for sanitation and econ
omy, but also for uniformity of grade,
ete.

Cevlon tea is consumed in vast quan
tities by the British, though not, it 1is
true, to the extent that Indian is. The
latter gives a heavier liquor, and seems
to be preferred on that aeeount
lln- sea.’” Still, the milder Ceylon is
largely used to tone down to the more
fastidious palate, ‘the Indian produet’s
greater astringeney and headiness. It
is probably because of the faet that it
affords a heppy blending of the delicacy
and fragrance of the China tea  with
more or less of the full body and high
stimulating powers of the Indian pro
duet that Ceylon so commends itself to
tea drinkers in this country. Perhaps,
too, American prejudice in favor of
machine prepared food produets bas
much to do with the enthusiastic wel
come accorded it here.

Hints and Good Advice for +he Grocer’s

Assistant—Qualities Which Make for

Success in Any Business.

Iomplovers want men who combine with
ambition and material talents, honesty
and capacity for hard work.  Honesty
means something more than financial re-
liabilitv. It is the quality which makes
a man work without watching the clock,
or heing afraid that he will give his
cemployer more value than he is being
paid for. The honest employe brings to
his work the best efiort of which he is
capable and hegrudges nothing where the
interests of his employers are at stake.
A voung mam-was recently applying to
a well-known employer for a position.
lie was in the midst of a rather glow-
ing description of his qualifications for
the place, when the employer interrupt-
ed him with: ‘“‘Never mind about all
this. There is just one thing I want to
know. Will you work ?”’

Iovery man who intends to make him-
self of value to his employer and to
win advancement (and the two go hand
in hand, despite all that pessimists may
say) must have this capacity for work.
No matter how great his ability, how
thorough his education, or how attrac-
tive his personality, these qualities are
as worthless as a locomotive without
fuel unless backed up by persistence and
energy, wrote J. H. Hapgood in World’s
Work. e may be retained for a time
because of his ability, but in the long
race he will be found wanting. Some
day his employer will be forced to give
the position which he has hoped for,
and which, by his natural talents, heis
pre-eminently fitted to fill, to a man
who, although less capable, has shown
himself to be a worker.

In considering applicants for posi-
tions, employers are always on the
watch for - signs of this persistence.
Many well-known business men think
that they can judge a man on this point
bv the manner in which he seeks a place,
and this is not a bad method. Men of-
ten advance to some responsible posi-
tion, and then suddenly and without ap-
parent reasons, fail and drop out. ‘““The
place got too big for him,”” we say. But
in most cases the real reason for the
failure is that the man began to slack-
en in efiort, thinking that he had ad-
vanced so far on the ladder of success
that he could afiort to take things easy.

For the business man of to-day there
is no such thing as taking things easy.
The higher he gets, the more is expected
of him, and the harder he must strive.
The president of a great manufacturing
company, for example, says that one of
his duties alone, the securing of capable
assistants, is harder work than he ever
had to do when he was only the head of
a minor department. The man who does
not realize that continuous effort is es-
sential to.a general manager as to an
office boy, will not be of permanent
value.

It is work that makes a good
salesman—not natural ability, appear-
ance, or personality. One of the best
salesmen in the United States is red-
lieaded, homely, uncouth, and poorly
dressed—he does not seem capable of
selling bread to a hungry millionaire.
Yet he sells on an average more than
£100,000 worth of goods a year, in a
field where competition is remarkably

keen. He succeeds by making hard work
take the place of the adaptability, the
personal magnetism, and the appearance
which he lacks.

The - perseverance of this salesman is
the quality lacking in mdny men. Plenty
of men can work hard when the road to
success seems clear, but when difficulties
thicken they lose their grip. Others
work by spurts, keying themselves up to
high pitches for brief periods, and then
lapsing into half-hearted effort. Neither

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‘Baster Trade Offers Opportunities to
Business—Preparations

April should be a good month for the
grocer awake to the opportunities
which lie before him, provided be is not
afraid to work for the success of his
business during the thirty days which
commence next Wednesday.

