The Russians say that this offensive was-undertaken by
three regiments of the enemy, supported by artillery. This is
a force of 12,000 infantry when the units are completely up to
strength.

The Germans also claim that they took a summit of & peak
in the Oituz valley with 50 prisoners, but the Russians say that,
the attacks of the enemy on the Sloniki River and. south or the
Oituz-River were repulsed.

The Russians and Rumanians crushed two attempts of
the enemy at an offensive at a point four mileg west of Braila
and twelve miles south of the confluence of the Slatina and Tro-
tus rivers, and also near Radulesci, about seven miles east of
Fokshani, in both cases by their superiority of fire.

The.Germang claim that a Russian advance on the Sereth
northwest of Braila, was repulsed.

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GERMAN TERMS OF PEACE
WILL REMAIK SECRET

Their Moderation Would Give Wfong Impressioh, Says ‘Zimmer-
mann—Peace Move Blocked—Germany to Stand on Defen-
sive in Coming Summer’s Campaign.

°

BERLIN Jan. 16.—Dr. Alfred Zimmermann, the German
foreign ‘minister, informed The Associated Press to day that in
his opinion the entente reply to President Wilson’s peace note
bars the possibility for the present of further German steps to
bring about peace.’ In particular, he said it precluded any direct
announcement by Germany.of her peace conditions, in answer
to the terms set forth in the latest entente note.

Dr. Zimmermann asserted, however, that the answer of
the entente to the president did not finally and completely close
the door to later efforts for peace, before one side or the other
was completely, crushed.

i The foreign minister, in the course of a conversation with
the Associated Press correspondent, declared, although with ob-
vious reluctance, that it was impossible for him to give a more
definite statement of the peace program of the central powers
than that indicated in the declarations of Dr. Von Bethmann-
Hollweg, the Chancellor, because the German terms were such
that the unsolicited promulgation of them in their moderate
details, after what he characterized as the aspiring program;
of conquest and dismemberment outlined by the entente, would
be interpreted by the entente powers as a sign of weakness and
of a desire for peace at any cost.

Another synopsis is, made public of an al-
leged set of new peace terms proposed by Ger-
many. It would be well not to accept too im-
plicitly as correct these peace terms unless they
are announced as official, which certainly is not
the case respecting the peace terms s0 far made
known. Many readers, commenting upon the
Jatest peace terms regard them as an improve-
ment, but the improvement is doubtful. The
latest peace terms absolutely ignore any claim
or interest which Great Britain has in the set-
tlement. In the first place Germany will evacu-
ate Belgium in exchange for the Congo territory
of Africa, of which Germany does not hold one
foot. It is very unlikely that the Allied powers
will consent to Germany obtaining any further
foothold on the African continent. The second
feature of the new terms is that Germany will
cede the portions of France which she now holds
in exchange for the colonies which have been
taken by the Allies from Germany in Africa and
elsewhere. In otler words that Great Britain
ig to give up all the fruits of her conquests to
Germany in exchange for the freedom of France
but there is a grave objection to yielding up the
German African colonies, which have been cap-
tured. It has long been the British ambition
to build on British soil from the Cape of Good
Hope to Cairo, in Egypt, a long transcontinental
railway. - The handing back of German East
Africa would block for the second time the car-
rying out of that policy. It is doubtful if South
Africa would consent to yielding up the fruits

of the war, and secondly it is exceedingly doubt-
ful if the other portions of the empire would
consent and especially so New Zealand and Aus-
tralia, which jointly have picked up sundry isles:
in the South Pacific Ocean. .

A Milan despatch claims that the German
peace proposals are due to the German people’s
weariness of the war, and then adds:—

The economic situation of Prussia, Ba-
varia, Austria, Hungary, and all the minor
German states is grave. . Despite official dis-
simulation and drastic meagures, there are
entire regions where famine reigns. Men and
women are treated without mercy. When
they call for bread they are not handed a
stone, as in the Gospel, but are given things
to eat that are repugnant. Their professors
and chemists have sought to extract food

. from the vilest rubbish, and have recommend-
" ed it to the public. 'The most revolting
things have become the ingredients of their
alimentary schemes. Their newspapers teem
with advertisements of such compounds. The

- public feeding of paupers and the starving
masses has become a necessity. Seven thou-

. sand persons have to be.fed in the ‘streets
.. daily by the municipality of Leipzig, 3,000 in
Strasburg, 11,000 in Frankfurt, 35,000 in Dort-
mund, 10,000 in Barmeni, 60,000 in Berlin,
and 135,000 in Hamburg. If an average could
be taken, it would be found that more than
1,000,000 wretched persons have to be fed

& daily by the public kitchens in various towns

London, Dec. 31.—In confirmation of the
German food shortage, a large number of
emaciated dogs recently deserted the Hun in
favor of the British lines.

