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Victoria, B. C., July 5.—Attorney-General Joseph Martin was interviewed by 

a Globe reporter today, and made the following statement about the incident of 

Premier Semlin requesting his resignation. Asked if the story published in Van­

couver was correct, he replied: “Yes, it to perfectly correct.” To the question: 

“Do you intend to resign ?” Martin replied in his well known emphatic way: 

“Certanly not. If any one should resign it ought to be Mr. Semlin, for he has 

not the confidence of the whole of his cabinet, or the members of the party in 

the house.”

Tbe whole proceeding on the-part of the premier, Mr. Martin pronounced most 

extraordinary. As was well known, the position of “premier” was not recog­

nized in the constitution, and because he happened to disagree with a member of 

the cabinet no premier had a right to request that member's resignation, especi­

ally without consulting his colleagues.

“Mr. Semlin did not consult his colleagues,” went on Mr. Martin. “He acted 

on his own responsibility, or rather on the advice of Mr. Cotton, as Mr. Semlin 

is a weak man and ie governed by what Mr. Cotton says. The whole thing is a 

conspiracy between Mr. Semlin and Mr. Cotton. Cotton to one of those men who 

likes to stand behind a tree and push some one else forward to do bis 

work. For the reasons Mr. Semlin gave me for asking me to resign, it is most 

extraordinary that he should have acted without ever requesting me to give any 

explanation, and I told him so plainly on Saturday." The idea of Mr. Semlin 

giving as a reason for his action the charge that the Attorney-General had neglect­

ed his office was, Mr. Martin said, ridiculous. “Why, I defy any one to say that 

I have neglected the affairs of my office. Not only has everything been kept up 

to date there, but I have been enabled to make a number of savings, and have 
put the department in a more efficient state than it ever was before. It is very 

ridiculous for Mr. Semlin to charge me with neglect of my department after he 

made such a muddle of the Lands and Works Department that we had to move 

him into the much less responsible department of provincial secretary, and he 

is not even equal to carry on that in an efficient way. It is Mr. Semlin’s place, 

if any one’s, to resign,” Mr. Martin repeated. “We only took him in as pre­

mier because we could not help ourselves. Mr. Cotton did not want him for pre­

mier any more than I did, but we could not afford, with only a majority of one, 

to do without him just then, and he threatened if he was not premier to kick 

over the whole apple-cart. What Mr. Cotton wants is the whole thing himself.”

The charge that he had given away cabinet secrets, Mr. Martin characterizes 

as absurd. “I never gave away any cabinet secrets,” he remarked, “but when 

[ found Mr. Cotton making statements outside that were’ falsehoods, I was 

forced to place myself right.”

The life of an average mine will now have 
to be calculated on an entirely different 
basis than in the fpast. Many properties 
after the abandonment of years are nyw 
being reopened and managed successfully. 
Mr. Rix mentioned two mines that had 
recently come under his notice, one had 
just celebrated its thirtieth anniversary, 
and another, the Empire mine of Grass 
Valley, California, had passed its fiftieth 
year of successful working. The manage­
ment of the Empire so far from thinking 
or considering the mine played out had 
just expended over $150,000 for 
plant. Manager’s residence and other 
buildings are all of a superior and sub­
stantial kind. The mine buildings being 
constructed of stone, iron and glass, and 
a lot of money was put into the finish of 
the buildings, inside and out. It will be 
many years yet before tae Empire is min­
ed out, though some time ago this was 
thought to be impossible. Other mines 
that were abandoned and considered use­
less from a commercial standpoint are now 
recognized as very valuable and are being 
reopened, and worked at a very good 
profit. Deep mining at a great profit is 
everywhere being carried on successfully, 
and deep mining has come to stay. There 
are many reasons for this, but Mr. Rix 
mentioned that the most important fac­
tors in the successful mining of old or of 
newly developed properties at the present 
time were in the improved methods, bet­
ter machinery, lower wages, cheaper sup­
plies and superior management. In addi­
tion the treatment of ore by mill processes 
which save a higher percentage of values 
at less expense and cheaper and more im­
proved methods of smelting now render 
many properties workable that were con­
sidered impracticable a few years back. 
Mr. Rix has strong opinions on deep min­
ing and considers that the value of many 
properties is greatly enhanced by the new 
order of things. He concluded by saying 
that the properties surrounding Rossland 
should be practically iaeihaustable with 
the management and methods that are 
now obtainable.

The result m negotiations has 
been that Dr. Dawson, who has virtual 
control of this department, has practically 
promised that British Columbia shall have 
half the space set apart for the Dominion 
mining exhibit, providing this province 
sends a collection worthy of such promin­
ence. Thus the province is put upon its 
mettle, but with a little care no trouble 
should be found in ensuring an exhibit 
which will be worthy of Dr. Dawson’s ap­
proval and of the great mining country

IA fatal accident occurred in the Velvet 
mine at 5:30 o’clock Saturday morning.
The victim was John Cummings, a pump­
man. There are two shifts working in 
the crosscut on the 250-foot level. The 
last shift went off duty at 12 o’clock mid­
night, and Cummings’ duties compelled 
him to go on at 12 o’clock. A round of 
blasts had been fired, and one of the 
shots failed to go off. It was not a part 
of his duty to do it, but he went in the 
drift for the purpose of spitting a hole.
The end of the drift is about 58 feet from 
the bottom of the shaft. He rang six 
bells to the engineer at 5 o’clock for the 
purpose of notifying him that a blast was 
about to be fired. The engineer waited 
lor 15 minutes for the one bell, which is 
the signal for him to hoist. Then suspect­
ing that something was wrong, he sum­
moned the mine foreman. The latter 
went down the shaft and into the drift 
in search of Cummings. The latter was 
found in an unconscious condition, lying 
on his face on a pile of debris, abmit half 
way out from the face of the drifts From 
the fact that the blast had not been spit­
ed, it is evident that he went in to the 
face of the drift and found the gas so 
thick that he realized to stay longer was 
dangerous, and started to return and 
fell unconscious when half way out. The 
foreman, who was beginning to be affect­
ed by the gas, lifted Cummings and car­
ried him out to the shaft. Water was 
dashed by the foreman into Cummings’ 
face in an effort to revive him. By this 
time the .foreman felt that he would soon 
he overcome by the gas, and so came to 
the surface.

Betterments That Should Be Made Here 
and There.

Erie, June 29.—[Special.]—the hiUs are 
alive with prospectors, and a few of them 
who came to town yesterday produced 
some splendid samples of ore.
