A great dea] of our seal oil has been
narketed; but the price received is
fnown only to the exporters. . We
hipped some 6371 tuns during the
nonth of July.

Common cod oil is now selling at
140 per tun; and it is expected that
t will again)reach the figure paid
" -ome three months ago. There is not
v larger quantity in sight at present
vriting; but from an exporter we
earn that he believes that ich of
he refined oil will be sold as common
‘0d oil owing to the fact that some
efiners have not taken the necessary
yrecaution to turn out a first class
wrticle.

Refined oil (medicinal) has
juite a slump in the local market
Juring the month of July it dropped
o 90 cents per gallon; but it seems
o have recovered within the last
‘ortnight. It is understood that a
‘egular price in the market to-day
anges from $1.25 to $1.50. THere is
ittle demand, however, and’ only small
juantities are coming in. Those who
‘an afford to hold it are doing sao
iwaiting better markets.

Some 350 licenses wére issued by
‘he Fisheries Department to oil re-
iners, but we do not know that all of
them have been utilized. The oil
jusiness (medicinal) seems to have
been overdone; and many of the re-
iners will come out at the wrong end
9f the horn. Some of them from 35 to
40 cents per gallon for liver; and
much of the product will be unsale-
able ag medicinal oil. Under the Re-
gulations of the “Act Respecting the
Refining of Cod Oils™ no refined oil

‘shall be exported unless it has been
inspected by the Government Inspect-
[ or; and each refiner must get a
certificate to that effect. Formerly
there were no restrictions on refin-
ers; and we. sent out stuff that was
found to be of very inferior quality.
Many of the'refiners visioned ‘a bon-
anza in this special product; but they
were warned at the beginning of the
fishing season thrfough the medium of
Mr. Coaker’s organ (the most widely
circulated newspaper in fishing
centres) that they should be care-
ful about the manufacture of the pro-
duct, and that the refining business
was likely to .be overdone Mr.

“Can Holland look for much
more than safety? She has taken
no risks in behalf of the rights of 1
small nations, but wiM be secured
' those rights at the cost of the
blood and treasure of the Entente
Powers.. . Whatever the future
miight hold for her, she seems to |
think that it could be nothing|
worse than participation in the pre
sent war. At all events, despite
great provocation, despite the fact
that the cause of small nations !

This were an excellent policy
for England . to adopt to-day with
the Huns in view of the atrocious
accorded to British
prisoners in Germany. We doubt
if they fare even so well as the
prisoners who were held in Spain
during the period in question.

The defat of the Armada gave
a serious btow to Spanish fish-
ing in Newfoundland. Tt does not
seem to have ever recovered,
though we have had commercial
relations with the Spaniards at re-
peated intervals since then. The
Spaniards, however, rarely came
to Newfoundland waters to- fish;
but they came as freighters of car-
goes.

In the ¢arly days of the Ilast
century a large number of Span-

{ ish vessels came to Newfoundland

hringing salt and other commodi-
ties which are produced in Spain.
Between 1840 and 1860 trade be-
tween Newfoundland and Spain

was brisk, the direct cause being
a bounty paid on fish brought in
Spanish-  bottoms to” Spain,
amounting te about one dollar per
Near!v a” hundre d ves-
sels were in-the trade. The cap-
tains of these vessels paid for
their cargoes in gold.

In 1850 there were seventy
Spanish vessels in-St. John’s, ag-
gregating 8,673 tons, with an

{ equipment of 678 men, and they
{ loaded 154,415 quintals

of fish,
When the
bounty was withdrawn this trade
ceased practically, though for
some years afterwards Spanish
vessels came to St.” John's and
Harbor Grace. In those days
Spanish was taught in Several .of
our schools, in St. John’s, at Har-
bor Grace, and at Carbonear; and
several of our young people knew
the language fairly well. Even in
the school days of the writer Ol-
lendorf was still amongst the text
beoks.

