He tells of Claud Charlton's
London, July 27.—A windstorm, ac­

and the communication trenches led 
right down to a big wood at the back 
of us. We used to go out during the 
day and buy things in a town. The 
place was pretty well battered out, 
still some of the people lived there. 
An old lady 70 years of age was kill­
ed by a shell one afternoon while I 
was down there.

The woods I mentioned before is a 
pretty place. When the artillery stops 
for a little while you can hardly rea­
lize there is a war on, everything is 
so nice and green, and the shells have 
hardly done any damage to the trees. 
There are three grave yards, all fixed 
up by the soldiers and kept in good 
shape. Every day the crosses get 
more numerous. (The war claims its 
toll.) I believe we are all going to 
have an eight-days’ pass to England. 
Just those who are left of the old 
battalion, and very few of us are here 
now—mostly killed and wounded.

I believe you had one of my letters 
in the paper. I never saw it myself, 
so I don’t know which one it is. I 
have seen so many published by fel­
lows that have never been within five 
miles of the firing line, that it fairly 
makes me sick to read them. That 
was why I asked you in the first place 
not to publish any of mine. That was 
the only reason. All I have written "s 
actual facts and what I have seen 
myself.

Well I guess I will have to finish 
up now. We expect to go back into 
the trenches again in a couple of days 
and I have so many to write to, so 
will close with my very best respects 
to all, and may God bless you all. I

Well, Ernest, the Courier was 
rather boosting me up. That was the 
first time I had seen the letter. An­
other one of my letters was published 
in a London paper and also read in 
one of the schools. Strange to say I 
re'eived a letter from a lady in Lon­
don asking me to find out particulars 
of her brother who was in the Win­
nipeg Rifles and has been missing 
for several weeks.

CHARLTON'S DEATH.
As regards Claud Charlton, I knew 

him very well and can give you par­
ticulars of his death. It was while 
were in reserve and suffering from 
heavy shell fire. (It was either the 
26th or 27th of April.) We were 
along the Ÿser canal, dug in. A shrap­
nel burst near him and wounded him 
so badly that he died shortly after­
wards. He lies buried in a small 
town called Vlamertinghe in Belgium. 
I know the place well. The last time 
we passed through there, the Red 
Cross were using the church adjoin- 
ing the cemetery as a dressing sta­
tion. The Germans shelled tlte 
church so much that they had to get 
out of it, and several of the wounded 
were killed. This is only one of the 
tricks they play.

would end the war a debtor country. 
This plan must also be brushed aside.

3. Payment out of gold reserve. 
That needed only to be stated to be 
discarded. “We cannot impair the 
basis of the great system of credit 
which has made this City of London 
the financial centre and capital of the 
world.”

4. This brought him to the one 
and only course which could be adopt­
ed without adding to the necessity 
destruction and dislocation caused by 
the war, permanent sources of im­
poverishment to the country. What 
was that course? To diminish ex­
penditure and to increase savings, (a) 
“If you save more, you can lend the 
State more, and the nation will be 
proportionately enabled to pay for the 
war out of its own pocket, (b) If you 
spend less, you either reduce the cost 
and volume of our imports, or you 
leave a larger volume of commodities 
available for export.”

The right hon. gentleman enlarged 
upon all these points in his usual co­
gent manner, but the above is the 
gist of what he said, and his last pro­
position is one which Canadians 
should also take well home to them­
selves. ,

These were the closing words of his 
exceedingly fine address:

“Is right or is force to dominate 
mankind? Comfort, prosperity, lux­
ury, a well-fed and securely-sheltered 
existence, not without the embellish­
ments and concentrations of art and 
literature, and perhaps some conven­
tional type of religion—all these we 
can purchase at a price, but at what a 
price! At the sacrifice of what makes 
life, national or personal, alone worth 
living. My Lord Mayor, and citizens 
of London, we are not going to make 
that sacrifice. Rather than make it 
we shall fight to the end, to the last 
farthing of our money, to the last 
ounce of our strength, to the last drop 
of our blood."

It is not surprising to read that 
during this peroration of a magnifi­
cent effort there were loud and pro­
longed cheers, the audience rising and 
waving their hats.

THE SITUATION.
The troops of the Czar still hold. 

That is the salient feature in connec­
tion with the Eastern theatre of the 
war and the German drive towards 
Warsaw. As to the retention of the 
last-named place, Grand Duke Nicho­
las and his advisers do not seem to 
greatly care. The Petrograd corres­
pondent of the London Daily Tele­
graph says that the fate of the place 
has only a small share in the calcula­
tions of the Grand Duke—that all 
measures have been taken to nullify 
any benefit to the enemy from the 
surrender of any point. In all the 
fighting in this region it must be re­
membered that events are taking place 
over an exceedingly large territory. 
With ordinary alertness there can be 
no crowding of the troops of the Czar 
into a corner, as in the case of Bel­
gium. They can fall back indefinitely, 
and the while inflict tremendous loss­
es upon the pursuing foe. That is 
why, with a much inferior equipment 
in the matter of munitions, the Rus­
sians have been able to do as well as 
they have. The idea of the Kaiserites 
that they could soon detach a large 
force from Poland for service in the 
Western theatre still seems to be 
about as far away as the occupation 
of Paris.

