tAx amendments
M. J. O’Donohue, Collector of In­

land Revenue, has received notifica­
tion of amendments to the recently 
imposed taxes on automobiles, tea 
and jewelry. Automobile dealers, in­
stead of paying the full tax. on cars 
in stock on May 1, are to be allowed 
to take out guarantee bonds or 
bank securities, covering their taxes, 
and extending oyer a period of ten 
months, at the end of which time all 
taxes.must be adjusted. Automobile 
hnd mutic dealers have expressed a 
desire to receive their imported 
goods in bond, and then to pay the 
tax, but the department states that 
this cannot be allowed, and that the 
manufacturers must pay the tax and 
the dealers adjust the m-.tter with 
them. The jewelers are required to 
pay a tax only on stock, in excess of 
$1000 purchased on or after Octo­
ber 1 of last year, and unsold on May 
1 of this year. The exemption on tea 
in stock up to 1000 pounds grante 1 
retail dealers, does not apply <o 
importers or wholesalers.
