Chatham News.
Chatham, Juy 18.—Word pas received 

yesterday of tho deaih of one of the cattle 
of Antoine Richard, of Tilbury North, on 
the town line, about two miles south of 
Tilbury village, while two more of hie 
cattle have boon poisoned and are dying. 
Three cattle belonging to Napoleon Pa­
quette, and pastured on Richards’ farm, 
were also dying yesterday from poison, 
tho farm being covered with Paris green.. 
It is also reported that half a dozen cattle 
belonging to Moffat t & McGregor on the 
opposite farm on t. e Tilbury East side are 
dying of poison. In fact, It is said that 
most of the farms on the county line right 
through to Mersea, as well as sections of 
Romany have been sprinkled with Paris 
green The whole section is up in arms 
over these reported outrages, and action 
upon the part of the Government and 
municipal authorities cannot be taken any 
too soon. Dr. Orth, veterinary surgeon, 
went out yesterday to investigate, and to 
a reporter he stated that there is no doubt 
the animals have been poisoned by Paris 
green.

In the case of the charred human re­
mains found in Raleigh bush, the coron­
er’s jury at Merlin today returned an open 
verdict, coupled with a request that the 
Ontario Government send a detective to 
pursue enquiry into what is believed to 
have been a foul murder.

Placed*Armes is the historic 
Montreal. Around it succeeding centur­
ies have wrought their work; around it 
cluster the souvenirs of the noble deeds 
and otthe progressive policy of ten gener­
ations. Its very name recalls to the mind 
the first fait d’armes which throws lustre 
on our military annals; every inch at 
ground around it has its history connected 
with the names of men who hold the 
highest place in the veneration of our

No more fitting place than this could be 
selected for the erection of a monument 
to the founders of the city. The Maison­
neuve monument, as it has become known, 
is an historical monument, which illus­
trates the most striking events during the 
first twenty years, from the moment or 
the formation of the Société de Montreal 
to tl»e heroic self-sacrifice of Dollard and 
his companions rft the Long Sault, which 
sisved the rising city from destruction at 
the hands of the Iroquois.

-The four corner figures, which have 
been in position since last year, each tell 
their story.

The Indian, où the alert, whether for 
attack or defence, peering into space as if 
to read the future, speaks the feelings of 
the aborigines, whether Iroquois, Hurons 
or Algonquins, as they saw the power of 
flic pale face increasing day by day.

The sentier, scythe in hand, hastening to 
"reap his crops, but prepared to meet an 
attack from the foe lurking everywhere, 
recalls more eloquently than words coula 
the hardihood, the perseverance *and the 
valor o( the founders of the city. The 
statue is nameless, hut history owes at 
least a passing mention to these pioneers 
of civilization.

Another of the corner statues, that of 
Charles Lamoine, Baron de Longueuil, 
reminds us that some of the founders of 
Vilie Mario belonged to the best famille* 
and that they proved themselves worthy 
of their sires.

Its thickness does not appear to exceed 100 
kilometres, and when its surface is con­
sidered, it will be seen that it is like a 
sheet of cardboard.

It Is divided into three zones or three 
principal rings. The outer one gives a 
father dull yellow light; that in the 
middle is very bright, while the inmost 
one, on the contrary, is obscure, Mke a 
veil of crepe, and fairly transparent, for 
the planet may often be distinguished 
through it.

The aspect of Saturn and his rings varies 
constantly for the terrestrial, observer on 
account of the changes of perspective 
caused by the continual displacement of 
the earth and of Saturn itself. Sometimes 
this curious system only shows its edge to 
us, and then one can only distinguish a 
very thin line passing in front of the 
planet and extending beyond it on the

Xeast and the west. Sometimes they ap- 
>ear to us very open, and then we are 
setter able to study their disposition. We 
never see them from the front, because we 
are never in the prolongation of the axis 

planet. In that case they would 
appear to us to be perfectly circular, as 
they really are.

