THE U. 8. ARCTIC EXPEDITION.

LADY FRANKLIN'S TABLET TO HER HUSBAND, & C

The Propeller Arctic and Barque ¢ Release’
left the Quarantine station, New York, on
Friday 2d inst. for the Arctic ocean, in order
to search for Dr. Kane and his companions.
These vessels have been fitted out by the U.
States Government, and the expedition is under
the Command of Lieut. H. J. Hartstein, a
pative of South Carolina. Release has a com-
