Autumn Burning

Of Slash In N. B.

autumn burnieg

Realization that
of slash produced in land clearing
operations is greatly superior tu
spring burning which has been gene
rally practiced in the past, is becom
ing plaincr - in New Brunswick as
time goes on. Wardens whose duty
it is to superintend slash-burning
and to enforce the regulations of
the I)upur'(nwm of Lands andM ines
report that the people are lending
themEelves more and more to the
policy of the Department in regard
to the disposal of slash. The dau-
ger of the forests being set afire by
spring burning seems to have been
brought home to the people and|
many inhabitants of the more ne\\'lyI
settled portions of the province have
stated that autumn burning is the
more desirable from every point of
view.

The "Wardene in charge of the var
ious districts have recently been
securing information concerning the
quantity of slash which is ready for
burning. The intention is that this
shall be bBurned this autumn in
order that as little as possible be
left next spring. From th's infor
mation it is eptimhted that 4,800
acres of slash are to be burned—
the properiy of 1,600 owners. This
survey is the first of its kind at-
tempted by the Department.

Thomas D. Cutler, editor of the
Ice Cream Trade Journal says ice
cream making originated In Italy
possibly before 1600. Something

like 50 years later there are traces
of the ice cream trail in England
and France, then America. Eliza
beth Raffald published “The Exper
ienced Housekeeper” in England

in 1769. It contained a receipt for
ice cream. One of her bits of ad
vice was “dip your tin in warm

water when you turn it out.” There
is a record of ice cream being serv
ed in a celebrated Italian cafe about
1630. Mr. Cutler is credited with
having made the first French ice
cream. Mrs. Raffald’s book had
a receipt for apricot ice, showing
that the business of freezing things
for the table was expanding.

Fve peaks in the Canadian Rockies have just been con-
quered for the first time by three Harvard and Hotch-
kiss students who were accompanied by their Swiss
guides. The students who climbed and named the new
R:kn in the famous Columbia ice field are Osgood Field,

derick Field and Lemond Harris of Boston. They
were led by the noted Canadiin Pacific Railway guide
Edward Fuez, the oldest guide in point of service in the
Canadian rockies. Two of the newly conquered peaks
have been named Mount Harvard and Mount Hotchkiss
after the two American universities.

The party made five first ascents including the hitherto
unconquered Mount Patterson, 10,400 feet, Mount Sir
James Outram 10,700 feet, the South Twin, 10,600 feet
and the unnamed peaks, Havard and Hotchkiss. Besides
all this they discovered a new route to the top of the
second highest peak in the Rockies, Mount Columbia,
12,000 feet, which was made in & return journey of
twenty-three hours. The aim of the exploring party, to
concLuer the South Twin, was successfully attained.
