Race with a Snow Slide.
A THRILLING EPISODE ENACTED IN
THE ROCKY MOUNTAINS,

The point. selected for the race
was one of the steepest guiches on
the most precipitous mountain with-
in a radius of twenty miles, and it is
not an exaggeration to say the in-
cline of the course was equal to 45
degreéd. The length was 2,600 feet
by measureiment, for the starting
point was just at the upper-end lines
of two full mining claims, and the
terminus of the “hog-back” before
referred to, the centre of which wa«
400 feet from the lower-end lines of
the claims in question. Under the

The corpee is
rnt into- the pyre, which is then
ighted, Dry cordwood is then
thrown in on top of the corpse until
the opening is filled. The relatives
sit around the burning pile four or
five hours until overylZing is con-
sumed. The cremation is always
complete. The ashes of the dead
man, with, of course, more or less
wood ashes, are gathered up, placed
in'a wooden box, and carried to a
little grave house, as it is called.

A Ralic of Antiquity.

One of the most interesting and
valuable relics of antiquity recently
exhumed in the Delta of the Nile
has just arrived in Boston. It is the
undoubtedly authentic double armed
handle of the golden Censer ot Pha-
raoh Hophar, found by Mr. Flinders
Petrie, the archmological digger of
the Egyptian Exploration Fund, at
Tel Defenneh, in the north-eastern
corner of the Delta of the Nile. It
is of pure solid gold, shining and
rich beyond description; curiously,
intricately and Iaboriously wrought,
each arm decorated with the grace-
ful lotus-leaf design, and is worth,
at the smallest calculation, simply
as gold bullion, 8600, How is it
known to be authentic, and the pro
perty of the late Pharaoh Hophar,
who died somewhere about 2552
years ago? The answer to that
question, the Transcript says, is too
long to give in detail, but the forty
third chapter of the book of
Jeremish tells how the great pessi.
mist of Judes, Jeremiah himself,
found his way to the *“House of
Pharoah” in this same Defenneth
(he called it Tahpanhes), and how
some Jewish princesses, the daugh-
ters of Zedediah, took refuge in this
same fortress, called the house of
Pharaoh. The ground that marks
the place, and in which this beauti-
fal gold ornament was found, is
called to this day by the Arabs the
castle of the Jew's daughter.

The Rev. Mr. Winslow, who is
the American guide, philu«)‘;hcr
and friend of the Egyptian Explora
tion Fund, is held in great esteem
by the English patrons and mana-
gers of the enterprise, and has man-
aged to secure not only this relic of
Pharoah Hopbar, but many other
interesting articles from the ruins of
the Palace Castle at Daphne that
might otherwise have gone into the
great grave of antiquity, the British
Museum, and has them now in
charge, though they are not all out
of the Custom House.

Harvard. His letter says :

“Permit me to call your attention
w the college query and reply,
which appears in this week’s Michi-
gan Catholic, evidently copied from
another paper. I believe it admitted
that Laval Colloge, Quebec, founded
by the Jesuits, can Jjustly claim
priority over Harvard. Let us see
what the authorities say on this
subject. Parkman, in his work,
‘The Jesuits in North America,’
concedes it. He says: ‘A year be-
fore the building of Harvard Col-
lege the Jesuits began a wooden
structure in the rear of the fort
(Quebec), and there within the in-
closure was the Huron Seminary
and the college for French boys.' In
the * History ot the Ursulines of
Quebec,’ published by that venmer-
able community, Laval College is
stated to have been ‘opened in
1635." In Heriat's ‘Canada,’ the
claim is made that ‘the College of
the Jesuits at Quebec was long con-
sidered as the first institution on the
continent of America for the instruc-
tion of young men.’ The honored
authority, Jobn Gilmary Shea, in
his work on the Catholic missions,
shows that the foundation in ques-
tion originated in 1626, and was due

to the pious zeal of the lqu.uil de
Gamac who gave a magnificent
donation — 48 livres — towards
the purpose of owment.

Mosting of Provincial Legislature

Taz first session of the thirtieth
General Aswsembly of this Province
was opened by His Honor the Hof-
orable Andrew Archibald Macdonald,
Lieutenant Governor, at three o'clock
yesterday afternoon.

Ths weather, which had been very
disagreeable in the morning, cleared
up, and although the streets were
ot very clean, it was a pleasant,
mil | day overhead.