During the premier part of the month
the Lenten season, which began March
4, continues. There w,ll be ample time
to sell a considerable quantity of fish of
ull kinds right up to the last Friday of
Lent, April 17. The fish department. of
the grocery store should be a paying
one. Jf it is not at present it should be
made so. Some grocers objéct to hand-
ling fish because of the extra trouble, of
the danger of contamination of other
goods through the odors, and a variety
of other reasons, but there is really no
objection to the line from the man who
works. And he is the one who reaps the
profits.  Speaking further about fish for
the remainder of the Lenten period, how
about pushing package goods a little
more strenuously ? There are a number
ol Canadian packers of fish who put up
most attractive lines at popular prices.
These goods. are, as a rule, much ap-
preciated by customers, probably you
handle a line or two, at least, already.
1 not, give the goods a trial this month
and you will be rewarded. Package fish
will become one of your steady lines.
Of course, it is KEaster which looms
up larger than anything else in April.
Do you give much attention to the East-
er trade? Or do you just go ahead in
the same old way without taking ad-
vantage of the opportunities afiorded you
to increase your turnover at this sea-
son 7 Any number of grocers make April
a mighty big month largely through
their Easter sales.

Push Lines of Confectionery.

That confectionery department which
has been a quiet section of the store
since Christmas can now be boomed
with profit. Easter time is a season of
rejoicing on a mild scale. People have
the holiday spirit, for a few days any-
way, and there is no reason why you
should not take advantage of the fact.
They are willing to spend money for
things which are not necessary, but
which please them just the same. East-
er eggs, made of chocolate, are obtain-
able in a variety of forms from all con-
fectionery houses. The latter give con-
siderable attention to the Easter trade
and in consequence can show you a
range of goods from which you will have
no trouble in selecting a ling_of novel-
ties for which you will find a ready mar-
ket in your town.

Do not go into this matter in a hali-
hearted manner. Be the first grocer in
the place to secure your stock. Get the
pick of these specialties and devote time
and energy—and advertising space—to
letting the public know what you have
for them. Besides the Easter eggs there
are Easter rabbits, and other animals
of this description ; Easter baskets of
fancy confectionery, and other sweet-
meats adapted to Easter time.

When these goods arrive they should
be put on display. They should be be-
fore the public at least a week before
Easter Sunday. Some grocers arrange

a neat table in the front part of the
store ; others place the goods in the
confectionery showcases, while all make
window displays, and the progressive
merchants devote some of their adver-
tising space to the novelties. Do not
forget the chocolate specialties.

April 1 is generally conceded to be the
first day of spring. Lines which the gro-
cer can push to advantage for the spring
and carly summer trade should be loom-
ing large before the eyes of the up-to-
date merchant. It goes without saying
that spring goods should bhe in the
hands of the grocer in April.

Special Spring Lines.

Among the spring lines which find
ready sale are butter, eggs and other
lines coming from the farmer, such as
maple sugar, maple syrups, and kindred
products. Butter has been very expen-
sive all winter, but towards the middle
ol April the new make will be finding
its way onto the markets, and, as re-
ceipts increase there will he a decline
In prices. Already, early as it is, the
approach of the new .season is influ-
cncing the butter market. People will
be glad to get the first of the new sea-
son’s creamery. It's a good idea to
stock up early. Eggs, “strictly new
laid”’—those that we can depend upon—
will be coming in freely toward the mid-
dle of April, and with consequent low-
er prices there ought to be room for
numerous sales.

What About Maple Products?

Then, the maple syrup and maple su-
gar season opens in earnest in April.
Get the pure article and push it strenu-
ously. Let people know you have the
genuine. Everybody likes maple syrup.
The real article is delicious, especially
in the spring time. Then,” too, every-
body knows that they are likely to get
what they ask for when they request
maple syrup right in the maple syrup
scason. Avoid the impure syrup as poi-
son. Of course, if ‘'you have some cus-
tomers who do not care to pay the
price for the pure article there are num-
crous mixtures which are excellent. But
the point is this, do not sell a mixture
for the real article.

Seeds, for the farm and the garden
will be in demand during April. How
about a few boxes ? Your jobber will
be able to supply you if you ask him.

And, going back to Easter again,
smoked meats are worth considering.
There is a strong demand for these
around this season. Do not delay in
ordering. Get into the game early.
Breakfast bacons, hams, and all these
products find ready sale. And they are
such staples that one has but to sug-
gest them to a customer.

Plan for Spring Improvements.

It is just about this time that you
ought to get busy about the store, ware-
house and stable if you are going to
do any spring house-cleaning. Going to
increase space, do some painting, ex-
tend the warehouse ? Do not put it off
until those warm summer days when a
fellow does not feel much like taking oft

his coat and working really hard o
some such job. Chances are it will n
be done in 1908 if you do.