WHY EVERY NORMAL PERSON
OUGHT TO BE AN ATHLETE

(by Dr. L. K. Hirshberg, A.B.,, M.A,,
M.D., (John Hopkins).

Recent attempts by science to de-
termine the precise intfiuence which
muscular exercise has upon the heat
production and tissue nourishment of
a human being has srought to light
several important facts. One of them
is that all normal persons ought to
take up physical culture and become
more or less athletic if they want to
keep healthy and live long.

, As subjects for their recent experi-
ments scientists used fifteen trained
athletes each weighing from one hun-
dred and twenty to one hundred and
geventy-five pounds.

They were all studied in a so-called
“respiration Toom” wnere even the
air they breathed in and out could
be examined and tested. THey were in-
vestigated only in repose and twelve
hours after their last meal..

The results of these tests were then
compared with similar ones made up-
on non-athletic, so-called *“ordinary”
or ‘“normal’’ persons. These as well
jas-the athletes were divided into ten
‘groups according to size and weight
and nearness to each other in various

pects. 2

In the complete comparison: it  is
found that in the ten groups the heat
manufactured for’each two pounds
of tissue, each twenty-four hours, av-
|eraged for the athletes two more
heat units than for the non-athletes.
' For each square yard of the sur-
face of the human skin the athletes
exceedeq most decisively in heat pro-
duction the same ‘amount of surface
in the non-athletes. .

Astronomers estimate that in a
sphere with a radius of 20,000,000
times the distance from the earth to

which are from ten to one hundred
times as luminous as the sun.

In the same sphere are no less
than 23,200 stars which are each as

next hydrant. However it is not

The stars in‘class G are the most
like the sun, their spectra being full
of metallic lines, and with broad
lines due to caicium.

All the red stars are dividid into
two sub-divisions known as giant and
dwarf stars.. The former aFe thought
to be stars which are in an early
stage of evolution apd increasing. i
temperature, while the latter -are

EXGITING DAYS

“Ontario” Extra.at Time of Pro-
posed Fenian Raid in 1870’

Bandsman Ernest Blaind, of thé
264th battalion, lately of The Opne
tario staff has shown us three inter-
esting ‘relics. The first is an *“On-
tario” “extra. of /date May 24, 1870,
giving startling news of an expected
Fenian movement’' on Camada from
the United States. The second is 'the

given on Thanksgiving night at thed
Metropolitan hall, curner Front and
Camphell streets, .Oct. 28, 1875. The
third relic is a copy of The London
(Eng.) Illustrated News of Oct. 29,
1870 in the period of the Franco-
Prussian war.

The “Extra’ gives telegraphic re-
ports from various parts of tie East-
ern States telling of the massing of
Fenian troops at various points, ©08-
tensibly for an invasion of Canada.
One repont from New York stated
that 25,000 membeys of the. Fenian
brotherhood were leaveng for Niagara
Another telegram from Boston states
that “Three thousand red men, sup-
posegyto be Fenians, Yeft on the Nor-
thern train yesterday.”

We find however by referring to
The Ontario files of May 26th that the
movement to invade Canada did not
reach anything like the proportions
its progenitors expected. General
O’Neil, the head of the invading force
was able.to muster only about 300
men when he attempted to cross the
frontier at St. Albans, Vt. Here he
was met and easily routed by the
60th battalion of Quebec, under

“{command of Col. Chamberlain. Three

of the Fen‘ans were killed and. a
large number woundea by the first
volley of the Canadian volunteers and
then they beat & precipitate retreat
across the International boundary.
Here General ~O’Néit was speedily
placed under arrest by the TU. 8.
Marshall and the invasion was at an
end. 5

Dec. 27th, 1916.
Dear Mother,—

I received your letter a few days
ago and was glad to hear from you. I
spent Christmas pretcy sood. We were
out of action at the time back in a
little French mining town, quite a
few miles behind the firing line. We
came out of the Somme about the
last of November and came out- to
this - village: -suppogedly for a . five
weeks’ rest but’after we ‘were there
for two weeks we were forced to go
into action for ten days on the Arras
front, and came back two days before
Christmas.