Our trade with Spain nowadays
1s comparatively small; = but ' we
still send fish to Alicante, Carta-
gena, and Malaga, and import
large '~ quantities salt from’
Cadiz.

Newfoundland’s largest foreign
trade item to-day is our trade with
Brazil, the beginning of which we
noted in a former communica-
tion. Brazil is in reality an off-
shot: of Portugal, and the Peortu-
guese language 1s used there. A
rather serious handicap to_ our
Brazilian trade As the .expense of
the transportation of our pro-
ducts,~as oyr vessels as a rule do
not bring return cargoes. This is
due to the fact that we are but
small customers of the great pro-
ducts of the country, viz.—coffee
and rubber.

Our. trade with Italy is of very
ancient date; and we find first

side of Nash’s farm, by which a little
lad- named James Byrne, aged 6%
yvears, son of Mr. Wm. Byrne,, lost his,
life. We are indebted to Mr. Chas.i
Hynes, of Kelligrews, who was pres-
ent when the terrible affair occurred,
for particulars of the awful happen-
ing.

Mr. Hynes and his cousin Edward
were driving home ‘with their express-
es and Mr. Butler of Topsail followed
them with his ecart, also proceeding
~homewards. Mr. Hynes says that as
they proceeded along they saw Mrs,
Byne with the little boy and a couple
of other children with her proceeding
up the road towards' their ' home,
Mrs. Byrne having come from a visit
to “her mother, Mrs. Nash. Suddenly
a motor car, in which was seated Mr.
J. 0. Hawvermale, manager of the
Imperml Tobacco Work, with his wife
and Mrs. Benedict, wife of American
(‘onfsul J. S. Benedict, appeared on the
road. Hynes and the other carts were |
pretty close to each other and the
motor came along at a moderate rate
of ‘speed, Mr. Hawvermale driving and
blowing his horn when he saw the,
teams approaching. A lad stood in!
the roadway, evidently watching two!
motor cycles which had passed, and
seemingly unaware of the presoncel’
of the incoming automobile. Seeing
the lad Mr. Hawvermale brought his
car along at a very slow pace and
blew the horn repeatedly to aitract
the attention of the lad in the road-
way, on whom he kept his eyes the
whole time. Suddenly the poor little
chap Byrne who had run in advance
of his mother darted cut on the rcad-|
way beitween E. Hynes’ car and the
last one following that of Mr. Butler.
He evidently was unaware of the prox
imity ¢f the auto and being shielded
by the cars Mr. Hawvermale was not
aware of the lad’s presence until he
was immediately under the slowly
advanecing auto. Mr. Hawvermale
made a desnefate attempt to stop the
car to avoid running the lad down.
shut off the power and applied the
brakes, but all too late, unfortunately.
He was knocked down and though the
car was stopped within two feet the
forewheels of the vehicle went over
the child, who*® was terribly hurt.

Stuck to His Post—Soper and
Moore’s Store Badly Wrec_ked——
Several People Injured .

Yesterday about 1.30 p.m. as street-
car No. 2 was proceeding down The-
atre Hill, with Motorman Cooper and
Conductor Squires in charge, the
brakes gave out at a point above the
grocery store of Mr. Charles Ryan

‘and the car came down over the steep

grade at lightning speed with several
passengers on board. Taking the
sharp curve at the head of Adelaide
Street the car jumped the rails,
crossed the head of the street, struck
a telegraph pole and broke it al-
most at the ‘butt and then collided
with a terrific ecrash with the western
window of Soper & Moore’s grocery
store, and then crashed through the
adjoining house for half its length.
This house is occupied by Mrs. E.
Carrigan and Yee Lee, a Chinaman
who carries on a laundry business.
To his credit, be it said, when the
car was lost control of Motorman
Cooper held to his position of danger
on the forward platform and but for
him one or more fatalities must have
1esulted. Ac; the car came down The-
atre Hill and up New Gower Street
he constantly yvelled to people to keep
clear and owing to his warning sev-
cral at the head of Adealide Street es-
caped serious injury if not death.