In Belgium and Northern France 
there has been very little doing lately, 
and it is now stated that Goritz Has 
not yet fallen, although the Italians 
are on the verge of occupation.

In the Dardanelles an unofficial re 
port says that the Allies are now bom­
barding the forts on the Asiatic side.

A despatch in the Courier last even­
ing announced that British troops are 
making good progress along the Eu­
phrates. This is the largest river in 
Asiatic Turkey, and, with the Tigris, 
forms the most important river’ sys­
tem in that section of the world.

The Dominion Government, 
when guaranteeing the bonds of •'aid 
railroad, did so, on condition that the j 
road use Hydro Electric power, and ! 
was published in the local papers at 
that time. Where then do we gain 
anything?

Tf the electrification of the L. E.
& N. Ry is of so vital a necessity to 
Brantford, what is to hinder Mr. W.
F. Cockshutt, M.P.., as our repre­
sentative, from demanding on behalf , 
of the municipality, the revocation of1 
the Government guarantee of the 
bonds unless the road is electrified.

The L. E. & N. Ry has consider­
able Brantford capital in it, and that 
appears the real reason why they are 
trying to get so much from Brant­
ford citizens; but why don’t they do 
it openly? It would be interesting -o 
know if any of the present council 
are stockholders or in the employ 
of the railway.

One mile of railway laid with 86 
pound rails, the size in question is 
worth from $15,000 to $20,000; so 14 
miles would be variously estimated as 
worth from $210,oco to $280,000, and 
the proposal is to give it to a wealthy 
corporation for $30,000. I am, not 
aware that the figures have been pub­
lished, but it is doubtful if the L, E.
& N. Ry secured the property for 
their “right of way” for the propor­
tionate rate of $2,200 per mile which 
is the price offered in this instance 
for a railway already built. Not even 
$30,000 will build the Terrace Hill 
loop for the city. Where then do we 
gain anything?

In effect the proposition is to give 
the railway from $170,000 to $250,000 
and gloss it over by claiming 'the 
other $30,000 pays for it, whereas it 
would pay the railroad to pay $36,500 
for the elimination of the two dia­
mond crossings, on each of which the 
law requires them to maintain a man, 
whose cost would be about $2.50 per 
day and the expense of slackening 
up speed would be another 50 cents 
a day per crossing, or $6.00 per day, 
which is interest on $100.00 for a • 
year; therefore 365 days with annual 
interest daily on $100.00 is 365 by 
$100.00 or $36,500.00 for the elimina­
tion of the two diamond crossings; as 
such elimination earns, by saving", 
sum, the equal of which would be 
required to pay interest or dividends 
on that sum, and that 14 miles ot 
railway still has its own value.

Premier Asquith has made some 
uniformly fine speeches during the 
present war crisis, but none more im­
pressive than one which he delivered 
early in the month, and of which 
English papers give a verbatim re­
port, as indeed they do of all his 
utterances.

During his remarks he pointed out 
that one hundred years ago their an­
cestors spent eight hundred millions 
in a struggle which lasted for nearly 
twenty years to crush Napoleon, and 
to ensure the freedom of Europe.
That was an average for the entire 
period of considerably less than 
million pounds per week, whereas 
“the total expenditure to-day, so far 
as we can estimate it, approaches for 
one year a thousand millions, and 
are spending now, and are likely to 
spend for weeks and months to come, 
something like three million pounds 
a day.”

The daily revenue from taxation 
worked out at less than three-quarters 
of a million pounds per day—how, 
then, was the situation to be best met?
He emphasized in detail the fact that 
the new 4i^ per cent, war loan was 
unlimited, and presented in such a 
way that “every advantage which is 
given the big capitalist is granted also 
in the same degree to the smallest 
supporter of the country’s credit and 
finance," and then proceeded to af­
firm as his text that “waste on the 
part either of individuals or of classes, 
which is always foolish and short­
sighted, is in these times nothing 
short of a national danger."

The annual income of the country 
was from £2,250,000,000 to £2,400,- 
000,000, and the annual expenditures 
something like £2,000,000,000. The 
favorable balance each year was from 
£300,000,000 to £400,000,000, whereas, 
as he before stated, the war would 
cost £1,000,000,000 per 
what way should this huge and extra­
ordinary extra demand upon their re­
sources be faced? There were four 
courses:

1. The sale of outside investments 
and property abroad. The first ob­
jection to that was that power of such 
disposal was limited by other 
tries to buy, and this was at low ebb 
just now.

Washington, July 27—Details of the 
sinking of the American Steamship 
Leelanaw by a German submarine 
were to-day awaited by officials of 
the United States Government, pend­
ing which they were>reserved in their 
comments. A full account of the des­
truction of the Leelanaw is not 
pected until the American consul at 
Dundee, Scotland, has completed his 
investigation. The inquiry was to be­
gin there to-day with the arrival of 
the vessel’s crew.