To this system, already so rich, must be 
added a cortege of eight satellites 
gravitating round the planet, outside the' 
rings. You see, it is quite a uhiverse!

It had been thought that this system of 
rings was solid, but Laplace demonstrated 
that if it were thus there would be no 
condition of stability, for to maintain it­
self in space it would be obliged to turn 
rapidly round the planet, as the moon 
does round the earth, and, in consequence 
of its enormous dimensions, if turned 
all In one piece the exterior zone would 
have had to turn much more rapidly thau 
the interior one, which would have 
brought about the dislocation of the 
system.

It was also thought that they might be 
liquid, which would give a comparative 
independence to the different zones, and 
when the interior transparent ring was 
discovered astronomers were at first in 
dined to look upon it as of air, fluid 
formed of a sort of atmosphere.

This theorv is a very old one, having 
been propagated nearly two centuries ago 
by Cassini, the first director of the P iris 
Observatory under Louis XIV.

HOME-MADE DEVICE FOR COOLING MILK, 
as follows : To a 4x4 timber, four feet 
long, are attached, two circular platforms 
-three feet in diameter : these platforms 
are twenty-two inches apart. On the 
lower one the cans containing milk and 
cream are placed, on the upper one crocks 
of butter or other articles that one desires 
to keep cool. Tho cans are made of 
heaviest tin 8* inches In diameter and 
twenty in height. To them are secured 
handles five inches from the top ; on 
these handles set the can covers, which 
are nine inches in diameter at .the closed 
end, flaring to ten inches at the other 
end. These covers are six inches deep, 
and when in proper place on tho cans, 
there is considerable space over and 
around tho top of the cans, allowing the 
gas and odors to escape, but preventing 
the water from entering when all are sub­
merged in tho well. Milk is set for 
twenty-four hours. Each morning and 
evening the engo is raised, new milk is 
nut on, and tlmt which has been on for 
twenty-four hours is skimmed. This 
skimmed milk is always sweet. To the 
handles of the cans are hooked small 
wooden tags marked respectively M, E, 
(j, standing for morning, evening, cream, 
which enables one at a glance to deter­
mine the contents of a can and age of 
milk. The cage is weighted with brick 
attached to the bottom as as to give tho 
necessary Weight to sink cans and con­
tents as deeply ns desired, and assist in 
maintaining their upright position, lhls

Edison to invent some system to supersede 
the Morse, Mr. J. H. Rogers, of Washing 
ton, believes that he has succeeded. Pre^ 
vious attempts at a system of printing 
telegraphy have been worthless on ac­
count of speed; the Rogers system, super­
cedes all previous records with a capacity 
oQ200 words per minute. This wonderful 
system has brought forward the United 
States Postal Printing Telegraph Com­
pany, under the general management of 

Edward S. Norton, of Baltimore, who 
has just completed and put into practical 
operation, between Washington and Bal­
timore, the first stage of a lino projected 
from Washington to Boston, Mass.

The message is first ticked off 
dinary type-writer. By a device attached 
to the typewriter a paper ribbon about an 
inch wide is perforated with a series of 
holes varying in position and number ac­
cording to the character represented. The 
operator has nothing to do with perforat­
ing the tape; if the right letter is struck 
on the keyboard the machine automatic 
ally does the rest.

A correspondent of the New York Her­
ald describes the modus operand! as fol­
lows: When the message is finished the 
perforated ribbon is handed to another 
operator, who feeds it into a Rogers ma­
chine, which reproduces the typewritten 
copy at Washington. The ribbon passes 
over a small roller; above are small metal­
lic fingers which press on the ribbon; as 
different holes in the ribbon come under 
the fingers electrical counection is made 
with the roller,- which, in synchronism 
with a smilar machine at the other end, 
produces letters for which these characters 
stand. In order to escape slow hand 
transmission, thereby attaining greater 
speed,the inventor made the above device, 
which is attachable to any standard type­
writer, and, as I explained above, no ex­
tra effort is required on the typewriter’s 
part, nor is it requisite that the writer 
should know what letter or part each let­
ter represents, as it is impossible for the 
perforations to differ from the typewritten 
copy, which is turned out at the speed ca­
pacity of the operator, whether it bo 
twenty-five or 125 words per minute.