At two o'clock the members elect of
both Houses were sworn in by Judge
Hensley, Mayor Haviland, and James
Clow, Esq., who had been appointed
for that purpose. Shortly before three,
the guard of honor, consisting of one
hundred men drawn from the Artillery,
the Engineers and the 82n0d Battalion,
under the command of Capt. Weeks,
headed by Galbraith's Brass Band.
marched into position in front of the
Assembly Building. Battery No. 2,
commanded by Capt. Moore, fired a
salute of fifteen guns from Fort
Edward. A few minutes afterwards the
L'eut. Governor and Suite arrived, and
were received with a military salute by
the Guard of Honor. His Honor was
recompanied by Major Jas. D, Irving,
Aided:-Camp; /Eneas McDonald,

Private Secretary, and Mrs. Mc-
Donald. The Council Chamber was
filled with ladies and gentlemen who
bhad come to witness the opening
ceremonies. His Honor having en-
tered and taken his seat, the Usher of
the Black Rod was despatched to sum-

mon the Members of the House of

Assembly to appear at the Bar of the
Council Chamber. The latter, in re-
sponse to this request, entered the
room. Mr. Ball, Clerk of the Legis-
lative Council, then informed the
members of both Houses that it was
not His Homor's pleasure to declare
the purpose for which Parliament had
been called until a President had
been appointed for the Legislative
Council, and a Speaker for the House
of A-sembly ; he therefore requested
the members of the House to repair
to their usual place of meeting and
appoint a Speaker. His Honor re-
tired to his private room, and the
members of the Legislitive Council
elected Hon, Thomas Walker Dodd as
their President.

Nihilism.

THr recent attempt on the life of
the Czar of Russia and the, not un-
frequent, acts of a similar nature
which, of late years, have been perpe-
trated by Nihilistic plotters, naturally
set the mind a thinking as to their
cause. News of an Outrage of this
kind would, less than a quarter of a
century ago, have created a profound
umpression on Russian civilization,
and would have given rise to the
most intense excitement all over the
country ; whereas, now it is looked
upon as a matter of little importance
and scarcely produces a ripple on the
surface of society. Not more than
ten or twelve years ago, a writer on
Russia did not think worth while
treating Nihilism seriously, and looked
upon whatever unrest existed in the

The prime source of this spirit of
uneasiness and rebellion is nothing
¢lse than the too arbitrary power with
which the autocratic form of Govern-
ment existing in Russia clothes the
ruling monarch, and the too despotic
manner in which he sways his scep-
tre. The result of the Crimean war
frustrated the schemes of the Czar
Nicholas, and then western ideas of
liberty and social independerce began
rapidly to replace attachment to the
Alexander
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! , and whouse citizens had
not unfrequently taken ‘up the cause
of the law breaker against the law
which he had broken, were driven to
take up arms against the foes of
civilization. In fact the flood-gates
of anarchy seem, of late years, to
have been unhinged, and the world
seems to have been deluged with
Socialistic notions. Deeds which, a
few years ago, would have sent a
shudder of consternation through all
society, have now bacome so preval-
ent as to attract but little attention.
Conspiracy 1s rife in our day, and is
directcd, not against tyranay alone,
but against all properly constituted
authority, against property and order,
and whatever was at one time fenced
round by the highest sanctions. This
wide-spread unrest, this coastaat
menace, has caused men of wisdom
and foresight to accept the counsel
and co-operation of moderate and
thoughtful associates, who are opposed
to all acts of violence and who use
their influence on the masses for
their good and the protection of
society. In our times men are sure
to combine, and the use they make
of their united strength depends on
the advice of those who lead them
[t their leaders are honest and
prudent, good results are sure to
follow. 1f the contrary be the fact,
nothing is surer than that trouble will
be the outcome.

~ne of them contains in itselfl much
that is true and worthy of practical
pplicati Yet absolutely to lay
down any one of them as a‘rule for
the prolongation of human life would
be in the last degree idie and silly.
Some of the most moral and temper-
ate men are those who die young,
while some of the most dissipated
and hardened criminals live to
be octogenarians. Again, not unfre-
quently, those who live in the coun.
try and inhale the air of heaven in its
purest and most unadulterated state
are cut off in the prime of life, while
people living in small, badly ventilated
and very often -fiithy hovels in our
populous cities, live to be centenar-
ians. Of course we do not mean to
say that pure air, temperate habits
and unsullied morals are not condu-
cive to health, but what we contead
is that these things of themselves will
not prolong life.