In the store itself it will not do an
harm to turn things around a bit. Yo
have a lot of winter goods which ai
not seasonable. These should be gotte
out of the way, either sold at specia
sales or stored. In any event, it wil
do no harm to get the must, dust an
accumulations of the winter cleaned u;
The store will have the brighter appea:
ance for any such attention to it.

Look Up New Customers.

And spring time is the season to g
aiter those old customers who have u
been buying much from you of late, al

those people whom you would like ",

have purchasing at your store. Evel

body feels good at seeing the sunshin

the ice breaking up in the rivers and
lakes, the snow disappearing and su

mer coming on. It is an opportune tiiu
to get in some good work. People ui
in a more receptive mood than they ai
at most other seasons, This is whey
you should make your advertisemei
in the local paper full of live interesi
readable and racy, without belig
slangy or ‘“‘smart.” Everybody feels
good. Show that you do too. Be en
thusiastic in your advertising, in you:
manner. It will become catching, you:
clerks will be the better for your «u
thusiasm and so will your business.

Board of Trade Petitions Government
to Build Branch Line.

That Montreal has been neglected by
the Government in the matter of giving
the city a connection with the National
Transcontinental Railway was the feel-
ing expressed at a meeting of the Board
of Trade of that city held on Monday.
One hundred were in attendance and
every one of them was in some way in-
terested in the speedy building of a
short branch line connecting the metro-
polis of Canada with the country’s na-
tional railway. Some present were of
the opinion that the delay was largely
due to the inactivity of the members of
Parliament representing Montreal, and
many agreed that Canada’s first city
was unceremoniously being side-tracked
much to the detriment of trade inter-
ests in Montreal. The members decided
to petition the Government at once
showing them :

“That Montreal, the commercial me-
tropolis and national port of the Do-
minion, the head of ocean navigation,
and, to a very large extent, the east-
ern terminal of the Canadian Pacific
and Grand Trunk Railway Companies,
has all the advantages required to be-
come a great railway and industrial
centre.

“That it is in the interest of Canada
at large, and the district of Montreal
in particular, that a branch line should
be constructed between the main line
of the National Transcontinental Rail-
way and the city of Montreal by the
most direct route.

““That the management of the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway has declared
that that company can not commence
the construction of the branch line to
Montreal until its main line is practi-
cally completed.

‘““That the construction of the- branch
line will greatly benefit the business
community of Montreal and the neigh-
boring district, and will further de-
velop an immense tract of _valuable
territory between the main line of the
National Transcontinental Railway and
the northern part of the Montreal dis-
trict.

‘““That the provision of the branch
line would, with the Grand Trunk
bridge at Montreal, connect the two
sections of the National Transcontin-
ental Railway now divided by the: St.
Lawrence river, and therefore that
the construction of said branch line
should be proceeded with forthwith,”’

Then the petition continues :

‘‘Wherefore  your petitioners do
humbly pray your honorable house to
adopt, during this session of Parlia-
ment, legislation providing for the
copstruction forthwith by the Domin-
ion Government, of a branch line ai-
fording direct connection between
Montreal and the National Transcon-
tinental Railway, said branch to start

N. B. MARKETS ADVANCING

Sugar, Molasses, Cornmeal, Pork and Beef Going Up—Demand Heavy for
Fish for Lent—Other Grocery News.

St. John, N.B.,, March 24.

Sugar advanced another 10 cents a
hundred on Thursday last, making a
total advance sinee Jan. 1 of 40 cenis a
hundred on barrels and 76 cents on
Austrian granulated. in bags. Bag sugar
was being quoted very low which ae-
counts for the big inerease in the.quota-
tions. Molasses is advaneing. Some
small quantities of new stoek have ar-
rived and are being quoted at 30 cents
a gallon for prompt delivery. Larger
shipments are expected this week. For
future delivery the priee is a little hicher
as the market is unsettled and the job-
bers are not anxious to book orders for
any quaniity at the present price. The
advance in sugars is affecting the price
of molasses as the planters feel they can
get more money by holding off for a
while and they are watching the sugar
market eclosely.

Cornmeal, in bags, has advanced 15
cents a hundred during the past fort-
night. Lard is advaneing; pure lard be-
ing held at a 3-cent advance with the
price for compound unchanged but
firm. .Pork is up 25 cents a barrel and
beef is quoted 50 cents a barrel higher.

The top however,
seems to be about reached and the job-
bers expeet that the price will ease off
some before .very lone.

Eges are now quoted at 2le for fresh
laid stoek and they will continue to drop
from now on. Even at these prices the
demand is not very great. The moder-
ate price for eges all this season has
prevenied the usual first ~ rush when
prices dropped.