BISBEE'S FIGHT
AGAINST BOOZE

Drastic Dry Law Passes City
Council and Forbids
Possession.

Mr. S. A. Gardner, formerly princi-
ipal of Victoria School in this city,
|sends us the following copy of the ex-
tremely drastic prohibition law to ne
enforced in Bisbee, Arizona, where he
It will bo
noted that it resemples the law wo
have in Ontario in many respects. Tha
Daily Review gives this report of its
passage,—

On and after January 11, Bisbeo
will be a real dry spot in a real dry
state for on that date the ordimance
|passed by the city council last even-
ing goes into effect. It is one of tho
most drastic pieces of legislation ever
passed by any city and is aimed at
the bootlegging which has been going
on and also at the frequent disturh-
ances of the peace in the city. The
referendum is waived and after due
publication the statwve goes into ef-
fect.

Under the provisions of the erdi-

‘I nance passed last night, it will be un-

lawful and will bé punishable by a
fine of $25 or up to $300, or imprison-
ment of from ten days to three
,months, to even carry a bottle. It
:will be unlawful for a man to keep
liquor in his hotel room or im any
place of public resort.

Though the ordinance appears to
go far and by many may seem to in-
vade tha very sacred precincts of
their homes and businesses it was
passed to eliminate certain evils with
which the eity is cursed and promises
to go a long way in tnat directiom.

After the preamble and Section 1,
which repeats practically the word-
ing of the constitutional amendment
on intoxicating liquors, the ordirance
states:

“It shall be unlawfnl to keep or
have, or to permit to be kept, had or
possessed in any hotel, boarding
house, eating hause, reéstaurant, pool
or billiard hall, tobacco store, soft-
drink parlor, store of any kind, or any
place of public resort, or in any club,
or in any cellar, closet (room or
space) connected with any of the
above named places, for any purpose,
any ardent spirits, ale, beer, wine, or
intoxicating liguor of any kind.

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LEGTURE ON
“WAR GARTOONS”

Prof. Macdonald Gave Powerful
Address Before the W.C.C.

An illustrated lecture on *““War
Cartoons” by Prof. J. F. Macdonald,
of Quesn’s University, Kingston, at-
tracted, a large number of the mems-
bers of the Belleville Women'’s Cana-
dian Club to the High School last ev-
ening. Mrs. Mikel ,the. president, oc-
cupied the chair and introduced the
guest of the evening.

Prof, Macdonald rst explained the
two meanings of the word cartoon.
Originally it meant a sketch of a
work of art, such as those of Raphael
—intended for the use of the Dutch
and Belgian tapestry. weavers. .The
other use is modern and was inaug-
urated on July 8, 1843, by Punch.
Fhenceforward the cartoon suggests
sketches on political and social sub-
jects. Cartoons have had a wonder-
ful vogue in all countries.. The es-
sential of the cartoon is drawing, in
which the element of caricature is not
recessarily present. Raemaeker, the
great Dutch ' artist, who almost
brought Holland into the war, pre-
sents flawless realism. A cartoon may
be deseribed as an editorial put into
a pieture. Cartoons do not need
words.

A large number of the choicest of
the world cartoons on the war were
fthrown on the screen. These includ-|,
ed Punch, French, Italian, American
and even a few German cartoons,
which showed the various national at-
titudes.  The|nobility of the women
of Britain in the cause was shown in
a Punch cartoon. The ‘- German
hrutal attitude was apparent in every
Teutonic film shown. The mirth of
the British Tommy, under the most
trying eircumstances, was illustrated
and the awful realism of the Dutch
artist was revealed in cartoon after
cartoon. One good cartoon relates to
the Germans who once served in ho-
tels and restaurants in England. Over
the horizon in the cartoon comes a
large tanklike structure, and a Ger-

man~is running away. The tanklike
being says ‘Liqueur, Sir,” ‘No Tanks’,;

say8 the flying Hun. The growth of
German  hate towards England, and
latterly the French recapture of Ver-
dun territory with ease and hints at
the acut' food question were eclearly
revealed.

The entire illustrated address of
Prof. Macdonald was rich in details,
of the war and was delivered in  an
inimical manner.