Only meagre accounts of the sink­
ing of the steamer have been received, 
here. The episode, however, is the 
subject of considerable informal dis­
cussion here, coming so soon after 
the delivery of the American note to 
Germany. The course to be pursued 
by the United States Government will 
not be definitely determined until all 
the facts in the case have been re­
ceived. It is probable however, that 
the procedure will be the same as in 
the case of the American ship William 
P. Frye, when the United States dis­
puted Germany’s right to destroy Am­
erican shios even if carrying contra­
band. Officials here are of the opin­
ion that the Leelanaw should have 
been immune from attack and that 
Germany in realitv had again violated 
the Prussin-American treaty of 1828.

der of a trapper named Harry S. 
Brown in a shack near an abandoned 
lumber camp at Mountain Lake, 
reached Toronto yesterday with the 
report of Provincial Constable Camp­
bell, an alert officer at Fort Frances. 
A trapper named Wm. M. Salt report­
ed the tragedy to Constable Campbell 
on June 23, and the startling sequel 
is the arrest of Salt by the constable 
after securing a guide and making a 
three-day trip to the scene, taking 
Salt with him. He found the shack 
near an abandoned lumber camp. 
The door of the shack was locked 
from the outside by means of a pad­
lock and staple. The officer remov­
ed the staple and entered.

FOUR BULLETS IN BODY.
In one corner of the room he found 

the body of Brown covered by sacks. 
Four bullets had penetrated it, all of 
.41 calibre. Near the door were large 
splotches of blood and a trail of blood 
led from the door to the place where 
the body lay.

Constable Campbell also found a 
revolver holster belonging to Brown 
and several revolver shells' lay near­
by. On the table was a bottle half- 
filled with whiskey. There were 
bloodstains on the bottle where it 
had been grasped by someone. A 
gold ring was on one finger and a 
Masonic ring on another. A gold 
watch and chain with the Masonic 
emblem was also found on the body. 
Thirty-four dollars in cash were also 
found on the remains. The officer 
wrapped the remains in oilcloth and 
brought them to Mine Centre.

QUARREL OVER FURS.
The theory of the police is that 

Brown’s assailant came to his shack 
and a quarrel over furs or traps re­
sulted. A hand-to-hand battle en­
sued, and the assailant seized Brown’s 
gun and shot him four times. He 
then made sure his victim was dead, 
covered the body over with sacks, 
took a drink of whiskey from the 
bottle and left the shack, locking the 
door from the outside.

“There arc only a few of the old 
Second Battalion left,” said Private 
William OConnor, whose home i$ in 
Toronto, but who was transfered to 
the command of

tle of St. Julien, we counted up a 
bare 166 of our men. We started a 
charge at 4.30 in the morning, led 
by Colonel Watson himself . It was 
barely daylight when we started to 
rush. There was no shelter for us, 
and as we went on we had to dig 
ourselves in. the machine gun tire 
getting too hot to face in the open. 
Five times we had to stop and dig 
ourselves to safety, and it was but 
poor shelter at that. As we lay there, 
with the Germans concentrating their 
fire upon us, Colonel Watson went 
through the ravks and told us to be 
steady and make a name for the bat­
talion, “Put your trust in God, my 
boys,’ said the Colonel, and we stuck 
it out. We also got the trenches we 
were after, but I believe they were 
lost later.”

London, July 27.—Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle writes in The Times advocating 
the use of protective' armor for sold­
iers attacking over open ground. He 
says :—

“As a man faces the hostile rifle 
fire his forehead and heart are the 
only points presented which are cer­
tainly vital. The former would be 
protected by such a helmit as the 
French have evolved; the second 
should be covered tyt. a curved plate 
of highly tempered-^steel, not more 
than a foot in diameter. With this 
simple light equipment the two cen­
tres of life are safe.c

“A wound in thç' abdomen is no 
longer certain death, thanks to the 
advances of surgery.but a third -curve 
of steel strapped across from the ribs 
to the hip bone would afford protec­
tion.

“But granting that individual life 
would be saved, this does not heir 
upon the capture of positions, since 
so many would fall wounded that 
the weight of the attack would be 
spent before the stormers reached 
the trenches. For this, armor which 
would give complete protection is 
needed, and since the weight of this 
is more than a man can readily carry, 
it must be pushed in front upon 
wheels.

THE “TORTOISE” ADVANCE
“T picture a vteat number of plates 

held together like the shields of the 
Romans, pushed by men who would 
crouch behind them.

“When one is disabled it can read­
ily be dropped and the gap closed. 
Others could be fixed sideways upon 
wheels and used upon the flank of 
the advance to prevent enfilading 
fire.

“One ‘tortoise’ would attract the 
concentrated fire of the artillery, but 
as each company or platoon forms its 
own, these numerous armor-plated 
bodies could rush with small loss 
over the space already cleared as far 
as possible o obstacles and so have 
sopie chance of reaching the enemy's 
line, not as an exhausted fragment, 
but a vigorous storming party with 
its numbers intact.” ______