The machine the message is received on 
is exactly like the one upon which it is 
sent. It comprises a disk with the same 
number of divisions in Its rim aud brush 
sliding against it. In this 
these divisions wag connected with a sep­
arate magnet, eight of t hem being placed 
in a circle (see Fig. each magnet hav­
ing an arm pointing toward the centre of 
the circle, so that all the arms end within 
the space of a Homan letter. Upon each 
of these arms is a character, of which the 
letters are formed.

The perforations are in lines across the 
ribbon, but at different distances from the 
centre. (See Fig. 2.) The centre of the

John Dees, of Celllngwood Township, 
has lost seven cows out of eight afflicted, 
John Wiscinan lost two, Arbnthnot three, 
and several others have suffered like loss. 
One of Arbuthnot’s cattle Mae opened and 
in its stomach was found a ball of chew­
ed cord, which had probably been accum­
ulating there for a year or two, as the 
ball was very large.

It is now said that the oord must be re­
moved from the straw and to do this One 
farmer suggests having a man at the 
threshing machine to remove the cord as 
soon as the band is cut, another suggests 
having men defthe binding in the field.

Fencing Stacks.

Cultivation.

case each of Under the direction of Prof. F. H. 
King of tho Wisconsin experiment sta 
tion, Mr. R. C. Herrick, of Wisconsin, 
conducted an experiment to test the 
merits of shallow and deep cultivation 
on a plot of corn on his farm last season. 
The plau of the experiment was to select 
twelve rows away from the influence of 
trees or fences, running tho full length of 
the fluid. These rows wore to be divided 
into plots of four rows each. Tho first 
plot was to be cultivated deep, second 
shallow and third deep. The shallow 
cultivator was not to run deeper th^n one 
inch, and tho deep not more than throe 
inches. Corn was of tho white flint vari­
ety, planted May 24 on light sandy loam 
whore potatoes had boon tho previous 
crop. The ground was prepared with a 
disk run so as to lap half, then harrowed 
with a fine-toothed harrow, marked one 
way ami planted with a Wakefield corn 
planter in rows 3% foot apart and hills 
iwenty-ono Inches apart in tho row, two 
and three kernels In a hill. Tho rows 
were 800 foot long.

The Care of Worn-Out Pastures.
Assuming that the old pasture has 

plowed, enriched; and sown with » .. 
mixture of grass seed that has: grown will, 
the grass should be cut in bloom for hây. 
Nature seems to thî-ow all her energies’ 
into the perfection of her seed, the stem 
being then largely composed of indiges­
tible woody fiber of little feeding value to 
thé stock, while the roots are weakened 
to the same extent as the new seed is per­
fected. Therefore, to cut when the sap is 
in the stem is to gain a more nutritious 
food and to leave a root in full vigor of 
growth. When haying Ik over, 
growth should be grazed with 
çtock or working h 
milch cows or young stock into snch pa 
ture the first season, because if they 
quire so much food for milk, bone and 
muscle, their manure is poor. Keep sheep 
off, for they would tear up many of the 
young grass plants. At the expiration of 
about 10 days’ grazing take the stock off, 
and run over the field with chain harrows 
to distribute droppings and prevent the 
growth of patches of the stronger grasses.