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GROCERY FACTS

Something About the Goods Handed
Over the Counter Every Day.

Do clerks know enough about the
soods they are selling ? With a view to
giving some useful information about
staple goods a column or so of these
“Facts About Groceries’’ will appear
regularly.

Mustard.

Mustard is manufactured of several
strengths or qualities, and from a mix-
ture of difierent kinds of seed, white
and brown, and with or without the ad-
dition of other ingredients, such as
wheat flour, tumeric, cayenne, etc.
[overy firm has, of course, its own par-
ticular recipes and processes. This white
seed, Sinapis alba, yields a much larger
percentage of flour than the dark brown
or black variety, Sinapis nigra, and is
much cheaper.

Now ground mustard made from dark
seed with this oil left in will not keep
good long owing to variations in tem-
perature, exposure to air, etec. It soon
cakes the powder, turns it rancid, bit-
ter, and unfit for use ; hence any kegs,
tins or other packages, with discolored
paper linings or wrappers showing oil
stains within or without, should always
he rejected as old or out of condition.
The oil is, in fact, a source of great
trouble to manufacturers who wish to
sell a pure mustard in powder, of good
flavor, and one that will keep good.

Pimento, Jamaica Pepver, or Allspice.
Is the dried unripe berry of the pim-
ento tree, known as Eugenia pimento or
pimento - officinalis. The tree is a fine
evergreen, growing twenty to thirty feet
high, of the myrtle bloom order, very
common in Jamaica, West Indies and
South America. Its leaves are of ob-
long or oval shape, of a deep shiny
green color, and about four inches long.
It is largely cultivated in plantations
called ‘“‘pimento walks,” but grows to
perfection, in a wild state, in Jamaica,
whence British importations have been
mostly derived ; hence the name Jamaica
pepper. The berries are light and brit-
tle, of roundish form and crowned with
the remains of the calyx, generally in
the form of a raised, sear-like ring
ifach corn contains two dark brown
reniform seeds. They are called ‘‘All-
spice,” from the fancy that they have
the flavor of cinnamon, cloves and nut-
megs combined. The corns are about
the same size as huckleberries, and are
sometimes adulterated with mustard
husks. There are also inferior kinds,
uch as pimento acris.

What Chicory Is.

It is the roasted root of chichorium
intybus, or wild endive, and belongs to
the products of China, Holland, France
and  England. It is roasted in
rreased pans to prevent sticking, It
imparts a dark color and bitter taste
to cofiee, but adds no nutriment. It has
tor an adulterant Venetian red wheat
flour. red earth, rye, beans, mustard
husks, and other things. Chicory itself
15 not poisonous, but it has too many
imitations, then it is not pure cofiee by
Ny means.

TOBACCO MEN SEE GOVERNMENT

Will Oppose Proposed Excise Duties—
Divided on Question of Uniform
Stamp.

The new excise duties on tobacco and
cigars and the change to a uniform
stamp, proposed in the budget speech
recently, have awakened a good deal of
interest among cigar and tobacco manu-
facturers, and several delegations have
interviewed the Government regarding

the matter.

The last one, composed of a large
number of manufacturers from Toronto,
Montreal, Quebec and London, met in
Ottawa on Saturday last and held a
conference on the situation before pre-
senting their views to the Government.

On Monday, the deputation, headed by
J. Bruce Payne, of Granby, Que., wait-
ed on Hons. Messrs. Templeman and
Fielding in regard to the proposed
changes.

They -asked that the excise duty on
cigars be reduced from $2 to $1 per
thousand, that the customs duty on to-
bacco be raised from $3 to $4, retaining
the ad valorem duty of 25 per cent., and
that the Government tax all Canadian
leaf at 5 cents per pound.

The members of the deputation were
rather divided on the proposal to have
a uniform black excise stamp on all
cigars. The Quebec men favor this, on
the ground that it will be favorable to
the more extensive use of Canadian lcaf
and will thus benefit the tobacco rais-
ing industry. The Ontario manufactur-
ers are almost unanimous in strongly
opposing the union stamp, contending
that the Canadian leaf, as turned out
at present, is not of a satisfactory qual-
ity for cigar making and that the pro-
posed change would be injurious to the
manufacturing interests and would not
be fair to the consumer. ;

The ministers after hearing the argu-
ments presented promised to iive the
matter due consideration before action
was taken.

The assets of J. A. Thibodeau, grocer,
of Sorel, Que., are to be sold.