On this 
latter and also on the light soil there was 
a very marked difference in favor of shal­
low culture while on tho clay there was 
no difference. During tho hottest days 
the corn did not roll up as much on the 
shallow plot as on tho plot cultivated 
deop. The yield was thirty-five baskets 
on tho shallow plot per acre and twonty- 
eight on the deep. Considering the very 
small amount of rainfall and tho light 
soil, with the mercury 'up among the 90's 
most of the time, this yield certainly 
speaks well for a crop which should oc­
cupy a very conspicuous place in tho rota­
tion of crops, tihallow culture leaves a 
mulch of loose soil to check the evapora­
tion of water from below. It leaves the 
corn roots free to penetrate three or four 
feet deep for water, so that even In the 
dryest time each hill of fqur stalks may 
get the twenty pailfuls ot water needed. 
As Prof. King points out, the roots of an 
aero of corn pump up from the same area 
8U0 to 400 tons of water.

During the past three months the Ex­
perimental Farpi hands at 
been busily engaged sending out samples 
of seed grain to farmers. To supply the 
20,030 samples sent out this spring has re­
quired 80 tons of material. The samples 
have consisted of; Wheat, 8,251; oats, 10,- 
250; barley, 4,639; peas, 2,125; corn, 1,707; 
potatoes, 4,047. These have been distri­
buted by provinces as follows; Ontario, 
5,414; Quebec, 14,900; New Brunswick, 
1,687; Prince Edward Island, 785; Noy* 
Beotia, 2,169; British Columbia, 185; Mani­
toba, 497; Northwest Territories, 692.1

With each of these samples a circular 
has been sent, containing init ructions as 
to the*particulars to be observed and re 
ported on in making these test» In ad­
dition to the three-pound samples referred 
to, there have been distributed in one- 
pound bags 966 samples of new varieties 
of cross-bred wheat, and 1,088 of hybrid 
barleys. These have been sent to some of 
those farmers in the'different provinces 
of the Dominion who have madd careful 
reports on fôrmer tests, and who take a 
special interest in experimental work in 
agriculture.

In the botanical division a distribution 
of packages of small samples of grasses 
has been made; 180 of such packages have 
been sent out in response to special appli­
cation, end) containing samples of 18 
varietie» A further distribution of young 
forest trees, poplar and willow cuttings, 
etc.,has also been made; 988 packages hav­
ing been sent out in response to requests 
received.

Many Persons Killed, and a Vast Amennt 
of Property Destroyed.

New York, July 14.—The first cyclone 
In many years struck New York and vicin­
ity yesterday afternoou, killing several 
persons and wrecking a largo amount of 
valuable property. The cloud, when first 
seen, was funnel-shaped, 
low, near the ground. At the upper end 
was a rod spot that appeared more like an 
incandescent light than anything elre. As 
it moved op in its course, trees were torn 
down, telephone, telegraph, and trolley 
wires demolished, and houses unroofed or 
totn ly w: eckod.

At Cherry Hill, a small village a few 
miles from Mt. Hackenack, N..J, it devel­
oped cyclonic fury,attended by the demoli­
tion of the village and a number of deaths. 
Within a minute after the storm broke 
twenty-seven houses, nearly the entire 
number in the vllage, were wrecked. The 
cyclone made a clean path through the 
centre of the place, carrying everything 
b fore it.

How Spools A Ye Made. 
Considering that there are fifteen or

twenty qillllons of people in our country 
who use thread more or less, it is apparent 
that the making pf the spools upon wh(ph 
it Is wound must be of itself quite an in­
dustry. These are made of hard wood, 
birch, being preferred and generally used. 
The material is first sawn into sticks four 
or five feet long and seven-eighths of an 
inch to three inches square, according to 
the size of the spool to be produced. These 
sticks are thoroughly seasoned. They are 
sawed into short blocks and dried in a hot­
air kiln. At the time they are sawed, 
holes are bored perpendicularly through 
each block, which is sot on end under a 
rapidly revolving, long-shanked augur. 
Next, one whirl efeaeh little block against 
some little knives that are turning at 
lightning speed, fashion it Into a spool 
according to the pattern desired, and that, 
too, at the rata of one a second for each 
of knives.
